SUBJECT:  October 22nd Workshop, Draft Golf Cart Ordinance  



Attached you will find a draft Golf Cart Ordinance and the power point presentation that will be presented in the workshop next Tuesday evening. In addition to the overall question of authorizing operation of golf carts on city streets, there are several implementation policies included in the Ordinance. I have coordinated the draft Ordinance with Chief Chrisman, Dann Herrin, and Fred Morrison. The implementation policies currently in the Ordinance represent the staff recommendation. The purpose of the workshop is to present these implementation policies for your discussion and guidance. 

Implementation policies to be considered: 

a. Areas where carts will be authorized

b. Safety equipment 

c. Hours of operation 

d. Operator age restrictions

e. Registration, Inspection and Fees

f. Insurance requirements

I have also attached a copy of F.S. Section 316.212. Many of the requirements contained in the Ordinance originate in this section of the Florida Statutes. 
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
