Subject:	Resolution approving purchase of two vacant lots at 2207 Mispah Avenue for the Carver Heights/ Montclair Community Redevelopment Agency


Staff Recommendation: 
Staff recommends approval to execute a Purchase and Sales Contract with Smith Properties Unlimited, Inc., for the purpose of purchasing vacant land for redevelopment.   

Analysis: 
The subject property includes two vacant lots at 2207 Mispah Avenue.  Purchase of the vacant lots is part of an acquisition effort to attract new residential development within the CRA.  Acquisition of the subject properties is imperative for residential development that would increase the overall taxable value of the Carver Heights & Vicinity CRA.

The catalyst for the creation of the CRA was to revitalize and beautify the area.  Acquisition of the subject property together with adjacent parcels will position the CRA to be more prepared to offer “shovel ready” property when attempting to attract professional residential developers.  Therefore, with the purchase of this property the CRA can offer single family lots for affordable housing.

Options:
1.  Approve the resolution to execute the Contract for Sales and Purchase with Smith Properties Unlimited, Inc.; or 
2.  Such alternative action as the CRA board may deem appropriate

Subject:	Resolution authorizing a grant application to Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) and acceptance of the grant, if awarded, which would require a matching contribution of $37,500 


Staff Recommendation: 
Staff recommends approval of the grant application submission and acceptance if awarded, for grant funds from the Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP).  Total project requested is $150,000 which includes a Carver Heights/Montclair Area Community Redevelopment Agency (CHCRA) matching contribution amount of $37,500. 

Analysis: 
The Community Redevelopment Agency in collaboration with City of Leesburg Parks and Recreation Department is seeking to procure a grant from the Florida Recreational Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) for improvement to Berry Park at 2121 Johns Avenue.  

The FRDAP is a competitive program which provides grants to local governmental entities for acquisition and development of land for public outdoor recreation use or to construct recreational trails.  The Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Office of Information and Recreation Services administers FRDAP.  A FRDAP grant would help improve Berry Park by providing for the renovation and development of existing and new park amenities.  Through several visionary meetings with the Carver Heights/ Montclair Area CRA neighborhood, the group concluded that more recreational activities and amenities are needed within the community.  The West Leesburg community residents, businesses and stakeholders through the CH/MACRA are seeking to enhance recreational programs and activities for individuals and families within the CH/MACRA and Leesburg community.

The CH/MACRA’s planning consultant (Land Planning Group) conducted a cost analysis of some of the projects discussed.  Some improvement projects include but are not limited to: 2 tennis courts, 1 racquetball court, 1 large pavilion, bathrooms, exercise trail, and other amenities.  The projected cost of preliminary improvements is $150,000.  The FRDAP grant will provide 75% or $112,500 toward the total project cost and the CH/MA CRA’s contribution is 25% or $37,500 toward the total project cost. 






Options:
1.  Approve application, submission, and acceptance, if awarded of funds from FRDAP of $112,500 and allocated CHCRA funds of $37,500 for amenities at Berry Park or;
2.  Such alternative action as the CHCRA board may deem appropriate.


Fiscal Impact: 
The total CHCRA matching contribution is $37,500 or 25% of a $150,000 FRDAP grant award.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the amended budget for fiscal year 2008-09 and the budget for the fiscal year 2009-10 for the Carver Heights/ Montclair Area Community Redevelopment Agency.

Analysis:
As seen in Attachment A, Fiscal Analysis for the four year period ending July 31, 2009, there will be approximately $1,500,000 available that can be carried forward and spent in fiscal year 2009-10.  As shown in Attachment B, the total Funding appropriation proposed for the Carver Heights/Montclair Area CRA for fiscal year 2009-10 is $292,051.  The projects planned for the fiscal year are as follows:

· Develop Senior Housing
· Develop infrastructure and pedestrian support (sidewalk) facilities
· Commercial and single home development
· Develop gateways into the community
· Improve infrastructure
