1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 050-1-102209 – SHEPHERD’S VILLAGE –   REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 3 +/- ACRES FROM COUNTY A (AGRICULTURE) TO CITY SPUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO DEVELOP A MULT-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL COMPLEX FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF CASTEEN ROAD, EAST OF FLATWOODS ROAD, WEST OF SOUTH STREET IN SECTION 28, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON NOVEMBER 23, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON DECEMBER 14, 2009

Bill Wiley stated that all the exhibits included in this case were presented with the previous case.

Bill Wiley stated the application was sent to all the departments and all comments were addressed in the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned City R-3 (High Density Residential), City M-1 (Industrial) and County A (Agriculture). Additionally, the proposed use as a multi-family retirement development with age restrictions (55 and older) does not appear to be a detriment to any of the surrounding properties.
· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designation of City Low Density Residential and County Urban. 

· Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning subject to the property receiving annexation approval from the City Commission under case number 049-1-102209, and a Small Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment Future Land Use Designation of Medium Density Residential approval from the City Commission Case number 051-0-102209
Bill Wiley summarized the conditions as follows:

· Permitted use - multi-family residential retirement development with age restrictions (55 and older) with accessory uses for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan for a 3 +/- acre parcel.

· Access to the property is currently from Casteen Road.
· A transportation study waiver may be requested from the MPO exempting the project based on the age restrictions and substantiation of minimum change in traffic impacts
· Design requirements of the structures and landscaping are included.
Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE case # 050-1-102209 – SHEPHERD’S VILLAGE – REZONING. Commissioner Wylie Hamilton SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 5 to 0.
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
