1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 052-1-102209 – L.C.S. TRANSPORTATION  EXPANSION –  REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY .98 +/- ACRES FROM CITY CIP (COMMERCIAL/INDUSTRIAL PLANNED) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO EXPAND THE ADJACENT LAKE COUNTY SCHOOLS BUS MAINTENANCE FACILITY FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF CENTER STREET AND MCCORMICK STREET IN SECTION 28, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON DECEMBER 21, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JANUARY 11, 2010)

Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which included the application, warranty deed, legal description, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, PUD conditions, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, wetlands and flood zone map, property photos, conceptual fence and landscape and site plan.  

Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos, conceptual fence and landscape buffers and conceptual site plan.

Bill Wiley reviewed the Department and Public comments received:

No substantive comments received.  Nor public comments received, but a letter received from Mrs. Berry representing Carver Heights CDC as well as a letter from Lake County School Board.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned City M-1 (Industrial) to the north, City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the south, City R-2 (Medium Density Residential), City CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) and City M-1 (Industrial) to the east, and City M-1 (Industrial) and City R-3 (High Density Residential) to the west. This request should have a positive impact on adjacent properties with the proposed conditions and improvements.The proposed zoning district of PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designation of City General Commercial, City Industrial and County Urban.
· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with the existing future land use designation of the property of City Industrial and all adjacent properties with future land use designations of City Industrial, City Institutional, City Estate, City High Density Residential and City Low Density Residential.
· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6.
· Vote to approve the recommendation to amend the zoning for the subject property from CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) to SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.

Bill Wiley presented a brief overview on the overhead projector of the request on the existing preliminary plan of the development, referencing the requested amended access points to the property.

· 	Uses shall be those listed for the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses including educational facilities for vehicle repairs, service and storage/parking with accessory uses for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan.
· The Impervious surface coverage for this site shall not exceed eighty (80) percent of the gross site area.
· Access to the property is currently from Center Street and McCormack Street. However, these conditions shall limit access to the property to the School Board’s adjacent property to the north as shown on the conceptual plan. 
· Proposed building shall be similar in style to the existing county bus maintenance facilities on the adjacent property to the north
· All repairs shall be restricted to the proposed building as shown conceptual plan 
· No outdoor storage or parking of vehicles shall be permitted except on the School Board’s adjacent property to the north.
· The permittee shall have off-street parking spaces within the property per the conceptual site plan for employees or School Board service vehicles.
· An eight foot black metal (aluminum wrought iron style) fence curved security pickets at the top shall be installed along the southern and western property boundaries. See Exhibit D Conceptual Fence Style. Landscaping shall be required along the road side of the fence for a visual buffer of a minimum of six feet in height. (See Exhibit E)
· An eight foot concrete stucco wall with decorative posts and wall caps (See attached Exhibit E) painted in an earth tone color shall be constructed along the eastern boundary of the property along Chester Street. . No barbed wire shall be permitted on the wall. Landscaping shall be required along the road side of the wall to provide visual breaks in the length of the wall and to visually decrease the height of the wall.
· Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 84 months of approval of this Planned Development. This isn’t currently in the School Board’s five year work plan.

Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE case # 052-1-102209 – L.C.S. TRANSPORTATION EXPANSION  – REZONING. Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 4 to 0.
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
