1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 058-1-111909 – NC LEESBURG (SOUTH) –  REZONING           
     AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 3.82 +/- ACRES FROM CITY C-2 (COMMUNITY COMMERCIAL) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO CURE THE UNDUE HARDSHIPS RESULTING FROM THE ACQUISITION OF PARCEL 114 ALONG WEST NORTH BOULEVARD BY THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION THROUGH EMINENT DOMAIN FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE SOUTHERN CORNER OF WEST NORTH BOULEVARD AND CITIZENS BOULEVARD IN SECTION 23, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON DECEMBER 21, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JANUARY 11, 2010)

Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, warranty deed, legal description, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, PUD conditions, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, wetlands and flood zone map, site photos and conceptual site plan.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, CRA map, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and the conceptual site plan.

Bill Wiley reviewed the Department and Public comments received:

No substantive comments received.

Bill Wiley stated that the exhibits were the same as the previous case and he noted the few that were different from the above case:
· Exhibit D is a 10 foot landscape buffer plan because they have a little more room to work with.
· Same items under exhibit E that were noted in the previous case.
Roland asked Bill how close the roadway was going to be to the building.

Bill replied roughly 13 feet.

Steve Semonich made a reference to Exhibit E.  The same conditions that were utilized for the northern property are stated in the southern property as well.  They should be different. 

Bill Wiley stated that it shouldn’t be, if it is that is an error.  There is a different Exhibit E for this case.

Steve Semonich was okay for approval as long as it is noted that the exhibit was erroneous and needed to be corrected prior to the city commission meetings.

Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE case # 058-1-111909 – NC LEESBURG (SOUTH) - REZONING. Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 4 to 0.
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
