1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 059-1-111909 – NC LEESBURG (NORTH) – REZONING   
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 3.56 +/- ACRES FROM CITY C-2 (COMMUNITY COMMERCIAL) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO CURE THE UNDUE HARDSHIPS RESULTING FROM THE ACQUISITION OF PARCEL 113 ALONG WEST NORTH BOULEVARD BY THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION THROUGH EMINENT DOMAIN FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF WEST NORTH BOULEVARD AND CITIZENS BOULEVARD IN SECTION 23, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON DECEMBER 21, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JANUARY 11, 2010)

Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, warranty deed, legal description, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, PUD conditions, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, wetlands and flood zone map, site photos and conceptual site plan.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and the conceptual site plan.

Bill Wiley reviewed the Department and Public comments received:

No substantive comments received.  One approval response from surrounding property owners.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:
· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned City C-2 (Community Commercial) and City C-3 (General Commercial). This request would cure undue hardships resulting from the acquisition of parcel 113 along W. North Boulevard by the Florida Department of Transportation through eminent domain.
· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with the existing future land use designation of the property of City General Commercial. 
· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan.
· Staff recommends approval of the applicants request.
Before going into the conditions, Bill Wiley provided a summary as to why this request has been made.  The FDOT has been acquiring portions of HWY 441 to widen the road ways.  Because of this the owner has to alter their property.

Bill Wiley stated the planned conditions:

· It is a 3.6 acre site within the city limits.
· Uses shall be those listed for the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses including financial institutions and a general office complex with accessory uses for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan.
· All uses not permitted by the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) zoning district and commercial and industrial uses.
· Design requirements shall be as provided by the current buildings developed on the site.
· The minimum development standards shall be those required for the SPUD district and as shown on the Conceptual Plan and as noted in Exhibit E.
· Wetlands on the site have already been addressed.
· The reduction in the front street side buffer form 15 feet to 5’ feet shall require the landscaping to be increased per Exhibit D Typical Landscape Buffer.
· Exhibit E was summarized.
Steve Semonich spoke on the proposed cure regarding parking and landscaping.

Bill Wiley stated that the staff recommendations, PUD conditions and Exhibit E are all the same for the next case.

Paul Chipok thanked the staff for all efforts made to accommodate them during this process.

Commissioner Clell Coleman made a motion to APPROVE case # 059-1-111909 – NC LEESBURG (NORTH) – REZONING. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 4 to 0.
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
