1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 057-1-111909 – SALVATION ARMY –  REZONING

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 9.99 +/- ACRES FROM AN EXPIRED CITY PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO CITY PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO DEVELOP A CHURCH /SOCIAL SERVICE AND YOUTH CENTER CAMPUS FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF SOUTH STREET, WEST OF CABALLO ROAD IN SECTION 28, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON DECEMBER 21, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JANUARY 11, 2010)

Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, warranty deed, legal description, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, PUD conditions, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, wetlands and flood zone map, site photos and conceptual site plan.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and the conceptual site plan.

Bill Wiley reviewed the Department and Public comments received:

No substantive comments received.  One disapproval from the public received noted on your summary, they want to leave the property vacant.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:
· The proposed zoning district of PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned County MP (Planned Industrial District), City M-1 (Industrial) and County R-6 (Urban Residential District) to the north, County A (Agriculture) to the south and east, and City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the west. This request should have a positive impact on adjacent properties with the proposed conditions and improvements.
· The proposed zoning district of PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with the existing future land use designation of City General Commercial and all adjacent properties with future land use designations of County Urban and City Industrial and High Density.
· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6.
· Staff recommends approval.
Bill Wiley summarized the PUD conditions as follows:

· The property is just a little less than 10 acres.
· Uses shall be those listed for the PUD (Planned Unit Development) uses in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses including a church/social service and youth center campus with accessory uses for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan.
· All uses not permitted by the PUD (Planned Unit Development) and commercial and industrial.
· The permittee shall have off-street parking spaces within the property per the conceptual site plan pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces. The location and design of the proposed parking area will be reviewed during the site plan review process to provide for alternatives to mass parking areas.
· A twenty-five (25) foot wide vegetative landscaped buffer shall be required along boundaries of the development except for S.R. 44 (South Street).
· Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 36 months of approval of this Planned Development.  Staff doesn’t have a problem extending to 48 months if needed.
Reggie Caurethers – representative for the case.  We just wanted to thank the staff for all efforts made.  

Mr. Wiley – What time period are you looking at for construction.

Mr. Caurethers – We are looking at possible construction starting within two years.  

Mr. Wiley – So you will be going through the site plan process prior to that?

Mr. Caurethers – Yes.
Commissioner Clell Coleman made a motion to APPROVE case # 057-1-111909 – SALVATION ARMY – REZONING. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 4 to 0.
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
