Commissioner Henderson introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute an agreement for the Fountain Lake Recreational Trail construction with Beesley Construction Co., LLC for $310,032.79; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Henderson moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Christian asked if all bids submitted were re-bids. DPWD Feagle explained all were asked to re-bid due to the conflict in bid submittal times in the first bid. Commissioner Christian asked if the re-bid would result in more change orders.  DPWD Feagle replied he does not foresee problems with the document.  
Purchasing Manager (PM) Thornton explained all bidders were made aware of what the first bids were before the second round of bids.
Commissioner Christian asked if the trail goes past Canal Street.  DPWD Feagle advised the continuation of the trail from Canal Street to Lake Street and a short segment from Lake Street East to Dixie Ave is in the design process.  CM Evans said the trail is 400-500 feet short of Dixie Ave.  Some property will need to be obtained.  

Commissioner Henderson asked about the trail in the other direction.  DPWD Feagle replied the trail will go to 13th Street.  He said great things are happening with the trails.   
Commissioner Polk asked if re-bidding puts a bad light on the City of Leesburg.  He expressed concern the City of Leesburg did not restructure the bid.  CA Morrison explained the City has the option to reject all bids and re-bid the project.  
Commissioner Polk said contractors are upset with the City for adding the parking lot to the contract. 
Commissioner Knowles asked why was the bid changed to add in the parking lot.  He asked if the parking lot can be left out of the bid.  PM Thornton advised the bid was not changed to add the parking lot, but after the bid was awarded and was much lower than anticipated, there was $66,000 left of the FRDAP Grant.   This is when staff realized the City could add the parking lot or return the $66,000 to the State.

Commissioner Christian asked about the affordable housing and the donation of the proposed school site.  Community Development Director (CDD) Wiley explained the donation for affordable housing is an applied five percent.  The developer is required to build 58 units or make a payment into a housing fund.  The payment must be made prior to the 1,001 home being built.  
Commissioner Christian asked if offsite property is an option.  CDD Wiley explained they must build onsite.  An option is given to get an amendment to the PUD.  Any amendments must come before the Commission
Commissioner Christian asked why Option E is the isolation of units, yet says affordable housing must not be isolated.   CDD Wiley explained all individual communities can be walled within the development.  The City limits the number of pods and where they are located.

Commissioner Christian stated he wants developers to be more willing to build affordable housing instead of being forced to build affordable housing. He does not consider walls and barriers acceptable.  He asked if the developer is giving the land to the Lake County School Board for the project.  CDD Wiley explained twenty acres is to be given to the Lake County School Board.  The School Board is not willing to enter into an agreement and commit at this time.
