Subject:	Resolution authorizing a Lease Agreement with SunAir Aviation, Inc. for property at 8701 Airport Boulevard, Suite 102 at Leesburg International Airport


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Lease Agreement with SunAir Aviation, Inc. at 8701 Airport Boulevard, Suite 102.

Analysis:   
SunAir Aviation, Inc. currently operates as a Fixed Base Operator (FBO) at Leesburg International Airport.  One of the services offered by SunAir is aircraft maintenance, both airframe and engine repair.  SunAir would like to lease the hangar located at 8701 Airport Boulevard, Suite 102, to allow them to move the maintenance operation from 8806 Airport Boulevard to this location.  SunAir could then use the hangar at 8806 Airport Boulevard for storage of transit aircraft, especially corporate jet-type aircraft.  The hangar at 8701 Airport Boulevard is 60’ x 100’ or 6,000 square feet.  The area subject to the lease is depicted in Exhibit “A” and includes all grass and concrete tie-down areas.  

Mayor Puckett expressed concern at an earlier meeting that the ramp space was not included in this lease agreement.  The ramp space associated with 8701 Airport Boulevard, Suite #102, is 62,408 sq. ft. of general aviation space, and was leased to SunAir Aviation for $624.98 per month on August 10, 2009, authorized by Resolution 8498.

The term of the attached lease is for an initial two-year period with an option for one additional two-year period. The lease rate is $700.00 per month plus all applicable sales tax.  The Lessee will pay all property taxes and utilities.  The Lessee will also perform all grounds keeping.
 
The Airport Advisory Board reviewed the terms of this lease at the November 12, 2009 meeting and recommended approval.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing an Interlocal Agreement for repair and maintenance of street lighting fixtures with the City of Tavares, Florida

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Interlocal Agreement with the City of Tavares for repair and maintenance of street lighting fixtures along US Hwy 441 between Lake Eustis Drive and Huffstetler Drive. 

Analysis:
With adoption of the Agreement, the City of Leesburg will perform repair and maintenance of street lighting fixtures located on Highway 441 in Tavares between Lake Eustis Drive and Huffstetler Drive on an “as needed” basis. There are 30 total poles and light fixtures installed along both the north and south side of Highway 441 located generally south of the Florida Waterman Hospital from the Inn-On-the-Green on the west to the railroad tracks on the east.

Leesburg Electric Department proposes to perform such repair and maintenance of lighting requested by the City of Tavares both after hours and during normal business hours as requested. Leesburg will perform such work and invoice the City of Tavares at the then actual cost for labor (after hours at time and a half), equipment and materials used, plus a 15% adder on materials and labor.

SUBJECT:	Resolution Authorizing  Execution of an Amendment with Applied Aquatic Management for extending the term of the Agreement through the remainder of Fiscal Year 2010 
 

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the resolution authorizing execution of contract amendment number one with Applied Aquatic Management.

 Analysis:
The City has an existing competitively awarded contract with Applied Aquatic Management for the firm to provide aquatic vegetation management services at 26 sites within the City.  The current agreement expires on January 29, 2010.

The original agreement provides for the City to extend the agreement for up to four additional one year periods.  This amendment, if approved, will extend the term of the agreement through September 30, 2010 which will synchronize the agreement to coincide with the end of the fiscal year. The original pricing is attached for reference and will remain with no increases.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the resolution authorizing execution of the fourth amendment to an existing task order with SMW Geosciences, Inc for an additional $20,000.00.

 Analysis:
SMW Geosciences, Inc. is providing professional engineering services under a task order approved by the City Commission May 27, 2008.  The Scope of Work involves providing the City with project management and permitting assistance services associated with a Consumptive Use Permit #94 sought from the St. Johns Water Management District (SJWMD).  

Due to continuing negotiations and additional requirements by SJWMD, the Environmental Services Department anticipates an additional $20,000 will be needed to complete the permitting process.  This task order amendment authorizes an additional $20,000.00 for this project for continuing the project management and permitting assistance services associated with the Consumptive Use Permit.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Task Order 3 with Jones Edmunds for Talley Basin stormwater design services for $56,400.00.

Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to alleviate existing flooding conditions within the Talley Basin.  The flooding conditions within the Talley Basin are the result of a severely undersized storm drain system.  Currently, there are two 24” lines running beneath the railroad bed that flow into one 15” line.   Improvements will reroute the line stemming from the two 24” lines and carry it towards Talley Road, where it will be conjoined with the Pepper Ridge North Park’s System.  

This construction phase of the project will be accomplished in two sections.  First, approximately 975 feet of pipe will be installed from the existing double-barrel culverts beneath the railroad bed to the north on Talley Road, turning east and connecting to the existing junction manhole at Station 17+50.  Second, installation of 42” RCP (reinforced concrete pipe) to replace approximately 170 feet of existing 30” RCP pipe from the inlet at Station 28=10 south to the junction with the 29” x 54” CMPE (corrugated metal pipe elliptical) pipe should then occur.

Pursuant to RFP 80342 Professional Engineering Services, approved under Resolution 8316 by Commission on 10/27/2008, Jones Edmunds has submitted a proposed Scope of Services to provide design, permitting and construction/bid documents related to the construction of approximately 1,150 linear feet of storm water pipe.  This work meets the requirements of the State of Florida Consultants Competitive Negotiation Act (CCNA) for professional services on a continuing basis.

After the project has been designed and construction/bid documents provided the construction of the improvements will be issued for competitive bid.

BACKGROUND: The "Permittee" has submitted an application requesting a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) zoning district to allow financial institutions and a general office complex on an approximately 4+/- acres site within the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

1.	PERMISSION
	Permission is hereby granted to NC Leesburg-South to operate, and maintain a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. In the event, the conditions of the SPUD have not been substantially implemented during the required time period, the SPUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these SPUD Conditions 

14.	MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS
	A.	The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Development Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Development amendment process.
	B.	No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  
	C.	Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.
	D.	The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this SPUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 
	E.	These SPUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.


15.	 CONCURRENCY
As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.
	
	B.	 Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 36 months of approval of this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been substantially implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. Staff Recommendation:

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance amending the Municipal Police Officers’ Pension Trust Fund; amending Sections 1, 4, 5, 6, 8, 10, 15, 17, 18, 19, 20, 22, 25, 26, 28 and 30.

Analysis:
As a result of the adoption of the Pension Protection Act of 2006 and subsequent regulations and guidance from the Internal Revenue Service, as well as other modifications to the Internal Revenue Code and Regulations and State law and the recent adoption of Chapter 2009-97 Laws of Florida (LOF), several changes to the Municipal Police Officers’ Pension Trust Fund have been proposed.  These changes have been recommended by the Municipal Police Officers’ Pension Trust Fund Board for approval and adoption by the City Commission.  

Section 1, Definitions, is being amended for Internal Revenue Code (IRC) changes and changes to the Uniformed Services Employment and Reemployment Rights Act (USERRA), to amend the definitions of:
		a.	Actuarial Equivalent - IRC
		b.	Credited Service – USERRA
		c.	Salary – IRC

Section 4, Finances and Management, is being amended to allow the fund to invest up to 25% of the fund’s assets at market value in foreign securities, as permitted by Chapter 185, Florida Statutes.  2009-97 LOF

Section 5, Contributions, is being amended for clarifications of language to satisfy the requirements of the actuary for the State of Florida.

	Section 6, Benefit Amounts and Eligibility, is being amended to add subsections 6, Required Distribution Date – IRC

	Section 8, Disability, is being amended to comply with Chapter 185, Florida Statutes, and to clarify the conditions under which a disabled retiree may be recalled to duty.

	Section 10, Optional Forms of Benefits, has been amended to:
		a.	City an appropriate Treasury Regulation – IRC
		b.	Add a new subsection 5.E. – IRC
		c.	Amend subsection 7 – IRC

	Section 15, Maximum Pension, has been totally rewritten to comply with IRC changes.

	Section 17, Minimum Distribution of Benefits, is being amended for IRC changes.

	Section 18, Miscellaneous Provisions, is being amended for changes to the IRC, USERRA and Chapter 185, Florida Statutes, general compliance language.

	Section 19, Repeal or Termination of System, is being amended for IRC changes to eliminate outdated language and to comply with recent legislative changes to the termination language.  2009-97 LOF

	Section 20, Domestic Relations Orders, Retiree Directed Payments, Exemption from Execution, Non-Assignability, is being amended to allow a retiree to direct retirement benefit deductions for payments to the City or to insurance companies for benefits such as health insurance as now permitted by Chapter 185, Florida Statutes.  This is a non-mandatory, no-cost recommended amendment.  2009-97 LOF

	Section 22, Forfeiture of Pension, is being amended to include a recent amendment to Section 112.3173, Florida Statutes, which is applicable to all Florida pension plans.

	Section 25, Direct Transfers of Eligible Rollover Distributions; Elimination of Mandatory Distributions, is being amended to comply with IRC changes.

	Section 26, Prior Police Service, is being amended to correct a section reference, as well as provide for the no cost buy-back of prior police service for federal and other state, county or municipal service under certain conditions.  A buy-back for prior police service within the State of Florida is currently in the plan.  2009-97 LOF

	Section 28, Deferred Retirement Option Plan, has been amended to add a provision to provide for the inclusion of an amount equal to any lump sum payments which would have been paid to a member and included as salary for purposes of determining the member’s accrued benefit had he retired and not entered the DROP.  This avoids a possible penalty in the calculation of the benefit if a member enters the DROP rather than actually retiring at normal retirement

	Section 30, Reemployment After Retirement, is being amended to make a correction to a reference of firefighter instead of the intended term of police officer.

The actuary for the plan, Foster and Foster, Inc., has reviewed this proposed ordinance and determined that there is no cost associated with its adoption.

Staff Recommendation:  
The Planning staff, with the revised uses, and the Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development).

Analysis:
The project site is approximately 1.26 acres and is generally located on the south side of Dixie Avenue and just east of U.S. Highway 27 as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City R-2 (Medium Density Residential).  The current uses of the property are single family residential, office, medical and veterinary clinic. The office and veterinary clinic are nonconforming uses under the current zoning and the proposed rezoning would allow these uses as permitted uses. All commercial uses would be prohibited including the previously requested self service ice machine. The surrounding zoning designations are City R-2 (Medium Density Residential), RP (Residential Professional) and C-3 (Highway Commercial.  The surrounding Future Land Use Map designation is Low Density. The existing Land Use designation for the subject property is City Low Density.

The proposed zoning district of City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with the adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the existing future land use designation of City Low Density`.

The existing land uses surrounding the property are single family and multi-family residential, residential professional offices, commercial, and undeveloped property.

Development of the property requires City utilities.

By a vote of 6 to 0 on September 24, 2009, the Planning Commission voted to recommend approval. (Prior to the removal of the self service ice machine)

BACKGROUND: The “Permittee” has submitted an application requesting a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) zoning district to permit residential, office, medical and veterinary clinic uses as permitted by these conditions on an approximately 1.26 +/- acres within the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

1.	PERMISSION
	Permission is hereby granted to Jay Allen to operate, and maintain a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located on the south side of Dixie Avenue and just east of U.S. Highway 27. The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description below.

3.	LAND USES 
	The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

9.	TRANSPORTATION
	A.	 Permittee shall make all transportation improvements as required by Lake County, the MPO and the City of Leesburg.  Construction of improvements shall be contingent upon plan approval by City of Leesburg staff during development review/permit application, if applicable.  
		
	B		A transportation study shall be required unless a waiver is obtained from the MPO exempting the project based on the previous use of the property and substantiation of minimum change in traffic impacts.	
		
10.	LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS
	A.	  All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations contained within  the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances including;

d.  	The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment.

B.	Variations to the landscape requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director because of the existing development of the property as long as the intent of the SPUD and the Landscaping Code are maintained.	

11.	MAINTENANCE
	A.	With the exception of public utilities and sidewalks, maintenance of all site improvements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner. 

	12.	DESIGN REQUIREMENTS
