Commissioner Polk questioned the low bid and asked if the project can be completed for the bid amount.  ESD Sharp explained the contractor may have savings on the dirt.  
Commissioner Polk asked if all bidders were made aware of the cost savings on the dirt.  ESD Sharp replied the dirt belongs to Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) and negotiations are between the contractor and FDOT.

Commissioner Christian stated he is happy with the low price and happy to save tax payers money.  He wants the City to be aware the Commission is concerned with the price much lower than any other bid.    

Commissioner Polk asked if the contractor is required to bond the job.  Purchasing Manager (PM) Mike Thornton replied no bond is required because statute requirements of a bond are on projects over $200,000.  The City can require a public construction bond at a cost of approximately one half percent.

Ret Guy, Beesley Construction Co, LLC, stated he felt confident the job can be completed for the bid amount.  He explained Beesley Construction is aware of the local dirt because of the relationship with FDOT and the work in the area.  He stated he is grateful for the work and will have a public construction bond by the end of next week.  
CA Morrison explained the City is responsible for the payment of the public construction bond because it was not included in the bid documents.

Commissioner Polk moved to amend the resolution to include a public construction bond on the project and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.

Commissioner Christian questioned the City not allowing a shed unless it matches the house. CDD Wiley explained the match requirement pertains to new construction.
CA Morrison explained on a new house, the owner must elect to provide an area of storage inside the garage, or an area outside the garage.

CA Morrison explained the ordinance is intended to provide a method of the enforcement of parking fines. The ordinance assigns the enforcement to the Special Magistrate in Code Enforcement.
CM Evans explained the lined copy of the ordinance showing the changes was not included in the packet, but was provided prior to the meeting.  All sections prior to Section 21.52 are part of the existing ordinance and will not change.  Sections 21-52 and forward have been added. 
CM Evans explained the fines were set in 2008.  The changed sections provide a second option for the enforcement of the parking fines. The City can save on costs by opting to have the fines be settled  by the Special Magistrate for Code Enforcement instead of County Court.

Commissioner Polk asked if the ordinance included Handicap Parking spaces.  CA Morrison explained the Officer can opt to give a citation under the City Ordinance or the State Law.  
Commissioner Christian asked if the funds remain with the City if the citation is given under the City Ordinance.  CA Morrison said the money remains in the City.
Commissioner Puckett asked if the Citizens on Patrol can issue parking violations.  PC Chrisman advised the Citizens on Patrol will be able to issue a local parking citations after further training.

The question came up recently during the election and the Charter does not give guidance on proof of residency.  What is required is that someone owns a residential structure in Leesburg and they sign on the “dotted line” and say they are a resident of Leesburg.  If we wish to change anything, a charter amendment would be required. The City Code gives  residency requirement guidance for each board/commission  He asked the Commission if they want proof of residency for those boards/commissions requiring residency.  CA Morrison explained he polled Cities in Lake County and the majority have residency requirements, but do not require proof of residency.  

Commissioner Christian asked what the residency requirement for the Planning Commission is.  CM Evans explained the Planning Commission requires residency.
Commissioner Christian stated questions arose about Mr. Townsend’s residency when he ran for the City Commission. 
Commissioner Henderson stated residency means where you live.  Businesses do not understand why they cannot vote in the city.  Voting requires residency. 

Charles Townsend, 201 E. Main Street, explained he has an apartment at 201 E. Main Street and his wife has a residence in Summerfield, Florida.
Commissioner Christian expressed concern the Commission has a hard time finding enough citizens to fill the boards.   

Mayor Knowles explained he would like to see Don Lukich as member and Charles Townsend as alternate.
