THE PLANNING & ZONING DIVISION RECOMMENDS:
APPROVAL of the request

for the following reason(s):

1. This project meets the requirements of Chapter 163.3187(1)(c) Florida Statutes, for small-scale comprehensive plan amendments.
2. The proposed Future Land Use Designation of City Institutional is compatible with the adjacent properties designated County Urban Expansion and City General Commercial. In addition, this request does not appear to be detrimental to the surrounding properties.
3. The proposed zoning district of City P (Public) is compatible with the adjacent properties to the north and east zoned County PUD (Planned Unit Development), with the properties to the south zoned City C-2 (Community Commercial) and County A (Agriculture), and to the properties to the west zoned County PUD (Planned Unit Development), County RMRP (Mobile Home Rental Park District), City C-3 (Highway Commercial) and City P (Public). The proposed zoning of City P (Public) does not appear to be detrimental to the surrounding properties.  Additionally, the proposed use as a water well does not appear to be a detriment to any of the surrounding properties.
4. The proposed future land use designation for the site is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6.
