REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR A     SMALL SCALE COMP PLAN AMENDMENT TO THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP AMENDING THE FUTURE LAND USE DESIGNATION FROM COUNTY URBAN EXPANSION TO CITY INSTITUTIONAL OF APPROXIMATELY 1.11 ACRES, FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED EAST OF U.S HIGHWAY 27, WEST OF NEWCOMBE CIRCLE, SOUTH OF HIGHLAND LAKES BOULEVARD (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON FEBRUARY 22, 2010 AND A 2ND READING ON MARCH 8, 2010

Bill Wiley entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands determination and property photos.  

Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones map and surrounding property photos.

Bill Wiley stated that the exhibits for the next case are the same as the current case and would like to enter them into exhibit for the next case as well.
No substantive comments received from the departments and two public approvals were received.

Bill Wiley stated that this is a well site acquired by the City.  That was never brought into the city and is still in the county but is adjacent to the city boundary.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· This project meets the requirements of Chapter 163.3187(1)(c) Florida Statutes, for small-scale comprehensive plan amendments.
· The proposed Future Land Use Designation of City Institutional is compatible with the adjacent properties designated County Urban Expansion and City General Commercial. In addition, this request does not appear to be detrimental to the surrounding properties.

· The proposed zoning district of City P (Public) is compatible with the adjacent properties.
· The site is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan.
· Vote to approve the small-scale comprehensive plan designation of City Institutional and forward your recommendation to the City Commission for consideration subject to the property receiving annexation approval from the City Commission under case number 047-4-102209
Don Lukich asked if there was currently a well on site.

Bill Wiley responded yes, it was well owned by Highland Lakes, it is in the city utility system and we are just now bringing it in to the city.
Commissioner Ed Schlein made a motion to APPROVE case # 046-0-102209 – HIGHLAND LAKES WATER WELL # 2 - SMALL SCALE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT.  Commissioner Don Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.
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
