# 2 – REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 1.11 +/- ACRES FROM COUNTY PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO CITY P (PUBLIC) TO BRING IN A CITY OWNED WATER WELL INTO THE CITY LIMITS FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED EAST OF U.S HIGHWAY 27, WEST OF NEWCOMBE CIRCLE, SOUTH OF HIGHLAND LAKES BOULEVARD (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON FEBRUARY 22, 2010 AND A 2ND READING ON MARCH 8, 2010

Bill Wiley stated the exhibits for the case were entered into record with the previous case.

No substantive comments received from the departments and two public approvals were received.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· The proposed zoning district of City P (Public) is compatible with all adjacent properties.
· The proposed zoning district of City P (Public) is compatible with all adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designation of County Urban Expansion and City General Commercial.

· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6.
· Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning subject to the property receiving annexation approval from the City Commission under case number 047-4-102209, and a Small Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment Future Land Use Designation of City Institutional approval from the City Commission per Case Number 046-0-102209.

Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE case # 048-1-102209 – HIGHLAND LAKES WATER WELL # 2 - REZONING.  Commissioner Don Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.
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
