Subject:	Purchase request 42360 to Hewlett Packard Company for computer hardware maintenance and support


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase request 42360 to Hewlett Packard Company for a total amount of $29,121.90.

Analysis:
This purchase is for computer hardware support and maintenance related to the City’s Information Technology network and infrastructure; primarily for blade servers and related support hardware and software.  Support and maintenance includes on-site support, parts and materials, four hour on-site response and includes holidays.

The support term is a two-year term for a total cost of $58,633.02.  The agreement may be cancelled at any time by the City, if desired, and the City will receive a refund for the unused pro-rated amount.

This request is for the payment of $29,121.90 providing support and maintenance for the period of July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.  Approval for the 2nd year of the agreement will be sought prior to payment in the next fiscal year.

SUBJECT:	Resolutions authorizing execution of the first amendment to four contracts incorporating updated contract language and provisions to agreements for emergency debris removal and debris monitoring


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of resolutions authorizing the execution of the first amendment to the contracts with Ashbritt Environmental, Inc., Bamaco, Inc., Post, Buckley, Schuh & Jernigan, and O’Brien’s Response Management, Inc. to incorporate updated provisions.

Analysis:
In 2007, the City issued Request for Proposals RFP-06-08 and RFP-06-09 contracting with firms providing debris removal and monitoring services in response to an emergency event such as a hurricane or tornado.  On September 24, 2007 (PBS & J November 13, 2007) the City Commission approved resolutions authorizing execution of the agreements for the services listed here.  The term of each agreement is five years. The amendments do not affect the term of the agreements.  Three agreements will expire on September 24, 2011 and the fourth with PBS & J expires November 13, 2011.

Debris Removal
1. Bamaco, Inc. – Primary Contractor – Res. 8006
1. Ashbritt Environmental – Secondary Contractor – Res.  8007

Debris Monitoring
1. Post, Buckley, Schuh & Jernigan (PBS&J) – Primary Professional – Res. 8064
1. O’Brien’s Response Management, Inc. – Secondary Professional – Res. 8008

The contract amendment with each of the firms is necessary to incorporate revised contract language required by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT).  The amended language is required by these agencies in order for the City to be eligible for the maximum cost reimbursement of expenses related to an emergency event.



Purchasing has reviewed all four agreements related to debris removal/monitoring and determined several administrative provisions listed in the updated Emergency Relief Program Manual must be added to the existing agreements to not jeopardize the reimbursement amounts to the City.  The four amendments incorporate the revised contract language required of the federal and state agencies for debris removal/monitoring agreements.

The contract amendment with O’Brien’s Response Management (formerly Solid Resources) has one additional provision changing the agreement company name from Solid Resources to O’Brien’s Response Management, Inc.

Fiscal Impact:
Approval of the resolutions will help the City receive the maximum reimbursement for event related expenses.  Maximum reimbursement of expenses is a significant fiscal benefit to the City.  Costs related to an emergency event can be significant and not being reimbursed for even a small percentage of actual costs would be very costly.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing a Joint Participation Agreement between with the Florida Department of Transportation for the purchase and installation of a Wind Cone/Wind Sock at Leesburg International Airport



Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Joint Participation Agreement for funding the purchase and installation of a wind cone/wind sock at Leesburg International Airport. 

Analysis:
Runway 13/31 has been extended from 5,000’ to 6,300’.  At present, there is a lighted wind sock located mid-field and near the end of runway 13.  While the ASOS (Automated Weather Service Station) gives the wind velocity and direction, often the wind near the ground is different causing concern to pilots of inbound landing aircraft.

The Federal Aviation Administration recommends having a lighted wind sock near the end of each primary runway.  Therefore, staff proposes to purchase and have installed a lighted wind sock near the end of runway 31.  Total cost of the wind sock including fabrication, wiring, and installation is expected to be $15,000.00. Funding for this project will be provided as follows:

	FDOT (80%) – 	$12,000.00
	City (20%) – 	$  3,000.00  

Options:
1.  Approve the Joint participation Agreement with FDOT to accept funding; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
The availability of funding for this project was not anticipated; therefore it was not budgeted in this fiscal year.  A budget adjustment will be necessary to amend the airport budget to reflect the grant funds.  The City’s contribution is available within the category due to the cost for the runway end clearing project in account 001-1821-542-6310 being lower than anticipated.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing the amendment of the agreement approved on November 23, 2009 authorizing R. W. Beck to conduct a review of the Appraisal Study performed by GAI Consultants and the Separation and Reintegration Study performed by WWH Enterprises of the Leesburg Distribution System Assets located in the City of Fruitland Park


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the additional funds needed to pay for the review of a second Separation Study of the facilities in the City of Fruitland Park. Additional funds total $9,973.12 with the final project totaling $49,973.12.  The work has been completed and additional funds are needed to pay for additional services requested.

Analysis:
R. W. Beck has reviewed and provided comments regarding the appraisal of the electric distribution facilities prepared by GAI Consultants and the separation study prepared by WWH Enterprises on behalf of the City of Fruitland Park. R. W. Beck has completed an extensive review of the documents and has provided excellent reports regarding the methodologies used and study findings. The additional charge resulted from the Staff request that R. W. Beck not only review the WWH Separation and Reintegration Study, but also review an additional Separation and Reintegration Study developed by City of Leesburg Electric Staff. Reviewing both studies, R. W. Beck has provided the City of Leesburg with a more balanced view of the value of the electric distribution system and a Separation and Reintegration plan that preserves current service levels to Leesburg utility customers that are located outside city limits of Fruitland Park.

Fiscal Impact:  
The current budget includes $40,000 as approved by City Commission on November 23, 2009.  A budget adjustment is necessary to appropriate the additional $9,973.12 from fund balance.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the agreement with Moore, Stephens and Lovelace, P.A. to provide annual financial audit services not to exceed $87,500.00 annually.  This amount includes $2,500.00 for a DEP report related to landfill long term care and closing costs. 

Analysis:
The City is required by City Charter, Florida Statutes and the Rules of the Auditor General of the State of Florida to prepare a Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR).  This report must also be audited by an independent auditing firm or professional.  Preparation and publication of an audited CAFR continues the City’s commitment to full financial disclosure.

Pursuant to Florida Statutes, Chapter 11.45 and Chapter 10.550 of the Rules of the Auditor General of the State of Florida, an audit of the annual financial statements, or CAFR by an independent certified public accountant or firm must be completed.  The City has used the firm of Purvis Gray and Company, LLP on several occasions with the most recent being the past five years.

The purpose of this RFP is to contract with an interested and qualified firm to serve as the City’s independent financial auditor.  The term of the new contract is three years with the option of three additional one-year extensions. On February 1, 2010 the City issued Request for Proposal (RFP) 100032.  On February 25, 2010, six  responses were received.  The Evaluation Committee, consisting of four city employees and one private citizen (a local CPA) met and the summary of the evaluation results are listed here.  A detailed tabulation of scoring is attached for your further review.

Changing an audit firm requires City staff to become familiar with how the new firm operates, what information is required and in what format. Staff Recommendation:
The Planning staff recommends approval of the referenced amendment to the Code of Ordinances Chapter 2, Article IV, Division 10, Section 2-165.

Analysis:
On April 12, 2010, the City Commission adopted the revised City of Leesburg Sign Code providing for the development of a sign grant program in the US Hwy 441/27 Community Redevelopment Agency District (US Hwy 441/27 CRA) district to encourage early replacement of nonconforming ground/freestanding signage along the US Hwy 441/ 27 corridor.

The purpose of the US Hwy 441/27 Community Redevelopment Agency (US Hwy 441/27 CRA) district Matching Sign Grant Program is to encourage early replacement of non-conforming ground/freestanding signs (wall and other signage not included) to enhance the architectural character of the streetscape along US Hwy 441/27 within the Community Redevelopment Agency District (CRA). The program will provide public CRA matching funds on a percentage basis for replacement of ground/freestanding signs to match property owner’s funds to pay for sign improvements/replacement within the CRA. Funds may be appropriated annually in the CRA budget, and funding will be available on a first come-first serve basis. However, the program will be subject to the availability of funds annually. 

Signage will be required to be designed, constructed, and maintained to compliment and accent the architectural features of the primary building they serve. Subject to guidelines for the awards, successful applicants may receive any amount up to the maximum percentage award of $ 8,000 based on the approved reimbursement schedule. Applicants will have one year to complete the project or the grant award will expire. Only after the project is completed and all associated costs have been paid, will the applicants receive grant funding reimbursement.

Options:	
1.	Approve the recommended amendments to the Code of Ordinances Chapter 2.
	2.	Other such action as the Commission may deem appropriate.


Fiscal Impact:
There should be no fiscal impact to the City with these proposed changes. However, The US Hwy 441/27 Community Redevelopment Agency (Hwy 441/27 CRA) district will have a negative impact on their annual budget because of the cost of the program.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REVISING CHAPTER 2, ARTICLE IV OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO ADVISORY BOARDS; DIVISION 10  COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY, SECTION 2-165  IN GENERAL BY ADDING SECTION 2-165.1 MATCHING SIGN GRANT PROGRAM PROVISIONS; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg through the Comprehensive Plan and visioning design charettes of its citizens desire to enhance and beautify the main traffic corridors leading into Leesburg; and
	
WHEREAS, the City Commission, in order to accomplish this goal has established on February 13, 2006 the US Highway 441/27 Community Development Agency District (US Hwy 441/27 CRA) to encourage business redevelopment and enhance the character of the streetscape along US 441/27; and

	WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to encourage early replacement of nonconforming ground/freestanding signage along the US 441/27 corridor to enhance the goals of the 441/27 CRA district; and

	WHEREAS, the City Commission on April 12, 2010 adopted the revised City of Leesburg Sign Code providing for the development of a sign grant program in the US Highway 441/27 Community Development Agency District (US Hwy 441/27 CRA); and

	WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to offer grants to reduce the cost for the installation of ground/freestanding signs as an encouragement for businesses within the CRA district to conform to the City’s sign ordinance; and

	NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

Chapter 2, Article IV, Division 10, Section 2-165 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg are hereby amended to read as follows:

ARTICLE IV COMMISSIONS, BOARDS, AGENCIES, AUTHORITIES AND COMMITTEES

DIVISION 10 COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY

Section 2-165.1 Matching Sign Grant Program.  

Section 1:	Purpose 

The purpose of the US Highway 441/27 Community Development Agency District (US Hwy 441/27 CRA) Matching Sign Grant Program is to encourage early replacement of non-conforming ground/freestanding signs (wall and other signage not included) to enhance the architectural character of the streetscape along US Hwy 441/27 within the Community Redevelopment Agency District (CRA). The program provides public CRA matching funds for replacement of ground/freestanding signs to match private funds to pay for improvements with the CRA. Funds are appropriated annually in the CRA budget, and funding is available on a first come first serve basis. However, the program may be subject to the availability of funds. 
Signage shall be designed, constructed and maintained to compliment and accent the architectural features of the building. It should be in harmony with the overall character of the building.
Applicants are reminded that grant awards made are discretionary in nature and should not be considered an entitlement by the applicant. All grant criteria contained herein are guidelines for awards and successful applicants may receive any amount up to the maximum award. Should an application meet all grant criteria, a grant may or may not be awarded at the CRA Board’s discretion due to funding limitations, competing applications, and/or competing priorities. 

Section 2: Eligibility requirements 

The grant program is available to businesses and/or building owners that are located within the US Hwy 441/27 within the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) district of the City of Leesburg. Businesses must be properly licensed through the City’s Business Tax Registration Division and applicants must be a permitted/conforming use within the CRA district. 
Applications will not be accepted from property owners (and tenants of property owners) who are delinquent on their property taxes. Applicants must not have any outstanding code liens or code violations that cannot be remedied with the grant assistance or any uncollected delinquent utilities payments.

Section 4: Available funding and matching requirement 

Funds shall be allocated on a first come basis until each annual allocation for the program is expended. Any applicants not funded in the previous year will be carried over to the next year and given priority. Only one Grant shall be awarded per property and is subject to the availability of funds from the US Hwy 441/27 CRA.  The existence of the program does not guarantee all interested parties will receive funding.  Tenants may qualify upon receipt of written consent of the owner of the building. All Grant funds awarded require a matching dollar for dollar expenditure by the owner/tenant. Funds up to $ 8,000 may be awarded based on the following reimbursement schedule.

Section 5: Application process

Applications will be accepted on a first come, first served basis. The following chronology outlines the application process: 
(1) The applicant obtains a Signage Matching Sign Grant Program Application. Application forms are available at Municipal Services Center from the Community Development Department and through the City’s website (www.leesburgflorida.gov). A pre-application meeting with City staff is required for submission of an application. 
(2) The applicant completes the application and submits it to the staff for review and consistency with the CRA Redevelopment area, the Land Development Code, and any other applicable codes. The application package includes the following: 
a.    completed application and checklist 
b.    executed Property Owner and Agent Affidavit
	c.  copy of Warranty Deed or current year Tax Receipt showing the current fee simple   titleholders of the property 
		d.    proof of paid property taxes (current and previous two years) 
	e.    copy of Business Tax Registration (current) 
f.  copy of an estimate from an outside source to verify that costs are within reasonable parameters. The City will have the final determination of “reasonable”. 
	g.    photos of primary building areas to be improved.
	h.   site plan, drawn to an appropriate scale, on a maximum size 11" x 17" reproducible sheet (See checklist)
	i.   drawing of proposed sign with dimensions including descriptions or samples of proposed colors and/or materials 
	j.  $500 deposit which will be refunded with grant awarded upon completion of sign. Deposits will not be refunded to those who withdraw from the program prior to sign replacement. 
(3) The City shall have sole authority to award grants. If a grant application is denied, the applicant may reapply in the next funding cycle.
(4) Please note that applications must be reviewed and approved BEFORE sign or landscaping construction work begins. Grants will not be awarded to sign improvement projects that are under construction or completed prior to grant application. 
(5) For approved grant projects, prior to construction of improvements, the applicant must submit and receive applicable building and other regulatory permits. 
(6) Upon completion of the improvements, final inspection and approval by the City, and issuance of a certificate of occupancy (if applicable), the applicant submits a “reimbursement package” to the City which includes the following: 
a. completed reimbursement form (provided by the City); 
b. copies of applicable invoices or receipts; 
c. proof of payment for improvements (which must be at least as much as the amount indicated in the application); and 
d. photos of improvements (before and after). 

Applicants will receive grant funding after the project is completed and all associated costs have been paid. Upon completion of approved work, in order to receive grant payment, the applicant must submit documentation of work completed and proof of payment. It is the responsibility of the award recipient to maintain proper documentation of funds expended in the course of completing the improvement project. Release of funds is subject to submission of this documentation. All improvements must be completed essentially as presented to the City in order to receive payment. 
Acceptable documentation is defined as paid invoices/statements and/or schedule of values from vendors clearly detailing the work done, accompanied by copies of the cancelled check(s) showing payment accompanied by a vendor invoice. 
(7) If the project is not completed, is not approved in its final inspection, or does not receive its certificate of occupancy (if applicable) within one year of award, the grant award shall expire. The applicant may request a 6 month extension. Extensions shall be granted by the CDD.

Section 6 Disclaimer

The City of Leesburg, nor its affiliates, shall be responsible for the planning, design, or construction of improvements to property that is owned by the applicant. No warranties or guarantees are expressed or implied by the description of, application for or participation in the Façade, Signage and Landscaping Improvement Grant Program. The applicant is advised to consult with licensed architects, engineers, or building contractors before proceeding with final plans or construction.

SECTION II.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION III.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.

This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Sec. 2-101.  Composition; appointment and term of members.

There shall be five (5) members of the personnel committee. Two (2) of the members shall be City Commissioners who are appointed by the City Commission at the organizational meeting each year. The other three (3) members of the committee are the City Manager, City Finance Director, and the Human Resources Director.

SECTION II.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

Subject:	Ordinance adopting an extension of the current four-year deadline for developers to obtain reimbursements for installation of electric infrastructure 


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance approving an extension of the four year deadline for developers to obtain reimbursements for installation of electric infrastructure in subdivisions.

Analysis:
In 1982, the Commission approved an ordinance allowing developers to place a surety-bond, cash bond, or letter of credit for two years for the cost of the overhead installation, if the electric lines were placed underground. The developers had two years to fill their subdivisions with active electric meters in order to receive credit from the chosen instrument.  In 1984, the Commission recognized the two year period was not realistically long enough for developers to fill the subdivisions and extended the time for the developers to receive refunds to four years.   These instruments are on file at the City and at the end of the four year period, the City Clerk draws on the instrument for any lots covered that do not have normal flow of electricity through the meters.

Because of the economic times in our area, staff would like to extend the time for developers to be able to receive refunds for an additional two years for those instruments terminating on or before December 31, 2011.  Real estate is not moving as quickly as in more affluent times, which no one could have predicted when several subdivisions were started.  This action will extend the time for developers to be able to recoup more of their funds as home sales increase.

Options:
1.  Approve the Ordinance to extend the time to refund Developers by two years for those whose  instruments terminate on or before December 31, 2011; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
None.  The additional time allows for developers to complete their development projects.  Under the current terms of the agreements, funds held in escrow would be forfeited to the City at the end of the contract period.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING §25 – 474 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO INSTALLATION OF THE ELECTRICAL DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM IN SUBDIVISIONS AND NEW DEVELOPMENTS; PROVIDING FOR AN EXTENSION OF THE CURRENT FOUR YEAR DEADLINE TO OBTAIN REIMBURSEMENTS FOR THE DIFFERENCE IN COST BETWEEN OVERHEAD AND UNDERGROUND SERVICE IF THE DEVELOPER PAYS UP FRONT FOR THE COST OF INSTALLING THE INFRASTRUCTURE; PROVIDING FOR AN EXTENSION OF THE CURRENT FOUR YEAR DEADLINE FOR THE CITY TO DRAW DOWN ON ANY BOND, CASH DEPOSIT, OR LETTER OF CREDIT PLACED WITH THE CITY AS ASSURANCE OF FUTURE PAYMENT WHERE THE DEVELOPER DOES NOT PAY THE COST OF INSTALLING THE INFRASTRUCTURE UP FRONT; LIMITING THE BENEFITS OF THE EXTENSIONS HEREIN CREATED TO THOSE DEVELOPMENTS IN WHICH THE CURRENT DEADLINE WILL EXPIRE ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 31, 2011; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE;

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

§25 – 474 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended to read as set forth below (provisions deleted from the existing ordinance are shown in strikethrough and provisions added hereby to the existing ordinance are shown in double underline):

Sec. 25-474.  Installation of electrical distribution system.

(a)   Whenever a real estate owner, promoter or developer, private or corporate, desires to develop a plot or tract of land, an apartment, a condominium, an office, housing units of two (2) or more units or other physical facility either by contracting a building or buildings of two (2) or more units thereon, or by subdividing the realty, within the electrical distribution area of the city, the city will install the electrical distribution system within the subdivision, tract or plot of land, an apartment, a condominium or office or housing units of two (2) or more units only upon the payment by the developer to the city of the total estimated cost of the installation of the electrical distribution system within the tract or plot of land, an apartment, a condominium, a subdivision or office or housing units or two (2) or more units, whether such system be underground or overhead.

(b)   The real estate owner, promoter or developer shall be reimbursed for the installation cost as residences or other buildings are built and occupied and the electricity is permanently turned on for the residences or other buildings solely for a permanent occupant for each unit, who dealt at arms length with the owner, promoter or developer. Reimbursement to the real estate owner, developer or promoter shall not be made until the city shall be assured that the normal flow of electricity to each unit shall be at a rate of kilowatt hours which shall average the approximate flow to similar units occupied for at least one (1) year and then receiving electricity from the city. The rate of reimbursement for each unit shall be determined by dividing the total number of installed meters into the sums paid by the real estate owner, developer or promoter of the city. If one (1) home or building is built in two (2) or more units, then the owner, developer or promoter shall be reimbursed accordingly. A unit is defined as a compartment, office, apartment or house as the case may be.

(c)   The reimbursement will be for the cost of the distribution system for overhead only, with the understanding that the real estate owner, developer or promoter shall pay for the cost difference between underground and overhead service. Reimbursements will be limited to a period of four (4) years following payment of the installation cost of the system by the real estate owner, developer or promoter, to the city. The city commission may elect to waive the four-year limitation for a period of up to forty-five (45) one hundred and eighty (180) days, upon application by the real estate owner, developer, or promoter, if the city, at its discretion, determines that conditions beyond the control of the developer delayed the requirements for reimbursement under this section. Furthermore, as to any development or project for which the four (4) year deadline herein established to claim the reimbursement expires on or before December 31, 2011, such deadline shall be extended automatically for a period of two (2) years after the current deadline, without action by the City Commission, provided however that this extension provision shall terminate on January 1, 2012 and shall not be available for any development or project as to which the current four year deadline expires on or after that date.

(d)   The city will install at its cost service lines and poles from the distribution line to the masthead and will not require contribution from the owner of the home desiring electric services unless such service line, in the sole opinion and discretion of the city, requires more than one (1) electrical pole, in which event the person requesting such service shall pay for the cost of such additional poles and installation thereof.

(e)   In lieu of the payment required by subsection (a) of this section, the city may, at its option, by contract approved by the city commission, allow the developer to post a bond acceptable to the city, either surety or cash, or a letter of credit acceptable to the city, which bond or letter of credit will be conditioned to pay the sums required under subsection (a) of this section less any rebates which would have been made under the terms of this article, and which bond or letter of credit will be payable four (4) years from the date same is given. Upon the payment thereof, the developer, or surety, as the case may be, will be entitled to the pro rata reimbursement as contemplated by this article. Furthermore, as to any development or project for which the four (4) year deadline to draw on the bond or letter of credit expires on or before December 31, 2011, such deadline shall be extended automatically for a period of two (2) years after the current deadline, without action by the City Commission, contingent on the developer placing with the City an acceptable replacement bond, cash deposit or letter of credit payable on or before two (2) years from the expiration of the deadline to draw on the initial bond or letter of credit, and provided further that this extension provision shall terminate on January 1, 2012 and shall not be available for any development or project as to which the current four year deadline expires on or after that date.


SECTION II.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION III.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

1.	PERMISSION

The property is generally located on the north side of W. Main Street, west of Lone Oak Drive, adjacent to Seminole Drive. 3.	LAND USES 
The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

The Impervious surface coverage for this site shall not exceed eighty (80) percent of the gross site area.

A minimum of twenty (20) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention areas, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.  

4.	SITE ACCESS
A.	Access to the property is currently available along W. Main Street with and accessory limited access on Westside Drive.  With respect to the existing access points, approval shall be subject to the City of Leesburg Site Plan Application review process. 

5.	DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS
	A.	 The minimum development standards shall be those required for the SPUD district except as amended by these conditions including the Conceptual Plan.
	
B.  All operations shall be carried on entirely within an enclosed structure, except as permitted under accessory uses of Section 25-284, City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

C.  Display areas for merchandise for sale may include outdoor areas that do not encroach in to the required setback areas.

D.  Outdoor storage areas shall be completely screened from adjacent properties and streets.  

E.  Areas of property not occupied by structures, displays or paving shall be landscaped and maintained in accordance with City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

6.	PARKING
A. The permittee shall construct off-street parking spaces within the development per the conceptual site plan, pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces.

9.	TRANSPORTATION
	A.	 Development of the property should not require a traffic study since the site is currently developed and the proposed additional use has limited traffic impacts. A transportation study waiver may be requested from the MPO exempting the project based on the previous use of the property and substantiation of minimum change in traffic impacts.
		
10.	LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS
	A.	  All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations contained within the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances including;
		1) 	For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the 	following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and 	requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.
a.	Two (2) canopy trees

d.  	The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment. 
      	e.   Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during 				construction.

B.	Variations to the landscape requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director because of the existing development of the property as long as the intent of the SPUD and the Landscaping Code are maintained.

11.	MAINTENANCE
	A.	With the exception of public utilities and sidewalks, maintenance of all site improvements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner.  


12.	MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS
