PURCHASING ITEMS:

APPROVED PURCHASE REQUEST 42175 FOR THE PURCHASE OF A TRACTOR AND SIDE ARM BOOM MOWER ATTACHMENT FROM MID FLORIDA TRACTOR 
Commissioner Henderson stated if there is only a small difference in the bids, the bid should go to the local vendor.  

Purchasing Manager (PM) Mike Thornton explained on June 7, 2010 the Purchasing Division issued ITB 100312 for the purchase of a tractor and side arm mower attachment.  On June 15, 2010 four responses were received.  The initial low bidder was Green South Equipment at $86,591.00.  Mid Florida Tractor was second lowest bidder at $91,611.95.  The price submitted by Mid Florida Tractor, a local business, was within 10% of the non-local low bidder.  This condition triggered the City’s Local Business Enterprise policy ‘best and final’ process.  The non-local low bidder, Green South Equipment, and the local low bidder, Mid Florida Tractor, were requested to submit a best and final offer that was equal to or lower than their initial bid price.  In the best and final process Green South Equipment submitted their original offer as their best and final.  Mid Florida Tractor submitted a lower price of $86,400.00.  Following the best and final process the Fleet Services Division analyzed the bids of each company and reviewed the conformity of the proposed equipment with the specifications required in the ITB.  Staff determined by analysis and exceptions to the specifications by Mid-Florida Tractor, the Kubota tractor and boom mower attachment did not meet the specifications in several areas.  Areas such as minimum horsepower, type of hydraulic systems, mower head boom reach and fuel capacity/fuel consumption. The final item of “fuel capacity/fuel consumption” is a critical element related to the efficient use and operation of the equipment.  The specification requested the tractor be capable of being operated nine hours without refueling.  The information provided by Green South for the John Deer tractor provides approximately 8 hours of operating time (48 gallon tank/6 gallons per hour).  The information provided by Mid-Florida Tractor for the Kubota provides approximately 5.75 hours of operating time (46 gallon tank/8 gallons per hour).  Refueling the tractor during the day prior to the end of shift would result in excessive travel time and loss of productivity.  The longer the tractor can operate without refueling the more productive the operator and piece of equipment can be. The Invitation to Bid clearly stated the bids would be evaluated and a recommended award made on a ‘Best Value’ basis.  The Fleet Services Division and Environmental Services Department have deemed the equipment bid by Green South Equipment to fully meet the specifications and provide the best value to the City even though they are not the lowest bid.

Commissioner Puckett stated Venetian Gardens should be first to be cleaned up.  Environmental Services Director (ESD) Ray Sharp explained the City rented a tractor and boom mower for a while until the rental was no longer available.  

Mr. Jim Simmons, Mid Florida Tractor, stated he was the low bidder and does not understand why he was not awarded the bid. .  Commissioner Christian stated the City should go with the local bidder.  

Commissioner Henderson moved to approve purchase requisition #42175, to purchase a Kabota from Mid Florida Tractor; and Commissioner Polk seconded the motion.

Commissioner Polk asked for an update on the project at Lake Hollywood.  Deputy Director of Environmental Services (DDES) Darel Craine explained the City is harvesting unwanted vegetation at Lake Hollywood. The City is teaming up with Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to install four baffle boxes and rehydrate the wetland area.  The City has applied for a grant from The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) in the amount not to exceed $217,800.  He has received word the City qualified for the grant, but the grant has not yet been funded.  The grant is a construction match at 60%-40%.  The City will be presenting the grant to the City Commission for approval in October or November.  
Commissioner Polk asked how the City plans on maintaining Lake Hollywood.  DDES Craine explained the continual spraying and maintaining procedures the City does to maintain the lakes and ponds.  
Commissioner Puckett asked if the pond and canals will be de-mucked.  DDES Craine said there will be some muck removal, but the City will not be dredging.

Commissioner Henderson introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the City of Leesburg, Florida accepting the proposal of TD Bank, N.A. to purchase the City’s not to exceed $20.0 million electric system revenue note, series 2010 to finance capital improvements to the city’s electric system, reimburse prior city capital expenditures, and to pay costs of issuing the note; authorizing the execution and delivery of a loan agreement with said bank to secure the repayment of said loan; providing for the payment of such note from the net revenues of the city’s electric system on parity with certain outstanding electric debt of the city, and from certain grant proceeds all as provided in the loan agreement; authorizing the proper officials of the city to do any other additional things deemed necessary or advisable in connection with the execution of the loan agreement, the note, and the security therefor; authorizing the execution and delivery of other documents in connection with said loan; designating the note as “bank qualified;” providing for severability; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Puckett moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion. 

Finance Director (FD) Jerry Boop explained following the good work from the Electric Director, the City had to get financing for the infrastructure for the Smart Grid match portion of the grant. The estimated total cost is $10,047,000 million at full maturity.  He stated several banks bid on the loan.  TD Bank offered the most favorable terms and rate.  The rate is 1.29% adjustable as of the date of the RFP.  The first three years of the loan the City will pay interest only followed by a ten year term of either a floating or a fixed rate.  This will be set on 10-1-2013 and run until 10-1-2023.  TD Bank has a seven year call provision, meaning the bank can seek a different lender for a more favorable interest rate.   TD Bank does require the City to open a deposit account.
Commissioner Polk asked if the intensions are to only pay interest for three years and if the adjustable rate has a cap.  FD Boop explained the City will pay interest only during the build- out stage.  The adjustable rate does not have a cap.  The City can purchase a rate cap good for a three year period to four percent at a cost of $50,000.  The City does not see a need for a rate cap at this time.   

Commissioner Christian asked if the City could have a problem refinancing in seven years.  FD Boop replied the City will probably seek other financing prior to that time 
Commissioner Polk stated he does not want electric rates to rise in the future because of a possible rate increase.  

Commissioner Christian stated the City should put any electrical savings towards the principal of the note.  CM Evans replied the City plans on putting any savings money aside to pay down debt.
