Mr. Knorr thanked the Commission for affording his company a six month wavier of rent on the Pringle building, allowing his company time to become established.  He explained That Company added 12 new jobs to the Leesburg area and is planning eight to ten more jobs by the end of the 2010 year.  The job wages average $42,000 per job.  He said the company received Lake County Entrepreneur of the Year, and the Governors State of Florida Entrepreneur Company of the Year Award for large markets.  He expressed appreciation for all of the City’s encouragement.  Leesburg allows economic development opportunities enabling small businesses to do great.  He suggested the Commission continue to back the economic development in the City of Leesburg.

Commissioner Christian introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, adopting the Leesburg International Airport Policy specifying minimum standards for aviation fuel storage and dispensing facilities; imposing limits and standards regulating which tenants at Leesburg International Airport are eligible to install on Site Fuel Storage and Dispensing Facilities; providing for insurance requirements pertaining to tenants who install on site Fuel Storage and Dispensing Facilities; imposing fuel flowage fees on such tenants; providing for variances; providing for inspection and enforcement; preserving existing contractual rights; providing a severance clause; and establishing an effective date.  

Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  

Commissioner Polk asked if the City installs a tank farm will these existing fuel tanks be grandfathered-in or can the City dictate the location of existing fuel tanks in the future. This does not effect self fueling.   CM Evans explained the notification time is within seven years, although if the Federal Aviation Authority or the Florida Department of Transportation regulations change, the tanks could be required to be moved.  
Commissioner Henderson asked if The Villages are currently dispensing fuel.  CM Evans replied the building permit was issued, but no certificate of occupancy has been issued at this time.

Commissioner Polk introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending and/or supplementing the Code of Ordinances Chapter 25, Article IV, Zoning, Sections 25-284 (3), use table, (4) Residential Use Categories, (5) Group Living and (6) Public and Civic Use Categories, Section 25-284(C), Section 25-361, requirements for On-site Traffic Flow and Parking and Article VI, Sign Regulations; and Article XI Definitions Section 25-818 Definitions; providing a savings clause; repealing conflicting ordinances; and providing an effective date.  

Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  
Commissioner Christian asked if assisted living is added.  Community Development Director (CDD) Bill Wiley replied the assisted living facility category was added because the category was never previously addressed. The City needed better interpretation.

Commissioner Polk introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  There were no comments.

Commissioner Polk introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending Article IV, Division 2 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, pertaining to Municipal Code Enforcement, to add Sections 2-76 through 2-86 thereto,  creating a citation method of enforcing municipal codes; providing definitions; establishing procedures for issuance and enforcement of citations; classifying violations and setting forth penalties for each classification; specifying the contents of a citation; providing for hearings in the event of a contested citation; authorizing entry onto private property and authorizing application for warrants where access to property is denied; repealing conflicting ordinances; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date.
Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  
Commissioner Henderson said Code Enforcement Officer Mike Howard expressed interest in the ordinance and said this will aid him in enforcement.  
Officer Howard said the citation method is a useful tool.  He said a correction to page five paragraph two needs to be made to comply with State Statutes.  Florida Statutes 162.21 states the violator must be given a written warning and a reasonable time to correct a violation.

Commissioner Polk asked who will be issuing the citations.  Officer Howard explained either Code Enforcement Officers, Police Officers, or Fire Inspectors can issue citations.  
Commissioner Polk said he has received many compliments from the Public on how Code Enforcement interactions with the citizens.  
Commissioner Christian asked about the procedure of contesting a citation. He read page five-section C.  He questioned the notification of both a County Judge and the City Manager.  Officer Howard said the citation is the same as a traffic citation.  Commissioner Christian stated he does not agree with notifying both a judge and the City Manager because it causes too many steps. Officer Howard stated Florida State Statutes 162 outlines the requirements.   
Commissioner Henderson asked if a citation can be changed to a code violation.  CA Morrison said a considerable amount of time was spent trying to figure out how to make a change.  The Florida State Statue is written so strictly that there is no way to get it into the City system.  The citation must to the County Court.
Commissioner Christian asked what the benefit is to use citations. Officer Howard replied a citation is immediate action and quicker compliance. 

Commissioner Polk asked if a fee schedule has been devised. Officer Howard explained a fee schedule is listed on page three of the ordinance.   The fee will be paid to the County Court.
CM Evans explained one benefit of the citation is for transient or temporary situations and special events.  The citation will give a fair opportunity to remedy the situation or be fined more immediately.

Commissioner Christian introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance amending the Comprehensive Plan for the City of Leesburg, changing the Future Land Use Map designation of certain property containing approximately .6 acres, being generally located on the East side of Thomas Avenue and on the North side of Olivet Avenue, lying in Section 22, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, from County Urban to City Industrial and providing an effective date. (Robert V. Nicholson)

Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  

Commissioner Christian asked if the owner will return with a plan on later development.  CDD Wiley explained the property is is a standard district, not a planned district. .  The plan is to add on to their buildings.  The portion of property that comes to the road will remain the same.

Commissioner Henderson introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately .6 acres generally located on the East of Thomas Avenue on the North side of Olivet Avenue, lying in Section 22, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, from City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to City C-2 (Community Commercial); and providing an effective date. (Robert V Nicholson - Nicholson Self Storage)
Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  There were no comments.

Commissioner Polk introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, annexing certain real property consisting of approximately 3.2 acres and being generally located on the South side of C.R. 44 (South Street), just West of Caballo Road, lying in Section 28, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, which is contiguous to the City limits of the City of Leesburg, Florida, providing that said property so annexed shall be liable for its proportionate share of the existing and future indebtedness of said city; providing that such annexed property shall be subject to all laws and ordinances of said city as if all such territory had been a part of the City of Leesburg at the time of passage and approval of said laws and ordinances; providing that such annexed territory shall be placed in City Commission District 3; and providing an effective date (Anita Valdez.). 

Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  

Commissioner Polk asked if the old house is still on the property.  He wants to make sure the property meets City Standards or will be made to meet City Standards.  CA Morrison stated the Commission can require stipulations if there is a code violation.  CM Evans said he will report back to the Commission at the next meeting on the concerns.  
Commissioner Christian stated the owner has paid the annexation fees and could possibly be made to pay more fees for improvements. CM Evans said the annexation fees can be refunded if the cost for cleanup/removal is too high.    

Commissioner Christian suggested retaining the annexation money paid to the City and let Code Enforcement do their job rather than the City Commission.  Keep the Commission out of the middle of the process.  A city form should be created to make each annexation application uniform.  

Commissioner Polk said his intent is to give the owner a heads-up on keeping the property clean.

Commissioner Polk introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An Ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately one acre generally located on the south side of W. Oak Terrace, East of Lee Street and North of W. North Boulevard, lying in Section 23, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, from City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development); and providing an effective date. (Central Florida Health Alliance, Inc.). 

Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  There were no comments.

ADOPTED RESOLUTION 8713 AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF A LETTER OF ENGAGEMENT WITH EMBRY-RIDDLE AERONAUTICAL UNIVERSITY - WORLDWIDE FOR CERTAIN DESCRIBED SERVICES  LEESBURG INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT









Commissioner Henderson introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A Resolution of the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida directing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute a Letter of Engagement with Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University - Worldwide for certain described services associated with the Leesburg International Airport; and providing an effective date

Deputy City Manager (DCM) Doug Drymon reviewed the previous presentations by Dr. Materna of Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University and Dr. Sonny Barr of Barr Group Aerospace. The proposed plan can attract and retain aerospace and aviation related industries, specifically manufacturing industries in the City of Leesburg.  This project will provide good jobs and opportunity to bring new development both to the airport and to the property on CR 470.  These resolutions are to execute contractsations with both companies:  a Letter of Engagement with Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University for a visioning session and a contract with Barr Group Aerospace to market the City to aerospace companies. The intent is to create potential opportunities to bring in commercial airlines to the airport, make the airport sustainable, and to craft a plan to create potential opportunities to bring the growing aerospace industry to Leesburg.  

DCM Drymon explained Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University will cost $15,000 for the visioning session and the business plan. A separate contract with Barr Group Aerospace will cost an initial $10,000 retainer which covers the first three months of work.  An additional charge will be $20,000 for commercial airline analysis,  plus a cost of $25,000 every three months for continued LEAP marketing.  
Commissioner Polk asked if the funds were budgeted in FY 2010-11.  FD Boop replied an amendment for the FY 2010-11 Budget will be made upon your approval of the project.  
Commissioner Polk asked about the details of the visioning session.  DCM Drymon explained the visioning session will be over two half days.  The Magnolia Room at Lake Sumter community College has been reserved.  The room will be set up in a Charette environment.  
DCM Drymon introduced Dr. Sonny Barr and Casper Astergard.  Dr. Sonny Barr of Barr Group Aerospace gave an overview of the project.
Dr. Barr visions an easy fit between the City of Leesburg’s mix of resources and the combination of aerospace related firm needs. The proposal to expand aviation and aerospace-related commerce in Leesburg, also known as the Leesburg Enterprise Aerospace Plan (LEAP), has three inter-related parts.  First, to make sure the major stakeholders are in alignment with the aviation and aerospace-related vision for Leesburg; a visioning session will be conducted.  Second, the Barr Group Aerospace will perform a business analysis of the aerospace–related opportunities that may be available to Leesburg.  Based on the findings of Barr Group’s analysis, new start-ups and existing firms will be actively recruited to (re)locate to Leesburg. The third part of the plan involves creating an incubator to train, educate, and mentor firms once they decide to launch or (re)locate in Leesburg.

He said in October of 2010 the Barr Group Aerospace has a meeting with 75 small and medium aerospace manufacturing companies and aerospace investment bankers. LEAP will be discussed.
