Commissioner Christian introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, annexing certain real property consisting of approximately 106 acres and being generally located along US Highway 441, from East of Fern Drive to East of the intersection with CR 44, lying in Sections 19 and 20, Township 19, Range 25 East, Lake County, Florida, which is contiguous to the city limits of the City of Leesburg, Florida, providing that said property so annexed shall be liable for its proportionate share of the existing and future indebtedness of said city; providing that such annexed property shall be subject to all laws and ordinances of said city as if all such territory had been a part of the City of Leesburg at the time of passage and approval of said laws and ordinances; providing that such annexed territory shall be placed in City Commission District 1; and providing an effective date (East Annexation). 
Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  

Commissioner Henderson asked the reason the property is to be annexed.  CDD Wiley explained the City initiated an annexation program in 2002 in agreement with Lake County to annex all properties on US Hwy 441.  The program included 46 parcels and 27 land owners.  Utilities are available to the parcels.  
Commissioner Puckett asked for clarification of the map by labeling the map.

INFORMATIONAL REPORTS:

Update on Downtown Streetscape Phase II design professional selection.

Purchasing Manager (PM) Mike Thornton explained on July 26, 2010 the Greater Leesburg Community Redevelopment Agency (GLCRA) authorized issuing a request for qualifications for designing professional selection to acquire a firm to provide design services. A RFQ was received and reviewed by the Design Committee. The City will move forward to negotiate price on the design.  
CITY ATTORNEY ITEMS: 
Report: 
CA Morrison stated several months ago seven former employees sued the City for “Wrongful Discharge.” We have obtained an “Involuntary Dismissal with Prejudice” against five of those employees.  This means their claims are concluded in favor of the City.  The remaining two are: Bowers and Allen, and hope to wrap those up in favor of the City in the near future.

CITY MANAGER ITEMS: 

1-CM Evans distributed items for the November 22, 2010 to the City Commission.
2-CM Evans distributed a report for Magnolia Town homes to the City Commission.  
3-CM Evans announced Pam Hester, Assistant to the City Manager lost her sister today.  He asked the Commission to keep her in their prayers.  
4-CM Evans announced he will be on vacation from November 12, 2010 returning on November 22, 2010.  Deputy City Manager (DCM) Doug Drymon will be in charge in his absence.

ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Henderson – stated the MPO Citizens Advisory Committee will have an upcoming member vacant.  The B-PAC Committee currently has a vacant position.  CC Richardson replied the position has been advertised.  Commissioner Polk suggested vacant member positions be advertised on Lake Front TV.  

Commissioner Puckett – said he received a letter requesting the Airport Advisory Meeting be moved back to the airport. Moving the airport will create more attendance and more input.  CM Evans explained additional recording equipment will be required.  CA Morrison stated State Statutes does not require recording but does require minutes to be taken.  
Commissioner Christian – suggested a workshop to discuss the consequences of returning the funds for Magnolia Town Homes.  He asked if the ongoing cost for cutting the grass, insurance, and grant management was taken from the grant proceeds.  He would like to know the full conclusion of the money and penalty the City will be required to pay back. FD Boop stated the ongoing expense of $7,800 for cutting the grass and $3,100 for insurance were paid out of the Operating Budget.  The $9,000 for consulting fees to Fred Fox was paid out of the Operating Budget.  
Mayor Knowles asked to include the discussion on next meeting agenda. CM Evans said the item will be on the November 22, 2010 meeting.
Commissioner Polk – thanked everyone who voted. This election has been bad nation-wide.  He asked if the qualification can be moved from June to August or September, just as other local Cities have done.  He suggested the qualification be after the Primary.   CA Morrison stated the change may require a charter change which needs referendum. CC Richardson stated Lake County Supervisor of Elections preferred to have the candidate names prior to the Primary.  A qualification change will require a change in the City Code of Ordinances, not a Charter change.  
Commissioner Christian asked if proof of residency can be added to the chapter.  CA Morrison stated the Charter will need to be changed and a referendum is required.

Commissioner Puckett asked for a consideration of term limits.  
Mayor Knowles – stated he is happy voters elected him. 
Commissioner Henderson moved to adjourn and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.   The meeting adjourned at 6:51 p.m.
