Resolution authorizing execution of Task Order No. 4-2011 with Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. for services related to municipal landfill compliance gas and groundwater monitoring.
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the agreement with Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. to provide municipal landfill compliance gas and groundwater monitoring for fiscal year 2011 for $47,800.00.
Analysis:
Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. has been the engineering firm used by the City to perform compliance and monitoring services for the City of Leesburg Municipal Landfill and the Closed Landfill.  The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) requires the City to perform this compliance monitoring, and as a result, this is an ongoing annual cost to the City.

The scope of work is to perform compliance monitoring services for the City Municipal Landfill for the 2011 fiscal year.  Compliance monitoring will be performed according to the requirements of the FDEP Permit No. SF25-0124377-01 and the requirements of the revised Monitoring Plan Implementation Schedule (MPIS) (revised July 6, 2009).  According to FDEP guidelines, sampling and monitoring of closed landfill sites will be required on a long-term basis.
Staff negotiated a revised scope of work to reduce the annual cost by 7% compared to last years cost of $51,440.00. Several tasks were eliminated with approval by FDEP; unit costs of the remaining tasks were reduced.  These changes provided an annual savings of $3,640.00.

This scope of services is contracted under the City’s existing continuing services contract with the professional for engineering services.  The existing continuing services contract was approved by resolution 8316 on October 27, 2008.

Fiscal Impact:  
Funds of $60,000 are budgeted in the 2011 fiscal year for this service.  The actual cost of $47,800.00 will provide a “budget-versus-actual” savings of $12,200.00.

Resolution Designating Authorized Signatories on Branch Banking & Trust, Co., (BB&T) Certificates of Deposit

Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends adoption of the proposed BB&T Resolutions for Deposit authorizing signatures on Certificates of Deposit.

Analysis:

The proposed Resolution designates the current Mayor, City Manager, and Finance Director as authorized signatories for BB&T Certificate of Deposit accounts.  Staff requested the City’s Investment Advisors, Davidson Fixed Income Management, (DFIM) to find a safe, liquid investment opportunity for the City’s funds.  DFIM performed due diligence in screening banks offering reasonable interest rates on Certificates of Deposit, and it was determined that BB&T offered a decent rate at low risk.  BB&T is recognized as a Qualified Public Depository (QPD) by the State of Florida.  The QPD designation provides assurance to the investor that the State would make whole any investments should the institution fail.  The City invested $2,000,000 and $4,000,000 for periods of one and five years respectively to capture existing optimal rate yields.  The interest rates earned on the Certificates are .69% and 2.10%.  The Certificates of Deposit were purchased to earn low risk interest from funds currently earning .18% interest.  The Certificates of Deposit are listed as authorized investments within the City’s investment policy.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of a Nonbinding Memorandum of Understanding with Lake Town Center Property Owners’ Association, Inc. regarding placement of fiber optic cable.
Analysis:
The City needs to directionally bore under a parking lot from the street to the edge of a building in order to provide communications services to a customer.  The property owner has declined to grant the City a standard utility easement.  Without a standard utility easement, any future repair to the cable may be difficult to arrange.  After studying the situation, staff has concluded that because the cable would be installed under a private parking lot, minimal risk exists regarding a potential future need to undertake such repairs.
Options:

Fiscal Impact:  
The City will spend approximately $6,200 to perform this customer installation work.  Those amounts are well within the Communications Utility’s capital budget for new customer installations.  The service order for the customer at this site will be structured with a two-year initial term, guaranteeing slightly over $10,000 of revenue.

Resolution authorizing  execution of a grant award agreement with Coulomb Technologies, Inc., for two Electric Vehicle (EV) Charging Stations. 
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends  approval of the grant award agreement with Coulomb Technologies for two EV charging stations, and authorization for staff to proceed with the deployment of these units in downtown Leesburg.

Analysis:
The City has been notified by Coulomb Technologies, Inc., that it has qualified for a grant which will pay for the purchase of two electric vehicle charging stations through the ChargePoint America Program.  This program is made possible by a grant from the US Department of Energy as part of the American Reinvestment and Recovery ACT (ARRA).  The objective is to accelerate the development and production of electric vehicles to substantially reduce petroleum consumption, reduce green house gas production, and create jobs.  There are nine (9) designated regions across the United States where electric vehicles will be introduced during 2010 and 2011.  For more information about this nationwide program, you may access the web:  http://www.chargepointamerica.com/  

There are several cities in the area that are anticipating the installation of this equipment – Mount Dora, Eustis, Tavares, Clermont and Stetson University.  Orlando will be installing several and Orlando Utilities Commission is purchasing 200 units to install throughout their service area.
If the City chooses to accept the grant, it will receive two charging stations valued at $8,563.00 each.  Under the terms of the grant agreement, the City’s cost to make these charging stations available to the public will be limited to a one-time network connectivity fee of $1,100.00 ($550.00 per unit) plus the actual cost of installation, which is estimated by our City Electric Department staff to be somewhere between $250.00 and $1,000.00 per unit depending on the availability of an existing electric service at the mounting site.  In addition to these one-time costs, after the grant period expires in two years the City will be required to pay an annual system maintenance fee of $140.00 per unit if it wishes to keep the charging stations in operation.  The City must agree to anonymous data collection to the end of the grant period or October 2013.
To be most effective, electric vehicle charging stations should be installed in locations where electric vehicle owners/operators are likely to want to leave their vehicles charging for between 30 minutes and two hours.  Using information obtained from an “on-the-ground” inspection conducted by City staff and several WattNext employees (Coulomb Technologies’ local distributor), as well as input from the Leesburg Partnership, a site has been identified in downtown Leesburg that is felt to meet these criteria (see attached map for the site location).  The proposed site is located in the parking lot adjoining the public parking garage on N. Palmetto Street, across the street from the Library.  This site would cater to the users of electric vehicles who are visiting the Library and/or other downtown establishments, and who might be expected to want to charge their vehicles while doing so.

Options:
1.  Authorize the execution of all documents required by the grant award and direct staff to proceed with the deployment of the two electric vehicle charging stations.

2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
The City’s install cost for operating the two charging systems will be limited primarily to the initial installation cost, the annual system maintenance fee, and a one-time network connectivity fee (as previously outlined) totaling approximately $3,000.  This expense was not budgeted but is available in the City Manager Contingency if the grant is approved.  Each vehicle charging session is paid for by the vehicle operator, with the session fee being remitted by Coulomb Technologies to the City, minus a session authorization fee of $0.50 and a processing fee equaling 7.5% of the total session fee.  The City has the sole authority to determine and set in real-time a User’s session fee (including any applicable taxes and regulatory charges).  Any maintenance required by the units outside the warranty period (beginning from the date of installation and running until December 31, 2013) will be the City’s responsibility.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the Energy Efficiency & Appliance Rebates Program.

Analysis:
Leesburg is committed to finding new ways to meet future electricity demand and manage increasing energy costs while reducing the impact of electricity generation on the environment.  While Leesburg’s first initiative and continuing top priority is designed to reduce the monthly peak demand, conservation and energy efficiency are the ultimate objectives that should also be incorporated into our resource planning.

Together, demand response, conservation, and energy efficiency will provide capacity and energy savings, lower fuel costs, defer generation investment, and reduce required reserves.

Given the high cost of building new generation, it is much less expensive to save kilowatt-hours by using power more efficiently than it is to build a new power plant to provide additional kilowatt-hours.  Encouraging increased utility and customer investment in conservation and energy efficiency also supports Leesburg’s 2020 Vision.

2020 Vision

Leesburg will operate the best and most secure electric grid available in the country by the year 2020 by incorporating information and control technologies that can support four goals: (1) empowering consumers, (2) rewarding conservation and energy efficiency, (3) improving distribution reliability and resiliency, and (4) expanding the use renewable energy, distributed generation, and alternative technologies.
Energy efficiency:

_ Helps Leesburg mitigate increasing energy costs

_ Provides customers with tools to save energy and have more control over their energy bills

_ Helps meet the future growth in electricity demand

_ Demonstrates environmental stewardship by reducing SO2, NOx and greenhouse gas emissions

_ Improves Leesburg’s ability to respond to climate change laws or regulations

_ Helps the local economy by supporting local businesses

Replacing old energy-hogging appliances with energy efficient appliances that exceed the minimum requirements for new installations can create major savings on monthly energy bills.  While cost-effective in the long-run, the added initial investment in “higher than the minimum required efficiency” appliances may not be affordable in the short-term. To help encourage Leesburg customers to increase their investment in energy efficiency measures and appliances, staff proposes that Leesburg offer rebates for qualified building efficiency measures like additional insulation and duct testing and sealing and higher efficiency appliances like air-conditioners, heat pumps, and solar and natural gas water heaters.

The proposed rebate program will be funded from cash collected by the Florida Municipal Power Agency (FMPA) All Requirements Project (ARP) member utilities during the last three years. 

Beginning in October 2008, ARP member utilities self funded a $1 million Conservation Program at the rate of $0.15/MWh based on each ARP member’s energy ratio share for Calendar Year 2007.  The Conservation Program was similarly funded for FY 10, but at a lower total Program level of $525,000.  For FY 11, the Conservation Program was funded at $750,000.

Leesburg currently has $171,106.00 available in this Conservation Program account to fund the proposed Energy Efficiency & Appliance Rebates.  Staff recommends the proposed Energy Efficiency & Appliance Rebate be terminated when available funds are depleted.  Continuation of the program by FMPA beyond the current funding may be considered during the 2012 FMPA budget process.  Leesburg’s funding during the three years has been $65,602, $42,229, and $63,275 respectively.  While continued funding in the near-term is likely, it is uncertain at this time.

Leesburg’s Approach:

While many ARP utilities began spending available funds three years ago by giving away CFL lights and offering appliance rebates, Leesburg concentrated on obtaining ARRA grant funding and completing the initial DOE project planning documents required to obtain federal funding.  With the Smart Grid project planning complete and technology selections on the horizon, now is an appropriate time for Leesburg to encourage customer investments in improved efficiency measures and higher efficiency appliances.

While many ARP utilities are offering a wide variety of rebate opportunities, staff recommends Leesburg investments be focused on the highest energy users in homes to maximize the return on investment for the customer and our electric utility.  One major Florida utility reports that replacing an older unit with a heat pump rated at 15 SEER can reduce heating and cooling costs by 19 percent.

As part of a replacement of an air conditioner or heat pump that is 10 or more years old, it is generally a good idea to inspect the air distribution ducts. The most common areas of older homes where repairs may be needed include the seal connecting the ducts to the air handler, the seal connecting the ducts to the return system, the seal between the vents and the ceiling, and leaks in the ducts themselves.  A common method to seal ducts years ago was with specialty tape that over time looses adhesion, thus causing leaks.  The modern method is to cover the tape with mastic.  Electric supply to ceiling lights, recessed lighting, and other unsealed holes in the ceiling are also common sources of conditioned air leakage.  The adverse effects of these conditioned space leaks become worse with the use of attic fans or roof mounted turbines that actually draw the conditioned air into the attic.

Significant improvements have been made in duct sealing materials over the years and again, a major Florida utility reports that properly sealed ducts can help save up to $280 a year in energy costs.  If an initial visual inspection of the condition of the ducts suggests a duct test is warranted, staff recommends Leesburg reimburse half (to a maximum of $30) of the typical cost of a duct test, and if warranted, then half (to a maximum rebate of $150) of the cost of duct repair, if needed.

Owners of many older homes find the insulation has settled over the years.  Upgrading from an R-11 insulation level to R-30, customers can save up to $90 a year in energy costs.  Staff recommends Leesburg reimburse the installation of additional insulation to R-30 at a rate of $0.125/sq.ft. to a maximum rebate of $275.  Where there is no insulation, Staff recommends Leesburg reimburse the installation of additional insulation to R-30 at a rate of $0.40/sq.ft. to a maximum rebate of $300.

The third biggest user of energy following air conditioning and water heating is the refrigerator/freezer. 

Based on an analysis of the estimated Megawatt Hours (MWH) saved during the life of the efficiency measure or appliance and rebate at levels generally offered by Florida utilities a measure for cost effectiveness can be developed in the form of dollars per MWH saved.  Table 1 below lists the most common measures offered by Florida utilities from most cost effective to least cost effective with Leesburg staff notes.

Specifics of the proposed Energy Efficiency and Appliance Rebate program:

Funding: $171,106.00 currently in a Leesburg Conservation Program account at FMPA.

Use of Funds: Restricted to Commission approved energy efficiency measures and appliances and rebate levels.  Available only to City of Leesburg electric customers on a first-come, first served basis.  The offering is subject to change without notice and will end when available funds are expended.

Rebates applicable for:

1. Solar Hot Water Heater

2. Heat Pump Hot Water Heater

3. Replacement of air conditioning units  and Heat Pumps

4. Duct Leak Repair

5. Additional Attic Insulation

6. New Energy Star rated window air conditioners
7. Natural Gas Water Heaters 
Additional Requirements: 

1. Available only to existing customer owned and occupied residential dwelling units.

2. Air conditioning unit to be replaced must be 10 years or older.

3. For split systems, both condensing unit and air handler must be replaced.

4. To receive the air conditioning or heat pump incentive, the unit must meet or exceed both the SEER (Seasonal Energy Efficiency Ratio) and the EER (Energy Efficiency Ratio) minimum requirement.

5. Leesburg electric must be notified in advance of work to be performed and a Leesburg electric representative will verify that the proposed work qualifies for the rebate and that funds are available.

6. Rebates will be made after verifying the installation of the efficiency measure and on-site inspection by a Leesburg electric representative, to assure compliance with program requirements.

7. Mechanical inspections for all installations requiring full permits must be arranged through the appropriate Leesburg, Fruitland Park, or Lake County Building Departments. HVAC equipment must be installed in accordance with the applicable Energy/Mechanical/Electrical Codes.

Contractors:  All Contractors licensed by the State of Florida to perform the requested service (HVAC, Insulation, etc.) are eligible to participate in this program.  Contractors will provide recommendations and cost estimates for home energy improvements, plus expected rebates.  Leesburg recommends customers request bids from more than one contractor.  Leesburg pays rebates only for work performed by a licensed Company.  Contractor licenses can be verified at www.myfloridalicense.com. The Contractor will complete the rebate application and obtain confirmation from the Leesburg Electric Department representative that the proposed work qualifies for the rebate requested.

The customer contracts directly with the Contractor of their choice.  The City of Leesburg is not a party to the contractual transaction.

The Contractor will arrange for a final inspection by a Leesburg representative.  After the Leesburg representative confirms the completed work, the customer will sign the final inspection report and pay the contractor for services rendered*.

* The customer should pay for services when satisfied with the work and it passes the Leesburg inspection to qualify for the rebate.  Leesburg requires Contractors provide a minimum 1-year warranty on all materials, parts, and workmanship.

Mobile homes and manufactured homes are eligible for air conditioner or heat pump rebates only.  Other energy efficiency improvements cannot be rebated for mobile or manufactured homes due to construction code differences.

Resolving Post-Inspection Problems:  The product manufacturer or contractor’s warranty may cover problems that arise after final inspection. It is the customer’s responsibility to pursue any recourse with the appropriate party.  If the customer cannot reach an agreement, the customer should provide the contractor written notice of the problem, the solution requested, and a reasonable deadline to remedy the problem. If a solution still cannot be reached, contact Leesburg electric at (352) 728-9816.

Method of payment:  Approved rebate amounts will be credited to the customer’s Leesburg utility account.

Administration: The program will be administered by existing electric department staff.

Options:
1.  Adopt the Energy Efficiency and Appliance Rebate Program as presented; or,

2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  

No impact to the Electric Department Operating Budget and Capital Budget.  A savings in power supply costs can be anticipated over time.  It should be anticipated that there will be an administrative impact on the Customer Service Unit for the ongoing adjustments to customer bills related to the program.  In addition, Customer Service will be working with the Electric Department with other issues related to the ongoing administration of the program.

Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation for Heritage Propane Holdings, Inc. property.

Analysis
The property owner submitted an application for annexation of approximately 2.09 +/-acres of land generally located on the south side of C.R. 44, east of Executive Boulevard and west of Progress Road, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County HM (Heavy Industrial). Currently, the property is an existing commercial propane facility and the proposed use is to continue the existing commercial propane facility uses.
The property, currently located in the County, is bounded by City M-1 (Industrial) on the north and south, City CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) and City M-1 (Industrial) on the east, and County LM (Light Industrial) on the west. The proposed Land Use designation for the subject property is City Industrial. The annexation of the property would allow for more compact urban form.

Also on the agenda for this meeting is a small scale comprehensive plan amendment and rezoning application for this property, which is recommended for approval by the staff and Planning Commission.
City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff and the Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from County R-6 (Rural Residential) and County A (Agriculture) to PUD (Planned Unit Development).

Analysis:

The project site is approximately 25 acres.  The property is generally located on the north side of S.R. 44, adjacent to Executive Boulevard, east of Whitney Road and south of Veech Road as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County R-6 (Rural Residential) and County A (Agriculture). Currently, the property is used for agricultural/undeveloped and the proposed use is for commerce/light industrial park uses. The surrounding zoning of adjacent properties is County A (Agriculture) and County R-7 (Mixed Residential District) on the north, County LM (Light Industrial) on the south, County A (Agriculture) and City M-1 (Industrial) on the east, and County A (Agriculture) and County R-6 (Rural Residential) on the west. The proposed Land Use designation for the subject property is City Industrial.

The proposed zoning district of City PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with the adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the proposed future land use designation of City Industrial.

The existing land uses surrounding the property are undeveloped, commercial and agriculture.
Future development of the property requires City utilities.

By a vote of 6 to 0 on December 16, 2010, the Planning Commission voted to recommend approval.

PERMISSION


Permission is hereby granted to Paquette Development Group, LLC to operate, and maintain a PUD (Planned Unit Development) in and on real proper​ty in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located on the north side of State Road 44, south of Veech Road, adjacent to Executive Boulevard. A minimum of twenty (20) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention areas, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.

SITE ACCESS
A.
Access to the property is currently available from the adjacent West Main Street (SR 44 West). Additional potential access, if required, for emergency vehicles shall be reviewed during the City of Leesburg Planned Development process.

DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS


A.
  The minimum development standards shall be those required for the PUD district except as amended by these conditions.

F.   All operations shall be carried on entirely within an enclosed structure, except as permitted under accessory uses of Section 25-284, City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

G.  Outdoor storage areas shall be completely screened from adjacent properties.  
H.  Areas of property not occupied by structures or paving shall be grassed and landscaped and maintained in accordance with City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

6.
PARKING
C. The permittee shall construct off-street parking spaces within the development per the conceptual site plan as parcels are developed, pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces.  
7.
WETLANDS
A.
Should wetlands exist on the site, the following requirements shall apply. Prior to disturbance or development of any wetland area, the "Permittee" shall submit and receive ap​proval from all affected governmental agencies to include, but not limited to, St. John's River Water Man​agement District and the State of Florida Department of Environmental Regulation.  Any no​tice of violation from any affected agency shall be cause for a cease and desist order on permits issued by the City of Leesburg until such time as the violation has been re​solved with the appropriate agency(s).

8.
DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES

A.
Prior to receiving Final Development Plan Approval, the "Permittee" shall sub​mit, if applicable, a Master Site Drainage Plan and Utility Implementation Plan accept​able to the City of Leesburg. Prior to removal, renovation or demolition of any existing development on the site, the per​mittee shall provide:

A detailed site plan demonstrating no direct dis​charge of storm​water run​off



generated by the devel​opment into any natural sur​face waters or onto adjacent 



properties.



2)
A detailed site plan indicating all provisions for electric, wa​ter, sewer, and natural gas in accordance with the site plan review process as required by the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

9.
TRANSPORTATION

A.
Development of the property shall require a traffic study unless a transportation study waiver is granted from the Lake-Sumter MPO exempting the project based on the use of the property and substantiation of minimum change in traffic impacts.

B.
Traffic shall be prohibited from traveling on Veech Road and Jones Drive except for emergency vehicles, if required.

C.
The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by Florida Department of Transportation, Lake County, the MPO and City of Leesburg.
10.
LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS

A.
A minimum twenty-five (25) foot buffer shall be provided along C.R. 44. Said buffer shall include a landscape berm, fence or wall with planting as provided below. However, existing natural buffer areas that meet the intent of the code because of existing tree cover meeting the referenced requirements may be approved by the Community Development Director


B.
An eight foot high solid decorative white PVC fence with decorative posts and caps with landscaping as seen on Exhibit D shall be constructed along all property boundaries not designated as industrial areas. 

C.
Variations to the landscape and buffer requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director because of the existing development of the property as long as the intent of the SPUD and the Code are maintained.
11.
MAINTENANCE

A.
With the exception of public utilities, maintenance of all site im​provements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner. 
12.
OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS


A.
The owner shall not, in the course of conducting any commercial or industrial activity, make or cause to be made a noise/vibration/dust disturbance which disturbs, destroys, or endangers the comfort, health, peace, or safety of others within any residential districts. If recurring formal written complaints from multiple complainants in residential areas related to noise or other disturbances emanating from the operation are received by city staff. The owner shall have seven (7) days to demonstrate that adequate measures have been taken to alleviate the source of the disturbance which gave rise to the recurring complaints. If in the opinion of the Community Development Director, the disturbances have not been corrected, the owner will be scheduled for the next available Planning Commission meeting to determine the appropriate action necessary to alleviate the disturbance.

B.
A noise/vibration/dust and/or traffic study by the applicant may be required to ensure compliance with this section if reoccurring formal written complaints from multiple complainants related to traffic,
noise/vibration/dust are received by the City. The applicant shall have the right to a hearing on the requirement for the referenced study before Planning Commission if they believe the complaints are not valid.

C.
The operation of machinery or equipment shall be restricted to the interior of buildings, except for the use of fork lifts etc. to receive and ship products. 

D.
No activity including but not limited to loading and unloading, truck traffic, storage, fork lifts etc. shall occur in the buffer set back area, as described per Section 10. LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS above.

E.
The applicant shall be subject to Section 12-19 Regulation of Public Nuisances of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as per attached Exhibit E.

13.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in these PUD conditions shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Small Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 


E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

14.
CONCURRENCY

As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Utilities



1)      Projected Capacities



a.
The City’s utility planning efforts draw upon phasing, capacity and service requirements, based upon information provided by the applicant.  The City develops its plans consistent with sound engineering principles, prudent fiscal practices and due regard for regulatory compliance.


b.
The development will require construction of new distribution mains, since existing facilities in the service area are not adequate.  Should the developer wish to accelerate the construction of such facilities to provide service, the developer will bear the cost of design, permitting and construction.  Any such facilities must be constructed in a fashion consistent with the City’s master plans and to the City standards and specifications.

c.
The City is in the process of Consumptive Use Permit renewal.  The application provides for anticipated demands due to this and other potential development. 


B.
 Commitment of Capacity

  
There are no previous commitments of any existing or planned excess capacity.

C.
Ability to Provide Services


1)
The City intends to provide water, wastewater and reclaimed water services within its service area for the foreseeable future.


2)
The City updates its Ten-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) as part of our annual budgetary process.  Included within the CIP are water, wastewater, and reclaimed water improvements necessary to provide service to proposed development.


3)
The City has completed an impact fee study, based in part on the CIP in order to assure adequate and appropriate funding for required improvements. The combination of master planning and CIP planning has allowed the City to issue bonds to fund new potable water facilities and substantial reuse facilities, among other infrastructure improvements.
