The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Charles Townsend and the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Bill Wiley, Director, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry. Bill Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amelia Serrano swore in staff as well as anyone wishing to speak.

MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING FOR DECEMBER 16, 2010.

Commissioner Donald Lukich moved to APPROVE the minutes as presented. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion, which was PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 7 to 0.

NEW BUSINESS

1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 061-1-111810 – PALM PLAZA SHOPPING CENTER - REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY 38 +/- ACRES FROM CITY M-1 (INDUSTRIAL) AND CITY C-3 (HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL) TO CITY PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO ALLOW FOR LIGHT INDUSTRIAL AND COMMERCIAL USES FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED WEST OF U.S. HIGHWAY 27 AND EAST OF CENTRAL FLORIDA FREEZER – CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON FEBRUARY 28, 2011 AND A 2ND READING ON MARCH 14, 2011.

Bill Wiley entered the exhibits into the record, which included the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, planned development conditions, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, community redevelopment map, site photos, and conceptual site plan.

Mike Miller presented the following items on the overhead, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, community redevelopment map, site photos, and conceptual site plan.

No substantive comments were received from the departments and there was one public response for approval received.

This case is one of many that was zoned incorrectly. This is more of a clean-up to correct the zoning.

Mr. Wiley and the Planning & Zoning recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 

1.	The proposed zoning district of City PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with adjacent properties zoning districts, as conditioned. 

2.  	The proposed zoning district of City PUD (Planned Unit Development) as conditioned and shown in the attached “Exhibit A” is compatible with the proposed City Future Land Use designation of Industrial.

3.	The rezoning of the subject properties is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, and Objective 1.6.

with the following condition(s):

1.	Vote to approve the proposed rezoning from City M-1 (Industrial) and City C-3 (Highway Commercial) to City PUD (Planned Unit Development), and forward to the City Commission for consideration.

Mr. Wiley spoke about one specific condition which is

3.	LAND USES 
	The above-described property shall be used for City PUD (Planned Unit Development) uses as 	limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards. 
A. Uses
	1)	Uses shall be those listed as permitted uses in this document and shall 	occupy the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan Exhibit C dated October 13, 2010. 
	
		2)	Permitted Uses shall be as follows:
a.	City M-1 (Industrial) District uses per Conceptual Plan.
b.	City C-3 (Highway Commercial) uses including multiple family, office, commercial and light industrial uses and associated uses per Conceptual Plan.

		3)	Uses prohibited shall be as follows:
			a.	Heavy industrial uses
			b.	Vehicle junk and salvage uses
	c.	Stockpiling
	d.	All waste related services
	e.	All other uses not specifically permitted by reference herein.

All other conditions are the standard conditions. Bennett Wallace was sworn in and spoke about making sure
that the small strip of land still labeled wrong was eventually changed to the proper zoning. Mr. Wiley stated
that he hoped that was corrected next year. Mr. Wallace stated he was trying to get the land unified in its
zoning so there are no boundaries as far as zoning is concerned and it acts as if one large parcel. 

Mr. Lukich asked about the rails to trails running through the property. Mr. Wiley stated the city was talking with them about running the trails around the property not through it. Mr. Morrison stated the deeds for that have been drafted up and once this is approved the signing can take place. Ms. Heim confirmed the strip would be handled next year. Mr. Morrison confirmed that as well as the triangular piece of land will be in the big clean up next year. Mr. Wiley stated with the improvements in GIS hopefully this wouldn’t happen again. Mr. Wallace stated he had no idea this had even happened. Mr. Morrison explained that when a big project like this is done the State does not require property owners to be notified.

There were no further comments.

Commissioner Charles Townsend made a motion to APPROVE case # 061-1-111810 – PALM PLAZA SHOPPING CENTER – REZONING.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
