HEARD A DISCUSSION ABOUT FORMATION OF CHARTER REVIEW COMMITTEE TO REVIEW AND PROPOSE CHANGES TO LEESBURG'S CHARTER

CM Evans stated the City’s charter has language that is antiquated and out of date.  He stated a Charter Commission will need to be established to review and recommend changes to the Charter, all changes will need to be approved by a referendum vote. 

Commissioner Henderson stated the League of Cities listed incorrect dates for the next election.  CC Richardson agreed to research the dates and report the corrections to the Supervisor of Election.    
Mayor Polk recommended a Charter Review Committee be established.  CA Morrison stated there is no established procedure.  Mayor Polk asked how much time must be spent on the revisions.  He suggested the City Attorney come back with recommendations.  

Commissioner Christian said the revisions should be made as soon as possible.

CA Morrison said he will bring back the number of persons that need to be on the Committee and the terms of when to meet.

1-CM Evans – Need a procedure approval for a third party Claims Administrator for Workers Compensation claims.  He asked for approval from the Commission for the City to open an account and enable the Claims Administrator to be a signatory.   
Commissioner Knowles moved to approve the City opening an account for claims administration for Workers Compensation claims and allow the Claims Administrator to sign on the account along with City Manager Jay Evans and Finance Director Jerry Boop and; Commissioner   seconded the motion.  

Motion approved unanimously.
