The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Agnes Berry and the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Bill Wiley, Director, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry. Bill Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amelia Serrano swore in staff as well as anyone wishing to speak.

MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING FOR JANUARY 20, 2011.

Commissioner Donald Lukich moved to APPROVE the minutes as presented. Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion, which was PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Stults allowed Ms. Berry to step down due to possibly having to speak in reference to this case.

1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 008-1-021711 – CARVER FOOD PANTRY & CLOTHING CLOSET - REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY .16 +/- ACRES FROM CITY R-2 (MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO ALLOW A FREE COMMUNITY FOOD PANTRY AND CLOTHING CLOSET SPONSORED BY THE WEST LEESBURG CDC FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE WEST SIDE OF MCCORMACK ST, SOUTH OF JOHNS AVE AND NORTH OF BRADFORD AVE. – CITY COMMISSION DATES – 1ST READING MARCH 28, 2011 AND A 2ND READING ON APRIL 11, 2011

Bill Wiley entered the exhibits into the record, which included the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, planned development conditions, conceptual site plan, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, community redevelopment area map, and site photos.

Mike Miller presented the following items on the overhead, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, community redevelopment area map, and site photos.

No substantive comments were received from the departments and there was one public response for disapproval received and one request for information received.

Mr. Wiley gave some background on this case. This request is by a non-profit organization to provide food and clothing. Normally, this case is considered an accessory use to churches, but in this case the location isn’t adjacent to the church that owns the property. After discussion with Fred, it was decided to go ahead and rezone this property in order to provide this neighborhood non-profit type activity.

Mr. Wiley and the Planning & Zoning recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 

1.	The proposed zoning district of City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) with the conditions proposed by staff.. This request does not appear to create a detriment to the surrounding properties.

2.	The proposed zoning district of City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties that have existing future land use designations of City Low Density Residential.. 

 3.	The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6. 

Mr. Wiley stated the PUD conditions are similar to the ones before so only certain ones are going to be highlighted.

3.	LAND USES 
	The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards. 
1. Uses
1)	Uses shall be those listed as permitted uses for the City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) district and as provided in this document including the distribution of free food for consumption off the premises and free clothing by a non-profit origination and shall occupy the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated February 4, 2010 as revised.
			
 B.	Uses prohibited shall be as follows:
	1)	All uses not permitted by the City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) district or these conditions.

5.	DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS
	C.	 Hours of operation shall be restricted to Monday through Friday 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

6.	PARKING
A.  	The permittee shall secure and keep in force at all times a binding agreement with the church to the North and/or the church to the East to allow patrons to park on those sites. Employee parking shall be restricted to the existing CDC offices to the Southwest of the site. 

Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE case # 008-1-021711 – CARVER FOOD PANTRY & CLOTHING CLOSET – REZONING.  Commissioner James Argento SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.
