Subject:
Purchase request 43349 and award of bid #110151 to Orlando Freightliner for the purchase of one cab/chassis, body and aerial device (bucket truck).
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends award of bid 110151 and approval of purchase request 43349 to Orlando Freightliner, Inc. for a total amount of $171,698.00.

Analysis:
The Fleet Services division is replacing existing bucket truck #448 assigned to the electric department.  Unit 448 is a 2001 GMC truck with approximately 5,455 hours of operating time and is in need of replacement.  The unit being replaced was purchased in January 2001.

Fleet Services prepared specifications for all components of the piece of equipment to be purchased.  The components consist of the cab & chassis, which is the ‘truck’ part of the equipment.  The ‘body’ component is the tool boxes or storage compartments.  The aerial platform is generally referred to as the bucket, but includes the turntable that attaches to the body as well as the boom that supports and lifts the bucket into the air.

The Purchasing Division used the specifications to create Invitation to Bid (ITB) #110151 which was issued on January 31, 2011.  On February 22, 2011 four responses to the ITB were received.  Those responses are summarized here.

* Ring Power ‘proposed’ an alternate price of $161,595.00 using a 2012 Freightliner cab & chassis.  The alternate price was not submitted according to the bid instructions.

The Fleet Services Division evaluated the submittals as detailed here.

Stamm Manufacturing

Determination:  Eliminated due to deficient warranty and not meeting specification 1.10 related to the jib length and extension.

Summary of evaluation:  Stamm Manuf. proposed a Versalift aerial device on a Freightliner cab & chassis.  Deficiencies in this bid were the inability to meet the requirements related to the jib extension and the aerial device warranty.

The jib is a ‘mini’ crane attached to the boom next to the bucket.  This device allows the worker to hoist items up to the working height and support items as they work on them.  Not having the requested 4-foot attachable extension limits the capabilities and reach of the device.  The Electric Department states they require the 4-foot extension.

The City requested a lifetime warranty to the original owner on the aerial device and most of its components.  Versalift offers a base warranty of 1 year parts only.  Versalift noted an extended warranty is available for an additional cost; additional 1 year = $1,645.00 or an additional 2 years = $3,455.00.

Adding the additional extended warranty would bring the equipment cost to $171,269.00.  The manufacturers’ standard warranty and availability of the extended warranty is considered deficient from the request and what is available from other aerial device manufacturers.  The City assigns this class of equipment a 10 year life.  Even with the extended warranty the equipment would not be covered for the final 7 years of the equipment life.

Ring Power

Determination:  Purchasing eliminated this vendor for non-responsiveness.  Their original bid was submitted with an alternate included.  Staff pursued the alternate bid and again requested the vendor to submit the specification checklist.  The vendor did not submit the specification checklist as instructed.  The vendor also marked compliance with specification items in their original bid they clearly did not comply with.  For example, they marked comply on a powder coated body.  Their product literature clearly indicated they do not powder coat the body components.

Summary of Evaluation:  Fleet Services did evaluate the original bid and alternate bid submitted by Ring Power.

The Terex aerial device comes with a lifetime parts only warranty on the aerial device structural components.  Conditions of the warranty would require the City to coordinate and pay for annual inspections of the aerial device at a cost of $425.00 for each inspection. The total cost over the life of the equipment would be $3,825.00.  If an inspection were to be missed the lifetime warranty is reduced to a 5-year parts only warranty.  Addition of the annual inspection fee would provide an equipment cost of $165,420.00.  Adding the inspection cost to their original base bid would result in an equipment cost of $175,274.54; exceeding the bid price of the lowest responsive bidder Orlando Freightliner.

Ring Power took exception to the fuel tank size and front tire size.  The City requested a 70-gallon tank and Ring Power specified a 50-gallon tank.  The Electric Department has requested large ‘floater’ type tires on the front of this all wheel drive truck.  The larger tires reduce the possibility of getting stuck in soft dirt or sandy soil conditions.  Ring Power specified smaller 315/80R22.5 20 Ply Radial tires instead of the requested 385-65R22.5.

The Purchasing Division identified the alternate bid submitted by Ring Power.  With the potential of a $10,000 savings staff requested the vendor, Ring Power, to submit the specifications check list for the alternate bid proposal.  The bid document clearly gives the following direction on page 4, item 9 to vendors wishing to submit an alternate bid:

9.  Multiple Responses - If an interested and qualified vendor wishes to bid more than one type of equipment they may do so by submitting a SEPARATE COMPLETE SEALED BID PACKAGE FOR EACH piece of equipment they wish to bid. Multiple bids CANNOT be submitted in the same sealed envelope. Doing so may cause all bids to be rejected.

Staff sent the Ring Power representative a letter requesting they submit the specifications checklist for the alternate price.  The vendor did not complete the entire specifications checklist as requested.  The letter and deficient response from Ring Power are attached.

Orlando Freightliner

Determination:  Fleet Services has determined Orlando Freightliner to have offered the ‘best value’ to the city and is fully compliant with the requested specifications.  No additional costs are required to meet specifications including the lifetime original owner warranty.

Summary of Evaluation:  Orlando Freightliner is fully compliant with the desired specifications and took no exceptions.  Staff has confirmed the cab & chassis to be provided by the vendor comes with a 70-gallon fuel tank and the requested ‘floater’ front tires.

Altec Industries provides an original owner lifetime warranty on BOTH parts and labor at no additional cost or requirement of annual inspections.

Altec Industries

Determination:  Fleet Services did not consider this bidder.  They submitted the highest base bid price.

Purchase request 43538 to the Sanders Company, Inc. to purchase Variable Frequency Drives for the Environmental Services Department
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase request 43538 to the Sanders Company, Inc. for $70,952.00 for the purchase and installation of Variable Frequency Drives (VFD) for High Speed Service Pumps 1 and 2 located at the Main Water Treatment Plant.

Analysis:
The purpose of this purchase is to obtain VFD’s which will serve to maintain a firm pumping capacity during a high flow or fire event. High speed service pumps 1 & 2 do not use VFD’s which limits when these pumps can be used.

This purchase and installation will allow the City to operate all high service pumps in the auto mode, as well as, equalizing the run time on all pumps.  VFD’s provide additional benefits such as reduced power consumption, more efficient motor operation and pumping.

The Environmental Services department has standardized on Danfoss VFD’s.  This purchase will add to Danfoss units already installed within the system.  Sanders Company, Inc. is the manufacturer’s exclusive representative for its variable frequency drives in the State of Florida.  Both the price quotation from Sanders and the sole source letter from the manufacturer have been attached for your review.

Resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Electrical Services, Inc. for the airport security camera upgrade project
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of an agreement with Electrical Services, Inc. for the airport security camera upgrade services totaling $269,734.12.  

Analysis:
The purpose of this solicitation is to establish an agreement with a qualified firm to complete an airport security camera supply and installation project at the Leesburg International Airport.  The upgrades to the security system will include the installation of additional cameras, gate operators and access controllers/card readers; as well as a new gate and additional fencing.  The work includes installation of underground conduit, cabling, fiber optic cable, and all other components required of the system as designed.

The project will be fully funded under a Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) (FM No: 41443819401) from the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). A match from the City of Leesburg is not required.

During the design review process with the Transportation Security Administration (TSA) and FDOT, both agencies suggested additional enhancements to the project.  The attached Scope of Services contains the items in the original design plus the extra items suggested by TSA and FDOT.

The additional enhancements to the Scope of Work resulted in an increase to the overall project cost.  The final cost of the project will be $349,081.00.  

On March 28, 2011, the City Commission accepted a supplement to the existing JPA in an amount which will fully fund the enhancements and costs associated with this project.

On December 6, 2010, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid (ITB) number 110061 inviting interested and qualified firms to submit sealed bids for consideration by the City.  The bid package, project manual, and drawings were prepared by staff and the City’s engineer of record on the project, Hanson Professional Services, Inc.  On January 18, 2011, the City received a sealed bid from only one responsive and responsible firm.

Prior to opening the sole sealed bid, staff contacted the FDOT project coordinator to inform his office that only one bid was received.   The FDOT representative advised that F.S. 287.057 prescribes procedures for agencies to follow in situations where only one bid was received.

F.S. 287.057(6) provides that:

If less than two responsive bids, proposals, or replies for commodity or contractual services purchases are received, the department or other agency may negotiate on the best terms and conditions. The department or other agency shall document the reasons that such action is in the best interest of the state in lieu of re-soliciting competitive sealed bids, proposals, or replies. 

Staff prepared a determination of findings and recommendations and the City Attorney reviewed the document.  Upon concurrence, the City Attorney prepared a letter supporting the finding that compliance with F.S 287.057(6) had been attained.

The FDOT accepted the above findings and approved a supplement to JPA FM No: 41443819401 which increased the original funding level to an amount sufficient to fully fund the project.  On March 28, 2011, the City Commission approved the supplement to the JPA.

Staff surveyed several prospective bidders (which attended both the pre-bid meeting/site visit and second site visit) regarding their firm not submitting a bid. Non-bidding prospective contractor responses indicated the solicitation and specifications were not restrictive.  

The non-bidding contractors explanations appeared to indicate their main interest was the technology and electronic component part of the specification, but they did not want to get involved or accept risks associated with the construction portions of the project, i.e., security fencing; pedestrian gateways; driveway construction and re-construction; concrete/paving work “because the construction work was not large enough to justify the risk.”

Fiscal Impact:  
The entire contract amount of $269,734.12 is fully funded by the FDOT Grant.  No City match is required.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of a third amendment with Lewis Tree Service, Inc. for a continuation of services ending September 30, 2011.

Analysis:
Lewis Tree Service, Inc. provides tree trimming services primarily to the Electric Department and to other city departments when requested.  The City originally contracted with Lewis Tree Service, Inc. in October 2005 for a three year period.  The extensions provided for in the original agreement have been exercised. 

Invitation to Bid 110071 for tree trimming services was issued to establish a new contract with a vendor.  On January 5, 2011, six (6) bids were received.  After review and evaluation of the bids, they were all considered non-responsive.  There are some areas within the state of work and specifications that need to be revised prior to the bid being reissued.

Staff requests commission approve an extension of the agreement with Lewis Tree Service, Inc. through the end of this fiscal year in order to provide uninterrupted service to the electric department.  A revised solicitation will be issued in July 2011 in order to establish a new contract with the selected vendor to be effective October 1, 2011.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of release of the automatic, statutory reservation of petroleum, and mineral rights under 270.11(1), Fl. Stat. (2006) for property at 2125 Anoka Way, Leesburg, Florida.
Analysis:
The subject property is currently owned by the City of Leesburg.  The City has a contract for sale and purchase of the subject property with Delon Manns, a first-time homebuyer. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the SPUD approval or rezone the property to City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these SPUD Conditions.

Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.

D. The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this SPUD  



Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser 



or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit 
Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or 



lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the 
procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.

However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, AMENDING CHAPTER 17, PENSIONS AND RETIREMENT, ARTICLE IV, POLICE OFFICERS’ RETIREMENT FUND, OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG; AMENDING SECTION 1, DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY OF PROVISIONS; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1:  That Chapter 17, Pensions and Retirement, Article IV, Police Officers’ Retirement Fund, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, is hereby amended by amending Section 1, Definitions, to amend the definition of “Actuarial Equivalent”, to read as follows:


Actuarial Equivalent means a benefit or amount of equal value, based upon the RP 2000 Combined Healthy Mortality Table and at an interest rate of seven and nine-tenths percent (7.9%) per annum.  This definition may only be amended by the City pursuant to the recommendation of the Board using assumptions adopted by the Board with the advice of the plan’s actuary, such that actuarial assumptions are not subject to City discretion.  


SECTION 2:  Specific authority is hereby granted to codify and incorporate this Ordinance in the existing Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg.


SECTION 3:  All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed.  


SECTION 4:  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase of this ordinance, or the particular application thereof shall be held invalid by any court, administrative agency, or other body with appropriate jurisdiction, the remaining section, subsection, sentences, clauses, or phrases under application shall not be affected thereby.

On March 17, 2011, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on these amendments requested by staff, and, by a vote of 5 to 0, recommended approval of the amendments.

The majority of these amendments are house keeping items necessary to correct omissions, revise language, and clarify or simplify the Land Development Code, which was adopted in 2004 with revisions in 2006, 2008, 2009 and 2010. The more substantive changes include under Sec. 25-290 Temporary Uses the restriction of temporary uses that are not of a seasonal nature and mobile food vendors. In addition, under Sec. 25-292 Supplemental District Requirements accessory and temporary structures have been expanded to include limitations on there placement in required front yards. These changes should illuminate the issues regarding the regulation of temporary mobile vendors food and merchandise (carpet, paintings, tools etc.) vendors.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 25 ZONING OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES SECTIONS 25-290 TEMPORARY USES;  25-292  SUPPLEMENTAL DISTRICT REQUIREMENTS: PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

The following sections of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida Chapter 25 are hereby amended as followed:

CHAPTER 25 ZONING CODE

Sec. 25-290.  Temporary uses.

The following uses are permitted within the city on a temporary basis as provided below. Each temporary uses shall obtain a permit from the planning and zoning manager or his designee.

(1)
Car washes held by unlicensed non-profit organization.  Unlicensed non-profit organizations, including charitable organizations, churches, youth groups, etc., must secure from the city a permit prior to holding a car wash, whether for free, contribution or pay. A permit may not be secured by any group more often than once every ninety (90) days. The duration period of each permit shall not exceed two (2) consecutive days.  

(2)
Commercial vehicles. No commercial vehicles exceeding one-ton rated capacity may be used for storage for no more than thirty (30) days in any twelve-month period in any nonresidential district.

(3)
Seasonal Other temporary uses.  Not in conjunction with an approved Special Event Permit under Chapter 26 SPECIAL EVENTS.  

a.   The following uses are identified as temporary uses:

1.   Fireworks sales.

2.   Christmas tree sales.

3.   Flower sales.

4.   Product sales promotion for existing businesses (only on developed property of the business).
5.   Food vendors 

56. Fair or carnival.

67 Recreational vehicles in conjunction with an approved non-profit temporary activity

78.  Other seasonal uses similar and temporary in nature.

b.   Seasonal temporary uses are permitted as follows:

1.   Use shall not be permitted for more than sixty (60) days within any one (1) calendar year except for construction trailers that are allowed until a project is completed.

2.   Use shall not obstruct a right-of-way, sidewalk, or required vehicular parking area.

3.   One (1) free-standing sign not exceeding thirty-two (32) square feet is permitted.

4.   Off-street parking spaces shall be provided in accordance with section 25-357.
5.
Shall not be located within the required front setback area.

6.
Shall be allowed on developed or vacant property.
(4)
Other temporary uses.  That are not of a seasonal nature shall not be permitted unless approved by the City Commission as part of a city Special Event Permit. 
(5)
Mobile food vendors are permitted as follows:



a.
For product sales promotions with existing businesses that have a food City Business Tax Receipt and are actively engaged in retail sales (only on developed property of the business). 


b.
As part of a product sales promotion where the food is given away free  


c.
As an approved charitable event with a 501(c)(3) designation. 


d.
Shall not be permitted for more than sixty (60) days within any one (1) calendar year for no more than ten consecutive days with a minimum of a thirty day separation.
(6)
Temporary uses that are not of a seasonal nature may be permitted as follows:


a.
As an extension of premises of an existing business in accordance with Chapter 5 Alcoholic Beverages Sec. 5-6.1. of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.


b.
As part of a City approved
 activity at a public mall such as the Lake Square Mall, schools, college campus, hospital such as the Leesburg Regional Medical Center and in the Central Business District.
(47)
Recreational vehicles.  Recreational vehicles may be stored temporarily in all districts. Such recreational vehicles shall not serve as a place of residence (See Sec. 25-292 Supplemental district requirements - (11) Recreational vehicles).  

(58)   Yard, garage, carport, rummage or charity sale.  A yard, garage, carport, rummage or charity sale shall have a duration period not to exceed three (3) days, composed of Thursday, Friday and Saturday, which may run for two (2) consecutive weeks on the above specified days. A permit must be secured for this activity stating the duration of time. A period of ninety (90) days must lapse after the expiration date appearing on the permit, before the property owner/occupant receives a permit for an additional yard, garage, and carport rummage or charity sale. Merchandise display after expiration date on permit is prohibited. The permit shall be prominently displayed at the sale. 
(9) 
Nothing in this section shall prohibit or conflict with provisions of Chapter 26  SPECIAL EVENTS.
(Ord. No. 04-27, § V(4.20), 5-10-04)
Sec. 25-292.  Supplemental district requirements.

The following supplemental requirements shall apply to all uses with in this chapter. These standards and criteria are deemed necessary to provide for the health, safety, morals and general welfare of the citizens of Leesburg.

(1)   Adult uses.  The following provisions apply to adult uses:  

a.   No adult use shall be located within any zoning district other than M-1.

b.   No adult use shall be allowed in the M-1 zoning district without a conditional use permit.

c.   No adult use shall be located closer than one thousand five hundred (1,500) feet to either the boundary of any residential zoning district or to any other adult use or the following uses; public park, playground, school, church, child day care center and hospital.
d.   No portion of this chapter shall be construed as allowing, in any way what so ever, any acts prohibited by F.S. Chapter 847 or Chapter 5 ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

(2)   Accessory and temporary structures: minimum yard regulations.    

a.   Except as provided in this section, no unattached accessory or temporary structure such as vendor trailers, vehicles etc. in R-Districts shall not project or be placed into the required front yard(s) (in front of the principal structure) or encroach into easements, parking areas, drive aisles, buffer areas or other required site plan areas except as permitted in Sec. 25-292 (18). Cabanas, outdoor shelters, sheds, work shops and other enclosed and temporary structures may be constructed in a required rear yard. Accessory structures, which are not attached to a principal structure, may be erected in accordance with the following requirements:

1.   An accessory building not exceeding twelve (12) feet in height may occupy not more than thirty (30) percent of a required rear yard.

2.   An accessory building exceeding twelve (12) feet in height may be permitted where an additional two (2) feet of setback is provided for every additional foot of height above twelve (12) feet to a maximum of the height of the principal structure or the height allowed in the district where located, whichever is less.

3.   No accessory structure shall be located within five (5) feet of side or rear property lines.

4.   No accessory structure shall be located closer to the street than the front yard setback required for a principal structure in the district in which such accessory structure may be located.

5.   For Corner lots shall be considered to have two front yards. the setback from the side street shall be the same for accessory buildings as for principal buildings.

6.   Vehicles including tractor trailers, shipping containers, manufactured housing and mobile homes, shall not be used as storage buildings, utility buildings, or other such uses.

b.   When an accessory structure is within attached to the principal building in R-Districts, it shall comply in all respects with the yard requirements of this article applicable to the principal building.

c.   Accessory structures in other than R-Districts shall comply with front and side yard requirements for the principal structure to which they are accessory and shall be not closer to any rear property line than ten (10) feet.
d.   Tube and canvas structures shall be required to comply with accessory structure requirements with the additional following conditions: Structures located in residential zoning districts, and shall not exceed two hundred (200) square feet in size.
SECTION II.
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.
SECTION III.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.
This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances Section 2-168.1 the Community Redevelopment Agency districts Matching Sign Grant Program to prohibit grants for replacement of non-conforming ground/freestanding signs where owners are receiving compensation from other government agencies for their replacement. 
Staff Recommendation:

The Planning staff recommends approval of the referenced amendment to the Code of Ordinances Chapter 2, Article IV, Division 10, Section 2-168.1 the Community Redevelopment Agency districts Matching Sign Grant Program.

Analysis:

On June 14, 2010 the Matching Sign Grant Program was adopted for the US Hwy 441/27 Community Redevelopment Agency District (CRA) as Section 2-165.1. On September 13, 2010 the CRA’s (Carver Heights/Montclair Area and Greater Leesburg) were added to the program in order for the program to be available to all the CRA districts. However, the program is subject to the availability of funds annually in each CRA budget.  At this time the Carver Heights/Montclair Area CRA has not designated any funds for the program. Since funds are limited for the program, the proposed amendment will prohibit the awarding of funds to property owners that have received funds from other government agencies such as FDOT for replacement of their non-conforming signs.

Options:


1.
Approve the recommended amendment to the Code of Ordinances Chapter 2 Section 2-168.1 to prohibit awarding funds where the property owners have received funds from other government agencies for replacement of their non-conforming signs.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 2, ARTICLE IV OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO ADVISORY BOARDS; DIVISION 10  COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY, BY AMENDING SECTION 168.1 MATCHING SIGN GRANT PROGRAM PROVISIONS; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to encourage early replacement of nonconforming ground/freestanding signage along the US 441/27 corridor to enhance the goals of the 441/27, Carver Heights/Montclair Area, and Greater Leesburg Community Redevelopment Agency districts; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission on April 12, 2010 adopted the revised City of Leesburg Sign Code providing for the development of a sign grant program in the CRA districts; and


WHEREAS, the City Commission on June 14, 2010 adopted the Sign Grant Program for the US Highway 441/27 Community Redevelopment Agency District (US Hwy 441/27 CRA); and 


WHEREAS, the City Commission September 13, 2010 made the Program available to the other two CRA’s (Carver Heights/Montclair Area and Greater Leesburg) which have boundaries along the US Hwy 441/27 corridor; and 

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to offer grants to reduce the cost for the installation of ground/freestanding signs as an encouragement for businesses within the CRA districts to conform to the City’s sign ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission realizes that CRA funds are limited for the Sign Grant Program and desires to prohibit awarding grants to property owners that are receiving funds from other government agencies such as FDOT for replacement of their non-conforming signs; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

Chapter 2, Article IV, Division 10, Section 168.1 is hereby amended to read as follows:

ARTICLE IV COMMISSIONS, BOARDS, AGENCIES, AUTHORITIES AND COMMITTEES

DIVISION 10 COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY
Section 2-168.1 Matching Sign Grant Program.  

Section 1:
Purpose 


The purpose of the US Highway 441/27 Community Redevelopment Agency District (US Hwy 441/27 CRA), Carver Heights/Montclair Area and Greater Leesburg Community Redevelopment Agency districts Matching Sign Grant Program is to encourage early replacement of non-conforming ground/freestanding signs (wall and other signage not included) to enhance the architectural character of the streetscape along US 441/27 within the Community Redevelopment Agency Districts (CRA). The program provides public CRA matching funds for replacement of ground/freestanding signs to match private funds to pay for improvements with the CRA. Funds are appropriated annually in the CRA budgets, and funding is available on a first come first serve basis. However, the program may be subject to the availability of funds. 

Signage shall be designed, constructed and maintained to compliment and accent the architectural features of the building. It should be in harmony with the overall character of the building.

Applicants are reminded that grant awards made are discretionary in nature and should not be considered an entitlement by the applicant. All grant criteria contained herein are guidelines for awards and successful applicants may receive any amount up to the maximum award. Should an application meet all grant criteria, a grant may or may not be awarded at the CRA Board’s discretion due to funding limitations, competing applications, and/or competing priorities. 

Section 2: Eligibility requirements 
The grant program is available to businesses and/or building owners that are located within the US 441/27 within the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) district, Carver Heights/Montclair Area and Greater Leesburg Community Redevelopment Agency districts of the City of Leesburg. Businesses must be properly licensed through the City’s Business Tax Registration Division and applicants must be a permitted/conforming use within the CRA district. 

Applications will not be accepted from property owners (and tenants of property owners) who are delinquent on their property taxes or are receiving funds for replacement of their non-conforming signs from other government agencies such as FDOT. Applicants must not have any outstanding code liens or code violations that cannot be remedied with the grant assistance or any uncollected delinquent utilities payments.

Section 4: Available funding and matching requirement 

Funds shall be allocated on a first come basis until each annual allocation for the program is expended. Any applicants not funded in the previous year will be carried over to the next year and given priority. Only one Grant shall be awarded per property and is subject to the availability of funds. The existence of the program does not guarantee all interested parties will receive funding.  Tenants may qualify upon receipt of written consent of the owner of the building. All Grant funds awarded require a matching dollar for dollar expenditure by the owner/tenant. Funds up to $ 8,000 may be awarded based on the following reimbursement schedule.

Section 5: Application process

Applications will be accepted on a first come, first served basis. The following chronology outlines the application process: 

(1) The applicant obtains a Signage Matching Sign Grant Program Application. Application forms are available at Municipal Services Center from the Community Development Department and through the City’s website (www.leesburgflorida.gov). A pre-application meeting with City staff is required for submission of an application. 

(2) The applicant completes the application and submits it to the staff for review and consistency with the CRA Redevelopment area, the Land Development Code, and any other applicable codes. The application package includes the following:

drawing of proposed sign with dimensions including descriptions or samples of proposed colors and/or materials 

j.
$500 deposit which will be refunded with grant awarded upon completion of sign. Deposits will not be refunded to those who withdraw from the program prior to sign replacement. 

(3) The City shall have sole authority to award grants. If a grant application is denied, the applicant may reapply in the next funding cycle.

(4) Please note that applications must be reviewed and approved BEFORE sign or landscaping construction work begins. Grants will not be awarded to sign improvement projects that are under construction or completed prior to grant application. 

(5) For approved grant projects, prior to construction of improvements, the applicant must submit and receive applicable building and other regulatory permits. 

(6) Upon completion of the improvements, final inspection and approval by the City, and issuance of a certificate of occupancy (if applicable), the applicant submits a “reimbursement package” to the City which includes the following: 

a. completed reimbursement form (provided by the City); 

b. copies of applicable invoices or receipts; 

c. proof of payment for improvements (which must be at least as much as the amount indicated in the application); and 

d. photos of improvements (before and after). 

Applicants will receive grant funding after the project is completed and all associated costs have been paid. Upon completion of approved work, in order to receive grant payment, the applicant must submit documentation of work completed and proof of payment. It is the responsibility of the award recipient to maintain proper documentation of funds expended in the course of completing the improvement project. Release of funds is subject to submission of this documentation. All improvements must be completed essentially as presented to the City in order to receive payment. 

Acceptable documentation is defined as paid invoices/statements and/or schedule of values from vendors clearly detailing the work done, accompanied by copies of the cancelled check(s) showing payment accompanied by a vendor invoice. 

(7) If the project is not completed, is not approved in its final inspection, or does not receive its certificate of occupancy (if applicable) within one year of award, the grant award shall expire. The applicant may request a 6 month extension. Extensions shall be granted by the CDD

SECTION II.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION III.

8512 Resolution Amending Utility Service Fee Schedule

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the changes pertaining to delinquency charges; disconnect notice to be communicated by interactive voice response system, and utility service fee schedule to include a convenience fee charge per transaction. 

Analysis:
Penalties: Customers who receive a promissory to pay or voucher from an approved vendor or  agency prior to delinquency, shall be exempt of penalties up to 30 days upon receipt of payment.  The intent of the change is to provide relief from the responsibility of late fees to those that obtain funding for payment of their utility bill from an approved vendor or agency.  The current ordinance does not allow for the removal of those carrying charges.

Reminder Notices: On November 22, 2010 the City Commission approved elimination of paper reminder notifications for delinquent customers.  Section 22-263 addresses the process for providing delinquent notification to our customers.  The interactive voice response (IVR) system will provide notification by telephone and meet the requirements of due process.  Following startup, the first two months will be a testing period where reminder notices and IVR will work in tandem.  This will allow staff the time to work on any technical issues associated with implementation.  Staff may also extend the simultaneous testing period, if conditions warrant or concerns develop.

Credit Card Convenience Fees:  On November 22, 2010, the City Commission approved a credit card convenience fee which has been added to the utility service fee schedule.  During the fiscal year 2010-11 budget review process, staff determined the cost of  using credit cards as an alternative method of payment of utility bills was climbing at an alarming rate.  The cost to the City, which was $33,078.92 in fiscal year 2005, has grown to $161,130.33 or an increase of 487%.  Staff believes the underlying reasons for the increase are the extensive reward programs and incentives Credit Card Company’s offer their cardholders.  The City accepts the use of Credit Cards as an alternative payment method for the City’s customers.  The Credit Card Convenience Fee of $3.95, effective May 1st 2011, is meant to discourage payors which use their card in order to participate in and obtain Card Company reward programs and incentives.  The Convenience Fee will not be charged to customers who use their card for recurring payments through the City’s Click to Gov web portal or for customers who make over the counter payments.  

Options:
1.  Approve the ordinance changes relating to delinquency fees and delinquency notification;

2.  Approve the resolution changes relating to credit card convenience fees

3.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  

There will be a slight reduction in revenues associated with late fees which are related to approved vendor or agency payments.  Implementation of the IVR solution for reminder notices will provide a reduction in the costs associated with mail and stationary approximating $37,000.00 per year. Collection of Convenience Fees are expected to reduce the costs associated with the acceptance of credit cards as an alternative payment method.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 22-262 PERTAINING TO DELINQUENCY CHARGE; AMENDING SECTION 22-263 PERTAINING TO NONPAYMENT OF UTILITY BILLS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, that:

SECTION 1. 

Section 22-262, of Chapter 22 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety to read as follows:  

Sec. 22-262.  Carrying charge for delinquent payment; arrangements for payments by public institutions.

There shall be added to and collected on each and every charge or bill for electricity, gas and water, internet access and pollution abatement furnished by the city, and not paid in accordance with the provisions of section 22-261, a carrying charge equal to five (5) percent of the total of such charge or bill, except as stated in this section which shall be paid and collected at the same time that the original bill is paid and collected, provided, that the city manager may by and with the approval of the city commission enter into special agreement or agreements with any public institution for the time of payment of any or all bills for electricity, gas and water, internet access and pollution abatement which may become due to the city by such institution, and by such agreement or agreements, may provide for such terms of payment and the relief of such penalties as may seem suitable for the financial condition of such public institutions, except customers who present promissory to pay or voucher from an approved vendor prior to delinquency, shall be exempt of penalties up to 30 days upon receipt of payment. 

Section 22-263, of Chapter 22 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety to read as follows: 

Sec. 22-263.  Nonpayment of bill, reinstating fee.

The following policies and procedures shall be followed with regard to nonpayment of utility bills:

(1) Approximately four (4) days after meter-reading the customer shall be mailed a bill giving him twenty (20) days to pay after which time a penalty attaches.

(2) Approximately twenty-five (25) days after meter-reading date, a disconnect notice shall be sent by interactive voice response system via telephone warning of disconnection as of a preset date. appearing on the notice. The present date may be within ten (10) days from notification sent date, depending on weekends and work schedule.

(3) On or immediately after the preset date, service is terminated and a notice is left at the premises advising the customer as to how service may be restored. Service shall not be reinstated until delinquent and reconnection charges are paid. Service may, however, be reinstated at the direction of the finance director in instances where payment is guaranteed by a social service agency.

(4) The disconnect notice shall contain a request to contact customer service if there are questions on the accuracy, validity or correctness of the bill. If customer service cannot resolve these questions, the customer shall be referred to the finance director and disconnect shall be suspended until the issues are clarified. Customer service shall notify the collections manager of the disputed bill in writing immediately. In the absence of the finance director the collections manager has the authority to suspend a disconnect in the event of a disputed bill.

(5) No disconnect shall result if the past due amount is a penalty amount and not a current bill unless the penalty is over a month old and is unchallenged.

(6) No disconnect shall result if the past due amount is less than twenty-five dollars ($25.00) unless it is a recurring amount. The finance director may increase this amount to a maximum of fifty dollars ($50.00) where disconnect volume is excessive for manpower available or the billing period is characterized by unusually high bills due to rates or weather and where relief is apparent.

(7) The finance director may delay any disconnect to the subsequent Friday where extenuating circumstances, such as incidence of paydays, warrant such action and collection appears secure.

(8) A reconnect fee per utility is required in accordance with the utility service fee schedule. If reconnection is requested after 3:00 p.m., the charge may be greater if so indicated in the fee schedule.
SECTION 2. 

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so effected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.
