The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Jo Ann Heim and the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Bill Wiley, Director, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry. Bill Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amelia Serrano swore in staff as well as anyone wishing to speak.

MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING FOR FEBRUARY 17, 2011.

Jo Ann Heim found a grammatical error on page 7.  A motion was passed to accept the minutes once the correction has been made. 

Commissioner Donald Lukich moved to APPROVE the minutes after correction was made to the first sentence of the last full paragraph on page seven. Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion, which was PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 010-1-031711 – THERMASEAL – REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY .29 +/- OF AN ACRE FROM CITY C-3 (HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO ALLOW THE FABRICATION ON-SITE AND INSTALLATION OFF-SITE OF INSULATION FOR A PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF SOUTH STREET, WEST VENTURE AVENUE AND EAST OF HICKORY DRIVE – (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON APRIL 11, 2011 AND A 2ND READING ON APRIL 25, 2011)

Bill Wiley entered the exhibits into the record and Mike Miller presented them. The items included the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, planned development conditions, conceptual site plan, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, and site photos.

No substantive comments were received from the departments and there were no public responses received.

Bill Wiley and the Planning & Zoning recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 

1.	The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with adjacent properties zoning districts, as conditioned. 

2.  	The proposed zoning district SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) as conditioned and shown in the attached “Exhibit A” is compatible with the proposed City Future Land Use designation of Industrial.

3.	The rezoning of the subject properties is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, and Objective 1.6.

with the following condition(s):

Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning subject to the Thermaseal Planned Development Conditions” attached hereto as Exhibit A, dated, March 17, 2011. 

The attached PUD conditions are similar conditions that are seen with planned development district. The conditions mentioned are the ones that are specific to this case:
 
3.	LAND USES 
The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards. 
A. Uses
	1)	Uses shall be those listed as permitted uses in this document and shall 	occupy the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan. 
	
		2)	Permitted Uses shall be as follows:
			a.	Commercial and Light industrial uses including on-site fabrication and off-site installation of insulation and associated uses.
		
		3)	Uses prohibited shall be as follows:
			a.	primary residential
			b	medical patience facilities
			c.	group homes
			d.	entertainment/recreation including cinema or theater  
			e.	places of worship
			f.	crematoriums
		g.	 educational facilities
		h.	 community services
		i.	 social services
		j.	 personal services
		k.	 gas station or convenience stores
		l.	 car wash 
		m.	 restaurants 
		n.	 transient accommodations
			o.	truck stops
	p.	animal hospitals and kennels
	q.	heavy industrial uses
	r.	stockpiling
	s.	all waste related services
	t.	Any other similar uses which are not considered office, commercial or light industrial in character or intensity which may adversely impact the adjoining properties do to traffic, noise, dust, etc. 

5.	DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS
	A.	  The minimum development standards shall be those required for the SPUD district except as amended by these conditions including the Conceptual Plan.
	
B.	 All operations shall be carried on entirely within an enclosed structure, except as permitted under accessory uses of Section 25-284, City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

12.	OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS
	A.	The applicant shall be subject to Section 12-19 Regulation of Public Nuisances of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as per attached Exhibit D.

The applicant did not wish to speak. 

Donald Lukich asked why they wanting to change the property trying to change from a Commercial zoning to SPUD. Mr. Wiley stated it was because of the industrial component.

This was the end of the discussion and the voting then took place.

Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case # 010-1-031711 – THERMASEAL – REZONING.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 5 to 0.
