The City has been unable to fill the Electric Operations Manager position for three years.  He said by offering a higher salary, the City has a better chance of filling the position with a qualified person.  
Mayor Polk asked if the position will be filled by an existing employee.  CM Evans stated the position will be hired from outside the City.  ED Kalv explained the City will advertise the position and interview all qualified applicants.

INTRODUCED AN ORDINANCE FOR VACATING A PORTION OF OAK PARK HOMESITES RIGHT-OF-WAY (.5 +/- ACRE) REQUESTED BY CHARLES AND LUCY TOWNSEND FOR AN UNUSED RIGHT OF WAY, GENERALLY LOCATED EAST OF LEE STREET AND SOUTH OF W. NORTH BOULEVARD (OAK PARK HOMESITES)

Commissioner Christian introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

 An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, vacating a portion of that right of way originally described in Plat Book 11, Page 83, public records of Lake County, Florida, and known as a portion of Oak Park Homesites right-of-way (.5 acres +/-), said property generally located east of Lee Street and south of W North Boulevard, lying in Section 26, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida; and providing for an effective date. (Oak Park Homesites)

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public. 
Commissioner Henderson asked if the property will be paved.  Community Development Director (CDD) Bill Wiley explained the property is currently used for parking and will not be paved.  
INTRODUCED AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING APPROXIMATELY 15 ACRES GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE WEST SIDE OF C.R. 468 AND SOUTH OF LEWIS ROAD (JIREH INVESTORS, LLC PROPERTY)






Commissioner Christian introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, annexing certain real property consisting of approximately 15 acres and being generally located on the west side of C.R. 468 and south of Lewis Road, lying in Section 16, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, which is contiguous to the city limits of the City of Leesburg, Florida, providing that said property so annexed shall be liable for its proportionate share of the existing and future indebtedness of said City; providing that such annexed property shall be subject to all laws and ordinances of said city as if all such territory had been a part of the City of Leesburg at the time of passage and approval of said laws and ordinances; providing that such annexed territory shall be placed in City Commission District 2; and providing an effective date (JIREH Investors, LLC). 

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.
Commissioner Henderson asked if the land is surrounded by residential property.  CDD Wiley explained the property is approximately 15 acres and the uses in the area are County Urban.  The property is a transition area between Fruitland Park and Leesburg.  He explained other property in the area is used for commercial use.  Two other property owners in the area have asked to come into the City of Leesburg.  
Aubrey Cash, 2026 Lewis Road read and gave a copy of a letter opposing the use of the property (attached) to the Commission. 
Commissioner Henderson asked if the use of the property for storage of recreational vehicles will be permanent or temporary.   CDD Wiley said the owner requested a temporary use until economic times get better and development can be afforded.  The City required some improvements to the property to protect the surrounding owners. 
Mayor Polk asked CDD Wiley to review the letter from Ms. Cash and provide answers to any questions the Commissioners might have prior to the second reading.  

Tim Green, Green Consulting Group, representative for JIREH explained the proposed changes to the property.  He said the uses around the property have increased density and increased uses allowed on their property that are much greater than the JIREH property.  He said a 15 foot buffer separates the property line by 50 feet on the southern property line.   
Mayor Polk asked if the property has Leesburg electric utilities.  ED Kalv said the property does have City electric.

Commissioner Christian asked if the consultant group plans a traffic study. He expressed concern on increasing traffic on CR 468 and the possibility of reducing the speed limit on CR 468.  Mr. Green stated his company does plan a traffic study.  
Mayor Polk asked for reasons the City staff approved the annexation.  CDD Wiley explained this property is adjacent to the City of Leesburg and is within the City electric service area.  The City understands some uses currently in this area are less intense. The City is requiring the owner to provide buffers per City code for those types of uses adjacent to the property.

There were no further public comments.
