Commissioner Puckett introduced the resolution to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the resolution, as follows:

A resolution of the Carver Heights/Montclair Area Community Redevelopment Agency of the City of Leesburg, Florida authorizing and directing the Community Redevelopment Agency Chairman to execute the construction services agreement with Smith, Broomfield, and Howard Construction and Restoration, LLC, for the renovation of a single family residence at 704 Beecher Street; and providing an effective date.  
Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution, and Commissioner Puckett seconded the motion.
Commissioner Christian asked if the $29,975 amount on the agreement is allocated in the current year budget.  Chris Edwards, Community Redevelopment Coordinator (CRC) replied the cost to renovate the house at 704 Beecher Street is a capital project approved for funding this year.  
Commissioner Christian asked what will be done on the house.   CRC Edwards explained the goal is to fix-up the house and sell to first time home buyers.  The City has a list of clients identified for the purpose.  
Brian Broomfield, and Lamar Smith, owners of Smith, Broomfield, and Howard Construction and Restoration, LLC, explained their company is trying to show an improvement to the entire area.  
Commissioner Johnson asked if the house will be ducted for air.  Mr. Broomfield replied the house will have a central air and heat pump system.
