Commissioner Polk requested the representatives of the Pension Boards be invited to speak before the Commission and more fully explain the investment of the funds.  CM Evans said that it was a good idea.  

Commissioner Polk stated that he spoke with Deputy City Manager (DCM) Doug Drymon regarding the Police Pension Fund performing better financially than the Fire Pension Fund.  FD Boop said that he had not reviewed the reports on this.  Commissioner Polk said the citizens should have more control over the pension plans.

	Police Chief Bill Chrisman stated that he is in support of the amendments.
	
Michael Selerno, owner of Rock Around the Clock internet café, said he agreed with some of the security measures, but disagreed with the burdensome requirements to have bullet proof glass and an armed guard for internet cafes.  

Commissioner Puckett questioned how the requirements were developed.  CM Evans responded the Commission requested staff to look at limiting the number of cafes and making them as safe as possible.  Staff conducted research of other jurisdictions in order to draft regulations that were restrictive, but not prohibitive.

Mr. Selerno said there was a moratorium imposed in Tampa, but local jurisdictions seem to be waiting for regulations from the State.

Don Lukich, Planning Commissioner, said that he thought the regulations may be too severe for the internet cafes.

Commissioner Christian expressed concern that Orlando and other cities have had problems with security and alcohol sales at the cafes.  He said the City should not wait on Tallahassee to determine what is safe for Leesburg and he supports the amendments.

Carl Underwood said the crime rate for internet cafes is very low for Lake County and should not be compared to Orlando.

CA Fred Morrison said staff looked at several options for regulation, including a total ban.  There have been attempts to regulate the machines as gambling devices, but there has not been a definitive decision on the legal validity of that approach.  CA Morrison explained he advised staff to regulate the cafes, but not ban them.  He said that existing businesses have roughly a year to comply with the new regulations.
