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MINUTES OF THE CITY COMMISSION MEETING

MONDAY, DECEMBER 19, 2011

The City of Leesburg Commission held a regular meeting Monday, December 19, 2011, in the Commission Chambers at City Hall. Mayor Polk called the meeting to order at 5:33 p.m. with the following members present:

FLORIDA ENERGY AEROSPACE TECHNOLOGY PARK REPORT BY DOUG DRYMON AND JERRY BOND








Deputy City Manager (DCM) Doug Drymon explained that Jerry Bond was absent because of family obligations out of state.  He said that a copy of the report had been provided to the Commission.
DCM Drymon advised City staff has been in contact with several firms in cooperation with Enterprise Florida and expects responses in the near future.  DCM Drymon stated staff has also had contact with a Canadian company that is waiting for a Department of Defense grant before they can proceed.  CM Evans also named Project Battery as another proposal that is pending.
Commissioner Puckett requested a report on what has been spent on the project so far.  CM Evans said the report had been sent out and would make sure Commissioner Puckett had a copy.  Mayor Polk requested brief regular updates on the firms contacted and the responses received to date.
CM Evans said there is a change in the draft business plan to focus on property already owned by the City and partner with Lake Tech to establish some incubator operations at the Airport.  He also suggested establishing a vetting committee to review any proposals and act as an advisory board.

Mayor Polk noted that the named firm is not located in Leesburg.  Environmental Services Director (ESD) Ray Sharp explained that this agreement dates back to a RFP where local firms did not apply.  He said that a local firm, Springstead Engineering is used for platting services.  Mayor Polk suggested that the contract go out to bid again to solicit local firms.
CA Morrison explained this is a non-exclusive contract and local firms could also be considered.  ESD Sharp said the named firm had only done a small amount of work so far.  CA Morrison suggested given this, the Commission could decide to deny the extension for Dyer, Riddle, etc. and consider approving the next extension listed for Southeastern Surveying in order to have a firm in place, while soliciting for local bids.
