The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Charles Townsend and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

Mike Miller, Planner, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  He also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amelia Serrano swore in staff as well as anyone wishing to speak.

1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 001-2-011912 – GAME BATTLE OF LEESBURG – CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT



REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION TO GRANT A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR AN APPLICANT WHOSE PROPERTY IS APPROXIMATELY A 1900 SQUARE COMMERCIAL/OFFICE SUITE ON APPROXIMATELY .64 OF AN ACRE IN THE CITY C-3 (HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL) ZONING DISTRICT TO ALLOW FOR A VIDEO GAME LOUNGE/INDOOR RECREATION FOR A PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE WEST SIDE OF RADIO ROAD NORTH OF U.S. HIGHWAY 441 - (FINAL DECISION VOTED UPON BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION)
Mike Miller entered and presented the exhibits into record. The exhibit items in​cluded the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, community redevelopment area map, site photos, and conceptual site plan.

There were no substantive comments received from the departments. There were two public responses received for approval and no responses for disapproval received.

The Planning & Zoning staff recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 
1.
This request meets the criteria set forth in Section 25-141 “Conditional Uses” of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances for the granting of a conditional use permit for the requested use of indoor recreation/video game lounge etc.

2.
The Conditional Use for the subject property is compatible with the existing City future land use designation of General Commercial and consistent with the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal 1, Objective 1.6. 

3.
Subject to the conditions listed below, the proposed Conditional Use is compatible with the adjacent zoning classifications of City C-3 (Highway Commercial) to the south, east and north and County R-6 Urban Residential to the west and does not appear to be a detrimental impact on the surrounding properties.
with the following condition(s): 

1. This conditional use permit is granted to the permittee to allow indoor recreation/video game lounge and other similar accessory uses except adult internet/sweepstakes redemption cafés, in a C-3 (Highway Commercial) zoning district for the specific property shown in Exhibit A.

2. This conditional use permit must be properly executed by the applicant and filed with Leesburg Planning & Zoning Division within ninety days (90) from the date of approval or it shall become null and void and the Permittee must reapply for re-hearing of the request.  Until the Permit has been properly executed by the Permittee, no building or fire permits will be issued.

3. The sale or consumption of alcohol on the premises shall be prohibited

4. No food shall be prepared on site, however, vending machines and prepackaged snacks shall be permitted.

5. The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in these conditions shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions and agreements stated herein. Any change or deviation from conditions shown herein may be revised through procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.  
6. The granting of this Conditional Use Permit does not exempt the applicant from other     applicable regulations of the City of Leesburg such as building and fire safety and other governmental agencies and assessment of any required impact fees necessary for the proposed use. 

7. Violation of any of the conditions of this permit may result in this permit becoming null and    

          void for the approved use.

The applicant shall be subject to Section 12-19 Regulation of Public Nuisances of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as per attached Exhibit B.


Action Requested:

1.
Vote to approve the Conditional Use for the subject property for indoor recreation/video game lounge with related uses based on compliance with the stated conditions.

This was all staff had to present and the case was opened for discussion.

Donald Lukich asked about the type of food and drinks, if any, allowed for this location.  Mike Miller stated that vending machine and soda machines will be available for purchase at this location if the owner so wishes.

Charles Townsend requested that the applicant come forward to answer some questions.  Jairo Huertas came forward and was asked a few questions by the board.  Mr. Townsend asked him what type of gaming would be onsite, what the age restrictions were, and what his hours of operation would be.  Mr. Huertas replied that he would have Xbox, Wii, and PlayStation 3 gaming systems set up for the customers to play.  There are no age restrictions or requirements.  This is open for all who wish to play.  The hours of operation would be from 12 p.m. to 7 p.m.

James Argento then asked Mr. Huertas if he planned on ever having the older arcade games or internet café type games brought in and Mr. Huertas stated that he didn’t anticipate that.  He was just interested in having the gaming systems in place and the only internet gaming would be if the players have usernames and passwords that they use through the gaming systems network.  He then stated that he was only having these systems due to repairing them so the accessibility and need is there.  Donald Lukich clarified that Mr. Huertas was also repairing the gaming systems and he stated yes he was also repairing these specific types of systems.    
This was the end of the discussion and the voting then took place.

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION TO GRANT A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR AN APPLICANT WHOSE PROPERTY IS APPROXMATELY .26 OF AN ACRE WITHIN THE CITY CBD (CENTRAL BUSINESS DISTRICT) ZONING DISTRICT TO ALLOW AN INDOOR/OUTDOOR RECREATION ESTABLISHMENT WITH AN OUTDOOR CAFÉ WITH ALCOHOL SALES, FOOD AND LIVE/AMPLIFIED ENTERTAINMENT FOR A PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF MARKET STREET BETWEEN N. 2ND STREET AND N. 1ST STREET - (FINAL DECISION VOTED UPON BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION)

Mike Miller entered and presented the exhibits into record.  The exhibit items in​cluded the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, historic preservation district map, community redevelopment area map, traditional overlay district map, site photos, and conceptual site plan.

Mike Miller gave a brief history on this case and explanation as to why it was being presented to the board again. The owner, Gary Hatfield, unexpectedly passed away and the original CUP was non-transferrable and so that issue needed to be addressed as well as some minor noise complaint issues that have been brought to the City’s attention from not only the Police Department, but from a petition the residents on 7th Street submitted to the Planning staff.  With these concerns now present, staff felt it would be a good time to address both of these issues and some minor changes have been made to the CUP conditions.
There was one substantive comment received from the Police Department.  There were four public responses received for approval and two responses received for disapproval.  Contact was made with one of the people who disapproved this case and after the new conditions were read to them they were fine with the new requirements and changed their comments to indicate approval.  Contact with the landlord of the neighboring business that disapproved this case was attempted prior to the meeting with no success.
The Planning & Zoning staff recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 

1.
This request meets the criteria set forth in Section 25-141 “Conditional Uses” of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances for the granting of a conditional use permit for the requested use of indoor/outdoor recreation for the existing restaurant/bar with outside expanded uses.

2.
The Conditional Use for the subject property is compatible with the existing City future land use designation of General Commercial and consistent with the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal 1, Objective 1.6. 

3.
The proposed Conditional Use is compatible with the adjacent zoning classifications in the City and does not appear to be a detrimental impact on the surrounding properties as conditioned.
with the following condition(s): 

8. This conditional use permit is granted to the permittee or their successors to allow indoor/outdoor recreation that includes alcohol sales, food and entertainment for the existing restaurant/bar with outside expanded uses, in a CBD (Central Business District) zoning district, as shown in Sec. 25-292 Supplemental District Requirements, (3) Alcoholic beverages uses, of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

2.
Hours of operation shall be restricted for outdoor entertainment/music to Monday through Wednesday from 1:00 p.m. through 12:00 a.m. and Thursday through Sunday from 1:00 p.m. through 1:00 a.m. except for City approved Special Events.

3. All outdoor entertainment/music shall be monitored with a noise meter by the owner or employees of the business during performances to ensure that a nuisance with regard to the excessive noise shall not cause harm to adjacent residential areas as per Section 12-19 Regulation of Public Nuisances. Contracts with performers shall include a provision that if they are requested by the owner, the Leesburg Police Department, or their representative to lower the volume of their equipment to reduce excessive noise more than twice during a performance by the owners or their representatives, they shall discontinue their performance.  Should repeated Code Enforcement violations of a nuisance (excessive noise etc.) be issued by a Code Enforcement Officer, the violations shall be scheduled for next available hearing by the Special Hearing Magistrate. Any violations found by the Magistrate shall result in the Planning Commission scheduling a Public Hearing to consider revising the conditions to address the violation(s) to include but not be limited to the enclosure of the structure used for the outdoor entertainment/music area and ceasing of all outdoor entertainment/music until completion of the enclosure.

Note: Section 12-19 Regulation of Public Nuisances code provides for the number of occurrences that result in a nuisance violation.

Current parking has not been reduced as provided per City of Leesburg Code for the CBD core area.

Violation of any of the conditions of this permit may result in the permit becoming null and void for 
the approved use.

The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in these conditions shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions and agreements stated herein. Vote to approve the Conditional Use for the subject property for indoor/outdoor recreation for the existing restaurant/bar with outside expanded related uses as proposed based on compliance with the stated conditions.
This was all staff had to present and the case was opened for discussion.

Donald Lukich wanted to know the hours of operation for the live entertainment.  The applicant, Linda Lindsey, came up to speak. 
She introduced herself and stated she has been the owner of Frank’s place, but wasn’t involved with the CUP. She stated since she has taken over, management has been changed and bands have been restricted by the means of a noise meter and a contract stating music gets turned down when asked or payment is not received.  She stated that she has also pulled the plug on a few bands and they aren’t allowed to play there any longer because of not following the rules.  She then informed the board that the live entertainment is usually from 9 p.m. to 1 a.m.  With that being said, Donald Lukich stated that those hours didn’t affect the business that was submitted a disapproval for this case.
This was the end of the discussion and the voting then took place.

Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE case # 002-2-011912 – FRANK’S PLACE – CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT.  Commissioner Donald Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 003-1-011912 – RENAISSANCE TRAILS - REZONING

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY 650 ACRES FROM AN INACTIVE PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO A CITY PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) ZONING DISTRICT TO ALLOW FOR AGRICULTURAL USES FOR A PROPERTY LOCATED ALONG COUNTY ROAD 48 SOUTHWEST OF THE RONALD REAGAN TURNPIKE - (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON FEBRUARY 13, 2012 AND A 2ND READING ON FEBRUARY 27, 2012)

Mike Miller entered and presented the exhibits into record. The exhibit items in​cluded legal documents showing a change in ownership, the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, planned unit development conditions, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, contemporary design overlay map, and site photos.
Before continuing with the case, Mike Miller confirmed with Fred Morrison that the legal documents showing the sale of the property on January 18, 2012 were in good standing and the case could proceed with no issues. 
There were no substantive comments received from the departments. There were no public responses received.

The Planning & Zoning staff recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 
1.
The proposed PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay) zoning districts are compatible with adjacent property in the County zoned A (Agriculture) to the south and east City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and County A (Agriculture) to the north and Sumter County to the west. There does not appear to be any detrimental impact to the adjacent properties.

2.
The proposed zoning district PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay) zoning districts are compatible with the proposed City future land use designation of Estate Density Residential and existing County Rural to the east and south, and Sumter County. The proposed districts do not appear to be detrimental to adjacent County and City land uses.

3.   

The proposed PUD/CDO (Planned Unit Development/Contemporary Design Overlay) zoning districts are designed to establish PUD districts individually under approved conceptual plans prior to the 
actual 
development of the property with conditions necessary to promote the general welfare and to 
secure economic and coordinated land use in accordance with the City’s Growth Management Plan.

with the following condition(s):

1.
Development and uses of the property shall be subject to the Planned Unit Development/ Contemporary Design Overlay Conditions attached (Exhibit A) hereto, dated January 19, 2012.

2.
Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning subject to the property receiving a Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment Future Land Use Designation of Low Density Residential.
Mike Miller highlighted the changes made to the previous PUD conditions and they are noted below:
2.
LAND USE

The above-described property, containing approximately 650 acres, shall be used for mixed use residential, commercial and public uses development, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards and the Conceptual Development Plan Exhibit C. as follows:

A.
Residential Development

5.
Interim Uses: The following uses shall be permitted only as interim uses:


a. Agricultural uses such as crops, live stock, except swine, and accessory agricultural uses such as barns and stock pens. Interim uses shall be permitted until development of an adjacent phase of the project or development of adjacent property which shall require a separation from interim agricultural uses of fifteen hundred (1500) feet from residential, commercial, office or community facilities uses. 

H.
 Development Phasing 


1.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Master Plan (attached as part of these conditions). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.


2.
Implementation of Phase I of the development project shall proceed in good faith within 48 months of approval of this Planned Unit Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to RE-1 (Estate Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PUD Conditions.  

This was all staff had to present and the case was opened for discussion.

Charles Townsend inquired about a previous agreement between the City and the property in this area that was discussed back in 2006.  Mike Miller wasn’t employed with the City at that time so he turned the questions over to Fred Morrison.  Mr. Morrison, Mr. Townsend, and the other Board members discussed the agreement which was mainly regarding the issue of utilities and whose jurisdiction they fell under.  Other matters of discussion was that the original approved use was for residential purposes and mixed use versus the proposed PUD interim uses of agriculture - therefore, how did the changes affect the agreement?  Mr. Morrison stated that once residential uses started then the City would hopefully take over the water, sewer, and gas.  Mr. Townsend then inquired who would take care of these services now if they were needed and Mr. Morrison stated the owner.
Roland Stults asked if the applicant wished to speak and Mr. Don Perrin, the attorney for Duval Farms stated he was representing the new applicant.  The applicant just acquired this property on Wednesday, January 18, 2012 (the day prior to the Planning Commission meeting).  The PUD was already in place prior to the sale. The new owner owns Farris Groves in Floral City and plans to plant orange groves on this property. The PUD will probably expire before he plans on doing something else with the subject property, however, the purchase was an opportunity the applicant could not pass up.
This was the end of the discussion and the voting then took place.

Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case # 003-1-011912 – RENAISSANCE TRAILS - REZONING.  Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 004-3-011912 – H & M SALES & SERVICE – 
VARIANCE

A REQUEST OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION TO GRANT A VARIANCE TO SECTION 25-280 – DISTRICT DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG CODE OF ORDINANCES ON AN APPROXIMATELY .55 ACRE PARCEL TO ALLOW FOR A NON-CONFORMING FRONT SETBACK REDUCTION OF APPROXIMATELY FIVE (5) FEET FROM THE REQUIRED THIRTY (30) FEET IN THE CITY C-3 (HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL) ZONING DISTRICT FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF E. NORTH BOULEVARD AND N. EAST STREET. -  (FINAL DECISION VOTED UPON BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION)

Mike Miller entered and presented the exhibits into record. The exhibit items in​cluded the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, variance request criteria response, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, community redevelopment area map, site photos, and conceptual site plan.
There were no substantive comments received from the departments. There were three public responses received for approval and no disapproval responses received. 
Before continuing on with this case, Mike Miller informed the Board that this is the beginning on many cases that will be brought before them due to the widening of US Highway 441/East North Blvd/Citrus Blvd. Many of the cases will be Variance or Rezoning cases due to FDOT taking property along the 441 corridor for road widening and improvements. 
The Planning & Zoning staff recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 
1.   The request meets the criteria set forth in Chapter 25 “Zoning”, Section 94 “Variances” of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances for the granting of a variance (see attached Exhibit A).

2.   The request for this variance resulted from the taking of property by the Florida Department of Transportation for the purpose of widening U.S. 441.  The change is not the result of the actions of the applicant.

with the following condition(s) agreed to by the applicant:

1.   A new landscape buffer along U.S. 441 must be planted and maintained in accordance with   Section 25-329 Landscape Buffer Requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

2.
Subject to new access on U.S. 441 at the western portion of the property which restricts exiting to a “right turn only” and existing access at the eastern end of the property restricted to “in” only as required through the plan review process.

3.
Subject to a ten (10) foot utility easement along U.S. 441.

Note: The site is currently non-conforming with regard to parking, access, and front and rear setbacks. The granting of the requested variance would not make the site conforming but would only address the front setback issue.

Action Requested:

1.  Vote to approve the recommendation for a twenty (25) foot setback (variance of 5 feet) for the main structure as recommended by staff.
This was all staff had to present and the case was opened for discussion.

Glena Morris, civil engineer working with the owner, came up to speak.

Roland Stults asked her some questions in regards to the current set up of the property. He inquired about retention areas, entering/exiting the business, and the hazard area for traffic trying to enter the parking area. Ms. Morris stated FDOT will not be doing any type of retention area. Per her understanding, a circular driveway will be at the west end of the property and the eastern entrance will be closed off.  Traffic will only be able to enter at the one location.

Donald Lukich questioned as to whether or not FDOT was putting in sidewalks, if the fence would have to be removed, and when would this take place.  Ms. Morris stated she believed a sidewalk would be put in on the property.  The fence would be moved to the back of the business.  She was not sure when FDOT was starting the construction in this area.
Charles Townsend was able to give Donald Lukich an answer to his question due to his personal involvement with his business being located on the corner of Lee Street and US Highway 441.  According to Mr. Townsend’s sources, all of the funds are being transferred into a different project, so FDOT is going to finish what they have started and then it will be another 5-10 years before construction will begin again.  Mr. Townsend then inquired about the parking issue and how the parking area will be identified. Ms. Morris stated the parking would be in the open area on the western end of the property.  She was not sure as to how the parking lot area was going to be laid out.

Fred Morrison and the Board discussed many other issues with this property and how the business will have a hard time trying to meet certain City requirements. All the other issues though will be addressed at another time, but at this time only the variance is in question.    

Mike Miller then addressed some of their concerns and stated that parking will be on the west of the property, the parking would be paved or will be done in another way that in accordance with code, and he was under the impression the canvas structure would be coming down.
This was the end of the discussion and the voting then took place.

Commissioner James Argento made a motion to APPROVE case # 004-3-011912 – H & M SALES & SERVICE - VARIANCE.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, VACATING APPROXIMATELY 16.78 ACRES OF PLATTED LAND.  THE IMPACTED PLATTED AREAS ARE SITUATED TOTALLY WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE PROPERTY THAT IS AN APPROVED PROPOSED ACTIVE ADULT (55+) MANUFACTURED HOME COMMUNITY THAT WILL CONSIST OF 44 MANUFACTURED HOME UNITS FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE EAST SIDE OF US HIGHWAY 27, WEST OF LAKE HARRIS, AND SOUTH OF MAGNOLIA AVENUE- (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON FEBRUARY 13, 2012 AND A 2ND READING ON FEBRUARY 27, 2012)

Mike Miller entered and presented the exhibits into record. The exhibit items in​cluded the staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands map, community redevelopment area map, planned development overlay map, site photos, and conceptual site plan.
There were no substantive comments received from the departments. There were no public responses received for approval or disapproval.
This case might look familiar to you due to the Rezoning application that came before the Commission last year to allow for a PUD with modular homes. This case is strictly for vacating the platted land to allow for mobile homes and not townhomes as previously rezoned.
The Planning & Zoning staff recommended the approval of the request for the following reasons: 

1.   The plat to be vacated is undeveloped platted land approved for the development of an approved mobile home park.  The vacation of the plat would not be a detriment to surrounding property owners and the property would continue to be governed by the existing PUD for the Hidden Harbor Mobile Home Park.  The impacted areas are situated totally within the boundaries of the property that is currently owned by the applicants.  

with the following condition(s):

1.  
 Utility easements, as required by the City of Leesburg, shall be provided by the property  

      owner prior to final approval of the City Commission to allow access to all  

      existing and/or required utility service(s) for this property.

2.    The granting of this vacation does not exempt the applicant from all other applicable 

  regulations of the City of Leesburg and other governmental agencies.

 Vote to approve the recommendation to vacate the subject plat of the Hidden Harbor Mobile Home 
Park as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.
Roland Stults felt all the questions for this case have been answered throughout the years through the many applications turned in for this property.  Fred Morrison agreed and stated that it at one point was going to be condominiums, but that fell through.  The plats now have to be vacated in order for the approved mobile homes to be put in. this is the first step.  Donald Lukich asked Mr. Morrison what could now be done on this land and he stated 44 mobile homes have already been approved to go on this site.  The Planning Commission approved that last year.  The underlying plat just needs to be vacated in order to start laying out the new homes.  
This was the end of the discussion and the voting then took place.

Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case # 006-0-011912 – HIDDEN HARBOR MOBILE HOME PARK – VACATE.  Commissioner Clell Coleman SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
