Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Matcon Construction Services, Inc. for restroom renovation project at Fire Station 1 for $49,202.50.

Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to renovate the restroom and locker room facilities at Fire Station 1 to accommodate both male and female firefighters.  The work will involve demolition of the existing single combined restroom/locker room and construct three separate restroom/shower units.  Each new unit will include a toilet, sink, and shower and be segregated from the other units.

The current restroom/locker room facilities cannot be used at the same time by different sex firefighters.  When a female firefighter(s) needs to use the restroom or shower facilities the entire facility is not available to male firefighters.

Performance consists of furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, incidentals, and performing all services for renovating the Fire Station 1 restroom area located at 201 S. Canal Street.   

Temporary portable sleeping and restroom/shower facilities will be brought on-site for use during construction.  The cost of these temporary facilities is not included in the cost of construction.  The City will contract separately with a vendor to provide the temporary facilities.

On April 23, 2012, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid number 120141.  Notification of this opportunity was made by legal advertisement in the Daily Commercial, as well as, posting on-line at BidSYNC.com.

On May 24, 2012 sealed bids were received from four prospective contractors.  Bids were evaluated by Purchasing and Public Works staff which determined Matcon Construction Services, Inc. submitted the most favorable, reasonable, and responsible bid.  A survey of references revealed the contractor has successfully performed similar contracts since 2008.  A review of the Department of Professional Regulation website revealed the contractor is appropriately licensed and has not had any complaints filed with the State.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of a resolution authorizing acknowledgment of the cancellation of a Fiber Optic Facilities License by Level 3 Communications, Inc.
Analysis:
Level 3 Communications, Inc. is the successor in interest of Progress Telecommunications Corporation (“Progress”).  The City and Progress entered an agreement on May 8, 2000, under which Progress leased six pairs of dark fibers from the City for an annual of $25,000 from Progress to the City.  Per the terms of the agreement, it may be terminated by the “written agreement of the parties.”  (section 11.1(b) of the agreement).  The City uses Level 3 Communications, Inc. as its upstream Internet provider, and we are in the course of turning up additional Internet bandwidth.  Staff will likely use this termination as leverage in the continuing relationship with Level 3.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the tri-party agreement to provide a Business Incubation facility,

administrative and technical support to aid in development of companies located in Lake County. 

Analysis:
The subject agreement was initatially approved by the City Commission on February 27, 2012, which Section 6 Term states, “The Agreement shall be effective from the date the last party hereto executes this Agreement, and shall remain effective for one (1) year thereafter (February 27, 2012 to February 27, 2013).  Subsequently UCF and Lake County decided to revise Section 6 Terms of the agreement to state “the agreement shall be effective from January 1, 2012 and shall remain effective for one (1) year thereafter (January 1, 2012 to January 1, 2013).  

The agreement signed in 2011 technically terminated on January 12, 2012, therefore UCF wanted to ensure the contract was seamless and not out of date for funding purposes.  The agreement has provided continuation of services provided by UCFRF and Lake County Government since January 2009.  The agreement will provide funding to UCFRF to offer incubation services to companies in Lake County at the Leesburg Business Incubator.  The UCFRF will review client applications, conduct the screening and selection process. In addition, the agreement will provide the Excellence in Entrepreneurship Course developed for potential Incubator entrepreneurs.  

The UCFRF will provide the following services: 

· Utilize service provider network and expand to additional resources focused on later stage incubator companies; 

· Utilize educational programs available through the National Entrepreneur Center (NEC) and resident small business service providers;

· Provide marketing for the Incubator and its clients;

· Use existing criteria to graduate companies out of the program;

· Provide staffing for the Incubator;

· Providing annual reports which shall include, but not be limited to, recommendations relative to the continuing development and operation of the Lake County Incubator. 

· Provide a verbal report to the Board of County Commissioners.

In summary, UCFRF will continue to operate an incubator in cooperation with Lake County at the Leesburg Business Incubator. This includes hiring, training, and managing staff, selecting and managing clients, establishing mentoring and coaching programs, and establishing criteria for graduating companies into the community.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance changing the wording approved by Ordinance 12-18, adopted February 27, 2012, calling for a referendum to approve the changes to the Charter of the City of Leesburg.

Analysis:
The Commission appointed an eleven member Charter Review Committee.  The Committee met four times and prepared the changes presented at the January 23, 2012, Commission meeting.  The Commission approved the changes recommended by the Committee by a four to one vote and approved calling for a referendum for voters to make the final decision on the changes at the November 6, 2012 election.

Florida Statue 101.161states the referendum question can only be seventy-five words.  In an attempt to make the question very clear, there were one hundred twenty-six words in the original referendum question Ordinance sent to the Supervisor of Elections.

The Supervisor of Elections office rejected the question and requested a re-write with no more than seventy-five words.  City Attorney Morrison prepared a succinct question that is exactly seventy-five words.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING ORDINANCE 
12-18 PREVIOUSLY ENACTED, CALLING FOR A REFERENDUM ELECTION TO BE HELD ON NOVEMBER 6, 2012, FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROPOSING TO THE ELECTORATE A REVISED CITY CHARTER WHICH UPDATES AND SIMPLIFIES THE CHARTER AS A WHOLE; AMENDING THE WORDING OF THE QUESTION TO BE PLACED ON THE BALLOT; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR BOTH THIS ORDINANCE AND THE REVISED CITY CHARTER, IF APPROVED BY THE ELECTORATE.


WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, previously appointed a Charter Review Committee (the “Committee”) to conduct a comprehensive review of the Charter of the City of Leesburg and to recommend changes, deletions and additions to the Charter; and


WHEREAS, the Committee as a result of its meetings has produced a comprehensive revision to the Charter which was forwarded to the City Commission for its consideration, and


WHEREAS, at its regular meeting on January 23, 2012, the City Commission by a vote of 4 to 1 approved the changes in the Charter recommended by the Committee, and


WHEREAS, to implement the recommendations of the Committee will require approval by the voters of the City of Leesburg in a referendum election, and


WHEREAS, the ballot question previously proposed by Ordinance No. 12-18 was rejected by the Supervisor of Elections as too lengthy, making it necessary to adopt an amended ballot question of not more than 75 words,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.
A referendum election is hereby called to be held on November 6, 2012, to present to the voters of the City of Leesburg the ballot question provided for in this Ordinance. The Supervisor of Elections of Lake County, Florida, is hereby requested to coordinate all matters related to the referendum election with the City Clerk, the Division of Elections of the Florida Department of State, and the City Manager. 

The City Clerk is directed to ensure that the advertising and notice requirements imposed by §100.342, Fla. Stat. (2011) (as it may be amended by the 2012 Florida Legislature) are complied with, and to coordinate with the Supervisor of Elections all activities necessary to conduct the referendum election.

SECTION II.
The question placed on the referendum ballot shall read as set forth below:

Shall the Charter of Leesburg be amended to update it, impose term limits and six month residency requirements for Commissioners, exclude convicted felons from being Commissioners without restoration of civil rights, allow the City Manager to call a Commission meeting under certain circumstances, permit issuance of subpoenas in any investigation of City affairs, provide for acceptance of real property interests, conform the provisions governing elections to State law, and simplify the provisions governing advisory boards?

SECTION III.
If the proposed amendment to the Charter is approved by the voters in the referendum election, the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made the Charter of the City of Leesburg. The sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or re – lettered to accomplish that purpose. The codifier of the Leesburg Code of Ordinances is granted liberal power and authority to codify the new Charter and in the process to make such harmonizing, technical or editorial changes and notes as are necessary so long as they do not affect the substantive provisions of the new Charter. 

SECTION IV.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety, PROVIDED HOWEVER that Ordinance No. 12-18 adopted previously in connection with the aforesaid referendum shall continue in full force and effect as originally adopted, except insofar as it is modified expressly by this Ordinance.
SECTION V.

If any portion of this Ordinance or the revised Charter is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION VI.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law. The revised Charter, if approved by the voters, shall take effect upon certification of the results of such referendum by the Supervisor of Elections.

Subject:
Ordinance calling for a referendum to determine whether Commission should be authorized to grant economic development Ad Valorem (Property Tax exemptions to new businesses, and expansion of existing businesses, to encourage economic development and establish new jobs.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance calling for a referendum be placed on the November 2012 Presidential General Election to determine whether the City of Leesburg Commission should be authorized to grant economic development Ad Valorem (Property) Tax Exemptions to new and existing businesses to encourage economic development and establish new jobs

Analysis:  

For ten years, the City of Leesburg offered tax abatement incentives to new and existing companies for job creation.  However, in 2008 the tax abatement incentive expired.  As a result of uncertain economic times, the need to diversify our business base and encourage industries that offer higher than average salaries to locate in Leesburg and to help existing businesses to expand is imperative.  The proposed incentive could encourage existing businesses to expand, purchase new equipment, save jobs and create new jobs.  

Frequently Asked Questions:

What is the proposed tax exemption for economic development?

The ad valorem tax exemption for economic development is a proposed economic incentive program designed to encourage new businesses to locate in Leesburg while assisting existing local businesses to expand and create new job opportunities.  If approved, the program will authorize the City of Leesburg to grant qualifying businesses a temporary City property tax exemption of up to 100% for up to 10 years.  

When will the incentive program take effect in Leesburg?

A voter referendum asking whether the City of Leesburg City Commissioners should be authorized to grant economic development ad valorem tax exemptions to qualifying businesses will appear on the November 2012 Presidential General Election ballot.  The application process could begin upon passage of the referendum.  

What taxes will be eligible for exemption?

City of Leesburg property taxes on qualifying buildings and equipment will be eligible.  

Will school or county taxes be affected?

No.  The exemption will apply only to the citywide ad valorem tax levied by the City of Leesburg and will not apply to school taxes, county taxes, or the taxes of any other entity.  

Why would the City want to have this program in its tool box?  

The economic development ad valorem tax exemption program is designed to diverse the City’s business base by encouraging higher paying jobs, and the program will enable Leesburg to more effectively attract new businesses.  

How will it be administered and what are the costs?

Existing Housing & Economic Development Staff will administer the program.

Are companies that apply automatically granted an exemption?

No.  Companies must first meet the threshold criteria required by state law.  If all criteria are met, an application will be considered by the Leesburg City Commission at a public hearing where public input is taken.  The Commission will have discretion to grant or deny exemption applications and to determine the percentage and duration of the exemption.  Each exemption is granted on a case by case basis.  

What are the threshold criteria?

For existing businesses or organizations

· A business or organization that manufactures, processes, compounds, fabricates, or produces products at a fixed location and creates 10 or more full time jobs that are above the average wage in the area; or

· A business or organization that is a qualified target industry and creates 10 or more full-time jobs that are above the average wage in the area; or

· A business or organization that creates 25 or more full-time jobs and sells 50% or more of its goods outside the State for each year the exemption is claimed; provided that the business increases operations on a site co-located with a commercial or industrial operation owned by the same business, resulting in a net increase in employment of at least 10% or an increase in productive output of at least 10%; or

· A business or organization located in an Enterprise Zone or Brownfield Area that increases operations on a site located within the same zone or area located co-located with a commercial or industrial operation owned by the same business or organization. 

Are existing buildings and equipment eligible for exemption?

No.  Only new buildings and new equipment built or purchased by a qualifying business after the application for exemption is filed are eligible.  Land is not eligible.  Equipment purchased to replace existing equipment is not eligible.  If the property has been taxed before, it is not eligible, regardless of any ownership change.  

Can the exemption be applied retroactively?

No.  It applies only to new construction and new equipment constructed or purchased after the application for exemption has been filed.  

What happens if a business that has been granted an ad valorem tax exemption fails to comply with the job creation requirements of the ad valorem tax exemption program?

A business or organization which does not achieve the performance requirements specified in the individual authorizing ordinance could/would have the ad valorem tax exemption revoked in whole or in part.  

Options:
1.  Approve the ordinance calling for a referendum for tax exemption for economic development or; 

2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  

At the present millage rate of 4.3179 per $1,000 valuation, a building with a value of $100,000 would receive a tax exemption of $431.79 per year.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PEOPLE  OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article VII, Section 3 of the Florida Constitution and Section 196.1995, Florida Statutes, the City Commission  is authorized to call a referendum within its jurisdiction to determine whether the City Commission may grant economic development ad valorem (property) tax exemptions to qualifying new businesses and expansions of qualifying existing businesses; and 


WHEREAS, granting such exemptions to qualifying businesses will provide the City of Leesburg with an additional economic development incentive which will enhance the desirability of the City of Leesburg as a location for new business and expansion of existing businesses; and 

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to call a referendum to determine whether it should be authorized to grant such economic development ad valorem (property) tax exemptions to encourage economic development and establish new jobs, which action is in the best interest of City of Leesburg and serves both a municipal and public purpose; and

Shall the City Commission of the City of Leesburg be authorized to grant, pursuant to Section 3, Article VII of the State Constitution, property tax exemptions to new businesses and expansion of existing businesses to encourage economic development and establish new jobs?

Section 4.
Notice of Referendum.     Notice of the referendum shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Leesburg, at least twice, once in the fifth week and once in the third week prior to the week in which the referendum is held, the date of the first publication in said newspaper to be at least thirty (30) days before said referendum, in the manner provided in Section 100.342, Florida Statutes.


Section 5.
Severability.      It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission that if any section, sentence, clause or provision of the Ordinance is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.

Section 6.
Effective Date.     This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its adoption.  Immediately upon adoption, the City Clerk is directed to provide a copy of this Ordinance to the Lake County Supervisor of Elections.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, EXTENDING THE TIME PERIOD IN WHICH THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, WILL PARTICIPATE IN THE COUNTY WIDE MUNICIPAL SERVICE TAXING UNIT FOR THE PROVISION OF AMBULANCE AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES AS ADOPTED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF LAKE COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg, Florida, previously passed and adopted Ordinance 08 - 77 consenting to continue the City’s inclusion within the boundaries of the “Lake County Municipal Taxing Unit for Ambulance and Emergency Medical Services” for a term of three (3) years, expiring on September 30, 2012; and


WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg has determined that it is in the best interest of and serves the health, safety and general welfare of the residents of Leesburg, to continue the inclusion of the City of Leesburg within the Lake County Municipal Services Taxing Unit for Ambulance and Emergency services; and 


WHEREAS, the City desires to extend the prior consent given for an additional three (3) years. 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.


The City of Leesburg, Florida, hereby consents to the inclusion of the City of Leesburg within the boundaries of the “Lake County Municipal Service Taxing Unit for Ambulance and Emergency Medical Service.”  This consent shall be for a term of three (3) years commencing on, commencing on October 1, 2012, and ending on September 30, 2015.

SECTION II.
All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.
SECTION III.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION IV.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Resolution approving a Hanger lease for Mid Florida Chapter 534 Experimental Aircraft Association, Inc.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends the City Commission approve an agreement leasing Suite 103, 8701 Airport Boulevard to Mid Florida Chapter 534 Experimental Aircraft Association, Inc., in consideration for certain promotional activities undertaken by the Chapter on behalf of the City of Leesburg.

Analysis:
Suite 103 is the smaller of two hangers currently located in the group of buildings that formerly housed Triangle Aviation at the west end of Airport Boulevard.  The local Chapter of the Experimental Aircraft Association, a non-profit organization located at Leesburg International Airport, approached the City to request the use of this hanger (which is currently vacant) for Chapter activities such as aircraft owner maintenance seminars, flight safety instruction, aircraft building projects, and as a base to undertake exploratory flights with local youth (part of the EAA’s “Young Eagles” program).

In return for use of the hanger at Suite 103, the EAA Chapter is willing to assist the City in its efforts to promote Leesburg International Airport to the general public and outside aviation businesses and pilots by hosting a variety of programs and events throughout the coming 12 months at no cost to the City.  Additionally, the EAA Chapter has agreed to handle routine maintenance to the rooms and infrastructure (plumbing, electrical and HVAC) which are located inside the hanger, again at no cost to the City.  

The term of the lease will be for one year, with an option to renew if both parties are satisfied with the status of the arrangement and the EAA Chapter satisfactorily complies with its contractual obligations.  Should the facility be required in the future for another tenant, the City has the option of terminating the lease with a six-month notice.  The inclusion of this provision is intended to protect the City’s grant assurances with the FAA.

At their June 13, 2012 regularly-scheduled meeting, the Airport Advisory Board voted five to zero to recommend to the City Commission to approve the lease with the Mid Florida Chapter 534 Experimental Aircraft Association, Inc.

Fiscal Impact:  
The financial benefit the City will receive by having the EAA Chapter perform the promotional activities outlined in Section 2 of the Lease Agreement has been conservatively calculated at $5,500/year (which works out to $458/month).  The City will also be relieved of the cost associated with normal routine maintenance to the hanger.

Resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Suncoast Paving, Inc. for the Leesburg Wildwood Trail construction project.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Suncoast Paving, Inc. (SPI) for the Leesburg Wildwood Trail construction project totaling $915,589.70.  

Analysis:
This project is for the construction of a Multi-Use Recreational Trail (MURT).  This project will enhance and extend the existing MURT system within Leesburg.  This project begins at 14th Street and ends at Jones Road.  A spur connection to the Leesburg Gymnasium located just south of Griffin Road is also included.  The total project length is approximately 3.49 miles and includes connections to several parks, schools, trails shopping areas, and downtown Leesburg.  The specific areas for construction are shown on the attached location map.
The construction consists of a 15-foot wide MURT.  The cost of construction services includes maintenance of traffic, erosion control, utility coordination, signing, pavement markings, and landscaping.  The project also consists of installation of trash receptacles, benches, picnic tables and a custom shade structure, and the construction of a Historic Railroad Interpretive Display.  

The total cost of these construction services are fully funded by the Florida Department (FDOT) of Transportation Local Agency Program Grant (LAP).  There is no match required from the City. 

The total cost of this project including Construction Engineering, and Inspection services provided by DRMP ($151,131.22) and construction services provided by Suncoast Paving ($915,589.70) is $1,066,720.92.  The balance of the FDOT grant funding ($530,972.08) will be de-obligated by FDOT and return to the State.

Procurement Analysis:

On October 10, 2011, the City Commission approved resolution number 8934 accepting Local Agency Program (LAP) funding from the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for construction of the Leesburg Wildwood Trail in the amount of $1,597,693.00 under Financial Project No: 424444-1-58-01. 

On April 2, 2012, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid (ITB) number 120041 inviting interested and qualified firms to submit sealed bids for consideration by the City.  On May 3, 2012, the City received a sealed bid from nine (9) firms summarized here for your review.

Purchasing and Public Works staff has evaluated the bids received and determined Suncoast Paving, Inc. to be the lowest responsible and responsive bidder.

Local vendor preference was not applicable to this acquisition as state funding prevents use of a preference based on geographic location.  Staff would like to note Suncoast Paving has listed Beesley Construction of Leesburg as a subcontractor for site work totaling $300,000.00.

Fiscal Impact:  

This project is included in the current budget and will be 100% reimbursed by the Florida Department of Transportation Local Agency Program grant.

Staff performed an analysis of and estimate ongoing annual routine maintenance of the trail will require 356 person hours at a cost of $4,628.00 for all labor related to landscape maintenance and solid waste collection.  Another $922.00 is estimated for equipment related costs for a total annual amount of $5,550.00.
