Resolution authorizing execution of a two year agreement with Sun Life Financial to provide Employee Basic Life and AD&D insurance, Optional Life and AD&D insurance to employees, and Spouse, Child and Retiree Optional Life and AD&D insurance.
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Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends approving a two year, guaranteed rate agreement with Sun Life Financial to provide Employee Basic Life and AD&D insurance and Optional Life and AD&D insurance.

Background:

The City of Leesburg provides $50,000 of group-term Basic Life and AD&D insurance coverage for its eligible employees as part of the City’s comprehensive benefits package.  Employees are able to purchase additional Optional Life and AD&D insurance coverage for themselves, their spouses, and children. Retirees can also purchase Optional Life insurance coverage up to $15,000.   Optional Life and AD&D insurance are offered at no cost to the City of Leesburg.

Proposal:

The City is in its final year of a three year agreement with Standard Life Insurance. The renewal quote received this year from Standard Life Insurance included a 74% increase in the premium for the group-term Basic Life and AD&D insurance policy. At the request of the City, L.B. Bryan and Company, the City’s life insurance agent, obtained life insurance proposals from a total of four different companies. Sun Life Financial provided the most favorable quote that included no increase in premium to the City for the basic life and AD&D insurance policy, and only slight increases in premiums for the Optional Life and AD&D policies available to employees and retirees. The proposal from Sun Life Financial also included a two year guaranteed rate agreement.

Fiscal Impact:

There will be no increase in the premium rate for the Basic Life and AD&D paid by the City for the next two years.

Cable Easement to CenturyLink on city’s north spraysite property at CR 470

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Cable Easement.

Analysis:
Embarq Florida, Inc. d/b/a as CenturyLink has requested a cable easement to access the communications tower located on the city’s north spraysite property at CR 470.  Previous easements have generally followed an access road which threads through the middle of the property.  This may interfere with future uses of the property.  

Therefore, this non-exclusive easement follows the western edge of the property line, adjacent to the turnpike.  This location will remain clear of any future use or redevelopment of the spraysite property.  There are no adverse impacts associated with the easement.

Resolution authorizing a lease extension with McGee Services, Inc., DBA Mr. Handyman to lease space at the Leesburg Business Incubator for an additional two years.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the lease extension with McGee Services, Inc., to lease space at the Business Incubator for an additional two years.  

Analysis:
Mr. Handyman has been an Incubator Client since June 2009, and his lease agreement expired June 1st 2012.  During the past two years, a number of economic factors have prevented Mr. Handyman and other small businesses from growing and creating jobs such as rising material cost and declining consumer confidence.  However, Mr. Handyman’s customer base has been moving upwards and revenues are now beginning to move forward as well.  Mr. Handyman currently employs four, and is seeking to hire one new employee.  

According to Gordon Hogan, UCF Director of Business Incubation states typical lease agreements in the UCF business incubator system have five year terms.  Mr. Hogan also indicated that some companies move out prior to five years and a percentage will remain several years after the five year term expires.  The Leesburg Business Incubator purpose is to produce successful firms that will leave the program financially viable and freestanding.  Therefore, staff is requesting approval to grant Mr. Handyman a two year extension based upon the economic viability of their company growth potential.

Fiscal Impact:  
The lease will generate $7,800 over the two year extended period.

Resolution approving the GSA Federal Supply Schedule Purchase Order

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing the Mayor to sign the GSA Federal Supply Schedule Purchase Order (GSA Schedule).
Analysis:
Staff has performed an analysis of cell phone pricing and service and recommends changing cell phone and cell phone service providers from Sprint Nextel to Verizon Wireless Communications.  In order to make a complete switch and receive the best pricing available to local governments staff is requesting the attached GSA Schedule be signed to allow the City to take advantage of the GSA Schedule pricing.

The City’s wireless communication service provider started with Nextel Communications and then changed Sprint following their merger with Nextel.  Over the past year or more the service/reception provided by Sprint has continuously deteriorated.  Sprint confirmed sometime ago they would not be upgrading their network in the Leesburg area to provide 4th Generation service (4G).

The City currently uses Verizon Wireless for data service through air cards.  Air cards are a device that operate similar to a cell phone, a wireless modem, but are used for connecting a laptop or other mobile device to the cellular network to receive and transmit data.  This change was made after Sprint confirmed they would not be upgrading their network in the Leesburg area.  Availability of 4G service was critical to our public safety units and field crews to receive mobile data access while in the field.  The police department patrol cars use 4G aircards in their laptop computers to connect to the public safety network.  Reliable and fast wireless service is imperative for the patrol cars.

The reliability and quality of service provided by Sprint for regular cellular phone service has continued to decline.  The IT Department is receiving more complaints and reports of dropped calls and/or no service in some areas of the City.  Recently there was a gas line rupture.  The gas utility director was trying to direct crews in response to the rupture and update other city departments but could not because of cell phone service failures in the field.  The poor quality of Sprint service is becoming an issue of public safety.

The City was working with Verizon wireless on pricing plan options available should the City switch all cellular phone service from our current provider.  The City has received a proposal from Verizon Wireless that uses both the Federal GSA pricing and State of Florida contract pricing.  Either plan will be used based on the past usage of cell phones.  Cell phones having sufficient minutes requiring a plan and smart phones will use the Federal GSA pricing.  Cell phones with low usage and aircards will use the State of Florida contract pricing.  Cell phones with low usage will be placed on a per minute plan instead of paying a flat monthly fee for a set amount of minutes.

Over the past several years the City has reduced the number of cellular phones.  In November 2008 the City had 219 phones and 120 air cards.  We now have 142 phones and 126 air cards.  There has been a 20.9% reduction in wireless devices in the City.

The savings to be realized is summarized here:

Current Sprint - $8,679.90 per month

Future Verizon - $8,073.00 per month

Savings
 - $606.9 per month x 12 months = $7,282.80 Annually

The switch to Verizon using the Federal GSA Schedule and the State of Florida contract will provide the level of service required of the City and save an estimated $7,282.80 per year. 

The City will be provided cell phones at no cost when the switch from Sprint to Verizon occurs.  Free replacement equipment is a condition of the State of Florida pricing contract.

The City has engaged the Florida League of Cities to perform a review of all telecommunication services.  Their representatives agree with this proposed mixed pricing plan switch from Sprint to Verizon.  They provided some assistance with cell phone usage analysis and savings estimates by switching to a multiple pricing plan model.

Fiscal Impact:  
Funds for wireless communications services are already budgeted within each department.  This change will result in a savings for all departments at varying degrees depending on the number of devices they have and usage.

Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends the City Commission authorize the City Manager to prepare grant applications in the Neighborhood and/or Commercial Revitalization categories, with the Neighborhood grant as the preferred category for funding.  

Analysis:

The City of Leesburg is eligible to receive up to $750,000 Community Development Block Grant funding in the 2012 funding cycle.  These funds must be used for one of the following purposes:

1. To benefit low and moderate income persons;

2. To aid in the prevention or elimination of slums or blight; or

3. To meet other community development needs of recent origin having a particular urgency because existing conditions pose a serious and immediate threat to the health or welfare of the community and where other financial resources are not available to meet such needs.  

The purpose of the first public hearing is to select the appropriate grant category or categories in which the City wishes to apply for funding.  The City can apply for funding in multiple categories, but funding will only be provided in one category.  The exception to this rule is that the City can apply in the Economic Development category at any point during the year, regardless of whether funding is received in one of the other categories.  The four grant categories are described as follows:

Housing

This grant category provides financial assistance to repair or replace existing homes.  The occupants of each housing unit must meet maximum household income limits to qualify for assistance.  

Neighborhood Revitalization

Funding from this grant category can be used to install or replace infrastructure in residential neighborhoods such as Heritage Estates and Carver Heights.  Infrastructure can include water lines, wastewater lines, stormwater and street paving.  The majority of the households serviced by the infrastructure to be constructed within the residential neighborhood must meet the low to moderate income requirements.
Commercial Revitalization

This grant category provides funds for streetscape improvements, under-grounding of electric utilities, infrastructure improvements and parking facilities.  

Economic Development

This funding category is designed to provide funding to create new jobs.  The funds can be used for construction of private business facilities or for the installation of public utilities necessary for the job creating business.  Note:  This funding category is not subject to the funding cycle deadline and funds are available throughout the year.

Upon the selection of the grant category or categories by the City Commission, staff will work with the grant writing consultant to develop grant applications.  The projects will be reviewed at a second public hearing prior to submission to the grant agency.  Additionally, the Citizen Advisory Task Force, appointed by the City Commission will also review the proposed projects and provide a recommendation to the City Commission.

Staff recommends that the City apply for funding in the neighborhood categories. The neighborhood grant could be used to improve infrastructure in Carver Heights neighborhoods.  While the City can make application in two categories, the City can only receive funding for one grant.  Staff recommends that the neighborhood grant be the priority project.  

Options:

(1) Submit application in the Neighborhood grant category;

(2) Submit only one application in either the Neighborhood, ; Housing or Commercial Revitalization grant categories or

(3) Submit no applications.

Fiscal Impact: 

The City can potentially receive up to $750,000 in grant funding.  In order for the grant application to be competitive, matching funds may be needed.  The matching fund cost would be $100,000 for underground utilities improvements.  The actual fiscal impact will be further defined during the project application development phase and will be specifically defined and presented at the second public hearing required prior to submission of the grant application.

Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation for the Leesburg Wildwood Multi-Use Recreational Trail (MURT) property.

Analysis
The City submitted an application for annexation of approximately 19.6  acres of land generally located approximately one-half mile north of West Main and CR 44, beginning  at CR468 going west for a distance of approximately one and one-half (1.5) miles, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County undesignated. Currently, the property is vacant railroad right-of-way and the proposed use is continuation of the multi-purpose recreation trail (Wild-Lee Trail). 

The property, currently located in the County, is bounded by numerous City and County zonings such as City R-3 (High Density Residential), M-1 (Industrial), RP (Residential Professional) and C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial), and County A (Agriculture), R-7(Mixed Residential) and CFD (Community Facilities District). The annexation of the property will remove an enclave and allow for more compact urban form with development of the Leesburg Wildwood Multi-Use Recreational Trail (MURT).
Also on the agenda for this meeting is a rezoning application for this property, which is recommended for approval by the staff. The Planning Commission’s recommendation will be presented at the City Commission meeting because of scheduling difficulties resulting from the need to meet  FDOT funding requirements.
Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Comprehensive Plan 2035

Executive Summary
The Comprehensive Plan has been updated to 2035 to reflect changes in population (based on the 2010 Census), changes in Florida Statutes and associated comprehensive plan requirements, and updated population projections to 2035.  In addition to updated data and analysis in all elements, the main changes can be summarized as follows:

The Future Land Use Element data & analysis has been updated to include current population data and projections.  New Future Land Use categories have been added to promote mixed use development, industrial and technology parks, and the transition of older residential areas into low intensity business uses.  The map series has been updated and a revised Future Land Use Map incorporates many of the projects approved in southwest Leesburg since 2003 and also reflects the new category designations.

Public hearings regarding the proposed amendments will be held by the Local Planning Agency – LPA (City of Leesburg Planning Commission) on July 19, 2012 at 4:30 p.m. followed by a transmittal public hearing on the ordinance by the City Commission on August 13, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. All hearings will be in the City Commission Chambers, 3rd floor, City Hall, 501 West Meadow. 

The purpose of the hearings is to receive public input on the comprehensive plan update and Future Land Use Map changes prior to final adoption.

A final adoption hearing will be scheduled after receipt of comments from the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity (FDEO) review.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE CITY’S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; ADDING OR ADOPTING REVISIONS TO THE FUTURE LAND USE, TRANSPORTATION, HOUSING, SANITARY SEWER, POTABLE WATER, SOLID WASTE, DRAINAGE, AQUIFER RECHARGE, CONSERVATION, RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE, INTERGOVERNMENTAL COORDINATION, CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS, AND AVIATION ELEMENTS OF THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; ADOPTING AMENDMENTS TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN ARISING FROM CHANGES RESULTING FROM THE 2010 CENSUS; UPDATING THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP; CREATING NEW LAND USE DESIGNATIONS; ELIMINATING THE EDUCATION ELEMENT OF THE FORMER COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg, Florida, on September 22, 2003, by Ordinance Number 03-90, adopted a Comprehensive Plan which incorporated a Future Land Use Element setting forth the goals, objectives, and policies to guide and direct future development and growth to the year 2020; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that it is in the best interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the City of Leesburg, to adopt a new Comprehensive Plan to govern land use and development through the year 2035.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.


The City of Leesburg 2035 Comprehensive Plan, as attached hereto and incorporated herein, is hereby ordained and adopted as the City of Leesburg’s Comprehensive Plan through the year 2035.

City staff is authorized and directed to transmit the 2035 Comprehensive Plan to the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity (FDEO) Division of Community Planning and Development, which is requested to provide an expedited review of the Plan.
SECTION II.
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.
SECTION III.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.
The effective date of this Ordinance shall be the date the state land planning agency issues a final order determining the Comprehensive Plan, as attached hereto and amended prior to this Ordinance becoming effective, to be in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, or the date the Division of Administrative Hearings issues a final order determining the adopted 2035 Comprehensive Plan to be in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, whichever occurs first.

Resolution authorizing execution of a Lease Agreement with Sunair Aviation, Inc., for Suites 101 & 102, 8701 Airport Boulevard, Leesburg International Airport.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the submitted Lease Agreement with Sunair Aviation, Inc., for Suites 101 & 102, 8701 Airport Boulevard.

Analysis:
Sunair Aviation, Inc., currently leases Suite 102 at Leesburg International Airport, which is the larger of two hangars located in the group of buildings that formerly housed Triangle Aviation at the west end of Airport Boulevard.  Mr. Brian Sapp, owner and operator of Sunair Aviation, has approached the City with a request to enter into a lease for the adjoining Suite 101, which formerly was used as the offices of Triangle Aviation.  The attached diagram shows the relationship of the offices in Suite 101 to Mr. Sapp’s hangar in Suite 102.

The submitted Lease Agreement effectively cancels Mr. Sapp’s previous lease for Suite 102, and substitutes an entirely new lease for both Suites 101 & 102 combined.  The term of the new lease will be for five years, with one 5-year extension.  Similar to its other leasing arrangements with Sunair Aviation, the City will be responsible for outside maintenance of the building (including the roof) and general maintenance of the HVAC.  Sunair will be responsible for maintaining the interior of the building as well as maintenance of the adjoining grounds and landscaping.  Sunair will be painting the exterior of the building in the near future.  The terms covering maintenance are generally similar to those which the City has used in leases for other buildings that it owns at Leesburg International Airport.

At the July 11, 2012 regularly-scheduled Airport Advisory Board meeting, the Board members present voted _3_ to _0_ (2 members absent) to recommend to the City Commission that the submitted Lease Agreement be approved. 

Following discussion of this item at the City Commission’s July 23, 2012 bi-monthly meeting, the Commission voted to table action on Sunair’s lease agreement pending a report on the condition of the building and roof at 8701 Airport Boulevard.  Glen Howard, City Project Manager, was asked to inspect the building, roof and HVAC system, and report on the condition of these items.  Mr. Howard report states that the metal roof above Suite 101 is a newer roof that appears to be in good condition.  Mr. Howard suggested that it may be advisable to have a roofing contractor verify that all the screws are tightened down properly and possibly do a small amount of caulking along the seam at the intersection of the roof where it joins with the roof over Suite 102.
The roof sections covering Suite 102 and Suite 103 (the latter being used by EAA Chapter 534) are considerably older than the roof over Suite 101 and have been coated at some point in the past with an elastomeric material.  Mr. Howard indicated that he felt there are probably some small leaks in the roof system, but he does not believe that they are major at this time.  Mr. Howard did suggest replacing the skylights over Suite 102 in the same manner that was done recently over Suite 103.

When the sections of roof over either Suite 102 or Suite 103 reach a stage requiring replacement, Mr. Howard recommends that they both be replaced at the same time. The area of the two combined roofs is approximately 10,187 square feet.  To replace a metal roof the City can expect to pay approximately $8.25 per square foot.  This would equate to a total cost of $84,042.75.
Mr. Howard reports that the A/C in Suite 101 looks to be in good condition.  The air handler appears fairly new, and the condenser is not in bad shape.

Options:

Purchase request by the Communications Division of the Information Technology Department to Ronco Communications, Inc. for fiber network hardware and services.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends award of Invitation to Bid (ITB) 120321 to Ronco Communications, Inc. and approval of purchase request 44725 by the Communications division for the purchase of fiber network hardware and related services for a total amount of $141,688.84.

Analysis:
The Utility will use these network switches to provide advanced network services for its customers.  The Utility will be able to offer various tiers of service to its customers and better manage the network.  Of the larger switches, one will be deployed in Leesburg as a main switch and one in Tavares as a remote switch.  Those two switches will be initially connected by two different fiber routes, providing a new level of reliability to the Utility’s external network.  A third large switch will be initially configured and held as a spare, with plans to eventually deploy it in the greater Clermont area.  Upon deployment of that third switch, a physical triangle of fiber connections between the three larger switches will be established, creating a highly survivable network for the Utility’s customers throughout most of Lake County.  Several of the intermediate sized switches will be deployed at the premises of larger customers, and the smallest switches will be placed over time in other customer sites.  The switches are highly programmable, which will enable the Utility to create new products for its customers through which additional revenues will be generated.  Those new product developments will probably not occur for some time, but will be possible as a result of deploying this equipment throughout the network.

The order will also include:  (i) services from the manufacturer to support the initial configuration of the switches; (ii) ongoing warranty & maintenance services from the manufacturer; and (iii) training services from the manufacturer.

Procurement Analysis:

On July 3, 2012 the Purchasing Division issued ITB 120321 requesting interested and qualified vendors to submit bid responses for network hardware manufactured by Ciena Networks.  The ITB was posted on-line and directly e-mailed to three companies capable of providing the requested items.  On July 16, 2012 two bid responses were received and are summarized here.

The Purchasing Division has received each bid response and determined Ronco Communications, Inc. to be the firm submitting the lowest cost bid and is deemed responsive and responsible.
