Commissioner Polk asked for Bill Wiley to briefly paraphrase what changes are being made. 

Community Development Director (CDD) Bill Wiley stated this is the first time the State has tried to take both the Building and the Flood Zone Codes and combine them together.  At the end of March, 2010, the City adopted the Building Code and with references to the Flood Zone Code so now staff is looking to adopt the Flood Zone Code.

Commissioner Polk asked if this adoption is going to have anything to do with the current FEMA maps.  CDD Wiley stated it is an implementation of what the map says, but the map itself stands alone.  The new maps will go into effect December, 2012, and for the most part are less restrictive. 

Commissioner Puckett stated the old maps are very restrictive.
CA Morrison stated FEMA has control of the map so any changes have to be done through them; the City is powerless to do anything about it here on the local government level.
Mayor Henderson asked about the paragraph underlined in Section 101.6 Liability and what is its significance.  CDD Wiley stated the underlining should not have been included.

Mayor Henderson requested comments from the Commission and the audience.
Commissioner Christian stated this is related to houses where citizens have abandoned them in the City and gives the City some authority over these properties. 
Mayor Henderson stated having a sign posted with owner information will be helpful so anybody could call about the vacant properties.
Bill Yandell, Leesburg resident, asked the Commission to pass an ordinance where neighbors can call to complain about vacant property and have a lien placed against the home.  If neighbors were given the authority to mow and take care of the properties, this would be no additional expense to the City.
CA Morrison stated this Ordinance contains a provision where the City can do the mowing and place the lien.   CA Morrison also stated in his opinion the City does not have the authority to include a third party.  
Commissioner Christian stated this ordinance is the first attempt to give the City some authority especially if the area does not have a Home Owners Association.

CM Evans stated staff is recommending Option #1, which is an All-Inclusive rate, so basically the City knows what is included in the onetime fee as opposed to Option #2 and having to piece it together in the future.

CDD Wiley stated the difference between the two options, as explained by CM Evans, is Option #2 does not include the traffic study analysis, and in years past when these were sent out to be reviewed, the cost would far exceed the dollar amount difference, so staff is recommending Option #1.

Commissioner Polk asked if the $182,000 is budgeted for the next few years and if the City pays on an individual basis for each study.
CM Evans stated no, the $182,000 is the total MPO budget; the City of Leesburg’s share is $6,417.

CDD Wiley stated the onetime fee paid yearly covers everything.

Commissioner Polk moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.  
Mayor Henderson requested comments from the Commission and the audience.
Commissioner Polk asked TJ Fish if he planned to attend  the meeting on South Street.
CM Evans stated this is on the South Street school zone and Representative Metz is orchestrating a meeting with FDOT staff to review the school zone on site.
TJ Fish, MPO Representative, stated he would absolutely like to attend the meeting.
Mayor Henderson stated this is a matter of moving the school zone signs so both schools are included. 
TJ Fish stated the MPO received a grant from the FDOT and they are substantially into the third year process of analyzing fifty-four Lake County school facilities and eleven are 
already done in Sumter County.  These two schools have already been taken to the consultants to come up with an idea FDOT will embrace, so Mr. Fish stated he felt the presence of the MPO at Leesburg’s meeting could be very helpful in achieving what the City would like to do.
Mayor Henderson stated the meeting will be held Tuesday, September 18th at 8:00 a.m. on site at the corner of Lone Oak and South Street.

City Manager's Contingency Budget

Commissioner Christian inquired as to the new category, fund 001 Sanitation Bulk pick up for $30, on the Miscellaneous Accounts.

CM Evans stated he did not know why this category is appearing now but would check with Accounting and send an e-mail to all commissioners.
CITY ATTORNEY ITEMS:  Nothing

CITY MANAGER ITEMS:  

CM Evans advised Roger’s Park had its first kick off meeting last Thursday, August 28, 2012 for community based fund raising and construction of Kids Korner.  Local community leader, Chuck Johnson, advocate for kids sports programs, kicked off the meeting with Jennifer Magavero and him handling the power point presentation to a group of approximately thirty participants who came out to volunteer for several different committees.  $260 was raised by the selling of T-shirts and many took home magnets of the events.  A non-profit corporation will be established to receive the donations in the name of Kids Korner 2013 and it looks like Kids Korner is off to a good start.
This Wednesday, August 29th, Big League Dreams will be meeting in the Commission Chambers at 5:15 p.m. to give a presentation to the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, to Mr. Johnson, and a few other people.  
Future Meetings: 

CM Evans advised the Commission will hold a special meeting September 6th for the  budget and millage rate hearing at 5:05 p.m. in Commission Chambers with the second reading to be held on Monday, September 24th.

CM Evans advised at the regular City Commission meeting September 10th will have a preview of the City’s three bond issuances the City believes it can refund and perhaps place with a bank on a twenty year note if the banks will respond.  Should favorable terms be obtained, the City of Leesburg may be able to save up to $200,000 a year interest most of which is in the Utility Funds and maybe $60,000 to $70,000 in the General Fund, an average of four million over the life of the twenty years.  

The Airport Advisory Board workshop date has been changed and may be held the week of September 17th, an email will be sent out. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Carol VanDyken – thanked the City Commission and City staff for kicking off Kids Korner, stating the meeting was very well organized.  Mrs. VanDyken brought up a problem that has been happening for the past few years in the Palmora Park area on Halloween night.  One person has been running around with a mask and waving a chain saw at the kids making them run into the streets.  This issue was brought to a Police Officer sitting in his vehicle, but he was not responsive.  Mrs. VanDyken asked if possible could the Police ride bikes and be more visible. 

Police Chief (PC) Bill Chrisman stated Halloween night is a very busy night for the Police Department and certainly part of the focus is on trying to keep our youth safe.  Officers are randomly positioned in the neighborhoods and extra resources are used.  Officers have bicycles and a mule on loan and certainly would be happy to address some issues in the general area of Palmora Park this year.  PC Chrisman stated as far as turning down an opportunity, if a citizen comes up and points something out to an Officer, there is no excuse for any Officer not to either say I’m busy doing something else and this is why I can’t respond or immediately address the problem for the citizen.  
Commissioner Polk stated last year was not quite as bad because the partnership didn’t have their Halloween program.  

PD Chrisman stated the Police Department is partnering with local Churches as the Churches are now holding Fall Festivals and these are very helpful to the Police Department as well as the community giving the kids a safer alternative.  
Commissioner Polk stated 9th Street does receive a large amount of kids, but parents usually try to get them out before dark.  Later in the evening, the high school kids start their pranks and this chain saw person usually shows up about 8:30 or 9:00 p.m.

Mrs. VanDyken asked if the City could legally restrict the streets for walking only during Halloween and maybe advertise if the porch light is out there is no more candy. 
CM Evans stated the City has the ability to legally shut down streets, but doing this City wide would be impossible to administer and suggested maybe an insert in the City utility billings would be good this year for Halloween times and safety. 

Mrs. VanDyken stated she is slowly working her way through the City’s budget and had a few concerns like $10,000 for benches at Fountain Lake and Venetian Gardens, $16,000 for Mote Morris porch repair, and $240,000 for vacation buy back.  Mrs. VanDyken asked if the Mote Morris house generated enough money for this repair.
CM Evans stated the benches in Fountain Lake had been pulled up and replaced and Venetian Gardens had benches in deplorable condition so money from the Contingency fund was used for these items.  
Commissioner Christian stated the Mote Morris house porch is almost a hazard and it is either repair or shut it down because of the liability on the City not to have this fixed.

Commissioner Polk stated Mayor Henderson was asked, as she is on the Historical Preservation Board, if this board would be willing to donate money for the repair on Mote Morris House.  Mayor Henderson stated the Historical Board has not had a meeting since this request was made.
Mrs. VanDyken also expressed concern for a large ticket item in the Executive fund of $245,000 for vacation buy back.  If a person in the private sector does not use vacation time it is lost, not paid for.  Mrs. VanDyken also stated there was no mention of this fund previously so asked if this had been moved to the Executive fund. 

CM Evans stated this vacation buyback program is City wide for all 480 employees as an opportunity to take time, say a week and then sell a week back.   The City, back in 2004 - 2005 revised its vacation program so unlike many other communities employees could not accrue gazillion hours and become a big liability to the City. The buyback provision is limited because you have to take time in order to sell time back and this reason is primarily for the employee to get rest but also be beneficial for employees who haven’t seen a raise since 2007.  This program used to be distributed amongst all departments, but was moved to the Executive fund for closer monitoring. 
Mayor Henderson thanked Mrs. VanDyken for taking the time to go through the City’s budget.
Haley Weber stated she spoke before the Board of Lake County Commissioners August 14th to present information on animals and the need to stop unnecessary euthanasia.  Last year 18,985 dogs and cats were taken in and 6,696 were adopted but 5,144 or 43% were euthanized.   Ms. Weber stated Lake County needs a more affordable spay and neuter program and quoted fees from different counties in Florida on their adoption and spay and neutering programs.  Ms. Weber stated she would like to encourage everyone to attend the next Lake County Commission Meetings  September 11th and September 25th when they will be discussing their 2013 budget.   Ms. Weber asked for the City of Leesburg’s support in the form of a letter of resolution to take before the County Commission encouraging them to set up a spay and neuter fund. Ms. Weber stated the Cities of Minneola and Mascotte are currently working on letters of resolution and the City of Groveland is planning to attend the commission meetings. 
Mayor Henderson stated she recognized Ms. Weber from the front page article in Sunday’s Daily Commercial newspaper and stated she thought maybe the Commission could give support and do a letter of resolution. 
CM Evans asked Ms. Weber for clarification in what she was looking for in a letter of resolution in support of sustained funding for the animal shelter and a decrease in the rates for spay and neutering.
Ms. Weber stated Lake County does not have a spay and neuter program and she is looking for them to set up one so there is a route for the citizens to adopt and have a way of getting the animal fixed if the citizen is from a low income area. 

CM Evans stated other ways the City of Leesburg could help would be to put Ms. Weber, if she was willing, on the local City Television station, Lake Front TV Channel 22, which has  over  60,000  viewers to speak  about spaying,  neutering,  and  euthanasia.  The City 
brings all kinds of people from the community on to talk about issues like this that are important.  CM Evans also asked Ms. Weber if she would be willing to help prepare messages to send out with the City’s utility billings on spay and neutering information. 
Ms. Weber handed out more information to the Commissioners as well as her contact information.
ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Polk stated the Kids Korner meeting was good and Robert Sargent was very instrumental in the presentation as well as Jennifer Magavero.   Commissioner Polk asked if the City is going to advertise for the vote on ordinance changes for November 6th.   CC Richardson stated yes, both referendums will have to be advertised two times.
Commissioner Polk stated the referendum, if passed, will help with easement items and suggested the changes also be put on the City’s TV channel so citizens will know what they are voting for. 
Commissioner Puckett – nothing

Commissioner Christian stated he had attended the League of Cities in Hollywood, Florida and ordered three CD’s with information on what other Cities around the State are doing as it relates to pensions and revenue and requested copies be made for all commissioners.   Commissioner Christian also stated he is glad to see citizens coming forth and following the City’s budget and it is very heartfelt to see people are making sure the City is run properly.
Commissioner Knowles stated he was very thankful the hurricane went elsewhere missing Leesburg.  In 2004, employees made the City of Leesburg a very efficient, quick response place to live and restored services to good citizens, forever thankful for that. 
Mayor Henderson stated she noticed while driving down I-95 Saturday every once in a while there would be about three or four electric trucks parked at rest stops or on the side of the road and she wondered if they were waiting to hear the weather report and if this was part of the FEMA plan.
CM Evans stated Leesburg staff stages in areas of the City and typically waits for the assistance phone call and then roll when it is received. 
Commissioner Polk stated he also saw some private electric trucks coming down I-75. 
ADJOURN:

Commissioner Knowles moved to adjourn the meeting and Commission Polk seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
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
