After a brief review of your proposed conceptual site plan, I do not object to your proposal, although certain criteria will need to be met with regard to Utility Trail Easements. 

The City is currently working on a Rails to Trail project along the railroad corridor “see parcel listed below” the City will be requesting a minimum of forty feet wide for said Utilities and Trail, 

Along with the standard 

Easements of at least seven and one-half (7 1/2) feet in width shall be provided on each side of all rear lot lines and alongside lot lines and fifteen (15) feet along all front lot lines, or a width greater as determined necessary by City of Leesburg utility departments where necessary, for poles, wires, conduits, storm and sanitary sewers, gas, water or other mains. Easements of greater width may be required along or across lots where necessary for the extension of main sewers or other utilities or where both water and sewer lines are to be located in the same easement. 

Show all proposed and existing easements on the site plan. Upon approval by All Utilities, the owner shall provide a legal description of the approved easement. This legal shall be provided to the City Attorney to create an Easement Document. Final approval of site plan will be held until Easement document has been signed by all parties and returned to the City for recording.
