Ordinance amending the PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning for the Salvation Army, A Georgia Corporation, to extend the development phasing requirement for an additional 36 months (Salvation Army Worship and Community Center). 

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff and the Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed amended to Section 13. DEVELOPMENT PHASING B. extending the development phasing requirement for an additional 36 months for the PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning for the subject property.

Analysis:

The project site is approximately 10 acres. The property is generally located south of South Street and west of Caballo Road as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City PUD (Planned Unit Development).  The current use of the property is undeveloped and the proposed use is for the Salvation Army Worship and Community Center development. The surrounding zoning designations are County MP (Planned Industrial District), and City M-1 (Industrial) to the north; County A (Agriculture) to the south; City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) to the east and City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the west. The surrounding Future Land Use Map designations are City General Commercial and all adjacent properties with future land use designations of County Urban and City Industrial to the north; Industrial to the south; General Commercial to the east and High Density to the west. 

The proposed amended PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning is compatible with the adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the existing future land use designation of City General Commercial.

The existing land uses surrounding the property are undeveloped, retail and mini-storage units and single family residential.
Development of the property requires City utilities.

By a vote of 7 to 0 on January 17, 2013, the Planning Commission voted to recommend approval.

 PLANNED DEVELOPMENT CONDITIONS

January 17, 2013

(Previous November 17, 2009)
These Planned Development Conditions for a PUD (Planned Unit Development) District are granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to the Salvation Army, "Permittee" for the purposes and terms and conditions as set forth herein pur​suant to authority contained in Chapter 25 "Zoning", Sec​tion 25-278 "Planned Development Process" of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND: The "Permittee" has submitted an application requesting a PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning dis​trict to allow a church/social service and youth center campus on an approxi​mately 9.99 +/- acre site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

1.
PERMISSION


Permission is hereby granted to the Salvation Army to operate, and maintain a PUD (Planned Unit Development) development in and on real proper​ty in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located south of South Street and west of Caballo Road.  The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description below.

2.
LEGAL DESCRIPTION

See attached legal Exhibit B

3.
LAND USES 


The above-described property shall be used for PUD (Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards. 

A. Uses

1)
Uses shall be those listed as permitted uses in this document and shall 
occupy the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan.


2)
Permitted Uses shall be as follows:



a.

Uses shall be those listed for the PUD (Planned Unit Development) uses in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses including a church/social service and youth center campus with accessory uses for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan.

Uses prohibited shall be as follows:


a.
All uses not permitted by the PUD (Planned Unit Development) 


b.
commercial uses

industrial uses

C.
Area


The Impervious surface coverage for this site shall not exceed eighty (80) percent of the gross site area.


 D.
Open Space
A minimum of twenty (20) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention areas, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.  

4.
SITE ACCESS
A.
Access to the property is currently from South Street. Any additional access shall be subject to the City of Leesburg PUD amendment and site plan application review process.
5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS

A. 
Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of one of the following: 




1)
At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or stucco. 


2)
At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would not be allowed under this option.).

3)
All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the Community Development Director for compliance.


B.      Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved at the discretion of the Community Development Director.
6.
DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS


A.
  The minimum development standards shall be those required for the PUD district except as amended by these conditions.

B.

A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.  

7.
PARKING
A. The permittee shall have off-street parking spaces within the property per the conceptual site plan pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces. The location and design of the proposed parking area will be reviewed during the site plan review process to provide for alternatives to mass parking areas.
8.
WETLANDS
A.
Should wetlands exist on the site, the following requirements shall apply. Prior to disturbance or development of any wetland area, the "Permittee" shall submit and receive ap​proval from all affected governmental agencies to include, but not limited to, St. John's River Water Man​agement District and the State of Florida Department of Environmental Regulation.  Any no​tice of violation from any affected agency shall be cause for a cease and desist order on permits issued by the City of Leesburg until such time as the violation has been re​solved with the appropriate agency(s). 

9.
DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES

A.
Prior to receiving Final Development Plan Approval, the "Permittee" shall sub​mit, if applicable, a Master Site Drainage Plan and Utility Implementation Plan accept​able to the City of Leesburg. Prior to removal, renovation or demolition of any existing development on the site, the per​mittee shall provide:


 1)
A detailed site plan demonstrating no direct dis​charge of storm​water run​off
generated by the devel​opment into any natural sur​face waters or onto adjacent properties.



2)
A detailed site plan indicating all provisions for electric, wa​ter, sewer, and natural gas in accordance with the site plan review process as required by the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

10.
TRANSPORTATION

A.
 All transportation improvements shall be based on a current traffic analysis and shall be contingent upon Site Plan approval by City staff during the development review and permitting process.


B.
 Vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by a minimum of one access point on S.R.44 (South Street) through a divided boulevard type road. Actual locations and design of the boulevard shall be determined during the Site Plan review process.  


C.
 The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/signalization adjacent to the development as required by FDOT, Lake County and City of Leesburg.


D.
 The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary FDOT, Lake County and City of Leesburg permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to construction plan approval.


E.
 A traffic/transportation analysis, if required, shall be submitted prior to preliminary site plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


F.
 At such time that traffic signals are warranted at the intersections adjacent to the proposed project entrances, the Permittee shall pay their pro-rata share of the cost of the signal(s) as determined by City staff.

11.
 LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS
A.
A twenty-five (25) foot wide vegetative landscaped buffer shall be required along boundaries of the development except for S.R. 44 (South Street). The buffer shall retain existing healthy trees, shrubs and ground cover and shall include additional plantings where needed as provide in B. below.

B.
All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations con​tained within   the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances except as provided under these conditions:

For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and requirements of the Land Development Code.

Two (2) canopy trees 

b.

The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment.

 Variations to the landscape requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director as long as the intent of the PUD and the Landscaping Code are maintained.

MAINTENANCE

A.
 With the exception of public utilities, maintenance of all site im​provements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner. 

13.
DEVELOPMENT PHASING 


A.
 The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Conditions and Conceptual Plan. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.


B.
 Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 36 months of approval of this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been substantially implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PUD Conditions.

MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 


E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.
15.
 CONCURRENCY

As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

The City has completed an impact fee study, based in part on the CIP in order to assure adequate and appropriate funding for required improvements. The combination of master planning and CIP planning has allowed the City to issue bonds to fund new potable water facilities and substantial reuse facilities, among other infrastructure improvements.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends the Commission adopt the two Time of Use rate structures presented. 

Background:
Leesburg is developing multiple optional rate plans designed to meet the needs and abilities of residential and commercial customers with the objective to reduce Leesburg’s power supply costs and share the savings with the customers that enabled those savings.  Staff’s initial focus was the development of operational strategies within the City’s control to reduce power supply costs; next, the Load Reduction Credit Rider was offered to large commercial customers with a portion of the savings shared with those customers. Each of these strategies produced power supply savings reported during the January 29th Commission Workshop.

The meter infrastructure is now operational in the field and there is a need to communicate the specifics of these optional rate plans to customers through the various customer outreach available channels.  The general TOU rate concept has been presented in the media and in customer group presentations since 2008.  Customers now need the specifics in order to evaluate their ability to shift some of their electric usage away from high cost time periods to time periods with lower costs in anticipation of saving money on their electric bill.

Analysis:
City staff and our strategic partners and vendors are currently working the complete the integration of back office IT systems; we must all understand the actual availability of the TOU rates.  The rates will not be announced until all systems are capable of calculating the rates.  Our intent is to identify sooner rather than later those customers who want to receive service under the TOU rate schedule and provide the requested information and education to those customers that are considering the TOU rate, but have additional questions before switching to the TOU rate plan.

1.  Adopt the Ordinance as presented; or,
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
TOU rates were calculated to be revenue neutral to the City.  TOU rates will allow the Electric Utility to reduce the cost of purchase power therefore creating the rebate back to the customer for participating in the program.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING §22 – 196 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES TO ADD SUBSECTION 13 ENTITLED RATE SCHEDULES TOU – R1 AND TOU – R2, RESIDENTIAL TIME OF USE SERVICE; SPECIFYING THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THOSE RATE SCHEDULES AND THEIR AVAILABILITY TO ELECTRIC UTILITY CUSTOMERS; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg, Florida, provides electrical utility service to its customers and endeavors to provide that service as economically and effectively as possible, and


WHEREAS, the cost of electricity utilized at the coincident peak demand period is considerably more expensive than electricity utilized during off – peak periods, and


WHEREAS, by encouraging customers to utilize less electricity during the peak demand period can produce substantial savings for the City of Leesburg and its customers, and


WHEREAS, the City therefore wishes to provide its customers with various incentive programs to encourage less use of electricity during peak demand periods, one of which is a “time of use” electrical rate which charges participating customers less for electricity used during off peak periods, and higher rates for electricity used during peak periods, and


WHEREAS, the City has structured the rate differential between peak and off peak use of electricity so as to make this program revenue and cost neutral, as much as possible, for those customers who participate but who do not achieve the anticipate economy by shifting the use of electricity to off peak periods, while providing the participating customers who are able to shift their usage to off peak periods a benefit through lower electricity bills,


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.
Subsection 13 is hereby added to §22 – 196 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, to read as set forth below:

(13)
Rate Schedules TOU – 1 and TOU – 2, Time of Use Rates.

a. Availability.  Available throughout the entire territory served by the City subject to equipment availability. This is an optional service available at the customer’s request.  Customer may choose either rate schedule TOU-R1 or TOU-R2.
b. Applicability.  The residential electric rate applies to an electrical service supplying electricity to a single-family residence. Service provided under this section shall not be shared with or resold to others.
c. Character of Service.  Service shall be single-phase, sixty (60) cycles and approximately 120/240 volts. If three (3)
phases are desired, additional charges must be paid by the customer.
d. Limitations.   Service is subject to all of the rules and regulations of this ordinance and the general rules and regulations of the City’s electric utility. Standby or resale service is not permitted. No customer who elects to obtain service under this TOU rate schedule shall be eligible for any other load management credits offered by the City to residential customers. 

e. Rates per month.  The following rate schedules shall apply to this TOU rate:

Winter – On-peak is defined as the hours from 7 a.m. to 9 a.m. on Monday through Friday during the months of December, January and February, excluding any federal holiday occurring on those days.  Winter – Off-peak is defined as all other hours during the months of December, January and February.

Summer – On-peak is defined as the hours from 3 p.m. to 5 p.m. on Monday through Friday during the months of March through November, excluding any federal holiday occurring on those days.  Summer – Off-peak is defined as all other hours during the months of March through November.

The rate per month is subject to the annual inflation adjustment component pursuant to §22 - 166. Promptly after each annual inflation adjustment, the City will for informational purposes notify the Florida Public Services Commission in writing of its then current rates including any annual inflation adjustment.

f. Minimum Charge. The minimum monthly bill shall be the customer charge plus other applicable charges, covered by ordinance, state statutes or federal law.

g. Maximum Charge. After the customer’s first three billing months under this rate schedule, at the customer’s request, the City will calculate the total billings the customer would have been charged under the basic residential rate, Rate RS, and refund to the customer any excess of the actual billings under this rate over such calculated amount.
h. Term of Service.   Service under this TOU rate schedule shall be for a minimum initial term of twelve (12) months from commencement of service and shall continue thereafter until receipt of notice by the City from the customer to disconnect, or upon disconnect by the City as provided by City ordinance.  Customers taking service under another rate schedule who elect to transfer to this rate must remain on this rate for a minimum of twelve (12) months.  A customer taking service under this rate schedule who elects to transfer to another rate will be prohibited from taking service on this rate schedule again for a minimum of twelve (12) months.
SECTION II.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION III.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION IV.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends the City Commission select a buyer from the two bids submitted for the purchase of City owned vacant land located adjacent to 1102 East Line Street.

Analysis:
On May 29, 2012 the City Commission authorized staff to request bids for the sale of the vacant property located on East Line Street.  The City acquired the property by certificate of title on September 16, 2010.  The City has two competing bidders for the subject property.  The two bidders are Laurencia C. Unanue, Trustee (bid amount $12,000) and Fredrica Mack (bid amount $12,250).  

The property dimensions are 50’ x 218’ and adjacent to a single family home.  The property is currently zoned R-1 Residential, and deemed a buildable lot.  The Eastside community has expressed interest in having more affordable housing in the area.  The Lake County Property Appraiser has assessed the value of the land at $3,450.  In addition, an appraisal was conducted and the value placed on the subject property was $6,500.  

The City assumed several expenditures to acquire the subject parcel such as: $1,450.25 (property tax assessment), $225 (appraisal) and $300 (survey) or a total of $1,975.25.

Options:
1. Approve the City Commission recommended bidder; or

Fiscal Impact:  

The proceeds of the sale will be deposited into the General Fund. The acquisition of this property incurred $1,975.25 in expenses.
