Commissioner Christian introduced the resolution to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CARVER HEIGHTS/MONTCLAIR AREA COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE AMENDED FISCAL YEAR 2012-13 BUDGET; APPROPRIATING CERTAIN FUNDS TO SPECIFIC REDEVELOPMENT PROJECTS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Polk seconded the motion.   

Chairperson Knowles requested comments from the Commission and the audience.

Commissioner Polk asked for a brief scenario.
Budget Manager (BM) Brandy McDaniel stated the total revenue coming into the Carver Heights CRA is $210,513.  The operating expenses are $6,620, debt services $203,893, with nothing going into reserves.

Commissioner Johnson stated on 2010 counted down from last year, he sees there is a large carryover.

BM McDaniel stated the amount received from ad valorem taxes really only covers the debt service of $210,513 and the General Fund has to pick up the operating which is $45,644.  She stated if she remembers correctly there is a very small increase from the ad valorem.

Commissioner Polk asked what the available funds are.

BM McDaniel stated the only money left over is actually about $651,000 in the construction note proceeds and the money is definitely planned out.  She stated there is roughly $200,000 regular cash and right now is showing a projected $851,120 as what Finance thinks it will have.
Finance Director (FD) Bill Spinelli stated the triplex is being readied to be rented out so when rented, there will be additional income coming in that was not budgeted.
Commissioner Christian asked how much time is left on the note.  FD Spinelli stated he thinks it has a couple more years maybe 2016.
