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Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing the Library Department to apply for and accept, if awarded, a grant from the Lake County Board of County Commissioners of $11,560 to purchase metal shelving units for the storage and display of library materials. 

Analysis:
Lake County Board of County Commissioners administers a Library Impact Fee Trust Fund for the purpose of providing a source of revenue to fund the improvement of the county library system necessitated by growth (BCC Policy LCC-63).  The Leesburg Public Library, as a member of the Lake County Library System, is eligible to apply for Library Impact Fee Trust funds. Our library owns almost 5,000 DVDs for the adult audience.  The library is currently in the process of placing the DVDs in locked cases so the collection can be directly accessed by patrons from open shelves in the public areas, improving customer service and minimizing staff time.  The current shelving of two (2) double-sided metal shelving browsers accommodates approximately 1,000 DVDs.  The addition of four (4) browsers made possible with the Library Impact Fee Trust Funds will add capacity for another 2,000 DVDs which can be shelved for direct patron access, thereby contributing to the improvement of the county library system.

Ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances Chapters 6 and 25 Land Development Code 

Staff Recommendation:

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the referenced amendments to the Code of Ordinances Chapter 6 Section-41 Keeping chickens or fowl, and Chapter 25 Land Development Code Sections 25-288 (S) Temporary Agricultural Uses,  25-290 Temporary Uses,  25-292 (4) The keeping of domestic animals and fowl, and 25-292 (22) Location of Helicopter Landing Areas.
Analysis:

On January 16, 2014, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on these amendments requested by staff and the City Commission, and voted to recommend approval of the amendments to the City Commission.
The proposed amendments to the Code of Ordinances represent various amendments necessary as housekeeping, clarification or new changes to the Land Development Code, which was adopted in 2004 with revisions in 2006, 2008, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013.  The changes are summarized as follows:

A. Amending Chapter 25 by adding Section 25-288 (S) to allow temporary agricultural uses in the RE-1 (Estate Density Residential) zoning district allow owners with vacant agricultural property to have the option to apply for agricultural tax exemptions until platted for development.

B. Amending Chapter 25 Section 25-290 Temporary Uses to clarify permissible temporary events and outdoor sales promotions on developed and vacant properties for existing local businesses while restricting non-local businesses. For example, local auto dealers may have promotional sales on or off site for their inventory only while non-local dealers are restricted from sales in Leesburg.
C. Deleting Chapter 6 Section - 41 Keeping chickens or fowl, and amending Chapter 25 Section 25-292 (4) The keeping of domestic animals and fowl to clarify and revise the requirements regarding domestic animals and fowl in residential zoning districts to allow backyard chickens. 

D. Amending Chapter 25 by adding Section 25-292 (22) Location of Helicopter Landing Areas to provide regulations for helicopter landing sites in residential areas with a PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning district where they would not adversely affect adjacent residential areas.  Currently, helicopter landing sites are only permitted in the Public Zoning District.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

The following section of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida Chapter 25 are hereby amended or replaced as follows:

CHAPTER 25 ZONING CODE

Sec. 25-288. - Commercial uses.

(s)
 Agricultural (temporary) uses.

(1)

The following temporary agricultural uses maybe permitted in the RE-1 Residential Estate zoning district per the following restrictions:



   a.
Agricultural uses maybe permitted on a minimum of twenty (20) acres of non-platted property and per Section 25-292-Supplemental District Requirements (4) The keeping of domestic animals and fowl of the Code of Ordinances.


(2)
The production for sale of crops, livestock or livestock products, which shall include but not be limited to: 

a. 
Field crops, such as corn and hay;

 
b.
Fruits, such as citrus, apples, peaches, grapes, tomatoes, grapes and berries;


c. 
Vegetables, such as beans, cabbage, carrots, beets and onions;


d.
Horticultural specialties, including nursery stock, ornamental shrubs, ornamental trees and flowers;

e.
Livestock and livestock products, including cattle, sheep, goats, horses, poultry, ratites birds such as ostriches, emus, rheas and kiwis, farmed deer, farmed buffalo, and eggs;

f.
Aquaculture products, including fish, fish products, and water plants;

g.
Woody biomass, which means short-rotation woody crops raised for bioenergy, and shall include farm woodland.


(3)
Roadside stands that are used to show and sell products all of which are raised or produced on the land on which they are located.


(4)
No "Animal Feeding Operation (AFO)" feedlots or facilities such as swine, poultry or cattle feedlots shall be permitted as defined below:



a.
Where animals are confined for at least 45 days in a 12-month period, and



b.
Where there is no grass or other vegetation in the confinement area during the normal growing season




c.
Where crops, vegetation, forage growth, or post-harvest residues are not sustained in the normal growing season over any portion of the lot or facility.



(5)
The Community Development Director shall determine if other similar uses shall be permitted based on whether they meet the intent of this section.

Sec. 25-290  Temporary uses.


The following uses are permitted within the city on a temporary basis as provided below. Each temporary uses shall obtain a permit from the planning and zoning manager or his designee.

(3)
Seasonal temporary uses.  Not in conjunction with an approved Special Event Permit under Chapter 26 SPECIAL EVENTS.  

a.   The following uses are identified as seasonal temporary uses:

1.   Fireworks sales.

2.   Christmas tree sales.

3.   Flower/candy sales.


4.   Other seasonal uses similar and temporary in nature.

 (4)
Other temporary uses.  That are not of a seasonal nature shall not be permitted: 



a.   The following uses are identified as temporary uses:

1.  Outdoor product sales promotion for existing City of Leesburg operating businesses for their in store inventory products on site with registration on the city’s web site www.leesburgflorida.gov. Off site sales require a Temporary Use Permit.

Outdoor product sales promotion for products which are not offered by current City of Leesburg operating businesses as their primary product sales. Business must obtain a Temporary Use Permit and may operate on vacant property, at large public shopping centers or malls such as the Lake Square Mall, schools, college campus, churches, hospital such as the Leesburg Regional Medical Center, and in the Central Business District.

As an extension of premises of an existing business in accordance with Chapter 5 Alcoholic Beverages Sec. 5-6.1 of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

Fair, carnival, circus, revival, performance etc.

Recreational vehicles for security in conjunction with an approved temporary use activity.
(5)
Temporary use requirements are as follows:

a.   Use shall not be permitted for more than ninety (90) days within any one (1) calendar year except for construction trailers that are allowed until a project is completed.

b.   Use shall not obstruct a right-of-way, sidewalk, or more than twenty (20) percent of required vehicular parking area.

c.   One (1) free-standing sign or banner not exceeding twenty-four (24) square feet is permitted.



d.   Off-street parking spaces shall be provided in accordance with Section 25-357.



e.
Shall not be located within ten (10) feet of the property line boundary. 

f.
Shall be allowed on developed or vacant property per (6) 
below.

(6)
Mobile food vendors are permitted as follows:

a.
Shall be allowed on developed or vacant property.



b.
As part of a product sales promotion where the food is given away free  



c.
As an approved charitable event with a 501(c)(3) designation. 



d.
Shall not be permitted for more than ninety (90) days for the same product within any one (1) calendar year and located on commercial or industrial property either vacant or developed property. Vacant property must be adjacent to developed property where use of restrooms, water and electric are approved by the adjacent developed property. 
(7)
Recreational vehicles.  Recreational vehicles may be stored temporarily in all districts. Such recreational vehicles shall not serve as a place of residence (See Sec. 25-292 Supplemental district requirements - (11) Recreational vehicles).  

(8)    Yard, garage, carport, rummage or charity sale.  A yard, garage, carport, rummage or charity sale shall have a duration period not to exceed three (3) days, composed of Thursday, Friday and Saturday, which may run for two (2) consecutive weeks on the above specified days. A permit must be secured for this activity stating the duration of time. A period of ninety (90) days must lapse after the expiration date appearing on the permit, before the property owner/occupant receives a permit for an additional yard, garage, and carport rummage or charity sale. Merchandise display after expiration date on permit is prohibited. The permit shall be prominently displayed at the sale. 

(9) 
Nothing in this section shall prohibit or conflict with provisions of Chapter 26 Special Events.

CHAPTER 6 

ARTICLE II. - GENERAL ANIMAL REGULATIONS
Sec. 6-41. - Keeping chickens or fowl.

It shall be unlawful for any person to keep, harbor, coop, pen, house, or maintain more than fifty (50) fowl on any premises within the city within five hundred (500) feet of any dwelling house where food for human beings is kept, prepared or served. It shall also be unlawful to keep any chickens or fowl within fifty (50) feet of any other dwelling house in the city. Violation of this section will be a Group I infraction as described in Article I. 

CHAPTER 25 ZONING CODE
Sec. 25-292. - Supplemental district requirements.
(4)
Animals and fowl etc. The keeping of domestic animals and fowl shall be limited to the RE-1 residential estate district as following: 


a.
Domestic fowl or other birds shall be limited to not more than ten (10) adult birds per acre if confined, up to a maximum total of twenty (20) adult birds. 


b.
Domestic hoofed mammals shall be limited to a maximum of one-confined animals per acre which shall be in addition to the minimum of one (1) acre required for the dwelling. Confined as used in this section, refers to an approved fence that provide limitation on the movements of the animal on the required land area and which shall secure the animal from entering adjacent properties. Pigs are prohibited with in the city. 


c.
Other domestic animals for the purposes of these regulations such as adult dogs, cat, birds etc. shall be limited in all districts as follows:



d.
A maximum of five (5) adults shall be allowed per dwelling with adequate fencing or housing.



e.
No farm animals or fowl such as cattle, hogs, sheep, goats, horses, rabbits, chickens, turkeys, ducks, and geese or any other animal or fowl not customarily considered a domestic household pet shall be kept or maintained on any lot in a residential district.

(4)
The keeping of domestic animals and fowl shall be limited as following: 

a.
In all zoning districts, except for provisions provided in the RE-1 Residential Estate zoning district below, domestic animals or fowl being kept, harbored, raised, or maintained as accessory to a residential single-family structure, shall be subject to the following restrictions:

1. No more than five (5) chickens may be kept, with roosters prohibited;

2. Slaughtering of chickens is prohibited;

3. The chickens shall be provided with a movable covered enclosure (See Exhibit Hen house/coop) and must be kept in the covered enclosure or a fenced enclosure at all times. Chickens must be secured within the movable henhouse/coop during non-daylight hours; 

4. The space per bird in the henhouse/coop shall not be less than four (4) square feet per bird and not larger than fifty (50) square feet; 

5. No covered enclosure or fenced enclosure shall be located in the front or side yard, nor shall the henhouse/coop be closer than twenty (20) feet to any property line of an adjacent developed property, nor within fifty (50) feet of any adjacent occupied residential structure. Odors from chickens, chicken manure, or other chicken related substances shall not be detectable at the property boundaries;

6. Chicken coops and pens shall be completely screened from adjacent roadways and parcels by a six (6) foot tall solid fence, wall, or equivalent landscape vegetative material as approved by the City Community Development Department. 

7. All enclosures for the keeping of chickens shall be so constructed and maintained as to prevent rodents or other pests from being harbored underneath, within, or within the walls of the enclosure. The henhouse/coop must be impermeable to rodents, wild birds, and predators, including dogs and cats. Enclosures shall be kept in neat condition, including provision of clean, dry bedding materials and regular removal of waste materials. All manure for composting must be kept in an enclosed bin. All other manure shall be removed promptly; 

8. All feed and other items associated with the keeping of chickens that are likely to attract or to become infested with or infected by rodents or other pests shall be kept in secure containers or otherwise protected so as to prevent rodents and other pests from gaining access to or coming into contact with them; 

9. The sale of eggs or any other chicken products generated within a residential district in the City of Leesburg is prohibited; 

10. No dog or cat that kills a chicken will, for that reason alone, be considered a dangerous or aggressive animal. 

11. Rabbits as pets shall be within a completely enclosed dwelling or detached garage or in an outside enclosure, coop or pen, up to a maximum of two (2) rabbits.

12. Adult dogs, cat, birds etc. shall be limited in all districts to a maximum of five (5)       adults per dwelling with adequate fencing and/or outside covered protection from the elements. 
13. For the keeping of chickens completion of the following two hour course “Chicken University” is highly recommended. The course is offered by the UF/IFAS Lake County Extension Office, 1951 Woodlea Rd., Tavares, FL 32778, phone (352) 343-4101 ext. 6.

b.
In the RE-1 Residential Estate zoning district:


1. 
Domestic fowl or other birds shall be limited to not more than six (6) adult birds per acre confined, up to a maximum total of twelve (12) adult birds. 


2.
Domestic hoofed mammals shall be limited to a maximum of one-confined animal per acre which shall be in addition to the minimum of one (1) acre required for the dwelling. Confined as used in this section, refers to an approved fence that provide limitation on the movements of the animal on the required land area and which shall secure the animal from entering adjacent properties. 


c.
Prohibited animals and fowl:



Except for a retail establishment engaging in the lawful sale of animals, and approved zoos/animal sanctuaries, it shall be unlawful for any person to keep, harbor, raise or maintain the following except as permitted by this section: 


(a)
Any livestock;


(b)
Farm animals or fowl such as cattle, hogs, sheep, goats, horses, rabbits, chickens, turkeys, ducks, and geese or any other animal or fowl not customarily considered a domestic household pet shall not be kept or maintained on any lot in a residential district.

d.
Lake County Animal Control Services is responsible for enforcement of codes regarding leash and tethering of animals.

CHAPTER 25 ZONING CODE
Sec. 25-292 Supplemental District Requirements

  
 (22) Location of Helicopter Landing Areas. The following regulations will apply to the location of any Helicopter Landing Site. Capitalized terms used in this subsection shall have the meanings ascribed to them in Chapter 4, Article III of this Code:

a. No Helicopter Landing Site may be located in any zoning district within the City of Leesburg unless specifically permitted by a PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, except that helicopters may land and take off from the Leesburg International Airport and approved Public Property in accordance with airport and Federal Aviation Administration regulations. 

b. No PUD or other approval may be issued for any Helicopter Landing Site until the applicant has furnished to the City a completed application seeking approval from the Federal Aviation Administration to locate a Helicopter Landing Site at the proposed location, with proof the application has been filed and all fees due for the application have been paid. Any permit or approval for a Helicopter Landing Site shall be contingent on receipt by the City of final approval by the Federal Aviation Administration for the Helicopter Landing Site, within 90 days after issuance of the permit or approval. If the application is not approved by the Federal Aviation Administration within that 90 day period, or is disapproved, the permit or approval shall be deemed revoked as a matter of law without the requirement of notice to the applicant by the City. No Helicopter Landing Site for which a permit or approval has been issued may be utilized for helicopter operations until the final Federal Aviation Administration approval has been granted. 

c. All applications for a Helicopter Landing Site shall contain or be accompanied by the following:

1. Name and address of the applicant, and if the applicant is not a natural person, the name and address of a natural person who will be representing the applicant in the approval process and be responsible for the accuracy of all information submitted.

2. A certificate of insurance providing public liability and property damage coverage of at least $2,000,000.00 combined single limit, with the City of Leesburg named as an additional insured party.

3. A noise study from a firm licensed to conduct such studies, setting forth the effect the noise from helicopter operations at the proposed Helicopter Landing Site (including approach zones) will have on surrounding property owners, and concluding that the noise will not constitute a nuisance to or be deleterious to the owners and occupants of surrounding property. The study must be addressed to the City and authorize the City to rely on the study for its intended purpose of demonstrating no ill effects from the noise associated with the Helicopter Landing Site.

4. Such other material as may be required by the City for evaluation of the application, in order to protect the public health and safety.

d. Construction of a Helicopter Landing Site shall not be commenced, nor shall site preparation work be allowed, until both a Planned Unit Development District rezoning has been issued and final Federal Aviation Administration approval has been secured.

SECTION II.
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION III.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.
This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Proposed Ordinance Regulating Helicopter Landing Pads

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the proposed ordinance, to provide regulations governing the construction of helicopter landing pads in the City of Leesburg.
Analysis:
Recently, a property owner in the City expressed interest in constructing a helicopter landing pad. This triggered a review of the City Code, in the course of which it was determined two amendments would be advisable. The first, proceeding separately from the ordinance discussed here, would amend the Land Development Regulations pertaining to the zoning districts within which this use would be permitted, and limiting it to a conditional use only. This ordinance prescribes setbacks, safety equipment, licensing requirements, and other regulations governing the construction and operation of the landing pad itself, as opposed to the district(s) within which a landing pad may be constructed. This ordinance is intended to protect the health and safety of persons owning, using or occupying property adjacent to the site of the landing pad, to assure any landing pad within the City has proper approval from the Federal Aviation Administration, and to specify the necessary lighting and other safety equipment required, as well as certain aspects of how the pad is to be constructed. At present, the Code lacks any regulations whatsoever for helicopter landing pads.

This Ordinance will not require the City to expend funds. It only regulates the manner in which private property owners construct helicopter landing pads.

ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, CREATING ARTICLE III OF CHAPTER 4 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, ENTITLED “HELICOPTER REGULATIONS,” SETTING FORTH LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS, PROVIDING DEFINITIONS, PROVIDING REGULATIONS FOR THE OPERATION, TAKEOFF AND LANDING OF HELICOPTERS AND ROTARY WING AIRCRAFT, LIMITING AND REGULATING THE LOCATIONS WHERE HELICOPTERS MAY TAKE OFF AND LAND; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg owns and operates Leesburg International Airport (the “Airport”), where aircraft of all types including helicopters are permitted to land and take off subject to the regulations of the Airport and the Federal Aviation Administration, and


WHEREAS, the City has no regulations governing where helicopters may land or take off outside the confines of the Airport, and


WHEREAS, the City Commission deems it necessary for the protection of the public health, safety, welfare and morals that regulations be formulated to govern and restrict the locations where helicopters may land and take off, and


WHEREAS, such regulations are justified in that helicopter operation creates a significant amount of noise which, in the wrong locations, would create a public and private nuisance to the annoyance of residents, tenants and property owners in the area where helicopters are landing and taking off, and


WHEREAS, the possibility of a crash exists when helicopters land, take off, or approach a landing location, creating a dangerous situation for adjacent residents and property owners if helicopter landing facilities are not located and regulated properly,


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.
A new Article III is added to Chapter 4 of the Code of Ordinances to read as set forth below:

ARTICLE III.
REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO HELICOPTER LANDING SITES.

Sec. 4 – 80.
Application, Purpose and Intent.

It is the purpose and intent of this Article III to provide rules and regulations governing the conduct and operation of Helicopter Landing Sites within the City of Leesburg, for the protection of the public health, safety and welfare. This Article shall not apply to the landing, takeoff or operation of Helicopters at the Airport, by Public Safety Personnel, or under emergency situations.

Sec. 4 – 81. 
Definitions.
As used in this Article, the following words and phrases shall mean:

a. “City” shall mean the City of Leesburg, Florida.

b. “Commission” shall mean the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida.

c. “City Manager” shall mean the City Manager of the City of Leesburg, Florida.

d. “Airport” shall mean Leesburg International Airport.

e. “Airport Manager” shall mean the individual acting as the manager of Leesburg International Airport.

f. “Approach – Departure Path” shall mean a clear path selected for flight, extending upward and outward from the edge of any Helicopter Landing Site.

g. “Helicopter” shall mean a rotary wing aircraft which depends for its support and motion in the air principally on the lift generated by one or more power drive rotors that rotate on a substantially vertical axis.

h. “Helicopter Landing Site” shall mean an area, either at ground level or elevated on a structure, which is used or intended to be used for the landing and takeoff of Helicopters.

i. “Person” shall mean, as the context requires, an individual, a corporation, a partnership, a limited liability company, or any other legal entity other than an individual, owning or operating a Helicopter Landing Site.

j. “Emergency Situations” shall mean traffic accidents, locations where an individual is injured or ill, and other similar situations in which the landing and takeoff of a helicopter at the site is essential to provide transportation to a medical facility, or to extricate persons from a hazardous situation in the most expeditious manner. 
k. “Public Safety Personnel” shall mean police officers, firefighters, paramedics, and other first responders employed by or under contract with a public entity to provide emergency services to the public.
l. “Approved Public Property” shall mean parks, recreational areas, and other publicly owned land, provided that helicopter landings on Approved Public Property must be authorized by a Resolution of the City Commission specific to each such site and such authorization shall be limited in duration.

Sec. 4 – 82. 
License Required.

No person shall operate or maintain any Helicopter Landing Site without first meeting all requirements in the Land Development Code, and obtaining an annual license to operate the Helicopter Landing Site. The annual license fee shall be $250.00. The first such fee shall be paid concurrently with the application for issuance of a license. The Commission may adjust the amount of this fee at any time by resolution.

Sec. 4 – 83. 
License Application.
The application for a license to operate a Helicopter Landing Site under this Article shall include the required fee, and a certificate showing the insurance required by §25 – 292(22)(d)(2) is in force and will remain in force for at least one year following issuance of a new or renewed license.

Sec. 4 – 84. 
Site Regulations.

No license shall be issued or renewed for any Helicopter Landing Site unless and until the following conditions are met:

a. The takeoff and landing area shall be encircled by a fence or barrier not less than three feet in height.

b. The area where the Helicopter actually touches down shall be located in the center of the takeoff and landing area.

c. Obstructions shall be cleared as required by the Federal Aviation Administration.

d. Each takeoff and landing area shall have two obstruction clearance surfaces at least 90 degrees apart, one of which is into the prevailing wind.

e. A wind indicating device shall be provided and maintained at all times in working condition.

f. The takeoff and landing area shall be provided with adequate lighting if the Helicopter Landing Site is to be used for night or all weather operations.

g. The facilities shall be marked in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration regulations.

h. The takeoff and landing area shall be surfaced so as to minimize the blowing of dust, dirt, or objectionable material onto adjacent property.

i. Hours of operation shall be sunup to sundown unless the Helicopter Landing Site is properly lighted and specifically approved for night operation.

j. The City Commission may, when issuing a license for the Helicopter Landing Site, impose such additional conditions as it deems necessary and appropriate for the protection of the public health, safety and welfare.

k. Adequate fire extinguishers and other fire protection devices shall be provided at all times as determined by the Fire Marshal.

l. The following additional requirements shall apply to any elevated Helicopter Landing Site:

(1) The roof where the Helicopter Landing Site is located shall have a 12 inch parapet. Where openings pierce the roof, they shall have a 6 inch curb and fire protection as required for vertical shafts. No openings in the roof shall be permitted within 25 feet of the takeoff and landing area.

(2) Exits shall not be located in the takeoff or landing pattern.

(3) Landing pads raised above roof level shall have two (2) sets of three – foot stairs provided to the roof below.

(4) No fueling or repair of Helicopters shall be permitted other than those of an emergency nature when approved by the Fire Marshal.

(5) No smoking shall be allowed within 50 feet of the takeoff and landing area.

(6) Two or more wet standpipes shall be provided to reach all parts of the roof, equipped with 1 ½ inch rubber lined fire hoses not over 100 feet in length. Sufficient pressure shall be provide to afford a good pattern. Hose cabinets must be installed near the separate exits.

(7) All mechanical, air handling, air conditioning or other rooftop equipment not connected with the Helicopter Landing Site must be locate at least 25 feet from the takeoff and landing area, outside the landing and takeoff pattern, and be protected by a substantial noncombustible barrier on the side facing the takeoff and landing area.

(8) Approved means of communication, such as a direct line telephone or fire alarm box, shall be provided in the immediate vicinity.

Sec. 4 – 85. 
Automatic Suspension and Revocation of Licenses.

A license to operate a Helicopter Landing Site shall be deemed suspended automatically if the approval of the Federal Aviation Administration is lost or withdrawn for any reason. The suspension shall remain in effect until the holder of the license delivers to the City evidence of reinstatement of the Federal Aviation Administration approval. If evidence of reinstatement is not submitted within 180 days of the loss or withdrawal of Federal Aviation Administration approval, the license shall be deemed revoked automatically and may not be reinstated without submittal of a new application for license.

Sec. 4 – 86. 
Suspension or Revocation by City Manager.

If the City Manager determines that continued operation of a Helicopter Landing Site would be a serious and imminent danger to the public health, safety or welfare, the City Manager may suspend the license to operate the Helicopter Landing Site pending the outcome of the hearing process prescribed in this Article. If the City Manager deems the operation of a Helicopter Landing Site to be a potential, but not imminent, danger to the public health, safety and welfare, the City Manager may initiate the hearing process prescribed in this Article, but may not suspend or revoke the license until the hearing process has been completed.

Sec. 4 – 87.
Hearing Process.
The City Manager shall cause a written notice of hearing to be served on the license holder by U.S. Mail or personal delivery, specifying the reason for suspension or revocation, along with the time and place of the hearing. The notice must be served no less than 10 days prior to the hearing. If notice is mailed, the date of postmark shall constitute the first of the 10 days for determining the 10 day period. At the hearing, the City Manager shall hear the parties and take evidence. The hearing need not be conducted according to the Florida Rules of Evidence, and any relevant evidence may be admitted and considered. Objections to evidence shall be noted and the City Manager shall rule on those objections. Suspension or revocation of a license shall be considered justifiable and appropriate if:

a. There is a violation of this Article, or of any State or Federal law, rule or regulation governing the location or operation of Helicopter Landing Sites; 

b. Federal Aviation Administration approval for the Helicopter Landing Site is lost, suspended, or withdrawn for any reason; 

c. There has been a material change of circumstances since the granting of the license which would have precluded issuance of the license if in existence at the time of application;

d. Any condition in the PUD issued for the Helicopter Landing Site has been violated;

e. Operation of the Helicopter Landing Site has become a nuisance to the public or surrounding property owners, whether or not such nuisance came to pass because adjacent or nearby owners built improvements on or otherwise changed the lawful use of their land after construction of the Helicopter Landing Site.

Sec. 4 – 88.
Decision of City Manager; Appeals. 

At the conclusion of the hearing, the City Manager shall issue an order either dismissing the charges, suspending or revoking the license, or imposing such probationary conditions on the license holder as are appropriate for the enforcement of this Article. Any person aggrieved by the decision of the City Manager may appeal that decision to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals by filing a written notice of appeal with the City Clerk no later than 10 days after the decision of the City Manager. The filing of a notice of appeal shall stay the decision of the City Manager until the appeal is resolved. A hearing on the appeal shall be held within 30 days of the filing of the notice of appeal. If the Board of Adjustments and Appeals grants the appeal, it shall direct the City Manager to take such action as it deems just and proper. If the Board of Adjustments and Appeals denies the appeal, the decision of the City Manager shall become effective immediately upon denial. No new evidence may be presented to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals, which shall render its decision on the appeal based on the record generated at the hearing before the City Manager, and arguments by the parties based on that record alone. It is the responsibility of the appellant to provide a sufficient record to permit the Board of Adjustments and Appeals to render a decision on the appeal. Failure to supply a sufficient record shall, in itself, be grounds for denial of the appeal.

Sec. 4 – 89.
Temporary Helicopter Landing Sites.

Notwithstanding the requirements of this Article, the City may issue approval for operation of a temporary Helicopter Landing Site as part of a Special Events Permit, the applicant for which includes a request for such a temporary Helicopter Landing Site. The application for a Special Events Permit including a temporary Helicopter Landing Site shall include a copy of the application for Federal Aviation Administration approval of the site, written approval from the owner of the property where the Helicopter Landing Site is to be located, a certificate of insurance as prescribed in §22 – 292(22)(d)(2) of this Code, and a site plan showing the proposed takeoff and landing area, the location of surrounding structures, the dimensions of the property where the Helicopter Landing Site is to be located, and the proposed obstruction clearing areas where the Helicopter will approach and depart from the takeoff and landing area. Temporary Helicopter Landing Sites shall be evaluated based on the criteria specified in this Article, however the City Manager may waive any requirement of this Article when safety of flight or the interests of the general public are not jeopardized. Past performance of the applicant may be considered in determining whether to approve a temporary Helicopter Landing Site. No approval for a temporary Helicopter Landing Site may extend beyond 10 consecutive days.

SECTION II.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION III.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION V.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the SJPA, Task Order Amendment, and Change Order. 

Analysis:
On September 12, 2013, the Commission accepted a FAA Grant to fund design updates and construct a portion of Taxiway “A” realignment (between Taxiway “C” and Taxiway “B”). On November 12, 2013, the City of Leesburg approved Task Order #10 with Hanson Professional Services Inc. to provide these professional engineering design updates and construction services. The successful bidder for the construction portion of the project was C.W. Roberts. 

When the Commission approved Taxiway “A” improvements, it was the intent to complete Taxiway “A” and Taxiway “K” as one project.  However, the FAA did not fund the entire project.  Hence, staff recommended completing the “A” portion of the project and adding the other project to the ALP – for future development.  Taxiway “K” requires improvement because it is not within standards due to its separation from Runway 3-21

Since the time the Taxiway “A” project started, staff has sought ways to complete Taxiway “K” during the same construction process in order to save money and construction related problems. On January 8, 2014, the Airport received acknowledgment that FDOT will fund this additional work.  As such, Hanson Engineering and C.W. Roberts have submitted change orders to complete Taxiway “K” now.

The cost of construction services for Taxiway “A” Realignment is $1,322,637.  Pursuant to Change Order #1, the cost to add Taxiway “K” Realignment, based on the Contractor’s proposal, is $128,426.  Taxiway “A” and “K” total construction cost now $1,451,063.

The cost of the Professional Engineering services for the Taxiway “A” Realignment is $279,966.00. The additional professional service costs for Taxiway “K” Realignment is $14,950.00.  Taxiway “A” and “K” total professional service costs are $294,916.00.

The total adjusted project is estimated at $1,745,979.00.

This project will enhance safety, particularly during low visibility operations, and minimize pilot ground operation deviations.

Options:
1. Approve the execution of the Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement, Task Order No. 10   Amendment No.1, and Change Order No.1; or

2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  

Since this was not included in the current budget, a budget adjustment will be necessary.  The total cost of this additional work is $143,376.00 (including design and construction costs). Since this is an 80/20 project, the Airport’s match is $28,675.20. There is approximately $20,000.00 available in the Airport’s reserves for capital improvements. The remaining $8,675.20 will come from funds currently set aside for the land acquisition ($30,000.00) when the project is closed. We do not foresee matching more than $20,000.00 for the land acquisition.  If for some reason these funds are not available from the land acquisition, the City Manager’s contingency will fund the amount needed.

Staff Recommendation: 

No action is required.  This memo serves as formal notification to the City Commission pursuant to internal policy.  This has no impact on the operating (income) statement.  It simply reclassifies a portion of the accounts receivable on the balance sheet as uncollectible.

 
Analysis:
Internal policy requires the Finance Director to annually write off, at the end of each fiscal year, the previous year’s amount of accounts receivable determined to be uncollectible.  Uncollectible is defined as an account that is unpaid 120 days after the customer’s service has been terminated.  This policy does not prevent the City of Leesburg, from maintaining records on terminated accounts and subsequently collecting these amounts, should the customer attempt to renew service with the City.  Furthermore, when an account is written off pursuant to this policy, it has no impact on any pending or yet to be initiated collection efforts.  It has been the longstanding policy of the City that accounts are not written off until they remain in “C” (collection agency status) for one year.

The total amount of the write-offs for Fiscal Year 2011-2012 is $236,417.25 as detailed below and in the attachments.
