Subject:
Purchase request for commercial meter parts to retrofit for AMR reading.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the purchase request to Precision Meter for $33,480.00.
Analysis:
The Gas Utility is retrofitting all gas meters to be read by Automated Meter Reading (AMR).  This retrofit will reduce meter reading costs by allowing the gas meters to be read using a drive-by AMR system.  Without the AMR system each meter would need to be read manually by a person.

The retrofit project is in its’ final phase.  This phase requires the commercial meters to be retrofitted for AMR.  This total cost is for the parts to retrofit 58 commercial gas meters.  The Gas Department was able to work with an existing supplier, Precision Meter located in Plant City.  The City has an established relationship with this supplier.  Precision Meter has been testing and repairing the City’s gas meters since 1997.  Precision Meter met with the Gas Department and identified the parts required to complete an ‘in the field’ retrofit on the commercial meters.

Initially the Gas Department thought they were going to have to replace the commercial meters with a temporary meter while the removed meter was sent to the shop for retrofit.  After it was retrofitted it would be re-installed.  This was going to be a time consuming and costly process.  Precision Meter was able to identify a method for the gas crews to retrofit the meters in the field.  

Procurement Analysis:

Staff requests Commission waive the competitive procurement process on this purchase.  Going through the formal competitive bid process would not allow the department to complete the AMR retrofit program before their self-imposed September 30, 2014 deadline.  This deadline coincides with the budget cycle and will eliminate meter reading costs not included in the 2015 Gas Department budget.

Procurement staff spot checked pricing on the items being purchased and the pricing from Precision Meter is in line with pricing from other sources.

     Staff recommends approval of the Eleventh Amendment to the Depository Trust Agreement to 

     conform the City’s depository account for Florida Gas Utility to the requirements for the amount to

     be held in escrow.
Analysis:
     The City of Leesburg purchases natural gas through Florida Gas Utility for resale to customers of 

     the City.  As a condition of providing natural gas to the City of Leesburg, Florida Gas Utility  

     requires    the city to maintain a depository account with SunTrust Bank as Trustee, which is 

     currently $322,000.  Based on periodic reviews of natural gas pricing, the volume of gas utilized by 

     the City of Leesburg and other variable factors, Florida Gas Utility has now increased the required 

     amount to be held in the fund to $332,000 as of October 1, 2014.  The City of Leesburg will deposit 

     $10,000 to the account.

WHEREAS, The City of Leesburg obtains natural gas from Florida Gas Utility for resale to customers of the City; and

WHEREAS, as a condition of providing natural gas to the City of Leesburg, Florida Gas Utility requires that the City maintain a depository trust account with SunTrust Bank, as Trustee, which is currently in the amount of $322,000.00; and

WHEREAS, based on its periodic review of natural gas pricing, the volume of gas utilized by the City of Leesburg, and other variable factors, Florida Gas Utility has determined that the City must increase the deposit to $332,000.00; and

WHEREAS,  it is  in the  best interest  of  the  City of Leesburg,  its citizens and natural gas customers, to comply with the increased deposit requirement of Florida Gas Utility, and to increase the current amount of $322,000.00, by $10,000.00, making the total deposit in the depository trust account $332,000.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida:

That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute the Eleventh Amendment to the Depository Trust Agreement with SunTrust Bank, as Trustee, the Deposit Trust Agreement with Florida Gas Utility, and such other documents as are necessary to effectuate an increase in the City’s deposit to the required level of $332,000.00.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Beesley Construction Co., LLC for $33,320.

Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to upgrade an existing 2-inch galvanized water line to a 6-inch PVC water line. The upgrade is needed to have adequate water supply for the parcels in the area of Hood and Lynch Streets for fire protection.  The upgrade will also improve water quality in the area by connecting a line at Lynch Street.

This upgrade to the water system, along Hood Street will be to connect a waterline that was installed when Hood Street was rebuilt. This will allow connection to an existing fire hydrant that is at the corner of South and Hood Streets and add two additional hydrants to the area for fire protection. 

Procurement Analysis:

On July 7, 2014 the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid number 140351.  Notification of this opportunity by legal advertisement in the Ocala Star Banner and Orlando Sentinel was made, as well as posting on-line at Public Purchase.com.

On July 7, 2014 sealed bids were received from five prospective contractors and evaluated by Purchasing and Public Works staff. The low bidder’s has successfully performed several previous projects for the City. 
The Local Vendor Preference policy (LVP) was applied to the evaluation of bids.  The low bidder, Beesley Construction, qualifies as a Tier II local vendor.  The next low bidder, Paqco, Inc., qualifies as a Tier I local vendor.  Paqco’s bid was 7.43% higher than the low bidder.  The Local Vendor Preference policy affords a Tier I local vendor a 5% preference.  The low bidder remains the low bidder after applying the City’s Local Vendor Preference policy.

Resolution approving the expansion eligibility for Retiree Health Insurance


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends amendment of Resolutions 9409, 4152 and 4846 modifying eligibility for health insurance for retirees.  
Analysis:
The City is continuing to work on the sustainability plan with the City of Leesburg Fire department. The fire department has two employees who are willing to retire in the next six months.  Due to timing issues with the employees’ anniversary dates, the two employees were not able to retire during the Voluntary Early Retirement Program.  The City will be able to eliminate two more General Fund positions once these two employees retire.    

This resolution would allow anyone meeting the criteria to receive healthcare benefits.  City management does not foresee anyone else taking advantage of extending the dates of the City providing healthcare costs to the employee.  

Fiscal Impact:
The City will be picking up $9,600 for healthcare costs and will be saving approximately $200,000 with the elimination of two positions in the fire department budget.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 9409 WHICH AUTHORIZED AN OFFER OF A ONE-TIME WINDOW OF EXPANDED RETIREE HEALTH INSURANCE ELIGIBILITY TO EMPLOYEES ELIGIBLE FOR EARLY RETIREMENT, TO EXTEND THE DATE BY WHICH AN EMPLOYEE MAY RETIRE IN ORDER TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE EXPANDED ELIGIBILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:
THAT any employee, currently eligible to retire under the City’s retirement plans, who elects to provide the City with notice of his or her intention to retire, which notice must be provided to Human Resources no later than the end of the business day on October 31, 2014, and whose last day of service (date of retirement) is on or before December 31, 2014, shall have the privilege of remaining in the City’s group health plan after retiring and the premiums for such insurance shall be paid by the City, up to a maximum monthly cost of $400, based on the following schedule: 

Age 58, with 15 years of continuous service

Age 57, with 20 years of continuous service

Age 56, with 20 years of continuous service

Age 55, with 21 years of continuous service

Age 54, with 23 years of continuous service

Age 53, with 25 years of continuous service

Age 52, with 26 years of continuous service

Ages 51-50, with 27 years of continuous service

If the employee has the years of service set forth above, but has not reached the age set forth above (thus they are not eligible for the City to pay the premium) and the employee pays the prevailing monthly premium for him or herself until the age set forth in this schedule, upon attaining that age the City will assume the cost, again limited to a maximum monthly cost of $400, from then on.

THAT the payment of premiums for dependent coverage remains the responsibility of the employee and similarly all other provisions of the City’s policy as established in Resolution No 4152, as subsequently amended, remain in full force and effect, including the fact that should the employee become subsequently employed and eligible for group insurance with another employer, the coverage with the City’s group plan shall be terminated permanently.


THIS RESOLUTION shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption in accordance with applicable law.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of a resolution designating the portion of State Road 44/South Street between County Road 44/Main Street and US Highway 27/14th Street as the Staff Sergeant Michael A. Bock Memorial Highway.
Analysis:
Staff Sergeant Michael A. Bock was Combat Engineer assigned to the 3rd Combat Engineer Battalion, 1st Marine Division, and 1st Marine Expeditionary Force.  He was killed in action August 13, 2010 in Helmand Province, Afghanistan.  He was serving his 4th combat tour of duty.

Michael A. Bock grew up in Springfield, Nebraska.  He attended Elkhorn Mount High School for two years where he played football and soccer.  It was there he met his future wife, Tiffany.  He moved to Leesburg with his family in 2000, but he kept in touch with Tiffany.  He played wide receiver and defensive back on the Leesburg High School football team during the 2000 and 2001 school years and graduated from Leesburg High School in 2002.  In July 2002 he enlisted in the Marine Corps and in 2003 married his high school sweet heart, Tiffany. 

During his eight years in the Marine Corps, Staff Sergeant Bock earned a long list of awards including the Purple Heart, for wounds received in combat, the Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medal, the Humanitarian Service Medal for helping victims of the 2004 earthquake and tsunami in Indonesia, and multiple Combat Action Ribbons.  Staff Sergeant Michael Bock was posthumously awarded the Silver Star, our Nation’s third highest award for valor in combat.  He is survived by his wife Tiffany and son Zander.

During the 2014 session, the Florida Legislature adopted Chapter 2014 – 228, Laws of Florida designating that portion of State Road 44/South Street between County Road 44/Main Street and US 27/State Road 25 /14th Street as the Staff Sergeant Michael A. Bock Memorial Highway.  The Department of Transportation will produce and install the appropriate signage following passage of a companion resolution by the City Commission.
