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Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the resolution authorizing the execution of contract amendment number two for additional engineering tasks with BESH, Inc., in the amount of $4,450.00.
Analysis:
On March 11, 2013, the City Commission approved resolution 9162 to establish a professional design and engineering services agreement for design of the Plantation Water Treatment Plant.  Amendment No. 1 was approved October 14, 2013 via resolution 9282 and provided for production of a Capacity Analysis Report, verification and calibration of a hydraulic model, evaluation of distribution system pressure variations, cost estimating and creation of a basis of design memorandum.
Addendum 2 is required in order for the property involved in the swap between the Plantation and City to be replatted.  The tasks to be performed include: 
· Preparation of a boundary survey of Tracts “A” and “B” of “The Plantation at Leesburg Riverwalk Village” as recorded in Plat Book 35, Pages 73-75 of the Public Records of Lake County, Florida, for Compliance of Florida Statutes, Chapter 177.041.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the resolution authorizing execution of Task Order 1 for a Focused Environmental Assessment related to the Taxiway “A” Extension and Seaplane Ramp Project with AVCON, Inc. for a total cost of $30,087.30.
Analysis:
The City has a competitively awarded continuing services contract with Avcon, Inc., for the firm to provide professional airport planning and engineering services pursuant to Resolution 9426.  

Approval of Task Order 1 allows AVCON to perform a Focused Environmental Assessment for the Taxiway “A” Extension and Seaplane Ramp which will require $30,087.30 to be obligated to this project for design update, contraction phase and inspection services associated with the project as funded by the FDOT Joint Participation Agreement FM #434305-1-94-01 Supplemental Agreement #1.

Fiscal Impact:  
The City portion of this cost is 20% or $6,017.46 and FDOT funding 80% or $24,069.84.  The City will be required to fund the expenditure and then be reimbursed by FDOT.  Funding for the match ($6,017) is available through previously awarded Sea Plane Ramp grants.  Hopefully, the study will reveal that mitigation cost will be minimal, allowing the project to stay within budget parameters.

Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends execution of the agreement with Leesburg Cemeteries for $91,760.00 for FY 15 civic grant funding.

Analysis:

Historically Leesburg Cemeteries, Inc. has been included as part of the City of Leesburg overall civic grant funding application and approval process.  For FY15, the City Commission has advised staff that funding for Leesburg Cemeteries, Inc. should be specifically included in the budget.  Pursuant to the Commission directive, Leesburg Cemeteries, Inc. was granted a separated allocation of $91,760.00.  However, an agreement is still required for the dissemination of public funding.  This funding is used to provide upkeep and maintenance at Lone Oak and Shady Oak cemeteries.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of a special transfer in FY 14-15 from the Solid Waste Utility to the Capital Projects Fund in the amount of $772,500 for the Venetian Gardens Phase I project. 
Analysis:
As a result of Venetian Gardens Master Planning sessions and FY 15 Budget preparation, the City Commission approved the first phase of an improvement plan for Venetian Gardens.  In order to fund this project in FY 14-15, $772,500 of Solid Waste Utility Surplus Funds is required.   

In making this transfer, the City must adhere to the cash policies adopted in Ordinance 07-80, Section 2-230.  This section provides for utilization of surplus cash when cash exceeds 115% of the minimum acceptable level of cash reserve.  Utilization of Surplus Cash can be approved for any one of the following; (1) elimination of shortfalls in related funds; (2) reduction or avoidance of debt (3) funding of a renewal and replacement program; (4) one time capital needs; and, (5) for use in funding tax, fee or rate stabilization.  In addition to the Surplus Cash test, Ordinance 07-82 provides for a five year pro forma cash flow projection to determine the financial impact if any on the fund from which the transfer is drawn (attached). Analysis:
On October 9, 2006, the City Commission passed a resolution authorizing the issuance of a Bond Anticipation Note (BAN) in the amount of $4,000,000 to facilitate the purchase of the Kristen Court Apartments, a high crime and blighted area.   In December of 2009, the BAN was refinanced in the amount of $4,500,000 with a Capital Improvement Promissory Note.

The proposed budget for fiscal year 2014-15 has been prepared to have the Gas Utility cover the debt service (principal and interest) associated with this note.

Additionally, during the FY 14-15 budget workshops and Venetian Gardens Master Planning, the City Commission approved Phase I of the Venetian Gardens improvement project.  In order to fund this project in FY 14-15 $257,500 of Gas Utility Surplus Funds is needed.   

In order to make these transfers, the City must adhere to Ordinance 07-80, Section 2-230.  That section allows surplus transfer proved that cash exceeds 115% of the minimum acceptable level of cash reserve.  Utilization of Surplus Cash can be approved for any one of the following; (1) elimination of shortfalls in related funds; (2) reduction or avoidance of debt; (3) funding of a renewal and replacement program; (4) one time capital needs; and’ (5) for use in funding tax, fee or rate stabilization.  In addition to the Surplus Cash test, Ordinance 07-82 provides for a five year pro forma cash flow projection to determine the financial impact if any on the fund from which the transfer is drawn (attached). Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends amendment of Resolution 9444 modifying eligibility for health insurance for retirees.  
Analysis:
On August 25, 2014 the City Commission approved Resolution 9444.  The fire department has two employees who are willing to retire in the next six months.  The resolution that was adopted (Resolution 9444) attempted to allow these two employees to retire and receive healthcare benefits.  After the resolution was adopted management realized one of the employees will only have 25 years of service at age 50.  Unfortunately, the finance department did not change the sliding scale in the original resolution.  The firefighter is willing to retire, but only if the City offers him the healthcare benefits.  Under the current resolution the employee would have to wait until he is 53 years old to receive the healthcare benefits.

Management recommends changing the sliding scale, so an employee at the age of 50 years old may retire with 25 years of service as part of the Voluntary Early Retirement Program which has a one-time window for eligible employees.  

Fiscal Impact:
The City will be picking up $9,600 for healthcare costs and will be saving approximately $200,000 with the elimination of two positions in the fire department budget.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 9444 WHICH AUTHORIZED AN OFFER OF A ONE-TIME WINDOW OF EXPANDED RETIREE HEALTH INSURANCE ELIGIBILITY TO EMPLOYEES ELIGIBLE FOR EARLY RETIREMENT, TO EXTEND THE DATE BY WHICH AN EMPLOYEE MAY RETIRE IN ORDER TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE EXPANDED ELIGIBILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:
THAT any employee, currently eligible to retire under the City’s retirement plans, who elects to provide the City with notice of his or her intention to retire, which notice must be provided to Human Resources no later than the end of the business day on October 31, 2014, and whose last day of service (date of retirement) is on or before December 31, 2014, shall have the privilege of remaining in the City’s group health plan after retiring and the premiums for such insurance shall be paid by the City, up to a maximum monthly cost of $400, based on the following schedule: 

Age 58, with 15 years of continuous service

Age 57, with 20 years of continuous service

Age 56, with 20 years of continuous service

Age 55, with 21 years of continuous service

Age 54, with 22 years of continuous service

Age 53, with 23 years of continuous service

Age 52, with 24 years of continuous service

Ages 51-50, with 25 years of continuous service

If the employee has the years of service set forth above, but has not reached the age set forth above (thus they are not eligible for the City to pay the premium) and the employee pays the prevailing monthly premium for him or herself until the age set forth in this schedule, upon attaining that age the City will assume the cost, again limited to a maximum monthly cost of $400, from then on.

THAT the payment of premiums for dependent coverage remains the responsibility of the employee and similarly all other provisions of the City’s policy as established in Resolution No 9409, as subsequently amended, remain in full force and effect, including the fact that should the employee become subsequently employed and eligible for group insurance with another employer, the coverage with the City’s group plan shall be terminated permanently.


THIS RESOLUTION shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption in accordance with applicable law.

All City of Leesburg government signs shall require upon approval of the City Commission and are exempt from the requirements for signs. Government traffic signs in the right-of-way are exempt from the requirement of City Commission approval.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION III.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of  the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the leases. 
Airport Advisory Board Recommendation:
Board recommended approval of the leases. 

Analysis:
The intent of these agreements is to renew and lease properties located at the Airport, as further described below, to 9020AB, LLC (a.k.a. JetSky) for aircraft sales, maintenance, and storage. The tenant wishes to stay and expand at the Airport; however, the tenant currently lacks appropriate space for its operations.

“Property 1” (currently leased to 9020AB, LLC):
9020 Airport Blvd. Leesburg, FL 34788

Land – 26,447.753 sq. ft. 

Rent – $330.60 / month plus tax

Structure – $0.00 (the hangar belongs to the tenant and it has not reverted to the City)

“Property 2” (new property):
32746 Echo Dr. Leesburg, FL 34788 

Land – 29,960.02 sq. ft.

Rent – $374.50 / month plus tax

Structure – $180,000.00 cash (pre-paid lease)

The ground rent is based on Fair Market Value according to appraisals conducted on the airport. The appraiser has determined that $0.15 per square feet per year is appropriate for aeronautical use of land. The rent is adjusted by CPI every 2 years.

The structure of Property 2 is being conveyed to the tenant based on Fair Market Value according to the appraisals conducted on the property. The original appraisal determined that $250,000.00 is appropriate for such hangar. However, a second appraisal/inspection determined that $180,000.00 is appropriate for the hangar due to its current conditions. The total amount is to be paid by the tenant on October 1st, 2014. Additionally, tenant is responsible for all future maintenance and repairs.

The term of years was based on the maximum permissible by FDOT and FAA in order to allow for depreciation and recovery of investments. The property, including all improvements, is to revert back to the City upon termination of the Lease Agreement.

Additionally, the tenant is to complete the following improvements within 2 years of the approval of these leases:

Property 1:
· Install epoxy floor

· Install overhead crane

· Add covered parking

Property 2:
· Rehab ramp 

· Rehab taxilane adjacent to the hangar

Ordinance amending Section 22-181 of the Code of Ordinances pertaining to utility deposits; amending Section 22-263  pertaining to nonpayment of utility deposit bills.

Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends adopting an amendment to Section 22-181 of the code of ordinances, creating a new residential utility deposit policy.

Analysis:
A goal of the City Commission is to provide quality utility services to the citizens and customers of Leesburg Utilities.  Over the past several months, the City of Leesburg management staff has been reviewing the Customer Service policies and procedures and has identified that the current residential utility deposit is punitive and difficult to administer.  As a result, (1) customers are forced to pay unreasonably high deposits; and, (2) the complexity of administering the deposit policy is a primary reason for the back-log in customer services. While the policy was implemented in a time to protect the City from high write-offs during the down turn in the economy, staff is recommending that some financial risk be absorbed by the organization in order to provide better overall service.  

Specifically the proposed policy implements the following:
1. More affordable flat fees for all customers ($200 – Electric, $50, Water, $50 Gas); 

2. Return deposits to customers after 24 months, if a good credit history is experienced;

3. Waives deposits completely, if the customer signs up for 12 months of auto pay; and,

4. Provide waiver of deposit for customers with two accounts.
In making a recommendation that significantly changes policy, staff completed and attached information to justify the action.  Those research parameters included:

1. A review of other utility deposit requirements;

2. Developing a deposit amount based on average residential usage; and,

3. Historic review of utility write-offs.

Options:
1.  Approve the changes to Ordinance #22-181

Fiscal Impact:  

The new utility deposit policy may increase the yearly write-offs slightly. The finance department will monitor the write-offs to avoid negative impact to the budget and report to the Commission accordingly.

ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 22-181 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO UTILITY DEPOSITS; AMENDING SECTION 22-263 PERTAINING TO NONPAYMENT OF UTILITY BILLS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, that:

SECTION 1. 

Section 22-181, of Chapter 22 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety to read as follows:  

Sec. 22-181. - Utility deposit policy.

A. Policies. The following policy shall govern all deposits made for utilities provided by this chapter. 
1) Residential Deposits.
These requirements shall apply to deposits for utility service to single family residential structures, or to multi-family residential units which are individually metered. Deposits for multi-family residential units with a master meter shall be subject to the requirements for nonresidential customers.
a) Residential Deposit Amounts

Requirement for Each Utility is as Follows:

Electric

$200.00

Gas            
$  50.00

Water             
$  50.00

b) Utility Application

All customers must complete a utility application for new service, or transfer of service, provide state issued photo identification or driver's license, and agree to a personal identity check.  Applicant will be required to pay the City for the cost of the identity check at time of application.

c) Multiple Deposits and Transfer of Service

A residential customer may use his Good Credit History to obtain service to a new account if the customer changes residences within the utility area. A residential customer may transfer his credit status to a maximum of two (2) residential units, one of which is his primary residence. 

When a current residential customer transfers to a new location, utility service can be provided to both locations simultaneously for seven (7) days without posting an additional deposit. Deposit and/or final bill will be transferred to the new location. If customer has a Good Credit History with the City of Leesburg at the time of the transfer, no additional deposit will be required. Transfer of service only applies to those services transferred between residences served by City of Leesburg utilities. 

d) Refunds

To a refund of the deposit, a customer must have Good Credit History with the City’s utility services.  

Good Credit History- This term shall mean that within the previous twenty-four (24) consecutive months, the utility customer has had no more than either:

(a) Two (2) late payments, 

(b) Two (2) Non-Sufficient Funds or return checks,

(c) One (1) check written on a closed account, or

(d) A customer has not been processed more than twice for disconnection of services.

Deposits shall be refunded to any residential customer whose service addresses have received utility service for 24 continuous months or more after making said utility service deposit and if said customer has established a Good Credit History. 
Before refunding any deposit, the City finance director may require adequate proof of ownership and eligibility for the refund.  

e) Application of Deposits

Deposits will be applied to account balances upon calculation of final bill.  The city retains the right to apply any refundable deposit against the customer's account(s) when a balance exists and then to refund any credit balance remaining. 

f) Auto Pay Option

Exemption from these deposit requirements will be granted for those customers who enroll in auto pay for twelve (12) months.  After the first auto pay return/non-payment, the deposit will be billed in one installment.  

g) Name Change on Deposit 
For a residential deposit, transfers may be made when authorized by the current account holder or upon proof of death, divorce, or other legal documentation indicating a necessary or required change in the deposit ownership. 

h) Deposit Wavier

The deposit required for residential service for present customers shall be waived for customers with 24 months’ service within the two-year period preceding a new application for service, with waiver determination made based on the customer demonstrating Good Credit History (as defined above) during the preceding 24 month period. 

i) Accounts Subject to Possible Additional Deposit

Poor Credit History:  The City of Leesburg reserves the right to require an additional deposit if any of the following has occurred on a utility customer’s account in the past twenty-four (24) consecutive months:

(a) More than two (2) late payments, 

(b) More than two (2) Non-Sufficient Funds or return checks,

(c) More than one (1) check written on a closed account,

(d) A customer has been processed more than twice for disconnection of services.

(e) Improper use of a credit card

The additional utility deposit amount will be two times the rolling twelve month customer billing average.  

2) Non-Residential Deposits

a) Amount of Deposit for Non-Residential Customers
A utility deposit equal to two and one-half (2.5) times an estimated monthly average is required for all locations. 

b) Cash Deposit Requirements

For non-residential accounts in existence on or before the effective date of this Ordinance, the City will continue to accept bonds and/or letters of credits in lieu of a cash deposit.  If an existing account has poor credit history (as defined above), customer will be required to put up a deposit as a new nonresidential account holder. 

If the new non – residential account is established after the effective date of this Ordinance, a cash deposit will be required unless the deposit is greater than ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00). If greater than ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00), the city will accept one-half (½) cash deposit and one-half (½) bond and/or letter of credit, in a form and from a surety or bank acceptable to the City, due upon initiation of services. The bank issuing a letter of credit must have physical locations within the State of Florida.

c) Installment Payments

If any non-residential utility deposit required by this Code exceeds the sum of one thousand dollars ($1,000), the customer may elect to pay the deposit in not more than three (3) monthly installments, each equal to one-third (1/3) of the total amount of the deposit. The first installment shall be due at the time service is initiated, and the two (2) remaining installments shall be payable as part of the first two (2) monthly utility bills rendered to the customer. Failure to remit timely any monthly installment shall be grounds for termination of the utility service for which the deposit is required. Customers who have failed to timely pay installments due on a utility deposit shall not be eligible to elect to pay any future utility deposits on an installment basis. 
d) Utility Application

All customers must complete a utility application for new service, or transfer of service, provide state issued photo identification or driver's license, and agree to a personal identity check.  Applicant will be required to pay the City for the cost of the identity check at time of application.

e) Reevaluation of Deposits 
At any time after six (6) months' service the city may reevaluate the monthly bill and adjust the deposit up or down depending on billing history. 

f) Transfers

When a non-residential customer transfers from one location to another, a utility deposit equal to two and one-half (2½) times an estimated monthly average of the new location will be required. Transfer of service only applies to those services transferred between locations served by City of Leesburg utilities. 
g) Multiple Locations

When a customer transfers to a new location, utility service can be provided to both locations simultaneously for fifteen (15) days without posting an additional deposit. 

h) Master Rental Utility Deposits

From time to time the rental community needs to obtain utilities to facilitate cleanup and repairs to remarket properties. The customer service manager is provided authority to negotiate master deposits for landlords and or property owners that measures the risk associated with the services provided. Utility charges for services provided will be billed to the landlords or property owners. 

i) Application of Deposits

Deposits will be applied to account balances upon calculation of final bill.  The city retains the right to apply any refundable deposit against the customer's account(s) when a balance exists and then to refund any credit balance remaining. 

j) Non-Residential Deposit Transfer 

To transfer to a different customer/owner, in the event of death or divorce or when a business has purchased all assets and the legal documents specifically state that the utility deposits are part of the assets transferred to the new owners, deposits may be transferred.  Legal documents must be provided to substantiate qualification for transfer under this subsection. 

3) Noncompliance

Failure to comply with the City of Leesburg Deposit Policy will result in refusal of utility services or disconnection of utility services.  

4) Future Policy Changes

The City Manager and Finance Director are authorized, by joint action, to establish such further policies and procedures to implement this section, not inconsistent with anything contained in this section, as they may deem necessary from time to time, which policies and procedures shall be presented to the City Commission for its approval by Resolution, prior to the implementation thereof.

SECTION II.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION III.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION IV.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Staff Recommendation:  

Staff requests the City Commission approve the ordinance for the Fire and Emergency Medical Services Agreement between the City of Leesburg and Lake County.

Analysis: 

The ISBA for south Leesburg was adopted on March 14, 2013 which covers the south portion of Leesburg. As a continuation of the ISBA process, staff has also completed the ISBA – North for the remaining area of Leesburg. The ISBAs also require adoption of a Fire and Emergency Medical Services Agreement between the city and county which has been completed for adoption by the Commission. With the adoption of these agreements, the City will be able to annex non-contiguous property into Leesburg. An example of non-contiguous property that needs to be annexed is White Marsh Subdivision which is adjacent to Plantation on the south and US27. There are currently one-hundred completed homes in Phase I and an additional one-hundred homes planned for Phase II which need City utilities. FIRE AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN The City of LEESBURG and Lake County

AS PROVIDED IN THE INTERLOCAL SERVICE BOUNDARY AGREEMENT DATED__________ _____, 2014

This Fire and Emergency Medical Services Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made by and between the City of Leesburg, a Florida municipality, (“Leesburg”) and Lake County, a political subdivision of the State of Florida (the “County”). Leesburg and County may collectively be referred to as the parties.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth in the Agreement, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

1. RECITALS.  The above recitals are true and correct and, by this reference, are hereby incorporated into and made an integral part of this Agreement.

2. INTENT OF THIS AGREEMENT.

a.  County and Leesburg entered into the ISBA agreement in February, 2013.  The purpose of the ISBA agreement was to outline the future growth area of Leesburg, to provide an orderly process for incorporation of such area into the city limits of Leesburg, while at the same time ensuring that municipal type services would be provided to residents and property owners of the area by either Leesburg or County, without unduly increasing the cost or operational burden on either government entity.

b.  One of the key services that is affected by the ISBA is the provision of fire and emergency medical services to residents, visitors and property owners in the ISBA area. Annexations which are noncontiguous to existing city limits or which create enclaves or pockets exacerbate the issues in providing fire and emergency medical services to such areas. The intent of the ISBA and this agreement is that an accord providing for automatic aid and response by Leesburg and County fire departments within the ISBA area is a prerequisite to allowing these types of annexations.  This agreement is intended to fulfill such prerequisite.

c.  At the same time, Leesburg and County wish to ensure that the citizens of each entity are compensated for services provided outside their jurisdiction.  This agreement is intended to provide a mechanism to allocate such costs fairly in order to achieve this purpose.

d.  While the portions of this agreement regarding compensation have provisions authorizing a review and possible revision as to the amounts of compensation, by its very nature, the impacts of this agreement will be irreversible once annexations occur.  Thus it is the intent of the parties that the provisions of this agreement shall remain in force until an amendment to this agreement or the ISBA which would affect the obligations contained in this agreement is approved by COUNTY and LEESBURG.  However, compensation amounts may be adjusted as provided herein.

3. FIRE AND RESCUE SERVICES.  
a.  COUNTY and LEESBURG agree to respond automatically to assist the other for all types of emergencies including fire, medical emergencies, rescue, hazardous material, extrication, and natural and accidental disasters within the Leesburg ISBA area, as well as in adjacent areas pursuant to Section (d) below.  The provisions of this agreement do not apply to non-emergency calls, as defined in vii. below.

i.  The parties agree to provide such assistance on an automatic aid basis utilizing the available units nearest to the incident.  

ii.  This agreement is not intended and shall not be construed to in any way deprive COUNTY or LEESBURG of any jurisdictional powers that such entity may have, nor is it the intention of the parties to combine their individual departments into a single department or district providing the services encompassed by this agreement.

iii.  For purposes of this agreement, automatic aid shall be defined as the immediate response of emergency personnel closest to the scene, regardless of whether such personnel are from the jurisdiction where the incident is located.  The automatic aid shall be based on a predefined process agreed to pursuant to vii. below that results in the immediate response of emergency personnel to the scene of an emergency.  COUNTY and LEESBURG shall mutually agree on the level of response that different types of incidents will require, and units will be dispatched accordingly.  All in service units of COUNTY and LEESBURG shall be available to be dispatched, unless involved in another call, if such response is required based on the necessary level of response that is required.

iv.  During the term of this agreement, COUNTY and LEESBURG agree that they will continue to utilize Lake Emergency Medical Services, Inc. (hereinafter “LEMS”) (or any successor entity approved both by COUNTY and LEESBURG) for dispatching of fire and emergency medical services. 

v.  During the term of this agreement, COUNTY and LEESBURG agree that they will install and maintain Automatic Vehicular Locator Systems (hereinafter “AVL”) on all emergency response vehicles in their fleets that are located in or near the ISBA area; such Automatic Vehicular Locator Systems shall be compatible with computer and radio systems maintained by LEMS.  COUNTY agrees to utilize County Fire Impact Fees for the initial purchase of an AVL for any LEESBURG response vehicle that does not currently have one; LEESBURG will be responsible to purchase such units for vehicles placed in service after the effective date.  LEESBURG and COUNTY will be responsible for maintenance and operating charges for AVL’s on their own vehicles.

vi.  While providing automatic response, an entity that is responding outside its jurisdiction shall be subject to the orders and directions of the officer in charge of the operations.  If an officer for the jurisdiction in which the incident is located is not available at the scene, the highest-ranking officer from the responding party will control the scene until its termination or an officer from the jurisdiction in which the incident has occurred arrives and scene control is properly transferred.  COUNTY and LEESBURG shall utilize National Fire Protection Standards and National Incident Management System (NIMS) standards to ensure that the Incident Command System, the Personnel Accountability System and other standards are adhered to.

vii.  The Chiefs of the fire departments and the Executive Director of LEMS or their designees, will meet and draft, and may thereafter revise, a written plan for the procedures and operations necessary to effectively implement this agreement. The written plan shall include a definition of non-emergency calls and shall include the process described in iii. above.  Should a disagreement arise between such Chiefs and/or Executive Director, the matter shall be referred to the Managers for COUNTY and LEESBURG for resolution.  Any dispute or disagreement that cannot be resolved at this level shall be resolved utilizing the dispute resolution process of the ISBA Agreement.

viii.  Nothing in this agreement shall prohibit COUNTY or LEESBURG from sending additional resources to an incident located within their respective jurisdiction, even if such resources are not required by the plan for procedures and operations approved by the fire chiefs of COUNTY and LEESBURG.

ix.  COUNTY and LEESBURG agree that they will not locate or establish a new fire station that is located in the jurisdiction of the other or close a fire station within the ISBA area without the written permission of the other party. 

x.  Nothing in this agreement shall affect any other mutual aid agreements that are or may be in existence between COUNTY and LEESBURG or any other governmental unit for areas not included within this agreement.

b.  It is the intent of this agreement to allocate the costs of an agency responding to an event in the other’s jurisdiction through a method whereby compensation is set based upon the type of call.  At the end of each quarter, the number of calls that COUNTY and LEESBURG respond to in the other’s jurisdiction shall be reviewed, calculated and compensation shall be paid as follows:

i.  At the end of each quarter, calls responded to in the other agency’s jurisdiction shall be determined, utilizing call data maintained by the dispatch agency. Only calls where the dispatcher dispatched a unit based on the predefined process described above shall be counted.  As indicated earlier, COUNTY or LEESBURG have the right to send units to a call without being dispatched; however, in such a case, such call shall not be calculated for purposes of compensation.  For purposes of this provision “self-dispatched” calls shall be defined, based on dispatch records, as calls wherein the dispatcher did not call the unit to the scene.

ii.  Determination of compensable calls.  The following rules shall be used to determine the number of compensable calls:

1.  For purposes of medical calls, each vehicle that is dispatched shall be considered a separate call.

2.  For purposes of fire calls, each call for service to an incident shall be considered one call, regardless of the number of vehicles that are dispatched.

3.  Calls that are dispatched for non-emergency purposes shall not be counted as a response by COUNTY or LEESBURG for purposes of this agreement and neither agency shall be required to respond to such non-emergency call, although they may respond if they wish.

4.  Calls that are self-dispatched meaning responses that are to an incident where the dispatcher did not call that unit shall not be counted as a response for purposes of this agreement.

5.  Calls that are dispatched due to an automobile accident shall be counted as a medical call incident.
6.  Additional rules and compensation amounts regarding specific types of calls may be applied if approved in writing by the City Manager of LEESBURG and County Manager of COUNTY.
iii.  At the end of each quarter, the number of calls for the prior quarter shall be reviewed to determine if either COUNTY or LEESBURG responded to more calls outside their jurisdiction than were responded to inside their jurisdiction.  For this purpose, separate calculations shall be made for emergency medical response and fire response.  A call which is made by the dispatcher, but subsequently cancelled shall be calculated as half (½) of a call.  For each category of calls, the number of calls that one party responded to that exceeds the number of calls the other party responded to shall be the “net number of calls”.  Only the net number of calls shall be compensable.  By way of illustration, in a quarter if LEESBURG were to answer fifty (50) calls in COUNTY’s jurisdiction, and COUNTY were to answer forty-five (45) calls in LEESBURG’s jurisdiction, the net five (5) calls would be compensable from COUNTY to  LEESBURG.

iv.  Net calls shall be compensated in the following amounts:

1. Medical Call:

$100 per call.  

2. Fire Call:

$500 per call.  

c. General Provisions relating to Fire and Medical Services Response:

i.  Neither COUNTY nor LEESBURG shall assume any liability for the acts, omissions, or negligence of the other.  Each shall be solely responsible for their own negligence and the negligence if their employees and agents.  Nothing in this agreement is intended to act as a waiver of sovereign immunity.

ii.  Effective date and Redetermination of reimbursement.

1.  The effective date for the automatic aid portion of this agreement shall be November 1, 2014, and this agreement shall continue in force and effect unless this Agreement or the ISBA Agreement is modified or terminated in such a way to terminate or amend this agreement.

2.  The compensation amounts in (b)(iv) above are estimates that have been agreed to by COUNTY and LEESBURG.  It is also possible that during the term of this agreement costs may change.  Within ninety (90) days after September 8, 2017, and every three (3) years thereafter on the same date, should either party believe that such amounts should be adjusted, it shall notify the other in writing. Upon such notification, the Chiefs of the fire departments and the Executive Director of LEMS or their designees shall meet to renegotiate such rates.  Should a disagreement arise which cannot be resolved, the matter shall be referred to the Managers for COUNTY and LEESBURG for resolution. Any dispute or disagreement that cannot be resolved at this level shall be resolved utilizing the dispute resolution process of this ISBA Agreement.

d.  Additional Parties:  There are other governmental units that provide fire and emergency medical response in areas adjacent to the Leesburg ISBA area.  These include Tavares, Fruitland Park, and the Villages Center Community Development District (VCCDD).  It is possible that agreements similar to this one, between COUNTY and one or more of those entities, may be negotiated and entered into.  In such a case, it may be of benefit to LEESBURG and COUNTY to incorporate one or more of those additional areas into this agreement by amendment in order to provide a seamless emergency response system. The parties agree that such an amendment may be made only if agreed to in writing by LEESBURG and COUNTY.

e.  In making the determination of amounts due under this agreement, data from LEMS’s dispatch shall be used as the basis to determine the number of calls which are to be counted as interagency calls.  Within thirty (30) days after the end of each quarter, LEMS will prepare a report and send it to LEESBURG and COUNTY.  LEESBURG and COUNTY shall have fifteen (15) days to review such report, and to object.  Should either party object to the report or the data contained therein, the County Manager and City Manager shall meet within fifteen (15) days to attempt to resolve such objection.  Should the managers be unable to resolve such objection, payment shall be made for the portion of the report that is not in dispute, and the parties shall select a Certified Professional Accounting Firm which shall conduct a review and render a decision on the dispute. The decision of the Certified Public Accounting Firm shall be final and binding on all parties to this agreement.  The costs of the Certified Accounting Firm shall be borne equally by COUNTY and LEESBURG.

f.  Any payments that are due to another party to this agreement shall be made within twenty-five (25) days after the delivery of the report described in Section (e) above, unless an objection is filed.  In such a case, the undisputed portions of the report shall be paid and the balance shall be due within fifteen (15) days after resolution of the dispute. 

4. ANNEXATION.  Section 3 (c) of the ISBA, as originally written, authorized the immediate annexation of properties which met Part I of Chapter 171, Florida Statutes, Enclaves as authorized by s. 171.046, Florida Statutes, and properties listed on Schedule B-1 for each municipality. The ISBA requires that any annexation comply with the requirements of Part II of Chapter 171, specifically s. 171.204 and s. 171.205.  In addition, the ISBA authorized the annexation of properties located on Schedule B-2 for a municipality which has entered an agreement relating to fire and emergency medical services with the County, and for additional annexations within the municipal area with the approval of the County.  It is the intent of this agreement to broaden that authority granted by the ISBA, and to authorize any annexation within the Leesburg ISBA area, whether or not listed on B-1 or B-2, on or after March 1, 2014, so long as the requirements of Part II of Chapter 171, specifically s. 171.204 and s. 171.205 are complied with.

5. ISBA AGREEMENT.  Nothing in this agreement is intended to abrogate any of the provisions of the ISBA, except as specifically provided herein.  Paragraphs 11-21 and Paragraph 23 of the ISBA are incorporated herein by reference and shall be a part of this agreement.

Purchase request for annual hardware and software maintenance and support for all CISCO computer network hardware and software.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the purchase request to Veytec, Inc. for a total amount of $42,750.34.
Analysis:
The City operates an extensive computer network.  The network is comprised of a significant amount of computer hardware such as switches, firewalls, and routers.  This purchase is for the annual maintenance and support through CISCO for all of the hardware.

A small portion of this purchase is being charged to Smart Grid.  This cost is for the CISCI switches and firewall hardware used on the Smart Grid system.  The remaining cost is charged to the IT outside maintenance budget.

The cost of the maintenance has increased over last years’ amount of $35,659.15.  This was due to two additional switches purchased in order to move some equipment from City Hall to the new data center at the LMSC building.
Procurement Analysis:

In this instance, the maintenance and support services are purchased through a CISCO authorized reseller.  The Purchasing Division requested quotes from authorized CISCO resellers listed on the State of Florida Information Technology Contract. Two responses were received with Veytec, Inc. submitting the lowest complete quote on the required support items.

Staff Recommendation:
Ratify Collective Bargaining Agreements (CBA) between the City of Leesburg and Police Benevolent Association (PBA) – Corporal/Sergeant Unit and Officer/Detective Unit.
Analysis:
In January 2014, the Commission approved a two-year CBA between both units of the PBA (FY 14 and FY 15).  Pursuant to that agreement, the City and the PBA were required to open the agreement in order to discuss wages for FY 15.  Staff has negotiated accordingly:

· No modifications to the current CBA except consideration for wage openers;

· Two year extension to the contract for FY 16 and FY 17;

· Five percent wage increase for FY 15 only;

· Wage openers for FY 16 and FY 17; and,

· Cap of PTO pay-outs at separation for the duration of the Agreement.

As a result of these negotiations, only three articles in the agreement require modification – those being Articles 16, 34 and 36.  Those articles have been attached for your review.  To minimize the length of your packet and because all other language in the Agreement remains the same, the remaining article have not been included.  Should you like to review those articles, please contact the City Manager and those articles can be provided.

Please note both units of the PBA conducted ratification votes on the proposed CBA on August 28, 2014.  The proposed CBA was ratified by both units with vote margins of 42-0 (49 eligible voters) and 11-0 (12 eligible voters). 
Fiscal Impact:  
The proposed 5% wage adjustment and COLA has been programed into the FY 15 budget which is balanced.  The proposed CBA require negotiations and another ratification vote for potential wage increases in FY 16 and FY 17.

Approve the interlocal agreement and the resolution relating to the creation and establishment of an intergovernmental investment pool pursuant to section 218.415.

Staff Recommendation:
Management recommends the approval of the inter local agreement and the Resolution relating to the creation and establishment of an intergovernmental investment pool pursuant to section 218.415, Florida Statutes, and section 163.01, Florida Statutes.  
Analysis:
The City of Leesburg, the City of Fellsmere and the City of North Lauderdale, Florida (the "Cities") propose creating one or more intergovernmental investment pools. In order to create the intergovernmental investment pools, the Cities will create a separate legal entity to be known as the Florida Fixed Income Reserves Series Trust ("Florida FIRST") pursuant to an interlocal agreement by and between the Cities in accordance with the Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969.  Florida FIRST will be governed by the representatives of the local governments and other qualified entities participating in the intergovernmental investment pools created by Florida FIRST.  

Bryant Miller Olive has provided legal services in designing the structure for the proposed intergovernmental investment pool.  The structure allows for increased flexibility by both allowing the creation of multiple intergovernmental investment pools through a single entity and streamlining the process by which a local government or other qualified entity may participate in an intergovernmental investment pool.  Removing the need for the local government or other qualified entity to adopt and join the interlocal agreement simplifies the process and the documentation.  In addition, under this structure, Florida FIRST will have all of the privileges and immunities from liability and exemptions from laws, ordinances and rules which apply to municipalities.  Although other types of local governments and special districts may participate as investors, the creation of Florida FIRST by the three municipalities allows the entity to exercise broad powers for governmental, corporate or proprietary purposes.
Once established, Florida FIRST will adopt one or more indentures creating specific intergovernmental investment pools that will offer local governments and other qualified entities (i) diversified and professionally managed portfolios to meet their investment needs, (ii) economies of scale creating greater purchasing powers, and (iii) lower costs associated with the investment and reinvestment of any surplus public funds.
Options:
1.  Approve the Inter local agreement and the Resolution.
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
There is no fiscal impact to the City of Leesburg.  This will give the City another money market fund option for the City’s investments.  Once incorporated, the City does not have any other obligation to stay in the newly created money market fund.

A RESOLUTION OF THe city commission OF 
THE CITY OF leesburg, FLORIDA, RELATING TO THE creation and establishment of an intergovernmental investment pool pursuant to SECTION 218.415, florida statutes, and section 163.01, FLORIDA STATUTES; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT RELATING TO THE creation and ESTABLISHMENT OF THE FLORIDA FIXED INCOME RESERVES SERIES TRUST ("Florida FIRST"); APPROVING THE FORM OF SUCH INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT AND DIRECTING EXECUTION THEREOF; [APPROVING the investment and reinvestment of certain surplus funds of the CITY in the intergovernmental investment pool to be created and established by florida FIRST AND APPOINTING A REPRESENTATIVE]; PROVIDING CERTAIN OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH; AND PROVIDING AN EFFEC​TIVE DATE.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE city commission OF THE CITY OF leesburg, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.
AUTHORITY.  This Resolution of the City Commission of  the City of Leesburg, Florida (the "City") is adopted pursuant to the provisions of Section 163.01, Florida Statutes (the "Interlocal Act"), Section 218.415, Florida Statutes (the "Local Government Investment Act"), Chapter 166, Part II, Florida Statutes, Article VIII, Section 2 of the Florida Constitution, and other applicable provisions of law (collectively, the "Act").

SECTION 2.
FINDINGS.
It is hereby ascertained, determined and declared as follows:

(A) Article VIII, Section 2 of the Florida Constitution and Section 166.021, Florida Statutes, provides that municipalities have the governmental, corporate and proprietary powers to enable them to conduct municipal government, perform municipal functions, and render municipal services, and may exercise any power for municipal purposes, except when expressly prohibited by law, and Section 166.021 defines a municipal purpose to mean any activity or power which may be exercised by the state or its political subdivisions.
(B) The Local Government Investment Act, authorizes any "unit of local governmental" within the state and not part of state government, including, but not limited to the following and the officers thereof:  any county, municipality, school district, special district, clerk of circuit court, sheriff, property appraiser, tax collector, supervisor of elections, authority, board, public corporation, or any other political subdivision of the state (each a "Unit of Local Government" and, collectively, "Units of Local Government") to invest and reinvest any surplus public funds in their control or possession in any intergovernmental investment pool authorized pursuant the Interlocal Act.
(C) The Interlocal Act authorizes the City to enter into an interlocal agreement to jointly exercise any power, privilege or authority which other local governments share in common and which each might exercise separately, permitting municipalities to make the most efficient use of their power by enabling them to cooperate on a basis of mutual advantage and thereby provide services in a manner and pursuant to forms of governmental organization that are in their best interests.
(D) The powers and authority granted by the Interlocal Act are in addition and are supplemental to the powers and authority granted by any other general, local or special law.
(E) Section 163.01(7), Florida Statutes, authorizes the City to create a separate legal entity created pursuant to an interlocal agreement, and such separate legal entity shall possess the common powers specified in an interlocal agreement and may exercise such powers in the manner or according to the method provided in an interlocal agreement.

(F) The City desires to execute and deliver an interlocal agreement providing for the creation and establishment of a separate legal entity to be known as the Florida Fixed Income Reserves Series Trust ("Florida FIRST") and setting forth, among other things, the purpose, mission and the powers of such entity, all in accordance with the Act (the "Interlocal Agreement"). 

(G) The intergovernmental investment pools to be created and authorized by Florida FIRST in accordance with the Act are needed and appropriate and will (i) offer diversified and professionally managed portfolios to meet investment needs, (ii) result in economies of scale creating greater purchasing powers, and (iii) provides the opportunity to lower the costs associated with the investment and reinvestment of any surplus public funds in the control or possession of Units of Local Government or other qualifying entities.

[(H)
The City further desires to invest and reinvest a portion of its surplus public funds in the intergovernmental investment pool to be established by Florida FIRST as a participating member.]

SECTION 3.
INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT.   

(A) The City Commission of the City is hereby authorized and directed to execute the Interlocal Agreement on behalf of the City, in substantially the form attached hereto as Appendix A, with such changes, alterations and corrections as may be approved by the City Commission; such approval to be conclusively presumed by the execution thereof by the City Commission, and attested by the City Clerk.

(B) Pursuant to the terms of the Act, the City of Leesburg, Florida hereby approves joining and becoming a local governmental member of Florida FIRST by its adoption of this resolution, and upon execution and delivery of the Interlocal Agreement in accordance herewith, the Interlocal Agreement shall be filed as set forth below.
(C) The Interlocal Agreement constitutes a joint exercise of power, privilege or authority by and between the members thereunder and is deemed to be an "interlocal agreement" within the meaning of the Interlocal Act.  The Interlocal Agreement shall be filed with the clerk of the circuit court as provided in Section 163.01(11).

SECTION 4.
INVESTMENT IN THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL INVESTMENT POOL; APPOINTMENT OF REPRESENTATIVE.  Upon Florida FIRST's establishment of an intergovernmental investment pool, the City Commission of the City is hereby authorized to invest and reinvest its surplus public funds in such intergovernmental investment pool.  The City hereby appoints and authorizes the William Spinelli, CPA, Finance Director to be its representative as a Participating Member (as defined in the Interlocal Agreement) and appoints and authorizes James Williams, Deputy Finance Director to be its alternate representative as a Participating Member of Florida FIRST.

SECTION 5.
DIRECTION AND AUTHORITY. 
The officials, officers, attorneys, and other agents or employees of the City are directed and authorized to do all acts and things required of them by this Resolution for the full, punctual and complete performance of all the terms, covenants and agreements provided for herein, and each of the officials, officers, attorneys, or other agents or employees are hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver any and all papers and instruments and to do and cause to be done all acts and things necessary or proper for carrying out the activities and actions contemplated by this Resolution.

SECTION 6.
EFFECTIVE DATE.  
This Resolution shall be effective upon its adoption.

Subject:
Resolution authorizing execution of an agreement for the Main Street Streetscape Project.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends award of the bid to Stage Door II, Inc. and approval of a resolution authorizing execution of a construction services agreement for the Main Street Streetscape Project.

Staff requests the Commission choose between two options (two contracts) for the project.  The options related to the type of material, brick or concrete, used for the traffic lanes and crosswalks.

1) Option 1 – This option will use traffic brick in the travel lanes and crosswalks as the project was designed.  The total contract cost for this option is $2,501,517.00.

2) Option 2 – This option will use decorative stamped concrete in place of the traffic brick in travel lanes and crosswalks.  The total contract cost for this option is $2,377,637.00.
Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to contract with a construction company for the Main Street Streetscape Project from 9th Street to 14th Street.  This project has been presented and discussed in several prior public meetings.

The project generally includes the reconstruction of the water, wastewater, and storm water utilities; relocation of the electric and some communications utilities.  The streetscape elements include reconstruction of sidewalks, roadways, crosswalks, street lighting, landscape and irrigation; as well as construction of gateway and streetscape elements within the streetscape area.
The total cost of the project, either option, has come in over the estimated cost for all elements (streetscape and utilities) of $2,110,000.00.  Two things have been done to mitigate this overage.  The first is the elimination of some fixtures such as pots, benches, and trash receptacles for a total savings of $58,600.00.  These items will be installed at a later date by City forces.

The City will use Owner Direct Purchase as allowed by Florida Administrative Code.  This process allows the City to purchase material directly from the suppliers using the sales tax exemption status.  The conservative estimate on sales tax savings is $70,000.  This savings is not reflected in the contract amount.  The amount of sales tax savings will be calculated after contract award and a deductive change order will be made to reduce the value of the contract by the amount of sales tax avoided through Owner Direct Purchase.

If the Commission selects the use of decorative stamped concrete in place of traffic bricks the City will realize an additional net savings of $123,880.

Procurement Analysis:

On August 4, 2014, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid (ITB) 140451 requesting interested and qualified contractors to submit bids on the Main Street Streetscape Project.  The bid opportunity was advertised in the Orlando Sentinel and Ocala Star Banner.  The Purchasing Division also directly notified known contractors and potential contractors obtained from other government agencies.

On August 12, 2014, a non-mandatory pre-bid meeting was held in the City Commission chambers.  There were two prime contractors and one sub-contractor in attendance.  On September 4, 2014, the Purchasing Division received and publicly opened four sealed bid responses.  Those responses are summarized here.

The City’s Local Vendor Preference policy was applied to the bid evaluation.  C.W. Roberts qualifies as a Tier II Local Vendor and receives a 2% preference.  Application of this preference to their bid did not result in their bid being the lowest.

Purchasing Division and Public Works staff have reviewed the bids received.  Staff has deemed Stage Door II, Inc. as responsible and submitting the lowest responsive bid.  Staff therefore recommends award of the bid to Stage Door II, Inc.  Project references for Stage Door II have been verified with the City of Sanford and Orange County.  All reference checks were returned as favorable.
