Notices of Appearance shall be subject to a determination of standing, if challenged.  The Chairman of the Commission may allow participa​tion by persons filing a Notice of Appear​ance after the five day deadline, upon a determination of excusable neglect.  Any Notice of Appearance filed shall include the right to appear in person or by way of a lawyer or other authorized representative, whether mentioned in the notice or not.  Any person, who wishes to speak at the meeting, and not cross-examine witnesses, does not need to file a Notice of Appearance.
