PUBLIC HEARING CASE #093-2-081805 – RICHARD AND JENNY COHEN – C & D THIN PAVERS & COPING

STAFF REQUEST REVIEW OF PROPOSED VIOLATIONS OF THE CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR C & D THIN PAVERS & COPYING TO EXTEND A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR CONCRETE PRODUCT (BRICK PAVERS) MANUFACTURING OPERATION, PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2009 TALLY ROAD GENERALLY AT THE CORNER INTERSECTION OF TALLY ROAD AND TALLY BOX ROAD, AS LEGAL​LY DESCRIB​ED.  SEC. 15, TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. 

Dan Miller presented staff's case in support to the request.  He presented Exhibit A, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, legal description, aerial photos, surrounding land use maps and property photos. Laura McElhannan, Director of Community Development presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial photograph, surrounding zoning map, flood zone and wetlands map and photographs of the property.

Dan Miller then reviewed and summarized the request as recommended by staff for amending the conditional use permit, which the applicant satisfied all complaints received.  Discussions ensued.  Bruce Duncan, Attorney for the applicant addressed the Board by giving a brief summary of the requirements specified by city staff.  He also stated the applicant never received any complaints from the neighbors south of the property.

David Rivers, C & D Thin Pavers representative sworn in by Debra Galloway.  Mr. River using overhead visuals gave presentation of the studies conducted:

· Ground vibrations study

Mr. Rivers stated that all studies conducted were compliance with OSHA and EPA ordinances of similar cities.
