Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval to proceed with asbestos abatement and demolition of old Public Works site.

Analysis:
The Department of Public Works recently relocated all Public Works personnel to 550 S. 14th Street,  leaving the old site at 413 N. Boulevard vacant.  The long range plan for the vacated facility included demolition of existing structures.  Staff has completed an asbestos survey and report.  Staff has obtained firm costs for asbestos removal ($7,437.50) and demolition of structures ($48,647.00).  These activities will be performed by Central Environmental Services, Inc., who has a continuing contract with the City of Leesburg.

Purchase Requisition #37444 to Stage Line Mobile Stage, Inc. for the Public Works Department Fleet Division

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase requisition #37444 to Stage Line Mobile Stage, Inc. for the Public Works Department Fleet Division for $120,255.

Analysis:
This purchase is for a new mobile stage trailer that will be assigned to the Parks and Recreation Department and used at City sponsored events.  Currently, the City must rent staging equipment for many downtown events.  Stage rental requires setup many days in advance and remains in place several days after the event until the company can remove the stage.  The purchase of this mobile stage trailer will provide the City flexibility to erect the stage shortly before the event and remove it immediately following the event.  The mobile stage will also allow for use of the stage anywhere the trailer can be placed and leveled.  There are many functions currently sponsored by the City and Parks & Recreation that could benefit from a stage.

The Purchasing Department issued Request for Proposal 70052.  There are several essential, minimum requirements needed by the City.  Two of the most important are 1) the stage can be towed by a 1 ton rated pick-up; 2)  That the stage can be setup by one (1) person in less than 1 hour without the use of hand tools, loose bolts, nuts, or fasteners.  The successful vendor must meet both of these requirements.

Potential suppliers were notified both through direct solicitations and DemandStar.com.  On November 3, 2006 Purchasing received two responses to the Request for Proposal.  Only Stage Line Mobile Stage, Inc. met all of the minimum requirements, specifically the towing capacity requirement.  The mobile stage from the second respondent, Wenger, requires a towing vehicle in excess of a 1 ton rating.  The quoted price is reasonable and very close to our initial cost estimate.  The selected product will meet the needs of the City.

The base bid from Stage Line Mobile Stage Inc. for the SL100 model is $108,770.  The Parks and Recreation Department has selected options to be added to the stage.  The total purchase price with options is $120,255.  The proposal comparison sheet is attached for your review as well as the Stage Line price list with the selected options.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of change order #2 with Mark Cook Builders, Inc. for the installation of a new roof for the LBTC for $52,440.00 at the Leesburg Business & Technology Center (LBTC)/Incubator. 

Analysis:

The LBTC will provide space for small and emerging companies and technology entrepreneurship by enabling rapid growth of incubator clients.  The LBTC is currently being renovated to allow for 12 newly renovated offices that will facilitate space for eight (8) new businesses and the remaining offices will be occupied by the Housing & Economic Development Department.  The proposed change order is to allow for removal of the existing rubber roof, and installation of a new base underlayment, mopped granular rubber roof.  The new roof will have a life expectancy of approximately 15 years.  The cost of the change order ($52,440.00) will be paid from grant funding provided by USDA Rural Development and City General funding.

This request requires a two-step approval.  If approved by the Commission, Staff will then apply for a contract change order with the USDA Rural Development Agency.  Approval from the USDA Rural Development Agency is necessary prior to spending grant funds.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Change Order #2 with Wagner Construction Company, LLC.
Analysis:
When bid specifications for the Air Traffic Control Tower were developed, the engineering firm (Wilbur Smith Associates) allowed for only basic electronics and security packages.  The contractor bid accordingly.  Wagner Construction Company, LLC received the contract to provide all of the electronics and security equipment for the tower; Robinson Aviation, Inc. (RVA), was the sub-contractor that performed the work.  RVA strongly suggested that the electronics be upgraded to provide significantly improved reliability, thus reducing equipment downtime and repair costs.  The upgraded equipment has been installed in the ATCT and is working superbly.  The tower has been inspected and certified by the Federal Aviation Administration.  Comments by the Federal Inspector, Ms. Rhonda Phillips, and the Tower Supervisor of Orlando International, have been very positive. 
Please note that Robinson Aviation (RVA), Inc. also has the contract with the Federal Aviation Administration to staff the tower.  RVA also provides staff for over 100 such contract towers through out the United States and Puerto Rico.

The cost associated with Change Order No. 2 represents the improved electronics package, all added security features/equipment, and all electric changes (conduit, wire runs, switches, etc.) to accommodate the upgraded electronics and added security devices.

1.  Approve Change Order #2 with Wagner Construction Company LLC
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
The total cost of Change Order #2 is $89,535.24.  Approval of this change order will require a budget amendment.  The proposed source of funds will include $55,000 from account #001-1821-542-6310 and the balance from 001-7111-571-6410.  The former funding source (General Fund, Capital Projects Fund, Improvements Other Than Buildings, Project #310018) will have funds available due to changes in anticipated FDOT funding.  Since the FDOT will not fund the Cracker Barrel taxilane and ramp project, but will fund the 2nd Phase FBO Ramp Space project, the difference in the cost of the two projects will release $55,000 in General Fund proceeds to be used for this change order.  The latter funding source (General Fund, Library Department, Machinery and Equipment) will have $34,535.24 available due to project savings on the new library.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Change Order #3 with Wagner Construction Company, LLC.
Analysis:
The original bids for the Air Traffic Control Tower were greater than the amount budgeted and the amount of the FDOT Grant.  The entire project was Value Engineered to reduce costs to meet budget.  Staff decided to eliminate painting the outside of the tower and leave the look “concrete0.”  Staff now proposes to paint the tower the same color as the Line Service Building for two reasons:
1. It will aesthetically improve the appearance of the structure.

2. Staff determined the porosity of the concrete is such that the tower should be sealed/painted to prevent possible moisture seepage. 
When the tower was designed, Dura–Stress was requested to include an opening for an escape ladder that could be attached to allow escape if a fire occurred in one of the lower floors or tower cab.  Staff proposes to build and install a metal safety ladder that can be accessed from the catwalk.  An escape door already exists that leads from the tower cab to the catwalk around the tower. This is strictly a safety feature. 

Cost of Painting:  $31,240.00

Cost of Safety Ladder:  $13,760.00

Total cost of Change Order No.3: $45,000.00.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the contract to service and license the non-directional beacon at Leesburg International Airport.
Analysis:

The Non-Directional Beacon (NDB) at Leesburg Regional Airport is a navigational aid and is also used when pilots make non-precision instrument approaches to land on Runway – 31 during periods of inclement weather.  It is critical  the NDB be properly maintained.  If it is out of service, the City must notify the Federal Aviation Administration and issue  a Notice to Airmen (NOTAM) to notify the flying public.

The City entered into a one-year contract with Jim Saulnier for NDB maintenance effective October 1, 2003.  The agreement was then renewed for additional one-year terms in October 2004 and October 2005.  Mr. Saulnier is willing to continue to maintain and license the NDB on an annual basis for the City of Leesburg at the same contractual rate.  He carries the proper amount of insurance and currently maintains licenses for several Non-Directional Beacons and ILS Approach Systems throughout the State of Florida.  Prior repair/inspection results utilizing Signal Connections have been outstanding.
Staff recommends the City of Leesburg enter into another one-year contract with Saulnier Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a/ Signal Connections for the purpose of maintaining and licensing the NDB.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends awarding RFP-06-07 to Z-Coffee Corporation and adopting a resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Z-Coffee Corporation pursuant to RFP-06-07.

Analysis:
The new Leesburg Public Library is being built with an area dedicated to a small café or coffee house.  This area is located in the front corner of the library and may be accessed during non-library hours.  The City issued a Request For Proposal  soliciting interested vendors to submit proposals to provide this food service concession.  Of the proposals received, staff selected Z-Coffee Corporation as the winning company.  Z-Coffee Corporation currently operates cafes in the Orlando Public Library and the Winter Park branch of the Orange County Library System.

On July 10, 2006 the Purchasing Division advertised a Request for Proposals in the local newspapers.  In addition, the Purchasing Division direct mailed the Request for Proposals to over 300 Lake County food service companies.  The mailing list was obtained from the Lake County Economic Development & Tourisms’ Restaurant Guide.  On August 10, 2006 the Purchasing Division received two responses to the Request for Proposal.  Five City staff members independently evaluated the proposals.  The summary of evaluation scores is attached showing the ratings.  Z-Coffee Corporation has been deemed the most responsive vendor.  Staff rated Z-Coffee Corporation’s proposal as best meeting the needs of the City.

The financial highlights of the agreement are as follows:

· Z-Coffee Corporation will pay 5% of pre-tax gross revenue to the City on a monthly basis as rent for the space.

· Payments will commence after an initial 3 month grace period.

· The initial agreement is for a 4 year period.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval to add Weight Watchers at Work as a new wellness benefit program for City employees.

Analysis:

Employees have requested that the Weight Watchers at Work be added to the City’s wellness program.  Currently the City’s wellness program includes LRMC’s Wellness Center, Bodies-N-Motion, Xtreme Fitness and Curves.  The City pays 50% of the monthly membership for our employees to participate.  Once an employee enrolls in one of the current programs, they are obligated to commit to the selected program, financially, for the full fiscal year.  An employee may join a program anytime, but can only “opt out” during an open enrollment period.  If an employee desires to discontinue participating in a selected program during the year, he/she must continue to pay the contracted fee amount through the end of the fiscal year (September 30th).  At the end of the fiscal year, the employee may opt out of the program and all City and employee deductions will stop.

The Weight Watchers at Work program requires a minimum number of participants for their 12 week (15 participants) and 17 week (20 participants) programs.  As with all current wellness programs, participants will be required to commit to the full number of weeks (12 or 17) with no option to drop out.  Employees are requesting the City pay for one-half (1/2) of the program participation costs.


12 week series = 144.00 ($72.00 city - $72.00 employee)


17 week series = 186.00 ($93.00 city - $93.00 employee)

We will not start a program series until the minimum number of participants/employees commit in writing to participate.  We propose the following employee deduction schedule, if approved.

Although funds were not specifically appropriated in accordance with the budget policy, funding should be available within the overall category budgets. The budget process incorporates and anticipates fluctuations in participation.  Impact on the budget is expected to be minimal.  At the end of FY 2007 the budget will be reviewed and if it is determined that an amendment is necessary it will be recommended at that time.

The City of Leesburg owns one AS400 computer system.  At the time that we added a second AS400, we analyzed the cost of purchasing and compared it to the cost of leasing.  For a number of reasons including the ability to regularly replace the computer when new models were available, we decided to lease.  We are proposing to upgrade the computer we own and, at the same time, replace the leased computer with a newer model.  This upgrade is part of the Capital Improvement Plan for fiscal 2007 and is included in the Information Technology fiscal 2007 budget. 

The current computer lease expires on December 31, 2006 and the new computer will be delivered prior to that date. 

The attached proposal details a purchase to upgrade  the existing AS400 computer system owned by the City and a new Term Lease  for the leased AS400 computer system. 

These upgrades will double the capacity of the existing systems and are necessary to accommodate anticipated computer system usage over the next three years. 

The total price for the upgrade of the City’s AS400 computer system is $127,463.00, consisting of $97,659.00 for hardware purchase and three-year maintenance cost of $29,804.00. The total cost of the new-leased AS400 computer system is $199,512.00 in thirty-six monthly payments of $5,542.00. This amount includes system maintenance for the full term of the lease.

Resolution authorizing Certified Public Manager (CPM) Program Pay Incentives

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of pay incentives of 3% for completion of levels 1 – 4 and an additional 6% increase for completion of levels 5 – 8 of the Certified Public Manager Program (CPM).  

Analysis:

The CPM program was created in 1994 to assist state agencies to develop managers in an effort to enhance the quality and productivity of services delivered to the State of Florida.  The program has very successful, with more than 5,000 graduates.

The program seeks to balance the training of skills with educational concepts.  Levels 1-4 emphasize skill building.  Levels 5-7 emphasize broader concepts into a workable problem solving process.  The entire program consists of 8 4-day classes, outside reading, job related projects, and tests.  An average student will take 2 years to complete, provided they are willing to put in an average of 30 hours a month.  Most of these hours are non-paid, evening and weekend hours, when the employee does the non-classroom assignments.

The City of Leesburg first started to participate in this educational program in November 2003.  After a little more than 2 ½ years we have our first graduates. 

We would like to recognize the hard work and perseverance of these employees, but more importantly we would like to encourage others within our organization to take part in this training program.  The results have been documented by the State, and has resulted in improved services to citizens of the State.  We expect similar results for our citizens.

This recommendation is also based on the City’s desire to continue to be a leading edge organization in the attraction and retention of the best employees.  We have learned that when you give employees the opportunity for advancement, the opportunity to improve their skills; and the opportunity for promotion, you become an attractive place to work.  This makes it possible for us to attract the best candidates for vacant positions, and it allows us to retain our best employees.

Staff conducted research regarding program incentives associated with the CPM program and found that several governmental entities have incentive programs associated with completion.  Some incentives include:

· 3% increase in pay for employees completing the program

· A one-time $200 - $500 bonus to employees completing the program

· A 5% increase in pay upon completion of levels 1 – 4 and an additional increase of 5% upon completion of levels 5 – 8.

Our proposal, for 3% followed by 6%, is neither the highest, nor the lowest of these incentive programs.  We believe, however, that it fairly repays the employee for their investment of time and effort, and recognizes their increased value to the organization.

Even an employee who had reached the top of their pay grade, would be entitled to receive the incentives as proposed.  So the incentive is of greater value to a long-term employee.

Authorize the City Manager to pay incentives as recommended to graduates of the Certified Public Manager program.

Fiscal Impact:  

Although funds were not specifically appropriated in accordance with the adopted budget policy, funding should be available within the overall category budgets.  Staff will review the budget at the end of FY 2007 to determine if an amendment is necessary.

Subject:
Ordinance amending Chapter 25 of the Code of Ordinances to require developer-installed natural gas mains in all residential developments and providing standards for determining when natural gas service is reasonably available.   
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the attached ordinance amending Chapter 25 of the Code of Ordinances to require developer-installed natural gas mains in all new residential developments of more than five (5) units and providing standards for determining when natural gas service is reasonably available.  
Analysis:
The City currently requires developer-installed natural gas mains in all new subdivisions within the corporate limits when reasonably available. As currently worded however, the Code does not include apartment complexes as part of this requirement. This ordinance extends the requirement to include all residential developments of more than five (5) units. This amendment assures these residents can take advantage of this reliable and efficient energy source that has historically been much cheaper than electric power.  

Also under this ordinance are standards defining when natural gas is reasonably available.  In determining whether such connection is reasonably available, the City will take into account the cost of other utility infrastructure, the distance to the nearest adequately sized natural gas line, and the number of units within the development, among other considerations relevant to the situation. These standards will assist staff in avoiding the claim that the determination of gas availability is arbitrary. 
Options:
1.  Approve the Ordinance amending Chapter 25 of the City Code; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
This change will have a positive fiscal impact to the gas enterprise fund, relieving it of a seven year financial burden for every apartment complex that would be built under the current code.  The potential savings based on previously constructed apartment complexes would be $40,000 per development.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 25-501 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, PERTAINING TO NATURAL GAS LINE INSTALLATION; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF NATURAL GAS LINES WITHIN residential developments; AMENDING SECTION 25-452, PERTAINING TO REQUIRED MINIMUM IMPROVEMENTS; PROVIDING FOR NATURAL GAS INFRASTRUCTURE AS A REQUIRED IMPROVEMENT; PROVIDING STANDARDS FOR DETERMINING WHEN NATURAL GAS SERVICE IS REASONABLY AVAILABLE;  PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA: 

SECTION 1. 
Section 25‑501 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended, to read as follows: 

Section 25‑501. Natural Gas Line Installation Procedure. 
Natural gas line installation shall be required in all new residential developments of more than five (5) units.   Developer shall insure that not less than 80% of all units in the development be equipped with a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace.  Before any natural gas lines are installed in any such development the following prerequisites must be met: 

1. 
Streets to be Surveyed and Graded. All streets within the area shall be properly surveyed, marked and graded the full width of the right-of-way; 

2.
Costs of Installation. 

A.
Installation by City. Where the natural gas line distribution system is to be installed by the City, the cost of all natural gas lines and appurtenances must be borne by the developer, subdivider or re‑subdivider. Before the city commences any natural gas line construction, the cost, as estimated by the City’s design engineer (or designee), must be paid in cash or a bond sufficient to cover the cost of construction. The cost must be posted by the developer. The developer must connect at the nearest available natural gas supply and must also bear the cost from the nearest point to the subdivision. The City may require the sharing of trench space, which will be dug by the developer’s water and/or electric utility contractor at no charge to the city.   

B. 
Installation by Developer. The developer may at his option install his own natural gas distribution system or contract same to be done by a reliable contracting firm, at the developer's expense. The natural gas system improvements shall become the property of the City after completion. The developer shall guarantee the improvements pursuant to §25-453. 

C. 
Plans and Specifications to be Submitted. Prior to any construction of natural gas line facilities, proposed plans and  specifications must be submitted to the City for preliminary approval. 

D. 
Inspection and Approval. Before facilities are finally accepted by the City, they must be inspected and approval given by the City as to construction, and any deviation or improper construction must be corrected or replaced before facilities can be used or final approval granted. Inspections must be made before any trench may be completely filled. 

3. 
Mains, Lines and Meters to be Property of City. All natural gas lines and connections, will be, and remain, the property of the City and the City will be responsible for the maintenance and repairs of the system. 

4. 
Main Line Specifications. All natural gas line installations, valves and connections shall be installed according to the specifications of the City. Natural gas lines that serve any area must be of a size designated by the City to insure adequate pressures and quantities. 

5. 
Map of Installations. A complete “as built” map of all valves, taps, bends, tees and crosses must be prepared by the design engineer, or by the natural gas system contractor and certified by the design engineer, as designated by the City. 

6. 
Meters are Property of City; Services Charges. Natural gas meters and regulators will be furnished and installed by the City and will remain the property of the City. In any new construction, or in any case in which an existing structure is altered so as to create more than one (1) single‑family dwelling or single unit therein, a meter shall be installed to serve each such single‑family dwelling or single unit; no meter serving more than one (1) single, discrete unit in a building shall be allowed. Charges for the installation of meters, regulators, and services are based on actual cost of labor and materials at time of installation for service. 

SECTION 2. 
Chapter 25, Section 25-452, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 25-452. Required minimum improvements.

(a)     
Streets. Streets shall be constructed in accordance with this section. 

(b)     
Drainage:
1.   Drainage facilities.  All necessary facilities, including but not limited to underground pipe, canals, drainage ditches or grassed swales shall be installed to provide adequate disposal of surface water runoff and to preserve and maintain any natural watercourses; 

2.     Storm water control. The plan for storm water control measures to be provided for the land to be subdivided shall include the methods, works, structures, equipment, grades, falls and other necessary specifications from the origin of surface and percolating waters to final disposition. Such provisions shall be sufficient to prevent flooding, health and sanitation hazards and shall not create or increase such hazards on other lands. 

(c)  
Sanitary sewers. Sanitary sewers will be required when connection to the city sewer system is reasonably available. Where sanitary sewers are installed by developer, these sewers shall conform to requirements of the city, county and state agencies having jurisdiction therefore. 

(d)  
Water lines. Water lines installed shall comply with all regulations of the city, county and state agencies having jurisdiction therefore, and plans for same shall be approved by the city manager. 

(e) Gas mains.  Gas main and service installations will be required when it is determined by the City in its discretion that a connection to the City’s existing natural gas system is reasonably available. In determining whether such a connection is reasonably available, the City shall take into account, among other considerations, the following factors, no single one of which shall be considered determinative in and of itself: 

1. Whether the cost to the developer for connection to the nearest adequately sized city natural gas line exceeds the total cost of natural gas infrastructure within the development, including mains, services, meters and appurtenances. 

2. Whether the cost to the developer for connection to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line exceeds the total cost of connecting the development to the City’s water or wastewater systems;
3. The distance from the development to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line, both standing alone and compared to the distance to the nearest City  water or wastewater lines;
4. Any physical or geographical obstacles to the installation of a line from the development to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line, including but not limited to lakes, streams or other water bodies, and roads, streets, railroads or other public or private rights of way which must be crossed in order to construct the line;

5. The number of residential units within the development as compared to the total cost to the developer for creating a  connection to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line;

6. The terms of any annexation or development agreement between the City and the developer, entered into prior to the date this ordinance was first adopted; 

7. Whether and to what extent the development had received any annexation, rezoning or other land use approvals from the City prior to the date this ordinance was first adopted.

(f) 
Easements.  All easements as contemplated by the plan for development shall be granted for and dedicated to the purpose intended, e.g., utilities, drainage, ingress/egress, etc. 

SECTION 3. 
All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with any of the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portions destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety. 
SECTION 4. 
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable. 

SECTION 5. 
This ordinance shall become effective immediately.

  The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions. The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.

Analysis

The project site is approximately .3 acres. The property is generally located east of Dixie Avenue and north of east Main Street. The project site is ten (10) or less acres and is, therefore, considered a small-scale comprehensive land use plan amendment. Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation.

Analysis: 

The City received an application for annexation of approximately 2.87 acres of land generally located north of U.S. 441 and east of Lake Avenue, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County C-2 (Community Commercial). Currently, the property is undeveloped with vacant buildings and Hertz Car Rental and the proposed use general commercial uses. The surrounding zoning designations are C-3 (Highway Commercial) to south and east, County C-2 (Community Commercial) to the north, and City CIP (Commercial Industrial Planned) and County C-2 (Community Commercial) to the west.

Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. State Statute 171.0413(6) provides for the City to initiate annexations with the consent of at least 50% of the property owners. Staff determined that additional property could be annexed at this time and included an additional .95 of an acre owned by Don Martin.

Also on the agenda for this meeting are the rezoning and the small scale comprehensive plan amendment of this property, which are recommended for approval by the Planning Commission.

City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Approve the requested annexation. This will give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

Disapprove the proposed annexation and allow the development to remain in the County.
Fiscal Impact:
As indicated on the attached fiscal impact analysis, there will be a small negative impact in the first year ($-908), and beginning in year two, with the collection of property taxes, the City will begin realizing a positive impact.

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed small-scale comprehensive plan amendment to the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan. 

Analysis

The project site is approximately 2.87 acres. The property is generally located north of U.S. 441 and east of Lake Avenue. The project site is ten (10) or less acres and is, therefore, considered a small-scale comprehensive land use plan amendment. The City will notify the Florida Department of Community Affairs of the plan amendment and the Department will review the project site area to confirm that it is ten (10) acres or less. Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance accepting the Quit Claim Deed from Earl E. Jackson conveying property at 2107 Waitman Avenue, Leesburg, Florida. 
Analysis:
On September 20, 2005, the City of Leesburg received a certificate of title after the property was acquired in foreclosure for code enforcement liens against James Sager.  However, on August 23, 2005, Mr. Jackson purchased the property at a tax deed sale for $8,300.00.   Under Florida Law, the City’s interest was superior.  Therefore, when the certificate of title was issued it canceled out Mr. Jackson’s brief tenure of ownership.  Mr. Jackson asserted a claim against the City, first asking that the subject property be deeded to him for no compensation, repay him for expenses of $8,300.000 or reimburse him $4,297.73 which is the amount of outstanding property taxes that are due.  The City would have been obligated to pay the taxes regardless if Mr. Jackson had failed to do so, because the certificate of title would not have eliminated the tax liability.  

The present settlement and release agreement will pay Mr. Jackson the sum of $4,297.73, as partial reimbursement for the price he paid for the Tax Deed, representing the real property taxes the City would have had to pay on the property for the period prior to the date the City acquired title.  Mr. Jackson signed the agreement releasing the City, its officers, employees and agents from any further liability claim, or cause of action, arising out of or related to the property, and he agrees to have no further claim, right, title or interest to the Property.

$4,297.73 representing the real property taxes the City would have paid on the property for the period prior to the date the City acquired title. Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation.
Analysis: 

The City received applications for annexation of approximately 26 acres of land generally located on the east and west side of U.S. 27 at Commander Road, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial), County CP (Planned Commercial), County R-6 (Urban Residential), County DFD (Public/Community Facilities, County C-2 (Community Commercial). Currently, the property is undeveloped, office uses and utility substation and the proposed uses are general commercial, office/profession and assisted living facilities. The surrounding zoning designations are County RMRP (Residential Mobile Home Park).
Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. State Statute 171.0413(6) provides for the City to initiate annexations with the consent of at least 50% of the property owners. Staff determined that additional property could be annexed at this time and have included an additional 4 acres owned by Carlin Washo, Dante Nuzzo and Nida Martir,  United Telephone Company of Florida, OCN Partnership, and Dinesh and Seema Khanna.

Also on the agenda for this meeting is the rezoning of this property, which is recommended for approval by the Planning Commission. The large scale comprehensive plan amendment is being processed as part of the 2nd cycle of 2006.

City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Options:


1.
Approve the requested annexation. This would give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

2.
Disapprove the proposed annexation and allow the development to remain in the County.
Fiscal Impact:
As indicated on the attached fiscal impact analysis, there will be a small positive impact in the first year ($2,800). Once development is constructed, the positive impact will increase.

Based upon the petition of City of Leesburg, the owners of the property hereinafter described, which petition has heretofore been approved by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg Florida, pursuant to the provisions of the Laws of Florida, the said property located in Lake County, Florida, is hereby rezoned from County C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial), County CP (Planned Commercial), County R-6 (Urban Residential), County DFD (Public/Community Facilities, County C-2 (Community Commercial) to City C-3 (Highway Commercial) and City PUD (Planned Unit Development), subject to conditions contained in Exhibit A, to-wit:

This Planned Unit Development Conditions for a PUD (Planned Unit Development) District is granted by the City of Leesburg Planning and Zoning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Eric H. Coe /Lake Commander Park, "Permittee" for the purposes and terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 Zoning, Sec​tion 25-278 Planned Unit Development of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND:  The "Permittee" is desirous of obtaining a Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) zoning district to allow construction of a proposed adult congregate living facility development on approximately 5.84 acres and commercial/office uses on approximately 5.1 acres generally located east and west of U.S. 27 at the intersection of Commander Road, on a site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information.

1.
PERMISSION is hereby granted to Eric H. Coe to construct, operate, and maintain a Planned Unit Development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. The property is more particularly described as follows:

2.
LAND USE

The above-described property, containing approximately 5.84 acres, shall be used for adult congregate living facility uses and professional offices uses, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

A.
Adult Congregate Living Facility Development

 1.
The project shall have a gross density not to exceed 4 units per acre as provided by the code for a adult congregate living facility.


2.
The minimum development standards shall be those of the R-3 High Density 



Residential District of the Land Development Code. 

B.

Commercial/Office Development


  1.
Commercial/office development of approximately 5.1 acres shall access the existing access road with a common ingress/egress entrance from Commander Road to the south. Final determination and location of office uses shall be approved during the Site Plan and Preliminary Subdivision Plan approval process.


  2.
The commercial uses shall be restricted to Lots 1 and 2, and office uses shall be restricted to Lots 3 - 5 for those uses approved specifically in the PUD conditions for the site.



a.    Commercial uses shall be those listed for the C-3 (General Commercial) uses in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses except as limited by this PUD and shall occupy.

Uses prohibited shall be as follows:

  4.
The minimum development standards shall be those of the C-3 (General Commercial)Zoning District for the commercial lots and R-3 (High Density Residential) for the adult congregate living facility development of the Land Development Code. Lot sizes and setbacks may be adjusted by staff during the site plan review process.

 C.
Open Space and Buffer Areas



1.
Any wetlands on the project site shall be identified and the location and extent of each wetland shall be determined by the Department of Environmental Protection, St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.  Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plan application 



2.
A conservation easement shall be established in accordance with the requirements of   the Department of Environmental Protection and the St. Johns River Water Management District, if any wetlands are found on site.  The conservation easement shall be established when the plat for the initial phase of the project is recorded.  The conservation easement shall be identified on the plat or in the associated Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions. 




3.
Buildings or structures shall be an average of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction boundary. Under no circumstances shall the minimum buffer width be less than 30 feet


4.
Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer as established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive. All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.


5.   
Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to hiking trails, walkways, board walks, passive recreation activities and stormwater facilities as permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District.


6.   
If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.


7.
A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.  


8.   
To the extent practical, wetlands placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association. The conservation easement shall require that the wetlands be maintained in their natural and unaltered state.  Wetlands shall not be included as a part of any platted lot, other than a lot platted as a common area, which shall be dedicated to St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association for ownership and maintenance.


9.
Landscaping of any required buffer areas shall be as follows:



For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.



a.
Two (2) canopy trees 



b.    Two (2) ornamental trees 

      

c.    Thirty (30) shrubs 



d.    The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, 



 
groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment. 

     

e.    Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during 



construction.


10.
A six foot solid vinyl fence shall be installed by the developer along the eastern boundary of the development at Lots 1 and Lots 130-135, 137 and along the southern boundary at Lots 41-48.

Development Phasing 


1.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Master Plan (attached as part of these conditions). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.


2.
Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of the site plan and construction plan approvals for this Planned Unit Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD has not been substantially initiated during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to RE-1 (Estate Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PUD Conditions.  

3.
 STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES

Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg at the owner’s expense including any required off site improvements. Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by 
the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.



B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. 
Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system on the 
plat prior to the approval of the final plat of record. A homeowners association is an 
acceptable maintenance entity.


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
A copy of the appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been 
requested for amendment in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency 
requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is proposed to be altered and /or a new 100 year 
flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns 
River Water Management District.


G.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and natural gas in 
accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.

H.
Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and 
installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and 
development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of 
which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and 
regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction. Off site improvements required by 
the City shall include those necessary for the properties located immediately south of the 
project including utility all required infrastructure.

4.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.     Vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by a minimum of two access point 


along Commander Road. The one access for the commercial/office shall access the existing 

access road with a common ingress/egress entrance from Commander Road to the south. 


The other access for the adult congregate living facility development shall be as shown on the 

conceptual plan. Actual location and design of the boulevard shall be determined during the 


Preliminary Site Plan review process


    B.
The Permittee shall provide their fair share of all necessary improvements/signalization


within and adjacent to the development as required by FDOT, Lake County and City of 


Leesburg.

C.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary FDOT and Lake County 


permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to Preliminary 

Plan approval.

    D.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the 
roads or transportation improvements. The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal 
entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and 
transportation improvements.


E.
A traffic/transportation analysis shall be submitted prior to preliminary plan approval for 


review and determination of any necessary access improvements, if required, by FDOT or 


Lake County. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.

5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS




A.
Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the 



community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style 



for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of 



one of the following:



1.
At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and door 



areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or stucco. 


2.
At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would not be allowed under this option.).


3.
All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed 



garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or 


the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the 



Planning and Zoning Manager for compliance.

Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved by the 



Planning and Zoning Manager.

6.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved 
Planned 

Unit Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the 

Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Unit Develop​ment amendment process.

B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, 
move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without 

first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the 
City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and 


other governmental agencies rules and regulations.

D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD 
Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or 
lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit 
Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions. The purchaser or 
lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the 
procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  

E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running 
with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the 
present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set 
out.

F.
Any violation of City, State or Federal laws or permit requirements concerning the 
development of this project will constitute a violation of this permit and will result in all 
activities on the project site being halted until the violation is satisfactorily resolved and may 
result in a hearing before the Planning Commission to determine whether a change in the 
conditions of this PUD are necessary. 

7.
CONCURRENCY


The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation for Mary Davena Stephens (Premier Senior Living). 
Analysis: 
The property owner has submitted an application for annexation of approximately 9.99 acres of land generally located west of C.R. 25A, south of the northern intersection of C.R. 25A with U.S. 27, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County A (Agriculture). Currently, the property is vacant and undeveloped and the proposed use is a residential assisted living facility.  The surrounding zoning designations are City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and County A (Agriculture) to the east, City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the north, County A (Agriculture) to the west and County R-6 (Urban Residential) to the south.

Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for amore regular city limit/city service boundary.. Staff determined that additional property could not be annexed at this time because of the size of the adjacent lots and, adjacent property is developed residentially.

Also on the agenda for this meeting are the rezoning and the small scale comprehensive plan amendment of this property, which are recommended for approval by the Planning Commission.

Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Options:


1.
Approve the requested annexation. This would give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

  2.
Disapprove the proposed annexation and allow the development to remain in the County
Fiscal Impact:
As indicated on the attached fiscal impact analysis, there will be a small positive impact in the first year ($822). Once the proposed assisted living facility is constructed, the City will realize greater property taxes from this property.

Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed Small-scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment to the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan. 

Analysis

The project site is approximately 9.99 acres. The property is generally located west of C.R. 25A and  south of the intersection of the northern intersection of C.R. 25A with U.S. 27. The project site is ten (10) or less acres and is, therefore, considered a small-scale comprehensive land use plan amendment. The City will notify the Florida Department of Community Affairs of the plan amendment and the Department will review the project site area to confirm that it is ten (10) acres or less. At that time, the Department will determine that it is a local issue and not subject to Department review. 

Currently, the property is vacant and undeveloped and the proposed use is a residential assisted living facility. The surrounding Future Land Use Map designations are to the north City Conservation and Estate, to the east City Low Density and County Urban, and to the west and south County Urban. The current Future Land Use designation for the property is County A (Agriculture). The proposed future land use designation of City Low Density Residential is consistent with the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan. 

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on the application on October 5, 2006 and by a vote of 6 to 0, recommended approval.

Options

This Planned Unit Development Conditions for a PUD (Planned Unit Development) District is granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Mary Davena Stephens, Premier Senior Living "Permittee" for the purposes and subject to the terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 Zoning, Sec​tion 25-278 Planned Unit Development of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND:  The "Permittee" is desirous of obtaining a Planned Unit Develop​ment (PUD) zoning district to allow construction of a proposed assisted living faculty development consisting of a maximum of 60 residential units on approximate 9.99 acres located west of C.R. 25A and south of the northern intersection of C.R. 25A with U.S. 27, on a site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information.

1.
PERMISSION is hereby granted to Mary Davena Stephens, Premier Senior Living, to construct, operate, and maintain a Planned Unit Development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. The property is more particularly described as follows:

2.
LAND USE

The above-described property shall be used for an assisted living facility development, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

A.
Residential Development

 1.
The project shall contain a maximum of 60 residential units on approximately 9.99 acres at a gross density not to exceed 8 units per acre.


2.
The assisted living facility is approved as per the conceptual master plan dated April 25, 2006 and shall be developed in accordance with Sec.25-284.(3)  Use Table District Use Regulations for Residential Uses of the Land Development Code.


3.
Impervious surface coverage for shall not exceed 70 percent with open space of 30 percent.


4.
Maximum building height shall not exceed three stories or 48 feet.


5. 
Permitted Uses: 



a.
Assisted living facility; 



b.
Accessory structures;

B.
Recreational Development

1.
Recreational development shall meet the requirements of the City of Leesburg Land Development Code (as amended) and adopted Growth Management Plan (as amended).

2.
Required stormwater areas and buffer areas shall not be considered as recreational space except for areas developed as recreational trails which provide access to the public trail system.


3.
The Planned Unit Development shall provide planned accessibility from all areas of the development to any proposed recreational facilities including pedestrian access where possible.  

C.
Open Space and Buffer Areas

1.
All wetlands on the project site shall be identified and the location and extent of each wetland shall be determined by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.  Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plan application.

2.
Buildings or structures shall be a minimum of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction boundary or as permitted by the St. Johns River Water Management District.


3.
Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer of 25 feet and an average of 50 feet for wetlands, as defined by the St. Johns Water Management District per Comprehensive Plan Policy 1.3.7. All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.


4.
Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to hiking trails, walkways, passive recreation activities and stormwater facilities as permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District.


5.
If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.


6.
A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.  

 
7.
To the extent practical, wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association.  The conservation easement shall require that the wetlands be maintained in their natural and unaltered state.  Wetlands shall not be included as a part of any platted lot, other than a lot platted as a common area, which shall be dedicated to St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association for ownership and maintenance.


D.
Development Phasing 


1.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Master Plan (attached as part of these conditions). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.


2.
Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of this Planned Unit Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to RE-1 (Estate Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PUD Conditions.  

3.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES
Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg.  Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.


B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system on the plat prior to the approval of the final plat of record. A homeowners association is an acceptable maintenance entity.


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
The appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been amended in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is altered and/or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.


G.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and/or natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.


H.
Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction.


I.
The developer shall provide for utility easements as required by the City and other utility providers. Final determination of the location and size of the required easements shall be determined during the Preliminary Subdivision Plan review process by City staff. 

4.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.
All transportation improvements shall be based on a current traffic analysis and shall be contingent upon Site Plan approval by City staff during the development review and permitting process.


B.
Vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by a minimum of one public access located on C.R. 25A. Actual locations and design of the access shall be determined during the Site Plan review process and shall include consideration of sidewalks, recreation paths etc. Other potential public accesses will be reviewed during the development review process.  


C.
The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by Lake County and City of Leesburg to include right-of-way if needed for the proposed north/south bypass from South Street.


D.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed by the developer to meet the City of Leesburg requirements.


E.
Sidewalks, if required, shall be provided and constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes. 


F.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to preliminary plat approval.


G.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements.  The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.


H.
A traffic analysis, if required, shall be submitted prior to site plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


I.
If any traffic signals are warranted at the intersection of the proposed project entrance, the Permittee shall pay their pro-rata share of the cost of the signal(s) as determined by City staff.

5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS


A.
All buildings shall utilize at least three of the following design features to provide visual relief along all elevations of the building. 

1.
Dormers

2.
Gables

3.
Recessed or raised entries

4.
Covered porch entries

5.
Cupolas

6.
Pillars or decorative posts

7.
Bay window (minimum 12 inch projections)

8.
Eaves (minimum 6-inch projections)

9.
Off-sets in building face or roof (minimum 16- inch trim).

 10.
Front windows with arched glass tops and minimum 4-inch trim.

B. 
Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of one of the following:


1.
At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or stucco. 


2.
At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would not be allowed under this option.).


3.
All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the Planning and Zoning Manager for compliance.

C.
Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved by the Planning and Zoning Manager.

6.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Unit Develop​ment Conditions.  Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Unit Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  


E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein 
set out.

F.
Any violation of City, State or Federal laws or permit requirements concerning the 
development of this project will constitute a violation of this permit and will result in all 
activities on the project site being halted until the violation is satisfactorily resolved and may result in a hearing before the Planning Commission to determine whether a change in the conditions of this PD are necessary. 


 G.
  The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned     Development Master Plan (attached as part of these conditions). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.


H.
Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of the site plan and construction plan approvals for this Planned Development. In the event, the conditions of the PD has not been substantially initiated during the required time period, the PD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PD Conditions.  

7.
   CONCURRENCY


The proposed land use change or approval could result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation for Hale Limited Partnership Agreement (Drive-Time). 
Analysis: 
The property owner has submitted an application for annexation of approximately 3.18 acres of land generally located north of U.S. 441 and west of C.R. 473, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County R-6 (Urban Residential). Currently, the property is a vacant building and undeveloped and the proposed use would be Auto Sales. The surrounding zoning designations are to the east and west C-3 (Highway Commercial), to the north County R-6 (Urban Residential), and to the south County R-1 (Rural Residential).
Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. Staff determined that additional property could not be annexed at this time because adjacent property is developed residentially.

Also on the agenda for this meeting are the rezoning and the small scale comprehensive plan amendment of this property, which are recommended for approval by the Planning Commission.

Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Options:


1.
Approve the requested annexation. This would give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.

  2.

Ordinance creating Section 18-21 of the Code of Ordinances regarding transportation concurrency, and establishing a Proportionate Fair Share Program to fund transportation improvements
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance creating Section 18-21 of the Code of Ordinances regarding transportation concurrency, and establishing a Proportionate Fair Share Program to fund transportation improvements
Analysis:
On June 24, 2005, Governor Jeb Bush signed Senate Bill 360, which implemented the first significant changes to Florida’s planning laws since the 1985 Growth Management Act.  Among the changes were new requirements for school concurrency, transportation concurrency, financial feasibility of Capital Improvement Elements, and water supply planning.

According to the new legislation, this first step toward transportation concurrency is the adoption of a Proportionate Fair Share Program to “provide a method by which the impacts of development on transportation facilities can be mitigated by the cooperative efforts of the public and private sectors”.  The deadline set for adoption is December 1, 2006.  Local governments who fail to adopt a program will be prohibited from amending their Comprehensive Plan until such time as they comply.
The Lake/Sumter Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) has been working with the cities and the County to draft a model ordinance.  This is not unlike the recent efforts toward school concurrency, with the notable exception that the division of powers and the authority for land use approvals is not in question.  In developing the draft ordinance, we note that the MPO carefully considered Leesburg’s input and incorporated most all of our comments. 

The ordinance prescribes the method that a developer may use to satisfy transportation concurrency when they are notified that sufficient capacity does not exist to accommodate the impacts of their project.  This is the “Proportionate Fair Share Program”.  It also ties the City’s Comprehensive Plan (Capital Improvement Element, or “CIE”) to the Concurrency Management System, pursuant to the requirements of S.B. 360.  To do this, the ordinance requires that the City adopt a “financially feasible” CIE every year, and that the CIE must be utilized in the administration of the Fair Share Program.   The CIE is similar to the 10-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) that the Commission already adopts every year, but the requirements are more stringent regarding the funding sources and the document need only cover a 5 year period.  It is likely that the CIE will be a pared-down version of the CIP.

Regarding the Fair Share Program, a developer whose project will adversely impact the adopted level of service for a certain roadway can satisfy concurrency by contributing a “proportionate share” to a transportation project that will mitigate the adverse impacts. The project must be in the City’s CIE, or the City must commit to putting it there through a binding agreement.  “Proportionate share” may include cash payment, right-of-way dedication, actual construction of a transportation improvement, or contributions to alternative transportation such as mass transit (if applicable).  Transportation impact fee credits will be given for the proportionate share contributions, and the proportionate share agreements will actually be shown on the CIE as a funding source.  Payment of the proportionate share is due and payable prior to the issuance of the final development order, which for residential projects will be the plat, and for commercial projects will be the final site plan.   

Since transportation facilities frequently traverse multiple jurisdictions, intergovernmental coordination is required by the ordinance.  The City must include the Florida Department of Transportation in any Concurrency Pre-Application Meeting affecting an FDOT roadway.  The City must also include other affected jurisdictions (City or County) in the process.  This can result in multi-party interlocal agreements or may result in the contribution being split amongst the agencies responsible for maintenance of the facility.

While S.B. 360 and the resulting Proportionate Fair Share ordinance are fairly well-thought-out, there are several additional steps that must be taken to ensure successful implementation of transportation concurrency.  Lake County and all the cities need to establish an agreed-upon transportation model that will be used to determine project impacts.  Procedures for utilization of the model, as well as updates and maintenance thereto, will be needed as well.  The City will need to make changes to the adopted Concurrency Management System to remove any conflicts therewith, and will need to strategize how best to educate the development community on the implementation of transportation concurrency.

Options:
1.  Approve the ordinance as proposed; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
There is no direct fiscal impact as a result of this ordinance.   One future fiscal impact could include the need to assist the MPO with administration of a county-wide transportation model.

WHEREAS, the Florida Legislature has mandated that all local governments establish procedures for determining transportation concurrency and for determining the fair share contribution required of developers of real property toward the cost of transportation improvements required to serve their developments, by no later than December 1, 2006; and


WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg has determined that it is in the best interests of the health, welfare and morals of the citizens of Leesburg to adopt an ordinance creating a proportionate fair share program for transportation improvements required to serve new developments, in compliance with the legislative mandate,


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

Section 18 – 21 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby created to read as set forth below:

Sec. 18 – 21. 

Proportionate Fair Share Program for Transportation Concurrency

A.  Purpose and Intent

The purpose of this ordinance is to establish a method whereby the impacts of development on transportation facilities can be mitigated by the cooperative efforts of the public and private sectors, to be known as the Proportionate Fair-Share Program, as required by and in a manner consistent with §163.3180(16), F.S.  This ordinance will also provide methods and procedures for Lake County and the fourteen Municipalities within Lake County, to coordinate the Proportionate Fair Share Program.

B.  Applicability

The Proportionate Fair-Share Program shall apply to all proposed developments in the City that have been notified of a lack of capacity to satisfy transportation concurrency on a transportation facility in the City Concurrency Management System (CMS) or the CMS of any Municipality, including transportation facilities maintained by FDOT, Lake County, a Municipality, or another jurisdiction, that are relied upon for concurrency determinations, pursuant to the requirements of Section D.  The Proportionate Fair-Share Program does not apply to developments of regional impact (DRIs) using proportionate fair-share under §163.3180(12), F.S., or to developments exempted from concurrency as provided by local and state law.

C.  Definitions

In this chapter, concurrency is defined as: “transportation facilities needed to serve new development shall be in place or under actual construction within 3 years after the local government approves a building permit or its functional equivalent that results in traffic generation”(§163.3180(2)(c), F.S.).

City  is defined as the City of Leesburg, Florida. 

De minimis is defined as: an impact that would not affect more than one (1) percent of the maximum service volume at the adopted level of service of the affected transportation facility as determined by the local government.

County is defined as Lake County, Florida.  

Municipality is defined as any municipality within Lake County.

D.  General Requirements

(1)
An applicant may choose to satisfy the transportation concurrency requirements of the County or a Municipality by making a proportionate fair-share contribution, pursuant to the following requirements:
(a) The proposed development is consistent with the comprehensive plan and applicable land development regulations and 
(b) The five-year schedule of capital improvements in the City’s Capital Improvements Element (CIE) or the long-term schedule of capital improvements for the City’s long-term CMS includes a transportation improvement(s) that, upon completion, will satisfy the requirements of the CMS. The provisions of Section D(2) may apply if a project or projects needed to satisfy concurrency are not presently contained within the applicable CIE(s) or the adopted long-term schedule of capital improvements.
(c)
A proportionate share contribution may involve the addition of transportation capacity through several means including but not limited to:  the physical widening and/or reconstruction of a roadway to add capacity; or where the primary roadway is constrained or widening is no longer desired, the addition of transportation capacity could involve creating new reliever roadways; new network additions; contributing to new  transit capital facilities (e.g., bus rapid transit corridor); contributing to the expansion of bus fleets or other mass transit systems to increase capacity or service frequency, or other contributions to mass transit system expenses; or any other means determined by the City to add transportation capacity sufficient to mitigate impacts..  
(2)
The City may choose to allow an applicant to satisfy transportation concurrency through the Proportionate Fair-Share Program by approving the applicant’s contribution to an improvement or improvements that, upon completion, will satisfy the requirements of the applicable CMS(s), but is not contained in the five-year schedule of capital improvements in the CIE(s) or a long-term schedule of capital improvements for an adopted long-term CMS, where the following apply:

(a) The City adopts, by resolution or ordinance, a commitment to add the improvement to the schedule of capital improvements in the CIE or long-term schedule of capital improvements for an adopted long-term CMS no later than the next regularly scheduled update. To qualify for consideration under this section, the proposed improvement must be reviewed by the appropriate jurisdictions and agencies and must be determined to be financially feasible pursuant to §163.3180(16) (b) 1, F.S., consistent with the comprehensive plan of each jurisdiction within which any portion of the proposed improvement would lie, and in compliance with the provisions of this ordinance. Financial feasibility for this section means that additional contributions, payments or funding sources are reasonably anticipated during a period not to exceed 10 years to fully mitigate impacts on the transportation facilities.  If a transportation facility proposed for the Proportionate Share Program is under the jurisdiction of another entity, such as the County or FDOT, the proposed capacity improvement shall be included in the five-year Work Program of that jurisdiction or, when the improvement is not in the Work Program, through resolution or ordinance, there shall be adoption of a commitment to add the improvement to the schedule of capital improvements in the CIE or long-term schedule of capital improvements for the adopted long-term CMS of the other jurisdiction no later than the next regularly scheduled update.

 (b) If the funds allocated for the schedule of capital improvements in the  CIE are insufficient to fund fully construction of a transportation improvement required by the CMS, the City may still enter into a binding proportionate fair-share agreement with the applicant. The agreement may authorize construction of the amount of development which would be supported by the funds allocated for capital improvements already contained in the CIE if the proportionate fair-share amount in such agreement is determined to be sufficient to pay for one or more improvements which will, in the opinion of the governing body of each governmental entity or entities maintaining the transportation facilities adversely affected by the development, significantly benefit the impacted transportation system to an extent that the adverse effects of the development will be substantially ameliorated. The improvement or improvements funded by the proportionate fair-share component must, for each affected local jurisdiction, be adopted into the capital improvements schedule of the comprehensive plan or the long-term schedule of capital improvements for an adopted long-term concurrency management system at the next annual capital improvements element update.

(3)
Any improvement project proposed to meet the developer’s fair-share obligation must meet design standards of the jurisdiction within which the majority of the planned improvements would be located for locally maintained roadways and those of the FDOT for the state and federal highway system.

(4)
Pursuant to Chapter 163.3177, F.S., the CIE must include transportation improvements included in the Lake Sumter MPO Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) to the extent that such improvements are relied upon to ensure concurrency and financial feasibility. If the City is relying upon scheduled improvements to a facility maintained by another jurisdiction to ensure concurrency and financial feasibility, the scheduled improvements from the other jurisdiction’s Work Program must also be included in or added to the CIE of the local government issuing the development order approval.

E.  Intergovernmental Coordination

(1)
In the interest of intergovernmental coordination and to reflect the shared responsibilities for managing development and concurrency, the City may enter into an interlocal agreement with one or more adjacent local governments to address cross jurisdictional impacts of development on regional transportation facilities.  The agreement shall provide for application of the methodology in this section to address the cross jurisdictional transportation impacts of development.

(2)
A development application shall be subject to this section when a transportation concurrency determination is made that indicates the development will have an adverse impact on the adopted level of service standard on one or more facilities in a neighboring jurisdiction. In determining whether the proposed development will cause the impacted regional facility to operated below its level of service, the level of service to be used shall be that adopted for the facility by the jurisdiction which maintains the facility, or if maintenance is bifurcated among two or more jurisdictions, that of the jurisdiction within which a majority of the affected regional facility lies. 

(3)
Upon identification of an impacted regional facility the City shall notify the applicant and the other affected jurisdictions in writing of the potential proportionate fair-share agreement, based on the projected impacts of the proposed development on the impacted adjacent facility.

(4)
Pursuant to policies in the Intergovernmental Coordination Element of the City comprehensive plan, the City shall coordinate to the extent reasonably feasible with affected jurisdictions, including FDOT, regarding mitigation to impacted facilities not under the jurisdiction of the City. Proportionate fair-share contributions should be applied toward the impacted facility.  However, impacted facilities may be maintained by an agency other than the City.  In such cases the City will endeavor to work with other affected local governments and agencies to establish a procedure for coordinating mitigation to impacted facilities that are maintained by another agency.  An interlocal agreement may be established with other affected jurisdictions for this purpose. In the absence of an interlocal agreement detailing how proportionate fair share contributions are to be allocated among affected local governments, the contributions shall be allocated based on a per linear foot calculation of how much of the affected facility is maintained by each affected jurisdiction, so that for example if the County maintains 45% of the facility, it would receive 45% of the proportionate fair share contribution, and the remainder would go to the jurisdiction or jurisdictions which maintain the other 55% of the facility.

F.  Application Process

(1) Upon notification of a lack of capacity to satisfy transportation concurrency, the applicant shall also be notified in writing of the opportunity to satisfy transportation concurrency through the Proportionate Fair-Share Program pursuant to the requirements of Section D.

(2) Prior to submitting an application for a proportionate fair-share agreement, a pre-application meeting shall be held with all affected jurisdictions to discuss eligibility, application submittal requirements, potential mitigation options, and related issues.  If the impacted facility is a state facility, then the FDOT will be invited to participate in the pre-application meeting.   The appropriate parties for review of a proposed proportionate fair share agreement would include the jurisdiction maintaining the transportation facility that is subject to the agreement, if other than the City.

(3) The City Manager or his/her designee shall review the application and certify that the application is sufficient and complete within 10 business days.  If an application is determined to be insufficient, incomplete or inconsistent with the general requirements of the Proportionate Fair-Share Program as indicated in Section D, then the applicant will be notified in writing of the reasons for such deficiencies within 10 business days of submittal of the application.  If such deficiencies are not remedied by the applicant within 30 days of receipt of the written notification, then the application will be deemed abandoned. The City Commission may, in its discretion, grant an extension of time not to exceed 60 days to cure such deficiencies, provided that the applicant has applied in writing for the extension prior to expiration of the initial 30 days period, has shown good cause for the extension, and has taken reasonable steps to effect a cure.

(4) Pursuant to §163.3180(16) (e), F.S., proposed proportionate fair-share mitigation for development impacts to facilities on the SIS requires the approval of FDOT. The applicant shall submit evidence of an agreement between the applicant and the FDOT for inclusion in the proportionate fair-share agreement.
(5) When an application is deemed sufficient, complete, and eligible, the applicant shall be advised in writing and a proposed proportionate fair-share obligation and binding agreement will be prepared by the City, and delivered to the appropriate parties for review, including a copy to the FDOT for any proposed proportionate fair-share mitigation on a SIS facility, no later than 60 days from the date at which the applicant received the notification of a sufficient application and no fewer than 14 days prior to the City Commission meeting when the agreement will be considered.   The City may enter into an agreement with FDOT where deemed appropriate.

(6) The City shall notify the applicant regarding the date of the elected body meeting when the agreement will be considered for final approval. No proportionate fair-share agreement will be effective until approved by the elected body.

G.
Determining Proportionate Fair-Share Obligation

(1) Proportionate fair-share mitigation for concurrency impacts may include, without limitation, separately or collectively:  private funds, contributions of land, and construction of and contribution of facilities. 

(2) A development shall not be required to pay more than its proportionate fair-share.  The fair market value of the proportionate fair-share mitigation for the impacted facilities shall not differ regardless of the method of mitigation. 

(3) The methodology used to calculate an applicant’s proportionate fair-share obligation shall be as provided for in Section 163.3180 (12), F. S., as follows:

Proportionate Fair-Share = [(Development Tripsi) / (SV Increasei)] x Costi 
Where:

Development Tripsi =
Those trips from the stage or phase of development under review that are assigned to roadway segment “i” and have triggered a deficiency per the CMS; only those trips that trigger a concurrency deficiency will be included in the proportionate fair-share calculation;

SV Increasei = 
Service volume increase provided by the eligible improvement to roadway segment “i” per section E;

Costi = 
Adjusted cost of the improvement to segment “i”. Cost shall include all improvements and associated costs, such as design, right-of-way acquisition, planning, engineering, inspection, and physical development costs directly associated with construction at the anticipated cost in the year it will be incurred.

(a) For the purposes of determining proportionate fair-share obligations, the City shall determine improvement costs based upon the actual cost of the improvement as obtained from cost estimates contained in the CIE, the City’s Transportation Construction Program, or the FDOT Work Program, as applicable. Where such information is not available, improvement cost shall be determined by the following method:  an analysis by the jurisdiction maintaining the facility of costs by cross section type that incorporates data from recent projects and is updated annually and approved by the jurisdiction. In order to accommodate increases in construction material costs, project costs shall be adjusted through time by an inflationary index.  

(4) If the City has accepted an improvement project proposed by the applicant, then the value of the improvement shall be determined using one of the methods provided in this section.  

(5) If the City has accepted right-of-way dedication for the proportionate fair-share payment, credit for the dedication of the non-site related right-of-way shall be valued on the date of the dedication at 120 percent of the most recent assessed value by the Lake County Property Appraiser or, at the option of the applicant, by fair market value established by an independent appraisal approved by the City and at no expense to the City. The applicant shall supply a drawing and legal description of the land and a certificate of title or title search of the land to the City at no expense to the City. If the estimated value of the right-of-way dedication proposed by the applicant is less than the estimated total proportionate fair-share obligation for that development, then the applicant must also pay the difference. Prior to purchase or acquisition of any real estate or acceptance of donations of real estate intended to be used for the proportionate fair-share, public or private partners should contact the FDOT for essential information about compliance with federal law and regulations.

H.
Impact Fee Credit for Proportionate Fair-Share Mitigation
(1) Proportionate fair-share contributions shall be applied as a credit against any City transportation impact fees to the extent that all or a portion of the proportionate fair-share mitigation is used to address the same capital infrastructure improvements contemplated by the City’s impact fee ordinance. 

(2) Impact fee credits for the proportionate fair-share contribution will be determined when the transportation impact fee obligation is calculated for the proposed development. Impact fees owed by the applicant will be reduced per the Proportionate Fair-Share Agreement as they become due per the Impact Fee Ordinance of the City. If the facility lies within more than one jurisdiction, the impact fee credits shall be prorated on a per linear foot basis computed by the number of linear feet of the facility within each jurisdiction, to the extent permitted by the impact fee ordinances of affected jurisdictions other than the City. If the applicant’s proportionate fair-share obligation is less than the development’s anticipated road impact fee for the specific stage or phase of development under review, then the applicant or its successor must pay the remaining impact fee amount to the County, the City and any other jurisdictions entitled to collect impact fees, pursuant to the requirements of the applicable impact fee ordinances. 

(3)
The proportionate fair-share obligation is intended to mitigate the transportation impacts of a proposed development at a specific location.  As a result, any road impact fee credit based upon proportionate fair-share contributions for a proposed development cannot be transferred to any other location unless provided for within the local impact fee ordinance. 

I. Proportionate Fair-Share Agreements
(1) Upon execution of a proportionate fair-share agreement (Agreement) and meeting all other requirements of City’s concurrency regulations, the applicant shall receive a certificate of concurrency from the City.  Should the applicant fail to apply for a development order within 12 months of the execution of the Agreement, then the Agreement shall be considered null and void, and the applicant shall be required to reapply.  In addition, if the proposed development’s impacts were the only impacts causing the potential deficient operation of the facility, the specific project may be removed from the CIE.  

(2) Payment of the proportionate fair-share contribution is due in full prior to issuance of the final development order which for the purposes of this section shall be recording of the final plat if the property to be developed is being subdivided, approval of the final site plan for a development which entails multiple residential or commercial units but is not being subdivided or for which no new record plat is required, final site plan approval of any condominium or cooperative development not requiring a record plat, and issuance of a building permit if the development does not fall within any of the other categories enumerated in this subsection. Once paid, contributions shall be non-refundable.  If the payment is submitted more than 12 months from the date of execution of the Agreement, then the proportionate fair-share cost shall be recalculated at the time of payment based on the best estimate of the construction cost of the required improvement at the time of payment, pursuant to Section G and adjusted accordingly. 
(3) All transportation improvements undertaken by the developer authorized under this ordinance must be completed prior to issuance of a final development order, or as otherwise established in a binding agreement that is accompanied by a security instrument that is sufficient to ensure the completion of all required improvements. Any bond, letter of credit or other security instrument shall be for at least 150% of the estimated cost of improvements to be completed by the developer, and shall be subject to adjustment annually to take into account any increases in the costs of materials and construction, so that the affected local government(s) will be assured of having sufficient funds available from the security instrument to complete the project if the developer fails to do so. The bond, letter of credit or other security instrument shall be irrevocable and shall remain in effect until the developer fully completes the required improvements.  

(4) Dedication of necessary right-of-way for facility improvements pursuant to a proportionate fair-share agreement must be completed prior to issuance of the final development order as defined in subsection I(2) above.  

(5) Any requested change to a development project subsequent to a development order may be subject to additional proportionate fair-share contributions to the extent the change would generate additional traffic that would require mitigation.

(6) Applicants may submit a letter to withdraw from the proportionate fair-share agreement at any time prior to the execution of the agreement.  The application fee and any associated advertising costs to the City will be non refundable.

(7) The City may enter into proportionate fair-share agreements for selected corridor improvements to facilitate collaboration among multiple applicants on improvements to a shared transportation facility.

J.  Appropriation of Fair-Share Revenues

(1) Proportionate fair-share revenues shall be placed in the appropriate project account of the local government(s) entitled to share in the revenues for funding of scheduled improvements in the County or Municipal CIE, or as otherwise established in the terms of the proportionate fair-share agreement.  At the discretion of the local government, proportionate fair-share revenues may be used for operational improvements prior to construction of the capacity project from which the proportionate fair-share revenues were derived.  Proportionate fair-share revenues may also be used as the 50% local match for funding under the FDOT Transportation Regional Incentive Program (TRIP).  

(2) In the event a scheduled facility improvement is removed from the CIE, then the revenues collected for its construction may be applied toward the construction of another improvement within that same corridor or sector that would mitigate the impacts of development pursuant to the requirements of Section D(2)(b).

(3)
Where an impacted regional facility has been designated as a regionally significant transportation facility on the Lake-Sumter MPO Regionally Significant Corridors Map, then the City may coordinate with other impacted jurisdictions and agencies to apply proportionate fair-share contributions and public contributions to seek funding for improving the impacted regional facility under the FDOT TRIP.  Such coordination shall be ratified by the City through an interlocal agreement that establishes a procedure for earmarking of the developer contributions for this purpose.

(4)
Where an applicant constructs a transportation facility that exceeds the applicant’s proportionate fair-share obligation calculated under Section G, the City shall reimburse the applicant for the excess contribution using one or more of the following methods: 

(a) An impact fee credit account may be established for the applicant in the amount of the excess contribution, a portion or all of which may be assigned and reassigned to subsequent owners of the land to be developed, under the terms and conditions acceptable to the City, but which must run with the land and may not be assigned in gross to the developer of any other parcel of property. 

(b) An account may be established for the applicant for the purpose of reimbursing the applicant for the excess contribution with proportionate fair-share payments from future applicants on the facility.

The City may compensate the applicant for the excess contribution through payment or some combination of means acceptable to the City and the applicant.

SECTION II.
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION III.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of  the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.
This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.
