CC Richardson read the ordinance by title only, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, annexing certain real property consisting of approximately 30 acres and being generally located south of County Road 48, west of the intersection of County Road 48 and U.S. 27, lying in Section 14, Township 20 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, which is contiguous to the city limits of the City of Leesburg, Florida, providing that said property so annexed shall be liable for its proportionate share of the existing and future indebtedness of said City; providing that such annexed property shall be subject to all laws and ordinances of said City as if all such territory had been a part of the City of Leesburg at the time of passage and approval of said laws and ordinances; providing that such annexed territory shall be placed in City Commission District 3; and providing an effective date.

ADOPTED ORDINANCE 07-02 REZONING APPROXIMATELY 30 ACRES SOUTH OF COUNTY ROAD 48, WEST OF THE INTERSECTION OF COUNTY ROAD 48 AND U.S. 27 IN SECTION 14-20-24 FROM COUNTY LM, HM, AND MP TO CIP AND SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS (TROPICAL INVESTMENT)

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately 30 acres generally located south of County Road 48, west of the intersection of County Road 48 and U.S. 27, lying in Section 14, Township 20 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, from County LM (Light Industrial), HM (Heavy Industrial) and MP (Planned Industrial) to CIP (Commercial Industrial Planned), subject to conditions contained in Exhibit A; and providing an effective date (Tropical Investment).

ADOPTED ORDINANCE 07-03 VACATING CERTAIN RESERVATIONS OF 30 FEET FOR PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY (.78 ACRE) GENERALLY SOUTH OF MAIN STREET, EAST OF LAKE AND NORTH OF MAGNOLIA IN SECTION 25-19-24

 
CC Richardson read the ordinance by title only, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, vacating certain reservations of 30 feet for public rights-of-way (.78 acre) as recorded in Official Record Book 5, Page 34, Public Records of Lake County, Florida, said property generally located south of Main Street, east of Lake and north of Magnolia, lying in Section 25, Township 19 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida; and providing for an effective date. 

Commissioner Knowles moved to adopt the ordinance. Commissioner Polk seconded the motion.

Commissioner Christian questioned the conditions placed on Cutrale for permitting.  Steve Richey, attorney for the applicant, stated the Planning Commission approved  a Conditional Use Permit (CUP).  Several neighborhood people requested changes prior to the approval of the permit.  The changes included:  the front portion was changed to a concrete and stucco wall instead of a fence; a neighboring homeowner was allowed input on the type of border being placed along the adjoining property line; only employee parking, not truck parking allowed in the area; and reconfiguration of the warehousing for truck traffic.  Mr. Richey stated most of the concerns of the neighborhood were met.  He further noted the stormwater ponds were narrowed and made dry retention beds with rock bases.  Signage similar to that on Canal Street is also proposed for the concrete and stucco wall.
Commissioner Christian inquired about the landscaping and hours of operation.  Mr. Richey stated the landscaping is inside the fencing so Cutrale will be responsible for maintenance. The hours of operation were not questioned.  Mr. Richey reminded everyone Cutrale runs three different operations at this site.
