Purchase SCADA Master Station Upgrades from QEI
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the purchase of the SCADA Master Station Upgrades from QEI for $107,796.00.
Analysis:
The existing SCADA Master Station servers have been in continuous service for 10 years and need to be replaced.  Normal maintenance and upgrades have been carried as far as they can. Technology has advanced during these 10 years and the City will gain the benefit of software upgrades, communication protocol changes and hardware changes that demand increasing amounts of memory and speed that our existing servers cannot supply.

In order to keep the SCADA systems running at acceptable levels of efficiency, the existing Master Station servers must be replaced.

Purchase Stump Cutter from Vermeer Southeast Sales for the Fleet Management Division 
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval to purchase a Stump Cutter from Vermeer Southeast Sales for the Fleet Maintenance Division for $26,947.95.
Analysis:
The City Commission previously authorized City Staff to apply for a 2006 Urban & Community Forestry grant for the purchase of a commercial grade stump cutter.  The City was awarded the grant and is ready to  purchase the stump cutter.  This piece of equipment will belong to the Fleet Maintenance Division and assigned to Parks & Recreation for daily use.

The stump cutter will be used by City crews to remove approximately seven hundred tree stumps as a result of trees destroyed during hurricanes Frances and Jean in September 2004.  These tree stumps are in street rights-of-way and on City properties.  The Electric Department and Parks Department have been aggressively trimming trees and removing sick and potentially hazardous trees in public areas and rights-of-way to avoid downed power lines during wind driven events.  The remaining stumps are unsightly, make it difficult to plant new trees, and can be a safety hazard.  The stump cutter will be used to remove many stumps from trees previously removed due to storm damage  as well as stumps created due to storms and general maintenance in the future. 

This purchase is being made through the State of Florida contract #212-515-630-M with Vermeer Southeast Sales.

Purchase of new and replacement vehicles for the Public Works Department using the Florida Sheriffs Association vehicle contract.
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the purchase of the listed new and replacement vehicles from the Florida Sheriffs Association vehicle contract for $541,115.
Analysis:
The Public Works Department Fleet Division has identified the specific types of vehicles to be purchased for fiscal year 2007.  The purchase includes 14 replacement vehicles and 17 new additions to the City’s fleet. 

Attached is a listing of each type of vehicle to be purchased.  At the end of the listing is a summary detailing the numbers and dollar amounts for each type of purchase.

The vendors to be used for the purchases are Garber Chevrolet of Green Cove Springs, FL; Tropical Ford of Orlando, FL; and Duval Ford of Jacksonville, FL.

The City will make these purchases using the Florida Sheriffs Association Bid No. 06-14-0821.  Each year the Florida Sheriffs Association prepares specifications for a multitude of vehicles and equipment.  The specifications are issued in an invitation to bid.  The association then awards contracts to various vendors throughout the State of Florida.  The process is an open and competitive process.  The Sheriffs contract is available for use by municipalities and saves our City and other agencies considerable time.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA AUTHORIZING FUTURE SUPPORT OF THE FLORIDA FOREVER SUCCESSOR PROGRAM THAT WILL PROVIDE CONTRIBUTIONS TO ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH, QUALITY OF LIFE, RECREATION, AND SUSTAINABILITY IN FLORIDA; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:


WHEREAS, the Florida Forever program and its predecessor Preservation 2000 program have immeasurably contributed to environmental health, quality of life, recreation and sustainability in Florida for this future generations, and


WHEREAS, 
Florida Forever has acquired over one million acres throughout Florida since 2000 and allocates $300 million annually to purchase environmentally sensitive and other lands, and has done so through numerous successful partnerships with cities, counties, state agencies, water management districts, nonprofit organizations, private landowners, and others in achieving its conservation purposes, and


WHEREAS, Florida Forever, through its partnerships with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Water Management Districts, and others, produces benefits that include clean air and water, healthy fisheries and wildlife habitat, improved water supply protection, and protected open spaces including greenway corridors, park lands, forests and water bodies, and


WHEREAS, Florida Forever, through the Florida Communities Trust, has assisted Florida’s cities and counties in protecting their cultural and historical resources, meeting the challenges of growth management, directing development away from coastal high hazard areas and floodplains, fostering a healthier lifestyle for Floridians, and providing recreational outdoor experiences in both urban and rural settings, and


WHEREAS,  Florida Forever has helped save many of Florida’s beaches, rivers, bays, forests, coral reefs and estuaries that provide the foundation for our $3 billion tourism industry which attracts more than 70 million visitors each year, and


WHEREAS, 50 Florida local governments have enacted land acquisition financing programs in the past decades, and these conservation financing programs serve to leverage Florida Forever funding and increase the impact of State land conservation funding, and


WHEREAS, Florida is experiencing rapid population growth, with approximately 1,100 new residents every day, and Floridians demand a high quality of life that include green space, access to water, pastoral settings and recreational opportunities, and


WHEREAS, Florida Forever and other land conservation programs must compete in Florida’s market of surging land and housing prices, and


WHEREAS, the effectiveness of Florida Forever has diminished because of escalating land prices and the impacts of inflation, and


WHEREAS, the funding for the Florida Forever program will sunset in 2010, and


WHEREAS, research by the Florida Forever Coalition has found that well in excess of $10 billion in State funding is currently needed to purchase wildlife and wilderness areas, parks and open space for our state’s ecological sustainability and increasing human population, and


WHEREAS, research by the Florida Forever Coalition has also found that additional billions of dollars in local funding is necessary in order that cities and counties can protect additional wilderness areas, parks, and open space, in ways fully complementary with those of the State, and


WHEREAS, a 2005 public opinion survey conducted by members of the Florida Forever Coalition found that 78% of Florida’s voters approve of the Florida Forever program, and


WHEREAS, the Florida Forever Coalition endorsed a Florida Forever successor program of $1 billion annually, and


WHEREAS, the benefits of Florida Forever have included Fountain Lake, Martin Luther King Walkway, Carver Heights and Sleepy Hollow projects for this jurisdiction.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by this resolution, the City of Leesburg declares its support for the creation and funding of a successor program to the Florida Forever program  sufficient to meet the needs of lands conservation today and in the generations to come.


And declares its intention to inform our representatives in the State Senate and State House of passage of this resolution.

Resolution authorizing  an agreement with GovDeals, Inc. to provide a means by which the City of Leesburg can conduct on-line Internet auction sales of surplus property.
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the resolution authorizing the execution of the agreement with GovDeals, Inc.

Analysis:
The purpose of this agreement is to contract with GovDeals, Inc. to provide a means for the City to conduct on-line Internet auction sales of surplus property.

Currently, the City sends all surplus property to be sold to an auction service in Orange County.  The City transports the items to the auction facility, which   requires valuable staff time and equipment.

GovDeals, Inc. provides a means for sellers to list items for sale and for potential buyers to bid upon these items via an Internet-based auction system.  GovDeals will provide training and may provide software and applications to the City to make the listing of items easier.  GovDeals is not a party to the actual sale and has no control over the listed information or the ability of the buyer and seller to complete the transaction.  The City is responsible for completing the transaction and insuring appropriate payment is made.

In 2002, GovDeals, Inc. formed a strategic partnership with the Florida League of Cities. More than 60 Florida municipalities and government agencies use Gov Deals for surplus property sales, in addition to hundreds of agencies across the United States.

The on-line auction service will benefit the City by:

· Not using valuable staff time and equipment costs to deliver the items to the auction yard.  Items can be sold in the place where they are presently stored.

· Reaching a larger market for the sale of surplus property.  This in turn should bring higher sale prices.

· Providing a convenient method for the citizens of Leesburg to bid on and purchase surplus property.

· Providing another avenue for the disposal of surplus property.  This is not an exclusive agreement.  The City is free to sell surplus property through other means.

· Allowing for immediate sale of surplus property and not having to ‘warehouse’ items for extended periods of time.  This warehousing often reduces the value in the marketplace.

The fee schedule for this service is applied to the individual item sale price as follows:

Single Item Sale Price
Fee Calculation

Under $100,000

7.5%

$100,000 to $500,000 

7.5% up to $100K + 5.5% of amount over $100K

Over $500,000


7.5% up to $100K + 5.5% of $400K + 3.5% over $500K

The City currently pays a fee of 7.5% on the full sale price for all vehicles.  A 10% fee is charged for the sale of miscellaneous items.

Fiscal Impact:  
There will be no direct fiscal impact, as the fee charged will be offset by a portion of the sale price. In addition, the fee on miscellaneous items is lower with the on-line service.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the agreement with Diversified Drilling Corporation for well services
Analysis:
The Environmental Services Department has the need for an on-going services contract for water well maintenance and repairs.  This continuing services unit price contract will provide the department with a vendor that can be used for maintenance and repairs on an as-needed basis.

To this point the Environmental Services Department has been attempting to obtain the required three written quotes for repair work.  It has become very time consuming and sometimes impossible to obtain the three quotes.  Diversified Drilling has demonstrated an excellent record of responding to pricing requests.  They are typically the only vendor that can complete all the services or work needed for water well maintenance and repair.  Other vendors are not able to provide all the services needed for well maintenance and repairs.

The City is ‘piggybacking’ an agreement between the Tampa Bay Water Authority and Diversified Drilling Corporation.  The Purchasing Division has evaluated the agreement and determined it is the result of a fair and open competitive bid process.

Staff Recommendation:

Analysis:
This project provides for site preparation and installation of landscaping along Highway 441 from County Road 473 to College Drive.  This project is Phase I of the City’s landscaping improvements along Highway 441.  These improvements are being coordinated with the Florida Department of Transportation and their road improvement project.

This project involves site preparation, irrigation installation, plant material, and maintenance.  There is significant site work to be performed in the removal of lime rock from the medians.  FDOT has provided additional monies for the extensive site work necessary.  This phase of the multi-phased landscape improvement project will serve as the gateway to Leesburg beginning at County Road 473.

On September 25, 2006 the Purchasing Division solicited bids from qualified firms.  On November 16, 2006 the Purchasing Division received three bid responses.  Vila & Son Landscaping was deemed the lowest responsive and responsible bidder.  The bid tabulation listing all responses is attached for your review.  At the direction of the project team, the Purchasing Division requested some items in the original specifications be value engineered to reduce the cost of the project.  This value engineering resulted in a cost reduction of $64,294.

Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to contract with a vendor to resurface the tennis courts at the Palmetto Street and Susan Street tennis complexes.  In addition to the resurfacing, the contractor will also be removing abandoned cement light poles that could pose a safety hazard.

Each complex consists of four regulation size doubles courts which need to be  resurfaced to repair cracks in the court surfaces.  The resurfacing will prevent possible further and significant damage to the courts caused by water penetration through existing cracks and worn sealant.  Prior to resurfacing the courts the vendor will remove the abandoned light poles, properly repair the holes, and resurface the entire court area at each complex. Analysis:
Development between College Drive and Radio Road, south of U.S. Hwy 441, along with the widening of US 441, has increased traffic flow in this area and the hazards for the motoring public attempting to travel between businesses within this corridor.  Staff is proposing the extension of the travel corridor between Ruby Tuesday on the west, and Midas Muffler on the east.  Some of the area necessary has been acquired through dedication and developer agreement, while other portions will need to be purchased.

Since the C.R. 470 plans were not mature enough to determine their exact needs, the State has left that issue to negotiation between the City and the County. Florida Statute 202.24, enacted in 2001, imposes limitations on local taxes and fees imposed on dealers of communications services, and the local government authority to collect franchise fees is thereby preempted by the state.  City revenues previously derived from communications franchise fees are now generated by communications services taxes collected by the state and a portion of those taxes is sent to the City.

Section 8-13 Franchise Fees no longer has validity because the City does not have authority to collect franchise fees from communications dealers.  Therefore, we recommend its repeal.

Natural gas line installation shall be required in all new residential developments of more than five (5) units, in accordance with the conditions and criteria hereinafter specified. Developers shall insure that not less than 80% of all units in the development be equipped with a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace.  Before any natural gas lines are installed in any such development the following prerequisites must be met: 

1. 
Streets to be Surveyed and Graded. All streets within the area shall be properly surveyed, marked and graded the full width of the right-of-way; 

2.
Costs of Installation. 

A.
Installation by City. Where the natural gas line distribution system is to be installed by the City, the cost of all natural gas lines and appurtenances must be borne by the developer, subdivider or re‑subdivider. Before the city commences any natural gas line construction, the cost, as estimated by the City’s design engineer (or designee), must be paid in cash or a bond sufficient to cover the cost of construction. The cost must be posted by the developer. The developer must connect at the nearest available natural gas supply and must also bear the cost from the nearest point to the subdivision. The City may require the sharing of trench space, which will be dug by the developer’s water and/or electric utility contractor at no charge to the city.   

B. 
Installation by Developer. The developer may at his option install his own natural gas distribution system or contract same to be done by a reliable contracting firm, at the developer's expense. The natural gas system improvements shall become the property of the City after completion. The developer shall guarantee the improvements pursuant to §25-453. 

C. 
Plans and Specifications to be submitted. Prior to any construction of natural gas line facilities, proposed plans and  specifications must be submitted to the City for preliminary approval. 

D. 
Inspection and Approval. Before facilities are finally accepted by the City, they must be inspected and approval given by the City as to construction, and any deviation or improper construction must be corrected or replaced before facilities can be used or final approval granted. Inspections must be made before any trench may be completely filled. 

3. 
Mains, Lines and Meters to be Property of City. All natural gas lines and connections, will be, and remain, the property of the City and the City will be responsible for the maintenance and repairs of the system. 

4. 
Main Line Specifications. All natural gas line installations, valves and connections shall be installed according to the specifications of the City. Natural gas lines that serve any area must be of a size designated by the City to insure adequate pressures and quantities. 

5. 
Map of Installations. A complete “as built” map of all valves, taps, bends, tees and crosses must be prepared by the design engineer, or by the natural gas system contractor and certified by the design engineer, as designated by the City. 

6. 
Meters are Property of City; Services Charges. Natural gas meters and regulators will be furnished and installed by the City and will remain the property of the City. In any new construction, or in any case in which an existing structure is altered so as to create more than one (1) single‑family dwelling or single unit therein, a meter shall be installed to serve each such single‑family dwelling or single unit; no meter serving more than one (1) single, discrete unit in a building shall be allowed. Charges for the installation of meters, regulators, and services are based on actual cost of labor and materials at time of installation for service.

7. 
The following criteria shall govern when gas mains must be installed by developers where natural gas service is not available directly adjacent to the real property being developed:

Gas main and service installations will be required when it is determined by the City in its discretion that a connection to the City’s existing natural gas system is reasonably available. In determining whether such a connection is reasonably available, the City shall take into account, among other considerations, the following factors, no single one of which shall be considered determinative in and of itself: 

1. Whether the cost to the developer for connection to the nearest adequately sized city natural gas line exceeds the total cost of natural gas infrastructure within the development, including mains, services, meters and appurtenances. 

2. Whether the cost to the developer for connection to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line exceeds the total cost of connecting the development to the City’s water and wastewater systems;
3. The distance from the development to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line, both standing alone and compared to the distance to the nearest City water and wastewater lines;
4. Any physical or geographical obstacles to the installation of a line from the development to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line, including but not limited to lakes, streams or other water bodies, and roads, streets, railroads or other public or private rights of way which must be crossed in order to construct the line;

5. The number of residential units within the development as compared to the total cost to the developer for creating a  connection to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line;

6. The terms of any annexation or development agreement between the City and the developer, entered into prior to the date this ordinance was first adopted; 

7. Whether and to what extent the development had received any annexation, rezoning or other land use approvals from the City prior to the date this ordinance was first adopted.

SECTION III. 
All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with any of the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portions destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety. 
SECTION IV. 
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable. 

SECTION V. 
This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning of the subject property from City R-3 (High Density Residential) with a Conditional Use Permit to City PUD (Planned Unit Development). 
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 77 acres.  The property is generally situated south of Dixie Avenue and east of June Drive, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is R-3 (High Density Residential) with a Conditional Use Permit (CUP). Currently, the property is a retirement community with medical and professional offices and the proposed use is to continue the existing uses and add single family, duplexes, and carriage homes.  The surrounding zoning designations are City R1-A (Single Family Residential) to the east, City R-1 (Low Density Residential), R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and R-3 (High Density Residential) to the north, City PUD (Planned Unit Development) to the west and Lake Harris to the south.

These PD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running 
with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon 
the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition 
herein set out.

Any violation of City, State or Federal laws or permit requirements concerning the

Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of the site plan and construction plan approvals for this Planned Development. In the event, the conditions of the PD has not been substantially initiated during the required time period, the PD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PD Conditions.

 CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval could result in demands on public facilities which would   exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

(2)This reimbursement resolution is required by U.S Department of Treasury if the City is to be reimbursed from the proceeds of bond sales for costs incurred prior to the new bond issue.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA DESIGNATING THE FINANCE TEAM TO WORK WITH THE CITY IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF DEBT TO ACQUIRE, CONSTRUCT AND EQUIP CAPITAL ASSETS WITHIN THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE ENGAGEMENT LETTERS; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO RETAIN OTHER PROFESSIONAL FIRMS AS NEEDED; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg, Florida (the “City”) has identified certain capital assets and infrastructure improvements located within the City that it desires to acquire, construct and equip (the “Projects”) that it wishes to finance with the proceeds of its revenue bonds, notes or other obligations to be issued in the future in one or more series (the “Tax Exempt Financing”); and

WHEREAS, the City has been working with D.A. Davidson & Co., Akerman Senterfitt, and Holland & Knight LLP (collectively, the “Finance Team”) in connection with the proposed issuance of the Tax Exempt Financing; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission now desires, pursuant hereto, to formally designate the Finance Team.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, THAT:

AUTHORITY. This Resolution is adopted pursuant to Chapter 166, Florida Statutes and other applicable provisions of law (collectively, the “Act”).
DESIGNATION OF FINANCE TEAM AND APPROVAL OF TERMS OF ENGAGEMENT. The Finance Team with respect to the issuance of the Tax Exempt Financing shall consist of D.A. Davidson & Co. as Financial Advisor, Akerman Senterfitt as Bond Counsel, and Holland & Knight LLP as Disclosure Counsel.  The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute and deliver to the various members of the Finance Team supplemental or amended engagement letters in customary form, as needed. Staff Recommendation:  

Staff recommends approval  of Phase II Scope of Services Agreement with DA Davidson & Co. for Financial Advisor Services not to exceed $25,000.

Analysis: 

D.A. Davidson & Co. as the official City Financial Advisor will provide necessary financial consultant services and work cooperatively with RW Beck Co. and City staff to analyze current and projected financial status as well as the status and five-year projections of the adopted Capital Improvement Plan.   

The final work product will be a Consulting Engineer’s Report / Feasibility Study for the proposed Series 2007 bond issues, subject to Commission approval.  These reports will include an overview and general update of the City’s Electric Utility System and Utility System (Water, Wastewater, and Gas) Five-Year Capital Improvement Programs. They will include a historical summary and new five year projections similar to those contained in the Consulting Engineer’s Reports prepared prior to the 2004 bond issues. Beck, Inc. will provide Consulting Engineer services and Financial Feasibility Reports required for the Electric System Series 2007 and the Utility System Series 2007 bond issues.  They will work cooperatively with D.A. Davidson and City staff to analyze current and projected financial status, utility revenues, and five-year projections of the adopted Capital Improvement Plan.   

The final work product will be Consulting Engineer’s Report / Feasibility Study for the proposed Electric System Series 2007 and Utility System Series 2007 bond issues, subject to Commission approval. S*T*E*R*L*I*N*G Award together with a cash award:

Project:

Insurance Program

Nominee:

Dann Herrin, Risk Manager, and Jerry Boop, Deputy Finance Director.   Dann and Jerry have done tremendous jobs in re-bidding or negotiating savings in the City’s insurance package.  In one year they have:  

(a) Negotiated a reduction in fees from Blue Cross/Blue Shield which will result in a savings over the next three years of $279,000;

(b) Modified our insurance plan to mandate generic drugs at an estimated savings of $140,000 a year;

(c) Re-bid our group life insurance resulting in a 30% cost reduction or a three-year savings of $111,000 based on the City’s current payroll;

(d) Negotiated a 28% decrease in the City’s Worker’s Compensation Administrator Fees which will result in a savings of $12,560 this year; and

(e) Negotiated a $31,000 reimbursement from Medicare Part D.

We recommend a $1,000 cash award be divided between Dann and Jerry.

Project:

Plantation Billing

The City acquired the Plantation utilities in July, 2006.  The following employees voluntarily agreed to create 3,500 new utility accounts, install a new rate structure (based on gallons), and build meter cycles to incorporate these new customers.  The City believed it would have to employee a third-party vendor to do this work.  It is difficult to measure the exact amount this saved the City, but estimates of $30-40,000 are reasonable.  The conversion of accounts was completed in 69 days.  It was accurate and expeditious because of the teamwork shown by these 14 dedicated employees.
