Staff Recommendation:
City Staff recommends approval of the Cancellation of Lease Agreement with John Francis d/b/a Flying Colors of Leesburg, Inc.

Analysis:

Mr. John Francis, d/b/a Flying Colors of Leesburg, Inc., leased the hangar at 8701 Airport Boulevard, Suite 1, on October 1, 2005.  The lease period is for two years, with an expiration date of September 30, 2007.  The current monthly rent is $1297.75 plus tax.  Mr. Francis now wishes to discontinue this lease agreement.   The Cancellation of Lease Agreement provides for termination of the lease effective January 31, 2007.

Triangle Aviation, Inc. has expressed interest in leasing this site.  Their plan is to renovate the hangar and use it to open the second Fixed Base Operator at Leesburg International Airport.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Consent to Sublease Agreement.
Analysis:
William C. Boughan, d/b/a Jet War Bird Maintenance, LLC originally had a sublease with Triangle Aviation, Inc. for space at Leesburg International Airport.  Upon expiration of that agreement, Mr. Boughan reached a new agreement with Skybolt Aeromotive Corporation to lease space in their facility.  He is in the process of building three hangars at the Orlando Country Airport for his operation.  However, it is expected that completion of the hangars will take six months or more.

The sublease with Skybolt Aeromotive, Inc. is temporary and will not extend beyond the stipulated one-year period.  The area being leased by Mr. Boughan is the bay area/hangar area of the Skybolt facility, which is 50 feet x 50 feet.  Mr. Boughan will be required to have liability insurance and fire insurance, naming the City as an additional insured.

The Airport Advisory Board reviewed this agreement at their December 20, 2006 meeting and recommended that it be approved.

Resolution authorizing Work Order No. 6 with The MEA Group, Inc. for engineering and design of general aviation ramp space at Leesburg International Airport
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Work Order No. 6 with The MEA Group for general aviation ramp space engineering and design.

Analysis:

The City received a grant from the Florida Department of Transportation for the design of approximately 60,000 additional square feet of general aviation ramp space.  Additional ramp space is needed to accommodate larger aircraft, especially when more than two arrive at Leesburg International at the same time. 

Work Order No. 6 from MEA Group, Inc. is for the design of the additional ramp space.  Once the design is completed and approved by FDOT, funding for construction will become available after July 1, 2007.  
Options:

2.  Other action the Commission deems appropriate.


Fiscal Impact: 

The total project cost including design and construction is estimated to be $750,000.00.  The FY 05/06 budget included funding of $360,000.00 for ramp space. Those funds will be rolled into FY 06/07 to be used for this project.  The balance of $390,000.00 will be moved from the “Ramp Area to Cracker Barrel” project as that project will not be constucted this year because FDOT will not provide funding for it at this time.  A budget amendment will be required for this transfer.

Staff Recommendation:

Analysis:
In June 2001, the City entered into a lease with Highlands Centre for property at the Leesburg Airport.  The site was used to construct a hangar and the primary tenant since that time has been Angel Flight Southeast.  Angel Flight Southeast is now purchasing the hangar from Highlands Centre.  As a result, a Consent to Assignment of Lease must be approved by the City.

The initial lease period ends June 30, 2021.  The Consent to Assignment of Lease provides for an additional five-year period in the lease term.  The current monthly rent on this site is $317.18 plus tax.  This amount is adjusted every two years based on the Consumers Price Index.

Resolution  authorizing  an agreement with Tijuana Flats Burrito Company to provide a payment method to eliminate unpaid electric utility charges.

Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends approval of the agreement between Tijuana Flats Burrito Company (Tijuana Flats) and the City of Leesburg (the City)  whereby Tijuana Flats agrees to pay the City for uncollected electric utility charges with twenty-four equal monthly interest free installments of $594.57 for a total of $14,269.68. Those charges will be in addition to the regular monthly utility bills.

Analysis: 

Due to an administrative error, Tijuana Flats was incorrectly billed for electric service from January 2006 through August 17, 2006.  The “multiple 40” meter type was not described in the billing system, therefore, they were only charged for 1/40 of the energy delivered.  An internal audit of accounts found the discrepancy.

Tijuana Flats is a new business in Leesburg and has insufficient cash flow at this time to pay the bill more quickly than proposed. No interest is proposed because the City is primarily at fault. The customer had some responsibility to notify the City of the very apparent error in their electric bills but failed to do so.  The owner and City’s Finance Director negotiated the proposed payment schedule.

Code of Ordinance Section 22-196 describes in detail City electric rates and how charges are to be billed. The ordinance obligates the City to collect for all electricity sold and does not allow for exceptions. State law also supports the collection for under-payments of this sort.

Analysis:
Staff requested the time extension on the Joint Partnership Agreement with FDOT due to mitigating circumstances beyond our control.  Several of these circumstances are addressed below.

The design process was delayed for a lengthy period of time due to hiring a design firm to prepare all necessary documents, amend the design as needed or required by FDOT, conduct public and key shareholders meeting, and seek clarification and guidance from FDOT staff concerning:

1. Limerock that was left in the center medians.

2. Vegetation management zones for billboards located on the rights of way.

3. Requirements for irrigation sleeves beneath the roadways.

4. Approval of the City’s request to install banners in the center medians.

5. Review and acceptance of proposed landscape/irrigation design.  

The bidding process was also extended longer than anticipated.  A bid announcement was issued September 25, 2006 and was awarded on January 22, 2007.  Staff had to meet with the awarded contractor to discuss such issues as limerock removal from the center medians and replacement with approved topsoil.  Staff renegotiated the project price by changing some plant sizes to stay within the anticipated project budget.  Staff also encountered delays in scheduling a review of this project for the City Commission and also for the preparation of the various documents needed for a project of this magnitude.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the agreement with E.R.G. Enterprises, L.L.C. for $32,800.
Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to contract with a qualified professional to clean three dry retention ponds.  This cleaning is required in order to meet Federal Aviation Administration requirements as it relates to minimizing the attraction of birds.  Three ponds on the airport property have been identified as not percolating normally.  This causes water to stand in the ponds which in turn attracts birds to the area.  In order to minimize attracting birds, twelve inches of vegetation and soil will be excavated from each pond.  The excavated material will be placed on airport property and spread evenly to dry.  The material will remain on airport property.

On December 13, 2006 the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid number 70081 soliciting interested and qualified firms to submit a quote for the retention pond cleaning.  On January 8, 2007 14 responses to the solicitation were received.  The bid tabulation is attached for your review.  The lowest bid response was $19,900 lower than the next lowest bid.  The Purchasing Division solicited  four references from the list provided by  the lowest bidder.  .  Two responses were received.  One response was not favorable and the second agency cited their policy that prevents them from providing references.  The other two agencies did not respond.

This work is to be performed on the airside of the airport.  This area has aircraft traffic and all movement is controlled by the air traffic control tower.  Due to the sensitive area this work is to be performed, it is imperative that the selected contractor be responsible and professional.

The Purchasing Division has deemed the lowest bidder East Coast Site Control as non-responsible based on the unfavorable reference check and the sensitive nature of the jobsite.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the attached resolution authorizing purchase of property from the Christian & Missionary Alliance Church for $329,906.76.

Analysis:
The extension of Magnolia Street from 12th Street to U. S. Highway 27 is in the Capital Improvement Plan for right-of-way acquisition this year.  This property consisting of  7,077.5 square feet is adjacent to the former Atlantic Coast Line Railroad Right of Way, fronting on US Hwy 27.  The purchase of this property will allow the Magnolia Street extension to be designed to intersect 14th Street at the traffic light at Leesburg High School.

The City is acquiring the parcel north of the railroad ROW (adjacent to the Public Works site), and easements along the railroad ROW and U.S. Hwy 27 to accommodate alignment of  the Magnolia Street extension with the entrance road to the Leesburg High School and a turning radius and apron onto 14th Street.  

The proposed contract provides for a cash payment, as well as two negotiated stipulations.  The City will build a paved driveway apron to the church property when the extension is constructed, and will provide master-planned stormwater retention that will accommodate runoff from the church’s future parking lot.  The obligation for the latter is limited to the impervious surface area shown on a preliminary design that the Church provided to the City.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, URGING MEMBERS OF THE FLORIDA LEGISLATURE TO SUPPORT THE FOLLOWING ISSUES DURING THE 2007 LEGISLATIVE SESSION; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

WHEREAS, municipal self-determination and local self-government are constantly under attack from a variety of public and private interests; and

WHEREAS, numerous counties have recently proposed revisions to their charters that would adversely impact the Home-Rule powers of municipalities within those counties; and 

WHEREAS, a majority of Florida’s municipalities have experienced negative impacts to infrastructure, housing stock and employment base from a series of natural disasters; higher than expected increases in the cost of building products; double-digit increases in the cost of property insurance; and inequities in the existing property-tax system; and

WHEREAS, Florida’s continuing population increase has presented a challenge to cities struggling to meet the infrastructure needs required to accommodate new growth and development without an infrastructure revenue source dedicated to municipalities; and

WHEREAS, various proposed revisions to the property-tax system would have substantial adverse impacts for all municipalities in Florida should they be adopted; and

WHEREAS, Florida’s municipalities are dependent on other governmental entities for financial stability and under the current system the state, counties, and school districts, control all funding sources authorized for implementing capital improvements and complying with concurrency requirements; and

WHEREAS, Gov. Charlie Crist and Florida’s House and Senate leaders have an opportunity to address the unique concerns of municipalities during the upcoming 2007 legislative session.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG:

Section 1. 

THAT the City of Leesburg urges Gov. Charlie Crist and members of the Florida Legislature to support legislation during the 2007 legislative session that:

· Restores and maintains municipal Home-Rule authority for municipalities located within charter counties;

· Supports a tax structure that is fair and equitable, and is competitively neutral and allows municipalities the flexibility to provide adequate services in their communities.  

· Preserves the dedicated documentary stamp fees as a funding source for the State and Local Government Housing Trust Fund (Sadowski Trust Fund), eliminates the cap placed on fund distribution, and prohibits any of these trust fund dollars from being diverted to the General Revenue Fund.  

· Provides a comprehensive and uniform workers’ compensation system for all municipal employees, regardless of employee classification, at a reasonable cost to employers.   

· Provides a dedicated and recurring source of revenue, including municipal local-option fuel taxes, rental-car surcharges, or other taxes or fees, for municipalities to fund transportation projects such as TRIP, urban arterial and other projects.  Furthermore, the existing distribution formula for local-option transportation taxes imposed by a county should be revised to allow for a more equitable distribution to municipalities and provides for indexing of local-option fuel taxes.

· Requires legislative authorization prior to the Florida Department of Transportation removing or delaying any project that is contained in the FDOT Five-Year Work Plan.  

· Preserves municipal authority to franchise cable and video services.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance accepting the Quit Claim Deed from the State of Florida, Department of Transportation, Florida Turnpike Enterprise, for property at the C.R. 470 / Turnpike interchange.
Analysis:
The Florida Department of Transportation, Florida’s Turnpike Enterprise, has been working with Lake County and the City of Leesburg to transfer right-of-way at the 470/Turnpike interchange to these jurisdictions.  The City has requested right-of-way in the northeast and southwest quadrants for the purpose of access roads.  The County has requested right-of-way in the southeast and southwest quadrants for the purpose of widening C.R. 470.

It is possible that the County will need a portion of the parcel in the northeast quadrant that the City is receiving for road widening.  Since the C.R. 470 plans were not mature enough to determine their exact needs, the State has left that issue to negotiation between the City and the County.  The staffs of both entities are amenable to this solution.

Staff Recommendation:


Staff recommends adoption of the Ordinance to repeal Section 8-36 Franchise Fees of the Code of Ordinances.
Analysis:
Florida Statute 202.24, enacted in 2001, imposes limitations on local taxes and fees imposed on dealers of communications services, and the local government authority to collect franchise fees is thereby preempted by the state.  City revenues previously derived from communications franchise fees are now generated by communications services taxes collected by the state and a portion of those taxes is sent to the City.

Section 8-36 Franchise Fees no longer has validity because the City does not have authority to collect franchise fees from communications dealers.  Therefore, we recommend its repeal.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REPEALING §25 – 452(E) OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, PERTAINING TO NATURAL GAS MAIN INSTALLATION, AND PROVIDING FOR RENUMBERING OF §25 – 452(F) TO ACCOMMODATE THIS REPEAL; AMENDING AND RECODIFYING §25 – 501 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES TO INCORPORATE THE PROVISIONS OF REPEALED §25 – 452(E) AND TO PLACE THE AMENDED SECTION IN THE CODE OF ORDINANCES AS NEWLY CREATED §22 – 7; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SEVERANCE CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

§25 – 452(e) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby repealed, and to accommodate this repeal, §25 – 452(f) as it exists on the day prior to the effective date of this Ordinance is hereby renumbered so that it shall, after the effective date of this Ordinance, be codified as §25 – 452(e).

SECTION II.

§25-501 of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as set forth below, and shall be hereafter codified as §22 – 7 of the Code of Ordinances:

Sec. 22 – 7.
Natural Gas Line Installation Procedures.

Natural gas line installation shall be required in all new residential developments of more than five (5) units, in accordance with the conditions and criteria hereinafter specified. Developers shall insure that not less than 80% of all units in the development be equipped with a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace.  Before any natural gas lines are installed in any such development the following prerequisites must be met: 

1. 
Streets to be Surveyed and Graded. All streets within the area shall be properly surveyed, marked and graded the full width of the right-of-way; 

2.
Costs of Installation. 

A.
Installation by City. Where the natural gas line distribution system is to be installed by the City, the cost of all natural gas lines and appurtenances must be borne by the developer, subdivider or re‑subdivider. Before the city commences any natural gas line construction, the cost, as estimated by the City’s design engineer (or designee), must be paid in cash or a bond sufficient to cover the cost of construction. The cost must be posted by the developer. The developer must connect at the nearest available natural gas supply and must also bear the cost from the nearest point to the subdivision. The City may require the sharing of trench space, which will be dug by the developer’s water and/or electric utility contractor at no charge to the city.   

B. 
Installation by Developer. The developer may at his option install his own natural gas distribution system or contract same to be done by a reliable contracting firm, at the developer's expense. The natural gas system improvements shall become the property of the City after completion. The developer shall guarantee the improvements pursuant to §25-453. 

C. 
Plans and Specifications to be submitted. Prior to any construction of natural gas line facilities, proposed plans and  specifications must be submitted to the City for preliminary approval. 

D. 
Inspection and Approval. Before facilities are finally accepted by the City, they must be inspected and approval given by the City as to construction, and any deviation or improper construction must be corrected or replaced before facilities can be used or final approval granted. Inspections must be made before any trench may be completely filled. 

3. 
Mains, Lines and Meters to be Property of City. All natural gas lines and connections, will be, and remain, the property of the City and the City will be responsible for the maintenance and repairs of the system. 

4. 
Main Line Specifications. All natural gas line installations, valves and connections shall be installed according to the specifications of the City. Natural gas lines that serve any area must be of a size designated by the City to insure adequate pressures and quantities. 

5. 
Map of Installations. A complete “as built” map of all valves, taps, bends, tees and crosses must be prepared by the design engineer, or by the natural gas system contractor and certified by the design engineer, as designated by the City. 

6. 
Meters are Property of City; Services Charges. Natural gas meters and regulators will be furnished and installed by the City and will remain the property of the City. In any new construction, or in any case in which an existing structure is altered so as to create more than one (1) single‑family dwelling or single unit therein, a meter shall be installed to serve each such single‑family dwelling or single unit; no meter serving more than one (1) single, discrete unit in a building shall be allowed. Charges for the installation of meters, regulators, and services are based on actual cost of labor and materials at time of installation for service.

7. 
The following criteria shall govern when gas mains must be installed by developers where natural gas service is not available directly adjacent to the real property being developed:

Gas main and service installations will be required when it is determined by the City in its discretion that a connection to the City’s existing natural gas system is reasonably available. In determining whether such a connection is reasonably available, the City shall take into account, among other considerations, the following factors, no single one of which shall be considered determinative in and of itself: 

1. Whether the cost to the developer for connection to the nearest adequately sized city natural gas line exceeds the total cost of natural gas infrastructure within the development, including mains, services, meters and appurtenances. 

2. Whether the cost to the developer for connection to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line exceeds the total cost of connecting the development to the City’s water and wastewater systems;
3. The distance from the development to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line, both standing alone and compared to the distance to the nearest City water and wastewater lines;
4. Any physical or geographical obstacles to the installation of a line from the development to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line, including but not limited to lakes, streams or other water bodies, and roads, streets, railroads or other public or private rights of way which must be crossed in order to construct the line;

5. The number of residential units within the development as compared to the total cost to the developer for creating a  connection to the nearest adequately sized City natural gas line;

6. The terms of any annexation or development agreement between the City and the developer, entered into prior to the date this ordinance was first adopted; 

7. Whether and to what extent the development had received any annexation, rezoning or other land use approvals from the City prior to the date this ordinance was first adopted.

SECTION III. 
All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with any of the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portions destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety. 
SECTION IV. 
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning of the subject property from City R-3 (High Density Residential) with a Conditional Use Permit to City PUD (Planned Unit Development). 
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 77 acres.  The property is generally situated south of Dixie Avenue and east of June Drive, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is R-3 (High Density Residential) with a Conditional Use Permit (CUP). Currently, the property is a retirement community with medical and professional offices and the proposed use is to continue the existing uses and add single family, duplexes, and carriage homes.  The surrounding zoning designations are City R1-A (Single Family Residential) to the east, City R-1 (Low Density Residential), R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and R-3 (High Density Residential) to the north, City PUD (Planned Unit Development) to the west and Lake Harris to the south.

The proposed zoning district of City PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the existing City future land use designation of High Density Residential.
The existing land uses surrounding the property are single family and undeveloped properties. 
Development of the parcel shall require expansion of City utilities at the owner’s expense.

The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.

TRANSPORTATION

All transportation improvements shall be contingent upon site plan approval by City of Leesburg staff during development review/permit application. Said approval shall also be contingent upon review and approval by Lake County and the FDOT, as required.

Approval of all necessary permits and improvements as required by the City of Leesburg and Lake County shall include any needed right of way, signalization and improvements required to support the development.

Roadways shall be constructed within the interior of the development such that continuous vehicular access is available among and between all structures within the development.

Sidewalks shall be constructed as required by the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances for the development.

The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance of any transportation improvements required of the developer.  The permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity to pay the cost of maintaining transporta​tion improvements.

 MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

 The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.

No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, 
improve, 
move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any 
manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in 
accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  

    C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City 

and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.

D.
  The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions. The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  

E.
These PD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running 
with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon 
the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition 
herein set out.

F.
Any violation of City, State or Federal laws or permit requirements concerning the 
development of this project will constitute a violation of this permit and will result in all 
activities on the project site being halted until the violation is satisfactorily resolved and 
may result in a hearing before the Planning Commission to determine whether a change in 
the conditions of this PD are necessary.

  The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned     Development Master Plan dated Oct. 6, 2006 (attached as part of these conditions). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.


H.
Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of the site plan and construction plan approvals for this Planned Development. In the event, the conditions of the PD has not been substantially initiated during the required time period, the PD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PD Conditions.  

16.
 CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval could result in demands on public facilities which would   exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Staff Recommendation:

Analysis:

As established in the Budget Policy, adopted September 28, 1998, total appropriations within a fund cannot increase or decrease without formal action by the City Commission.  
This budget adjustment is requesting the roll-over of items budgeted last year, but which were not completed and also items that were on order (by approved purchase orders) but had not been received as of September 30, 2006.  By Commission policy, even if it is anticipated at the time we are preparing the budget for the next year that a project will not be completed in the year in which it is budgeted, we do not include these sums in the annual budget, but re-authorize those projects with a roll-over budget ordinance. Purchase Stump Cutter from Vermeer Southeast Sales for the Fleet Management Division
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval to purchase a Stump Cutter from Vermeer Southeast Sales for the Fleet Maintenance Division for $26,947.95.
Analysis:
The City Commission previously authorized City Staff to apply for a 2006 Urban & Community Forestry grant for purchase of a commercial grade stump cutter.  The City was awarded the grant and is ready to purchase the stump cutter.  This piece of equipment will belong to the Fleet Maintenance Division and assigned to Parks & Recreation for use.

City crews will use the stump cutter to remove tree stumps as a result of trees destroyed during hurricanes Frances and Jean in September 2004.  A recently completed comprehensive tree survey shows there are approximately 400 to 500 stumps on City property and rights-of-way.  The Electric and Parks Departments have been aggressively trimming trees and removing sick and potentially hazardous trees in public areas and rights-of-way to avoid downed power lines during wind driven events.  The remaining stumps are unsightly, make it difficult to plant new trees, and can be a safety hazard.  The stump cutter will be used to remove many stumps from trees previously removed due to storm damage as well as stumps created due to storms and general maintenance in the future.
This purchase is being made through the State of Florida contract #212-515-630-M with Vermeer Southeast Sales.  The State purchasing agreement provides a 15% discount off the manufactures list price.

Options:
1.  Approve the purchase from Vermeer Southeast Sales for $26,947.95; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
The City is required to make the purchase first.  The State will reimburse the City $15,520 or 50% of the final approved project costs, whichever is less.  The Parks and Electric Departments have each budgeted $6,736.99 for this purchase.  These funds will be transferred to the Fleet new equipment purchase account.  The balance needed for the purchase will be borrowed from the Fleet Maintenances new equipment purchase account.  The Fleet account will be repaid when reimbursement from the State is received.
