PUBLIC HEARING CASE #006-1-011807 – BLAKE J. MERRY – MERRY/AFFLECK REAL ESTATE OFFICE

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 0.26 ACRES FROM R-2 (MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL) TO RP (RESIDENTIAL PROFESSIONAL) DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED NORTH OF WEST MAIN STREET, LYING EAST OF NORTH OAKLAND STREET AND WEST OF NORTH MOSS STREET, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 27 TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (CITY COMMISSION MEETING DATES TENATIVELY, FEBRUARY 26, 2007 AND MARCH 12, 2007)

Bill Wiley presented staff's case in support to the request.  He presented Exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, legal description, aerial photos, surrounding land use maps and property photos. He reviewed and summarized the staff summary and recommendation of approval for the request. 

Dan Miller, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial photograph, surrounding zoning map, flood zone and wetlands map and surrounding photographs.

Mr. Wiley also stated three (3) public responses received in favor of the request.  He also stated the conceptual site plan presented by Dan Miller, Senior Planner was for information only.

Ann Affleck, applicant sworn in by Debra Galloway, Administrative Assistant II, addressed the board with limited comments.  Discussion ensued over the parking requirements and the handicap parking space.  Ms. Affleck assured the Board the request would have the required spaces with the handicap parking in front of the property.
