Bill Wiley, Planning Manager informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  Mr. Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Debra Galloway, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, Julie Bruck & Bill Wiley.

Acting Chairman Edward Schlein read into the record the case to be continued to the March 8, 2007 Planning Commission meeting. 

 Commissioner Roland Stults moved to APPROVE the continuance as requested for case #042-1-040705 – Timothy Sennett – Sennett Offices.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE #015-1-022207 – MELON PATCH PLAYERS, INC. 

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 1.1 ACRES FROM LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL TO INSTITUTIONAL DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ALONG THE WEST SIDE OF NORTH 13TH STREET, SOUTH OF THE INTERESECTION WITH CENTER STREET, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 26 TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (CITY COMMISSION MEETING DATES TENATIVELY, MARCH 26, 2007 AND APRIL 9, 2007)

Bill Wiley presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos.

Julie Bruck, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use map, surrounding zoning, and surrounding land use.  She stated there were no wetlands and flood zones.  Mrs. Bruck using overhead visuals also reviewed the proposed layout of the property.

Mr. Wiley reviewed and summarized the staff recommendation with corrections made to the staff report.  He stated no comments received from the Lake County School Board.  Mr. Wiley’s concern was the agenda referenced the case as a rezoning, which it should have read small-scale comprehensive plan.  He then stated staff recommended approval of the request and requested the Board to make the recommendation based on the information and the corrections as presented by staff, should the advertisement differ from that of the request, the Board reconsider hearing the case at the next meeting.

The applicant was not present due to illness.

Commissioner Wylie Hamilton made a motion to APPROVE case #015-0-022207 – Melon Patch Players, Inc. presented by staff with corrections and additions.  Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 5 to 0.
