Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Lease Agreement with DriveTime Car Sales, Inc.

Analysis:
DriveTime Car Sales, Inc., a used auto dealership, is currently located on airport property at 8735 U.S. Highway 441.  This parcel was purchased by the City from Michael and Susan Smith in July 2002.  Under the terms of the purchase agreement, the Smiths retained the right to the income from the lease with DriveTime until its expiration.  The lease agreement between the Smiths and DriveTime expires at midnight on June 30th 2007.  Upon expiration of the lease agreement, control of the property, including all future income derived from the lease with DriveTime, is returned to the City.

DriveTime is in the process of acquiring land to build a new facility near the intersection of U.S. 441 and CR 473.   As of this date, construction has not started.  As a result, DriveTime needs additional time to build a facility and has requested to enter into a lease agreement with the City so they can remain at their current site for several more months.

The City plans to erect T-Hangers in the area that DriveTime now occupies, but that project will not start for a year or more.  Approving the Smith’s request  for the additional lease time to allow them to construct their new facility under a realistic schedule is not a problem for the City.
The attached agreement is a month-to-month lease and will yield additional revenue to the City of $8,000.00 per month. 
The Airport Advisory Board reviewed this Agreement at their May 16, 2007 meeting and recommended approval.

Mr. Connor has advised that he will be leaving the area to relocate in the State of Georgia. Subject:
Resolution authorizing the Interim City Manager to submit a grant application to the Secretary of State’s Office of Cultural and Historical Programs for the Leesburg Women’s Club/ Cultural Museum
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval to submit an application for a Special Purpose Grant for the Renovation and Restoration of the Leesburg Women’s Club Building/Cultural Museum.

Analysis:
In 1981, the City of Leesburg acquired the historic Leesburg Women’s Club Building at 111 South 6th Street.  The City used the building for office space during the renovation and expansion of the City Hall in 1987 through 1988.  After that period, the City granted first floor space in the building to the Leesburg Heritage Society for museum displays, and later granted first floor office space to the Leesburg Partnership.

In 1997 the City  was awarded a grant from the Secretary of State to perform an architectural survey of the building, with the intent to undertake the renovation and restoration of the building.  The survey was conducted and completed by James Senatore, Architect in 1998.  The survey included proposals that would restore the original historic exterior characteristics, modernize and upgrade the plumbing and electrical systems, add an elevator for second floor access and public restrooms for use during downtown events, plus renovate the first and second floors of the building.

This application is proposing a multi-phased approach for the project  The City would perform a detailed engineering evaluation of the overall structure, perform the renovations on the first floor, upgrade the plumbing and electrical systems and restrooms, and add an ADA compliant restroom there.  It is also possible that we could proceed with the exterior restorations and add the exterior structure that will house the elevator.

In successive applications we will request funding to install an elevator, add an exterior emergency stairway, bring the primary stairway into compliance with the existing building codes, renovate the second floor, add two ADA compliant restrooms on the second floor, upgrade the HVAC system to accommodate the first and second floors, and restore the second floor windows to modern historically appropriate systems.

In 2006, the City Commission authorized a grant application for this project.  The City’s application  did not receive a recommendation for funding.  The grant application was ranked 59th out of 120 applications, however funding was only recommended for the first 53 applicants.  Staff has included additional information in the grant application, based upon the comments and suggestions from the Florida Bureau of Historic Preservation and believes the chance to receive a recommendation for funding in the next cycle have improved significantly.
Options:
1.  Authorize staff to submit the grant application
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
This grant application will be evaluated and reviewed later this year and the funding recommendations will be presented to the Legislature at their next general session in 2008.  The Special Purpose Grants-in-Aid is a 50/50 match to a maximum reimbursable amount of $350,000 and requires completion of the funded project within 2 years of accepting the grant. Staff  anticipates the City will make application for at least one additional grant under this program to complete the project.  The Recreation and Parks Department intends to seek budget approval for $700,000 each year, $350,000 from the grant and $350,000 in City match for this project (FY 2008-09, FY 2009-10, and FY 2010-11) as shown in the Capital Improvement Plan.  Submittal of this application does not obligate the City to the project.  Should City matching funds be unavailable due to ad valorem revenue reductions, the City may still decline to accept the grant award.

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from City R-3 (High Density Residential) to CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned). 
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 1.18 acres.  The property is generally located on Euclid Avenue and 11th Street, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City R-3 (High Density Residential). These CIP Conditions for a CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) District is granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to David Wipper/Euclid Avenue, "Permittee" for the purposes and subject to the terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 "Zoning", Sec​tion 25-278 "Planned Developments " of the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.

BACKGROUND:  The "Permittee" is desirous of obtaining a CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) zoning district to allow construction of a proposed townhouse development consisting of approximately 18 residential units on approximately 1.18 acres located on Euclid Avenue and 11th Street. north of the City’s trail, on a site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their CIP application and supplemental information.

1.
PERMISSION is hereby granted to David Wipper/Euclid Avenue to construct, operate, and maintain a Planned Development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg.  The property is more particularly described as follows:


LEGAL DESCRIPTION:

2.
LAND USE

The above-described property shall be used for residential uses, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

A.
Residential Development

 1.
The project shall contain approximately 18 residential units on 1.18 acres at a maximum density not to exceed 18 units per acre. 


2.
The development standards shall be those required for the CIP district for townhouse uses except as amended by these conditions. 


3.
Distance between buildings. The front or rear of any building may not be closer to the front or rear of any other building than forty (40) feet. The side of any building may be no closer to the side, front or rear of any other building than a minimum of twenty (20) feet.


4.
City staff as part of the preliminary plan approval process shall approve final site design standards in accordance with the CIP development standards and the approved conceptual site plan, where possible.


5.
Impervious surface coverage shall not exceed 50 percent for the residential 


development and the overall project shall maintain open space of a minimum of 


20 percent.


6.
Maximum building height shall not exceed two and one half stories or 35 feet. 


7. 
Permitted Uses: 



a.
Townhouse dwellings;

b.
Accessory structures; 

c. 
Temporary modular sales center office and construction office not to exceed one year from the approval of the C.O. for the model center or preliminary plan which ever occurs first.


d.   Model units may be used for sales center during the duration of the project.

Maximum length. A building group may not be so arranged as to be inaccessible 
by 
emergency vehicles.

The following minimum development setbacks shall be maintained:



Front setback – 20 feet except for 10 feet along (City Trail)


Rear setback – 18 feet; and



Side setbacks - 0’ feet for common walls (townhomes), 15’ feet other sides

Parking areas shall be located in the rear where visibility from a public 
right-of-


way is minimized as per the approved conceptual site plan.

Areas of the property not occupied by buildings or paving shall be landscaped and sodded, or left in natural vegetative cover where there are heavy trees stands.

Trash dumpster areas for residents, if applicable, shall be located adjacent to the east or west project boundaries with buffers and screening approved by the staff during the preliminary plan review process. 

 13.
The external architecture of the buildings at a minimum shall incorporate the design elements required in Section 5.
 DESIGN REQUIREMENTS. Variations with similar characteristics may be approved by the Planning and Zoning Manager.


B.
  Recreational Development

1.
Recreational development provided on the site may include active and passive uses, as well as enclosed or unenclosed recreational space, devoted to the joint use of the residents. Such recreation space shall consist of not less than two hundred (200) square feet of space per dwelling unit. In computing usable recreation space, the following items may be considered at one and twenty-five hundredths (1.25) times the actual area.

a. Recreational activities such as play grounds, basket ball, tennis and hand ball courts, etc.

b. Developed recreational trails which provide access to the public trail system.

c. Swimming pool, including the deck area which normally surrounds such pools.

d. Indoor recreation rooms provided such rooms are permanently maintained for the use of residents for recreation.

2.
Required stormwater areas and buffer areas shall not be considered as recreational space except for areas developed as recreational trails which provide access to the public trail system.

3.
The Planned Development shall provide planned accessibility from all areas of the development to any proposed recreational facilities including pedestrian access where possible.  

4.    
If a connection to the proposed City trail system is required, the development shall provide a public rail to trails access/connection through the development within the required buffer area. Construction of any required improvements will be the developer’s responsibility and shall be developed per City requirements. Final location and design shall be determined during the preliminary plan/site plan review process.


C.
 XE "Livestock or Poultry Slaughtering" Open Space and Buffer Areas

1.
All wetlands on the project site shall be identified and the location and extent of each wetland shall be determined by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.  Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plan application.



2.
Buildings or structures shall be a minimum of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction 



boundary.

  3.
Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer of 25 feet or the upland buffer established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive.  All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.


4.
Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to hiking trails, walkways, passive recreation activities and stormwater facilities as permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District.


5.
If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.


6.
A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the site plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.  


7.
To the extent practical, wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association.  The conservation easement shall require that the wetlands be maintained in their natural and unaltered state.  Wetlands shall be dedicated to St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association for ownership and maintenance.


8.
Landscape buffer areas shall be required along the property lines as follows:



a.
The development property boundary lines shall have a fifteen (15) foot landscape buffer with a six (6) foot decorative wrought iron wall with landscaping along the southern boundary. A six (6) foot decorative fence or wall with landscaping along the northern property lines shall be required. The exact design and location of the fence and wall shall be determined during the preliminary plan/site plan review process.

Landscaping of the required buffer areas shall be as follows:

Development Phasing

Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.

Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of the site plan and construction plan approvals for this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PD has not been substantially initiated during the required time period, the PD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PD approval or rezone the property to R-3 (High Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PD Conditions.

STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES
Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg. Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.


B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system shall be required prior to the approval of the final plan. 


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
The appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been amended in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is altered and /or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.


G.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and/or natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.


H.
Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction. Off site improvements required by the City shall include those, if necessary, for connection to the property including all required infrastructure.


I.
Developer shall be responsible for the installation of a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace in eighty percent (80%) of all homes in the development.

4.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.
Vehicular access shall be provided by one access each from 11th Street and Euclid Ave. with an alley type road. Actual locations and design of the alley shall be determined during the preliminary plan/site plan review process and shall include consideration of sidewalks, recreation paths etc.



B.
The Permittee shall provide their fair share of all necessary improvements/signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by FDOT, Lake County and City of Leesburg.


C.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed by the developer to meet the City of Leesburg requirements. Alleys may be exempted from the normal design standards if determined by City staff as necessary for new urbanism designs (rear garages, etc).


D.
Internal road rights-of-ways shall be of sufficient width to contain one sidewalk. All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes.

The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary FDOT and Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to final plan approval.

The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements. At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or stucco.

At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would not be allowed under this option.).

All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the Planning and Zoning Manager for compliance

MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions.  Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this CIP Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 


E.
These CIP Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

7.
CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

In revising the permanent Future Land Use Maps, the determination was made that due to a scrivener’s error the legal description was not complete. Staff has confirmed with the GIS Division that the enclosed legal description is complete.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 06-150 TO CORRECT A SCRIVENER’S ERROR IN THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION FOR THE AMENDMENT TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN FOR THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, CHANGING THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP DESIGNATION OF CERTAIN PROPERTY CONTAINING APPROXIMATELY 224 ACRES AND GENERALLY LOCATED SOUTH AND EAST OF LEWIS ROAD, WEST OF CR 468, LYING IN SECTIONS 17 AND 20, TOWNSHIP 19 SOUTH, RANGE 24 EAST, LAKE COUNTY, FLORIDA, FROM COUNTY URBAN AND URBAN EXPANSION AND CITY INDUSTRIAL TO CITY ESTATE DENSITY RESIDENTIAL AND CONSERVATION; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE (MOUKHTARA/TARA OAKS).

WHEREAS, on December 18, 2006, the City Commission approved Ordinance No. 06-150 which amended the Comprehensive Plan for the City of Leesburg by changing the Future Land Use Map designation of approximately 224 acres generally located south and east of Lewis Road, west of CR 468, from County Urban Expansion to City Estate Residential and Conservation

WHEREAS, a scrivener’s error in the legal description has resulted in the need to amend Ordinance No. 06-150 to accurately reflect the legal description;

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, that:
Section 1.  

The Comprehensive Plan of the City of Leesburg, adopted by the City of Leesburg on September 22, 2003, pursuant to the Local Government Planning and Land Development Regulations Act of 1985, Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes, after public hearings by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, is hereby amended in the following manner:

The Future Land Use Map is amended by changing the designation of an approximate 224 acre parcel of land generally located south and east of Lewis Road, west of CR 468, lying in Sections 17 and 20, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, legally described as: 

The Northeast ¼ of the Southwest 1/4:; the East ½ of the Southeast ¼ of the Southwest ¼; the South 1122 feet of the West ½ of the Southeast ¼ of the Southwest ¼; the North 198 feet of the West ½ of the Southeast ¼ of the Southwest ¼ less the West 25 feet thereof, in Section 17, Township 19 South, Range 24 East.

The Southwest ¼ of the Southeast ¼ of Section 17, Township 19 South, Range 24 East.

The Northwest ¼ of the Southeast ¼ , less the North 25 feet; the west 853.67 feet of the Northeast ¼ of the Southeast ¼ , less the North 25 feet; the South 853.67 feet of the East 466.33 feet of the Northeast ¼ of the Southeast ¼ ; the North 25 feet of the Southeast ¼ of the Southeast ¼ , less the west ¼ , in Section 17, Township 19 South, Range 24 East.
The Northwest ¼ of the Northeast ¼ of Section 20, Township 19 South, Range 24 East.

Alternate Key Numbers 1087589, 1772753, 3695291 and 1087571
from County Urban and Urban Expansion and City Industrial to City Estate Density Residential and Conservation as shown on Attachment 1, the revised map of said area.  

Section 2.    
All ordinances or part of ordinances in conflict with any of the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section 3.  

This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption, according to law.

Subject:
Ordinance amending 22-181 providing for waivers of utility deposits for vacant non-residential accounts to real estate brokers/agents.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the ordinance amending 22-181 as presented. 
Analysis:
Currently, Section 22-181 Code of Ordinances requires cash deposits, bonds, or bank letters of credit for all electric, gas, water and internet utility accounts. The amount of deposit for commercial, residential, and municipal accounts (non-residential accounts) is equal to two and one half (2 ½) times the estimated monthly average utility bill.  

When non-residential buildings are vacated, it is common that all utility services are terminated by the occupant, who may not be the owner of the building. For real estate agents to properly show the property to potential tenants and for the sake of safety and convenience in doing so, it is often necessary to clean and properly light the premises. In some instances, air conditioning is required to control humidity in the vacant building. Because the owner must pay utility bills even though there is no rent revenue, the requirement to pay large utility deposits creates an unreasonable hardship. 

Because the vacant building is not being used for its intended purpose and there is no history of utility bills for the building while vacant, it is difficult to estimate the monthly utility costs to establish a deposit amount. Deposits can be several thousand dollars.

The proposed amendment to the ordinance waives the deposits required under Section 22-181(2) for only non-residential accounts on vacant property which is for sale or lease, provided that a licensed real estate agent/broker makes written application to the City and thereby agrees to be personally responsible for all monthly utility fees and charges until the account is transferred to a new owner/tenant.  The waiver shall not exceed six monthly utility billing cycles without an extension approved by the City.  If the agent/broker fails to make payment when due, no deposit waivers will be issued to that agent/broker in the future.
Options:
1.  Approve the Ordinance to amend Section 22-181 as presented; or,
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no fiscal impact to the City if this Ordinance is adopted. All deposits are returned to the customer or applied to unpaid utility bills.

Ordinance Amending the “Retirement Plan for the General Employees for the City of Leesburg”
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the amendment to Section 26 (Re-employment After Retirement) of the plan and the addition of Section 27 (Deferred Retirement Option Plan) to the plan.
Analysis:
The General Employees Retirement Board, upon advice of their duly appointed legal and investment counselors, recommends the following amendments to the currently adopted Retirement Plan for General Employees for the City of Leesburg.

Section 26 is being amended to permit employees who retired at the normal retirement age (65) or older, to return to work for the City and select 1 of 2 options:  (1) discontinue receipt of retirement benefits and as a fully vested employee accrue additional credited service in the system; or (2) continue to receive retirement benefits and not accrue additional credited service in the system. 

Section 27 is being added to create a Deferred Retirement Option Plan.  This option will allow current employees who reach the normal retirement age (65) or older, to continue to work and have the earned retirement payments be deposited into an interest bearing account with a guaranteed rate of return, or have the retirement payment deposited into an interest bearing account that will fluctuate at market rates.  

The Deferred Retirement Option Plan (DROP) is a program that allows the employee to retire without terminating employment while their retirement benefits accumulate and earn interest compounded quarterly at 6.5% APR, on the prior quarter’s ending balance, or the employee may choose to have these benefits earn interest at the same rate realized by the retirement system, based upon the average daily balance in the DROP account at the end of the quarter.  The employee is entitled to change this option one time during his/her participation in the DROP program.

The addition of the DROP to the General Employees Retirement Plan is identical to the program established in the Police Retirement Plan several years ago.  The only difference between the two plans is the definition of “Normal Retirement Age” which is 65 for General Employees and 55 for Police Employees.

These changes to the General Employees Pension Plan were unanimously endorsed by the Labor Management Committee at their May 1, 2007 meeting.

ORDINANCE NO.   07-     
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, AMENDING THE RETIREMENT PLAN FOR THE GENERAL EMPLOYEES FOR THE CITY OF LEESBURG, ADOPTED PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE NO. 03-57, AS SUBSEQUENTLY AMENDED; AMENDING SECTION 26, REEMPLOYMENT AFTER RETIREMENT;  ADD SECTION 27, DEFERRED RETIREMENT OPTION PLAN; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY OF PROVISIONS; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA;


SECTION 1:  That Ordinance No. 03-57, adopting the amended and restated City of Leesburg Retirement Plan for General Employees, as subsequently amended, is further amended to amend Section 26, Reemployment, to read as follows:

SECTION 26.  REEMPLOYMENT AFTER RETIREMENT.

1.
Any Member who is retired under this System, except for disability retirement as previously provided for, may be reemployed by any public or private employer, except the City of Leesburg, and may receive compensation from that employment without limiting or restricting in any way the retirement benefits payable under this System.  Reemployment by the City of Leesburg shall be subject to the limitations set forth in this Section.



2.
After Normal Retirement.  Any Retiree who is retired under normal retirement pursuant to this System and who is  reemployed as a General Employee after that Retirement and, by virtue of that reemployment, is eligible to participate in this System, shall upon being reemployed select one of the following options:


A.
The Retiree may elect to discontinue receipt of benefits.  Upon reemployment, the Retiree shall be deemed to be fully vested and the additional Credited Service accrued during the subsequent employment period shall be used in computing a second benefit amount attributable to the subsequent employment period, which benefit amount shall be added to the benefit determined upon the initial retirement to determine the total benefit payable upon final Retirement.  Calculations of benefits upon initial Retirement shall be based upon the benefit accrual rate, Average Final Compensation, and Credited Service as of that date and the retirement benefit amount for any subsequent employment period shall be based upon the benefit accrual rate, Average Final Compensation (based only on the subsequent employment period  and not including any period of DROP participation), and Credited Service as of the date of the subsequent retirement.  The amount of any death or disability benefit received as a result of a subsequent period of employment shall be reduced by the amount of accrued benefit eligible to be paid for a prior period of employment.  The optional form of benefit and any joint pensioner selected upon initial retirement shall not be subject to change upon subsequent retirement except as otherwise provided herein, but the Member may select a different optional form and joint pensioner applicable to the subsequent retirement benefit; or


B.
The Retiree may continue to receive retirement benefits previously earned and not be an active Member of the System.  If this option is selected, the subsequent employment period shall have no effect upon Average Final Compensation, years of Credited Service or retirement benefits.  Regardless of any other provision of this System, any retired and reemployed Retiree electing to continue to receive retirement benefits shall not be required to be an active Member of the System.


3.
Any Retiree who is retired under normal retirement pursuant to this System and who is reemployed by the City after that Retirement and, by virtue of that reemployment is ineligible to participate in this System, shall, during the period of such reemployment, continue to receive retirement benefits previously earned. Former Drop participants shall begin receipt of benefits   under these circumstances.


4.
After Early Retirement.   Any Retiree who is retired under early retirement pursuant to this System and who subsequently becomes an employee of the City in any capacity shall discontinue receipt of benefits from the System. If by virtue of that reemployment, the Retiree is eligible to participate in this System, the Retiree shall be deemed to be fully vested and the additional Credited Service accrued during the subsequent employment period shall be used in computing a second benefit amount attributable to the subsequent employment period, which benefit amount shall be added to the benefit determined upon the initial retirement to determine the total benefit payable upon final Retirement.  Calculations of benefits upon retirement shall be based upon the benefit accrual rate, Average Final Compensation, Credited Service and early retirement reduction factor as of that date and the retirement benefit amount for any subsequent employment period shall be based upon the benefit accrual rate, Average Final Compensation (based only on the subsequent employment period), and Credited Service as of the date of subsequent retirement  The amount of any death or disability benefit received as a result of a subsequent period of employment shall be reduced by the amount of accrued benefit eligible to be paid for a prior period of employment.  The optional form of benefit and any joint pensioner selected upon initial retirement shall not be subject to change upon subsequent retirement except as otherwise provided herein, but the member may select a different optional form and joint pensioner applicable to the subsequent retirement benefit.  Retirement pursuant to an early retirement incentive program shall be deemed early retirement for purposes of this Section if the Member was permitted to retire prior to the customary retirement date provided for in the System at the time of retirement.


5.
Reemployment of Terminated Vested Persons.  Reemployed terminated vested persons shall not be subject to the provisions of this Section until such time as they begin to actually receive benefits.  Upon receipt of benefits, terminated vested persons shall be treated as normal or early Retirees for purposes of applying the provisions of this Section and their status as an early or normal Retiree shall be determined by the date they elect to begin to receive their benefit.


6.
DROP participants. Members or Retirees who are or were in the Deferred   Retirement Option Plan shall have the options provided for in this Section for reemployment upon termination of his employment



SECTION 2:  That Ordinance No. 03-57, adopting the amended and restated City of Leesburg Retirement Plan for General Employees, as subsequently amended, is further amended to add Section 27, Deferred Retirement Option Plan, to read as follows:


SECTION 27.  DEFERRED RETIREMENT OPTION PLAN.

1.
Definitions.



As used in this Section 27, the following definitions apply:"


A.
"DROP" -- The Retirement Plan for the General Employees' Deferred Retirement Option Plan.


B.
"DROP Account" -- The account established for each DROP participant under subsection 3.

2.
Participation.



A.
Eligibility to Participate.


In lieu of terminating his employment as a general employee, any Member who is eligible for normal retirement under the System may elect to defer receipt of such service retirement pension and to participate in the DROP.



B.
Election to Participate.


A Member's election to participate in the DROP must be made in writing in a time and manner determined by the Board and shall be effective on the first day of the first calendar month which is at least fifteen (15) business days after it is received by the Board.



C.
Period of Participation.


A Member who elects to participate in the DROP under subsection 2.B., shall participate in the DROP for a period not to exceed 60  months beginning at the time his election to participate in the DROP first becomes effective.  An election to participate in the DROP shall constitute an irrevocable election to resign from the service of the City not later than the date provided for in the previous sentence.  A Member may participate only once.



D.
Termination of Participation.


(1)
A Member's participation in the DROP shall cease at the earlier of:


(a)
the end of his permissible period of participation in the DROP as determined under subsection 2.C.; or 


(b)
termination of his employment as a general employee.


(2)
Upon the Member's termination of participation in the DROP, pursuant to subsection (a) above, all amounts provided for in subsection 3.B., including monthly benefits and investment earnings and losses or interest, shall cease to be transferred from the System to his DROP Account.  Any amounts remaining in his DROP Account shall be paid to him in accordance with the provisions of subsection 4. when he terminates his employment as a general employee.


(3)
A Member who terminates his participation in the DROP under this subsection 2.D. shall not be permitted to again become a participant in the DROP.



E.
Effect of DROP Participation on the System.


(1)
A Member's Credited Service and his accrued benefit under the System shall be determined on the date his election to participate in the DROP first becomes effective.  The Member shall not accrue any additional Credited Service or any additional benefits under the System (except for any additional benefits provided under any cost-of-living adjustment for Retirees in the System) while he is a participant in the DROP.  After a Member commences participation, he shall not be permitted to again contribute to the System nor shall he be eligible for disability or pre-retirement death benefits, except as provide for in Section 26, Reemployment after Retirement.


(2)
No amounts shall be paid to a Member from the System while the Member is a participant in the DROP.  Unless otherwise specified in the System, if a Member's participation in the DROP is terminated other than by terminating his employment as a general employee, no amounts shall be paid to him from the System until he terminates his employment as a General Employee.  Unless otherwise specified in the System, amounts transferred from the System to the Member's DROP Account shall be paid directly to the Member only on the termination of his employment as General Employee.


3.
Funding.



A.
Establishment of DROP Account.


A DROP Account shall be established for each Member participating in the DROP.  A Member's DROP Account shall consist of amounts transferred to the DROP under subsection 3.B., and earnings or interest on those amounts.



B.
Transfers From Retirement System.


(1)
As of the first day of each month of a Member's period of participation in the DROP, the monthly retirement benefit he would have received under the System had he terminated his employment as a general employee and elected to receive monthly benefit payments thereunder shall be transferred to his DROP Account, except as otherwise provided for in subsection 2.D.(2).  A Member's period of participation in the DROP shall be determined in accordance with the provisions of subsections 2.C. and 2.D., but in no event shall it continue past the date he terminates his employment as a general employee.


(2)
Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2.D.(2), a Member's DROP Account under this subsection 3.B. shall be debited or credited after each fiscal year quarter with either:


(a)
Interest at an effective rate of six and one-half percent (6 1/2%) per annum compounded quarterly on the prior quarter's ending balance; or


(b)
Earnings, determined as follows:


The average daily balance in a Member's DROP Account shall be credited or debited at a rate equal to the net investment return realized by the System for that quarter.  “Net investment return” for the purpose of this paragraph is the total return of the assets in which the Member's DROP Account is invested by the Board net of brokerage commissions, transaction costs and management fees.

Upon electing participation in the DROP, the Member shall elect to receive either interest or earnings on his account to be determined as provided above.   The Member may, in writing, elect to change his election only once during his DROP participation.  An election to change must be made prior to the end of a quarter and shall be effective beginning the following quarter.

(3)
A Member's DROP Account shall only be credited or debited with earnings or interest and monthly benefits while the Member is a participant in the DROP.  A Member's final DROP account value for distribution to the Member upon termination of participation in the DROP shall be the value of the account at the end of the quarter immediately preceding termination of participation plus any monthly periodic additions made to the DROP account subsequent to the end of the previous quarter and prior to distribution.  If a Member fails to terminate employment after participating in the DROP for the permissible period of DROP participation, then beginning with the Member's 1st month of employment following the last month of the permissible period  of DROP participation, the Member's DROP Account will no longer be credited or debited with earnings or interest, nor will monthly benefits be transferred to the DROP account.  All such non-transferred amounts shall be forfeited and continue to be forfeited while the Member is employed by the City. A Member employed by the  after the permissible period  of DROP participation will still not be eligible for pre-retirement death or disability benefits,  and  will  not accrue additional Credited Service except as provided for in Section 26, Reemployment After Retirement.


4.
Distribution of DROP Accounts on Termination of Employment.



A.
Eligibility for Benefits.


A Member shall receive the balance in his DROP Account in accordance with the provisions of this subsection 4. upon his termination of employment as a  General Employee.  Except as provided in subsection 4.E., no amounts shall be paid to a Member from the DROP prior to his termination of employment as a General Employee.



B.
Form of Distribution.


(1)
Unless the Member elects otherwise, distribution of his DROP Account shall be made in a lump sum, subject to the direct rollover provisions set forth in subsection 4.F.  A Member may, however, elect, in such time and manner as the Board shall prescribe, that his DROP distribution be used to purchase a nonforfeitable fixed annuity payable in such form as the Member may elect.  Elections under this paragraph shall be in writing and shall be made in such time or manner as the Board shall determine. 


(2)
Notwithstanding the preceding, if a Member dies before his benefit is paid, his DROP Account shall be paid to his Beneficiary in such optional form as his Beneficiary may select.  If no Beneficiary designation is made, the DROP Account shall be distributed to the Member's estate.



C.
Date of Payment of Distribution.

Except as otherwise provided in this subsection 4., distribution of a Member's DROP Account shall be made as soon as administratively practicable following the Member's termination of employment.  Distribution of the amount in a Member's DROP account will not be made unless the Member completes a written request for distribution and a written election on forms designated by the Board to either receive a cash lump sum or a rollover of the lump sum amount.



D.
Proof of Death and Right of Beneficiary or Other Person.


The Board may require and rely upon such proof of death and such evidence of the right of any Beneficiary or other person to receive the value of a deceased Member's DROP Account as the Board may deem proper and its determination of the right of that Beneficiary or other person to receive payment shall be conclusive.



E.
Distribution Limitation.


Notwithstanding any other provision of subsection 4., all distributions from the DROP shall conform to the "Minimum Distribution of Benefits" provisions as provided for herein. 



F.
Direct Rollover of Certain Distributions.


This subsection applies to distributions made on or after January 1, 2002.  Notwithstanding any provision of the DROP to the contrary, a distributee may elect to have any portion of an eligible rollover distribution paid in a direct rollover as otherwise provided under the System in section .


5.
Administration of DROP.



A.
Board Administers the DROP.


The general administration of the DROP, the responsibility for carrying out the provisions of the DROP and the responsibility of overseeing the investment of the DROP's assets shall be placed in the Board.  The members of the Board may appoint from their number such subcommittees with such powers as they shall determine; may adopt such administrative procedures and regulations as they deem desirable for the conduct of their affairs; may authorize one or more of their number or any agent to execute or deliver any instrument or make any payment on their behalf; may retain counsel, employ agents and provide for such clerical, accounting, actuarial and consulting services as they may require in carrying out the provisions of the DROP; and may allocate among themselves or delegate to other persons all or such portion of their duties under the DROP, other than those granted to them as Trustee under any trust agreement adopted for use in implementing the DROP, as they, in their sole discretion, shall decide.  A Trustee shall not vote on any question relating exclusively to himself.



B.
Individual Accounts, Records and Reports.


The Board shall maintain records showing the operation and condition of the DROP, including records showing the individual balances in each Member's DROP Account and the Board shall keep in convenient form such data as may be necessary for the valuation of the assets and liabilities of the DROP.  The Board shall prepare and distribute to Members participating in the DROP and other individuals or file with the appropriate governmental agencies, as the case may be, all necessary descriptions, reports, information returns, and data required to be distributed or filed for the DROP pursuant to the Code and any other applicable laws.



C.
Establishment of Rules.


Subject to the limitations of the DROP, the Board from time to time shall establish rules for the administration of the DROP and the transaction of its business.  The Board shall have discretionary authority to construe and interpret the DROP (including but not limited to determination of an individual's eligibility for DROP participation, the right and amount of any benefit payable under the DROP and the date on which any individual ceases to be a participant in the DROP).  The determination of the Board as to the interpretation of the DROP or its determination of any disputed questions shall be conclusive and final to the extent permitted by applicable law.



D.
Limitation of Liability.


(1)
The Trustees shall not incur any liability individually or on behalf of any other individuals for any act or failure to act, made in good faith in relation to the DROP or the funds of the DROP.


(2)
Neither the Board nor any Trustee of the Board shall be responsible for any reports furnished by any expert retained or employed by the Board, but they shall be entitled to rely thereon as well as on certificates furnished by an accountant or an actuary, and on all opinions of counsel.  The Board shall be fully protected with respect to any action taken or suffered by it in good faith in reliance upon such expert, accountant, actuary or counsel, and all actions taken or suffered in such reliance shall be conclusive upon any person with any interest in the DROP.


6.
General Provisions.



A.
Amendment of DROP.


The DROP may be amended by an ordinance of the City at any time and from time to time, and retroactively if deemed necessary or appropriate, to amend in whole or in part any or all of the provisions of the DROP.  However, except as otherwise provided by law, no amendment shall make it possible for any part of the DROP's funds to be used for, or diverted to, purposes other than for the exclusive benefit of persons entitled to benefits under the DROP.  No amendment shall be made which has the effect of decreasing the balance of the DROP Account of any Member.



B.
Facility of Payment.


If a Member or other person entitled to a benefit under the DROP is unable to care for his affairs because of illness or accident or is a minor, the Board shall direct that any benefit due him shall be made only to a duly appointed legal representative.  Any payment so made shall be a complete discharge of the liabilities of the DROP for that benefit.



C.
Information.


Each Member, Beneficiary or other person entitled to a benefit, before any benefit shall be payable to him or on his account under the DROP, shall file with the Board the information that it shall require to establish his rights and benefits under the DROP.



D.
Prevention of Escheat.


If the Board cannot ascertain the whereabouts of any person to whom a payment is due under the DROP, the Board may, no earlier than three (3) years from the date such payment is due, mail a notice of such due and owing payment to the last known address of such person, as shown on the records of the Board or the City.  If such person has not made written claim therefor within three (3) months of the date of the mailing, the Board may, if it so elects and upon receiving advice from counsel to the System, direct that such payment and all remaining payments otherwise due such person be canceled on the records of the System.  Upon such cancellation, the System shall have no further liability therefor except that, in the event such person or his Beneficiary later notifies the Board of his whereabouts and requests the payment or payments due to him under the DROP, the amount so applied shall be paid to him in accordance with the provisions of the DROP.



E.
Written Elections, Notification.


(1)
Any elections, notifications or designations made by a Member pursuant to the provisions of the DROP shall be made in writing and filed with the Board in a time and manner determined by the Board under rules uniformly applicable to all employees similarly situated.  The Board reserves the right to change from time to time the manner for making notifications, elections or designations by Members under the DROP if it determines after due deliberation that such action is justified in that it improves the administration of the DROP.  In the event of a conflict between the provisions for making an election, notification or designation set forth in the DROP and such new administrative procedures, those new administrative procedures shall prevail.


(2)
Each Member or Retiree who has a DROP Account shall be responsible for furnishing the Board with his current address and any subsequent changes in his address.  Any notice required to be given to a Member or Retiree hereunder shall be deemed given if directed to him at the last such address given to the Board and mailed by registered or certified United States mail.  If any check mailed by registered or certified United States mail to such address is returned, mailing of checks will be suspended until such time as the Member or Retiree notifies the Board of his address.



F.
Benefits Not Guaranteed.


All benefits payable to a Member from the DROP shall be paid only from the assets of the Member's DROP Account and neither the City nor the Board shall have any duty or liability to furnish the DROP with any funds, securities or other assets except to the extent required by any applicable law.



G.
Construction.


(1)
The DROP shall be construed, regulated and administered under the laws of Florida, except where other applicable law controls.


(2)
The titles and headings of the subsections in this Section  are for convenience only.  In the case of ambiguity or inconsistency, the text rather than the titles or headings shall control.



H.
Forfeiture of Retirement Benefits.


Nothing in this Section shall be construed to remove DROP participants from the application of any forfeiture provisions applicable to the System.  DROP participants shall be subject to forfeiture of all retirement benefits, including DROP benefits.



I.
Effect of DROP Participation on Employment.


Participation in the DROP is not a guarantee of employment and DROP participants shall be subject to the same employment standards and policies that are applicable to employees who are not DROP participants.


SECTION 3:  Specific authority is hereby granted to codify and incorporate this Ordinance in the existing Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg.


SECTION 4:  All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in con​flict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed.


SECTION 5:  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase of this ordinance, or the particular application thereof shall be held invalid by any court, administrative agency, or other body with appropriate jurisdiction, the remaining section, subsection, sentences, clauses, or phrases under application shall not be affected thereby.


SECTION 6:  That this Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption.

Narrative Explanation – Reallocation of Funds

2004 General Fund Capital Improvement Bond-Funded Projects

New Library Project (No Change)

This project is expected to be completed without the need for additional bond funds.

Public Works Facility (No Change)
This project has been completed without the need for additional bond funds. 
Old Library Rehab ( - $1,638,349.65)
This project is contingent upon completion of the New Library project and vacation of the premises now occupied by the Leesburg Public Library.  The project will be an extensive renovation of the interior of the old library building and some interior modifications of the existing City Hall building (to modify spaces vacated by those departments moving to the old library building).  If possible, some exterior modifications will be made to update the appearance of the old library building.  The estimate prepared by PBS&J for the project is $4,500,000 (current dollars), and does not include some additional parking which the City would likely need.  Since it would not be possible to construct the project with the bond funding currently available, and the project also could not be constructed within the 3-year construction window anticipated in the bond covenants, the City is better served by eliminating the project from the 2004 bond project list, and attempting to fund it at a later date.  

Gymnasium ( +$2,099,388.06) 

The gymnasium was originally anticipated to be constructed at the Susan Street Recreational Complex, requiring no land acquisition.  Further evaluation revealed that the site would not allow for expansion of the facility in the future, and would require relocation of some amenities.  The City acquired 11 acres of land from the School Board adjacent to Carver Middle School for $617,000.  Construction costs had also increased from the time the original estimates were generated (2004) and the time the project was awarded (2007).  The construction contract alone is $2,731,752.00, which includes an 8% owner’s contingency.  Total project costs (design, construction, and FF&E) are expected to be $3,581,741.00, necessitating additional funding.  

Community Center ( +$6,768.00)

Funding for the Community Center Project (a.k.a. the Civic Center Project) was reduced from $5,000,000 to $35,000 after the soils and preliminary engineering reports revealed that the total projects cost could exceed $7M due to soils remediation and foundation work.  The $35,000 was not sufficient to cover all invoices from the preliminary engineering and soils exploration work.  

Swimming Pool ( - $1,270,588.24)

This project was added to the project list subsequent to the elimination of the Civic Center.  The desire of the Commission was to replace the pool at Venetian Gardens with a new pool in the vicinity of the Recreation and Parks office.  An exploratory committee determined that land acquisition would likely be needed to provide adequate parking and stormwater retention, that additional land would be needed off-site to accommodate the displaced maintenance yard, and that the $1.2M in bond funds would likely be insufficient to cover construction.  Given the growing scope of this project, and the need to expend bond funds within the three-year window, the City is better served by eliminating this project and attempting to fund it at a later date.

City Hall Parking Lot  ( +$579,411.76)

The City Hall Parking Lot was added to the project list subsequent to the elimination of the Civic Center.  This project will retro-fit the existing parking lot for ADA compliance and will add a decorative plaza to the northern entrance of City Hall.  This also includes relocation of the City Hall back-up generator, required stormwater improvements, and landscaping.  The construction bid for the project came in at $1,369,657, which already exceeded the allotted $1,270,588.  The balance of the $1.85M includes design, electrical, lighting, new generator (and transfer switch), and landscaping. 
Transportation Improvements ( +$189,382.65)

This category allows the City to expend bond funds on a variety of transportation improvements, and has served as the default category for unspent bond funds (this is the reason the category would receive the $189,382.65 increase).  To date, only $555,264 has been spent on transportation improvements, which has been for the Crystal Breeze Reverse Frontage Road (see breakdown below) and the 441 Phase II landscaping design ($143,000).  If the two “pending” parcels below are purchased, the unencumbered balance would be $1,102,507.  The balance of the funds may be used for the acquisition of right-of-way for the Magnolia Street Extension, or any transportation project that the Commission so desires.

Canal Street Rebuild ( +$33,987.41)

This completed project was a complete re-build of all utilities (stormwater, fiber, gas, water, electric, and wastewater) within the Canal Street right-of-way and installation of a new roadway and recreational trail.  The project was funded from a variety of sources (enterprise funds) as well as the 2004 bond funds.  The bond funds covered the general fund portion of the project, which included the road surface, trail, and sidewalks.  The additional $33,987 covers added work for the pedestrian trail (including design, signage, and striping) and decorative mast arms at Canal and Main.

Subject:
Ordinance amending Section 22-246 - Gas Service Rate Schedule

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Ordinance amending Section 22-246  - Gas Service Rate Schedule to increase Customer Charge and Delivery Charge for all classes.

Analysis:
Based on recommendations received in the electric and gas rate study performed in 2004, the City implemented an automatic annual rate adjustment based on the Gross Domestic Products Implicit Price Deflator Index (GDP) provided by the Bureau of Economic Analysis. Cost increases for raw materials have caused prices to outpace this index for renewal and replacement items such as steel pipe, fittings, meters and petroleum based commodities. In addition, salaries and other operating costs have increased at rates higher than the inflation index to keep pace with inflated economy and competition. Management has begun research to determine if the GDP index is the appropriate index to be using for our needs. 

Staff has determined that an immediate increase of 8% for all rate classes will provide correction to the rate compression suffered as a result of the deficiency between the GDP index and actual inflation. The 8% increase will only affect the customer charge and delivery charge. Therefore, the average customer will experience a net increase of 2.5% to 3.2%.  

All utility rates will continue to be adjusted annually for inflation on October 1 of each year pursuant to Section 22-166.

There is no requirement to present this rate change to the Public Service Commission.

City staff will recommend by a later resolution that the City commission a new rate study for gas and electric rates to correct the deficiency between energy rates compared to wholesale cost for energy, distribution expenses, and renewal and replacement costs.
Options:
1.  Adopt the ordinance to amend Section 22-146 Gas rate schedule as presented; or,
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate

Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.
