6) In the space provided below, briefly describe the project and the property or properties for which funding is requested:  
The Leesburg Woman’s Club Building is a landmark in Leesburg’s Historic Downtown Business District. Built by the Woman’s Club in 1922 for $20,000, the two-story Spanish Eclectic-style structure has played a significant role in Leesburg’s past. It has been home to both the Library and Chamber of Commerce. The second floor meeting room was used by many community groups for meetings, church services, concerts, dances and high school proms. During World War II, the American Legion Auxiliary operated a room there for the servicemen to use.
The building was sold in 1946 for commercial use. A drive-up window was later added when it was leased to a bank. The City purchased the building in 1981. The building was almost sold in 1989 to a local business but one commissioner saved the building. The Leesburg Heritage Society and Museum moved there in 1990 and has been there since, along with some other tenants, including the Leesburg Partnership, a Florida Main Street Program.
This is a multi-phased restoration project. Funding is requested for Phase I restoration as a model for public and private property owners in Historic Downtown Business District. This phase will remove the non-historic drive-up window, restore the exterior historic architectural details, add an exterior structure for an elevator, ADA compliant restrooms and emergency exit stairs, and replace the roof system. The interior renovations will upgrade electrical and plumbing systems to meet current code requirements, remove inappropriate interior details such as a suspended ceiling and repair and replace with historic ceiling features. The first floor will be renovated to provide space for museum exhibits, the historic document collection, storage, research and office space for the curator and volunteers.
Due to ADA and building code requirements, an architectually-blended elevator shaft and restrooms will be added that will resemble the original south wall portico and restore historic character while providing second floor access.
Structural modifications or repairs may be necessary during this phase that may delay interior renovations.  An engineering study of the building will evaluate structural compliance with building safety requirements. Future phases will address second floor renovations that include access issues identified by the City Building Official. The elevator will be installed in a future phase to meet access requirements.

There has been significant structural deterioration due to insects and the poor condition of the roof. Water leaked into the building through the north windows during the 2004 hurricanes. Much of the sills' damage and decay is due to leakage.
If this project does not go forward there is danger that this historic building might be lost. The City almost sold the building to a business in 1989. Many changes were made when that happened in 1946 and in the 1970s. In the past there have been comments about demolition in order to provide additional downtown parking. Another owner could decide that it is more economically feasible to demolish the building since it is a desirable downtown commercial property.

15) Describe the Project Activities completed to date:

An architectural review was completed in 1998 from a Grant-in-Aid from the Office of Historic Resources. Several options were proposed, all of which would restore the historic elements and enhance the use of the building as a museum and community gathering place for small groups and organizations.
 The exterior of the building was painted in 2005 and the City of Leesburg has been aggressively involved with the maintenance of the building since.

$15,000 - annually after project completion. Maintenance costs come from and will continue to come from the City of Leesburg general fund sources.

The Woman's Club Building, now home to the Leesburg Historical Museum, has become a destination for those inquiring about local and state history. Attendance has grown from 1,281 in 2004 to 1,984 in 2005 and 2,764 in 2006. Specific research requests have also grown from 129 in 2006 to a projected 276 in 2007. Youth groups such as Boy and Girl Scouts have also visited the museum. We expect those numbers to increase sharply with the renovations to the building.
We also expect that renovations to the building will give us an even better venue to highlight the achievements of all segments of the community which have built Leesburg into the community it has become and thus, a better chance to teach about Leesburg and Florida's history. The restored facility will provide expanded research capabilities, a document and archives library with newspaper microfilm and bound volumes, for use by the residents of Leesburg , as well as visitors, for educational, civic, social and cultural activities along with other downtown events.
In the second phase, the second floor community room will provide a venue for a broad range of community activities in an intimate setting that will be available to the community, and a meeting place for groups up to 200 people in the historic downtown business area - greatly increasing the opportunity for education.

An estimate of users and visitors each year to the building is 8,000-plus.

The building entrance was modified to meet ADA requirements; however, the restrooms are not ADA compliant. At the completion of this project, sufficient facilities will exist to meet the needs of the community and comply with applicable laws and regulations. There is no adequate access to the second floor other than a dangerously steep stairway. The addition of the restrooms and elevator will allow sufficient access to this portion of the building. 

This renovation will provide a venue to highlight the achievements of the entire community  including those not properly represented in the past. Enhanced research, library and archive facilities will be available to all residents and visitors.

21) Provide a brief explanation of the Direct Economic Impact this project will have on the surrounding community.  Include any information regarding number of jobs it will provide, if known.

The renovation will have a direct impact on the economy of the community. The auditorium in the heart of Leesburg's historic business district will allow groups to meet in the downtown area, exposing people to the quaint shops and restaurants of the historic downtown. The stage will provide a venue for shows, also generating traffic to the downtown area. Even now the museum is receiving more visitors as attendance has more than doubled from 2004 to 2007.
When fully renovated, the building will become a more desired destination for people interested in local history and wanting to use the building for research. Even now we are getting people who visit from out of town to research their family's past. According to the County Tourism & Business Relations Director, if half of the 8,000 visitors are from out of town it would have an economic impact of approximately $100 per person, so $400,000 is a reasonable expectation.

The Leesburg Woman’s Club Building has had a multifaceted history of community use. The Woman’s Club met first in the two-story Spanish Eclectic-style structure Oct. 9, 1922. It has housed the Chamber of Commerce and the Leesburg library.  The second floor meeting room was used by many civic and service clubs for meetings. It was also used for concerts, dances and high school proms. The club was rented by the Christian Church for services and during World War II, the club allowed Mass to be held there for Catholics because gas rationing was in effect. During the war, the Legion Auxiliary kept a room open for the use of the servicemen at least once a week and furnished writing materials, coffee and doughnuts.  The building was sold in 1946 and occupied by Lassiter-Ware Insurance. Sun Bank leased it and added the drive-up window in the 1970s. The city purchased it in 1981 and used the building while City Hall was being renovated. It became and remains home of the Leesburg Historical Museum in 1990. The Leesburg Partnership also had its offices there from 1996-2006.

The Applicant-Recipient also agrees to comply with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 and all requirements imposed by or pursuant to the Department of the Interior Regulations (43 CFR 17) issued pursuant to these titles, to the end that, no person in the United States shall, on the grounds of disability or age be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination under any program or activity for which the Applicant-Recipient receives financial assistance from the National Park Service and hereby gives assurance that it will immediately take any measures to effectuate this agreement.

If any real property or structure thereon is provided or improved with the aid of Federal financial assistance extended to the Applicant-Recipient by the Florida Department of State, this assurance obligates the Applicant-Recipient, or in the case of any transfer of such property, any transferee for the period during which the real property or structure is used for a purpose involving the provision of similar services or benefits.  If any personal property is so provided, this assurance obligates the Applicant-Recipient for the period during which it retains ownership or possession of the property.  In all other cases, this assurance obligates the Applicant-Recipient for the period during which the Federal financial assistance is extended to it by the Florida Department of State.

This assurance is given in consideration of and for the purpose of obtaining any and all Federal grants, loans, contracts, property discounts or other Federal financial assistance extended after the date hereof to the Applicant-Recipient by the bureau or office, including installment payments after such date on account of arrangements for Federal financial assistance which were approved before such date.  The Applicant-Recipient recognizes and agrees that such Federal financial assistance will be extended in reliance on the representations and agreements made in this assurance, and that the United States shall reserve the right to seek judicial enforcement of this assurance.  This assurance is binding on the Applicant-Recipient, its successors, transferees, and assignees, and the person or persons whose signature appear below are authorized to sign this assurance on behalf of the Applicant-Recipient.
