The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Agnes Berry and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING OF MARCH 8, 2007:
Commissioner Edward Schlein moved to APPROVE the minutes as transcribed.  Commis​sioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 7 to 0.
Bill Wiley, Planning Manager informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  Mr. Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Debra Galloway, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, & Bill Wiley, Dan Miller and Mike Miller.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE #019-1-022207 – DAVE WIPPER – EUCLID AVENUE

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 1.18 ACRES FROM R-3 (HIGH DENSITY RESIDENTIAL) TO CIP (COMMERCIAL INDUSTRIAL PLANNED) DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON EUCLID AVENUE AND 11TH STREET AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 26 TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (CITY COMMISSION MEETING DATES TENATIVELY, APRIL 23, 2007 & MAY 14, 2007)

Bill Wiley presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos. 

Dan Miller, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos.  

Mr. Wiley then reviewed and summarized the staff summary and the recommendation of the request.  Mr. Wiley highlighted the following:

· Departmental Review Summary

· No School Board Comments

· Verbal Comments received

· Town-Home Community being sub-divided

Mr. Wiley stated staff recommended approval of the request based on the proposed zoning district being compatible in the proposed zoning district CIP (Commercial Industrial Planned), which is compatible with adjacent property in the City zoned R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the south, east and north, and City P (Public) to the west.

Mr. Wiley also clarified to the Board the CIP (Commercial Industrial Planned) meaning minimal planned, which, nothing is planned for industrial.

Mr. Wiley also discussed the following:

· Land Use (Units not exceeding 18)

· Setback requirements (Front & Rear)

· Building Height

· Permitted Uses

· Parking

· Standard Buffer requirements

· Vehicle Access

· Design Standard Requirements

Mr. Wiley explain to the Board the construction currently on the site.  He stated the developer received a showcase home from Palm Harbor Homes to be used for approximately one year.  The developer received a temporary permit from the City of Leesburg, Building Department to use the property for the set-up at the developer’s risk.  Mr. Wiley also informed the Board this process never implemented, but is allowable under the City Code.

Discussions ensued over the wall on the south side of the property.

Debra Pierre, representative for the applicant, sworn in by Debra Galloway, Administrative Assistant II addressed the Board with limited comments.

The following property owners sworn in by Debra Galloway, Administrative Assistant II spoke referencing information, Hertz Young, William Collins, John Chassie and Kena Lewis regarding the following:

· Magnolia and 11th Street – Traffic

· Model Unit (That will be on display)

· Rails/Trails

· Property Value

· Ownership/Rental 

· Illegal Water Use

Mr. Wiley address all the concerns of each of the property owners.  The representative for the developer, Debra Pierre addressed the issue regarding the illegal water use informing Mr. Young the owner was not aware of illegal water connection and assured him the problem will be researched and resolved.  She also stated during the Preliminary Subdivision Plan the draining concerns would be addressed as well.

Discussions ensued over the permitted use, the portable unit and the number of allowable units on the property.

Commissioner Edward Schlein made a motion to APPROVE case #019-1-022207 – Dave Wipper – Euclid Avenue.  Commissioner Roland Stults SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
