PUBLIC HEARING CASE #026-1-051707 – CENTRAL HYDRAULICS (C & S INDUSTRIES)
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 3.28 ACRES FROM C-2 AND M-1 (COMMUNITY COMMERCIAL) AND (INDUSTRIAL) TO CIP (COMMERCIAL INDUSTRIAL PLANNED) DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED AT THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF THOMAS AVENUE AND CARVER DRIVE, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 22 TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (CITY COMMISSION MEETING DATES TENATIVELY, MAY 29, 2007 AND JUNE 11, 2007)

Bill Wiley presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos. 

Dan Miller, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and conceptual site plan.

Mr. Wiley stated staff recommended approval of the request based on the proposed zoning district of CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) being compatible with adjacent properties to the north and east zoned M-1 (Industrial) and with property to the south zoned C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial).
Dan Miller then reviewed the conceptual site plan – entrance on Thomas & Carver, which will be further reviewed during the Engineering and site plan review.  Discussions ensued over the property owners adjacent to the project.  Mr. Wiley stated no inquiries were received from the property owners.  The applicant was present without comments.
