PUBLIC HEARING CASE #033-1-051007 – LESLI MARCHBANKS (MARCHBANKS REZONING)
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY .21 ACRES FROM R-2 (MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL) TO RP (RESIDENTIAL PROFESSIONAL) DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF WEST DIXIE AVENUE, WEST OF PARK DRIVE ADJACENT TO SOUTH 12TH STREET, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 26 TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (CITY COMMISSION MEETING DATES TENATIVELY, JUNE 11, 2007 AND JUNE 25, 2007)

Bill Wiley presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations.    

Dan Miller, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and conceptual site plan.
Mr. Wiley then reviewed and summarized staff recommendation of approval.  He stated the proposed zoning district of R-P (Residential Professional) is compatible with the future land use designation of Low Density.  He then stated the proposed zoning district of R-P (Residential Professional) is compatible with adjacent zonings of R-P (Residential Professional) to the east and west, and R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the north and south.
